As item after Item was checked up, marked differences were shown both 
Rn quantities and prices, between the actual figures and those reported. In 
fact there was not a single item shown which approached the cost upon which 
the double dominion subsidy was allowed and of some items mentioned in the 
engineer’s report no trace at all could be found in the evidence.

The fairway in the North River op­

posite the piers of the Hamburg-Ameri- 
ean line iri Hoboken was given in 1911 
as something over 8^00 ft. Since that 
time, piers on either side of the river 
have been extended 100 ft. each, so that 
the fairway is now about 3,800 ft. An 
investigation prior to 1MJ showed that 

ÿlië1 steamslitps of that day manoeuvring 
to enter the slips between the piers re­
quired a minimum of 1,800 ft. Since that 
time, the transatlantic ships have in­
creased in length nearly 200 ft., so it is 
fair to assume that the required fair­
way for the ships, which probably in­
creased at a greater ratio than the in­
crease in length, is at least 1600 ft. Ob­
viously, under these conditions, two of 
the large ships on opposite sides of the 
river could not manoeuvre at the same 
time without serious danger to them­
selves,

Regularly every few years the United 
States army engineers in charge of the 
harbors and rivers around New York 
city recommend to their lay superiors in 
the department of war at Washington 
that the encroachment of steamship 
piers upon the navigation channel of the 
North River be finally and definitely re­
stricted. But invariably the pressure 
brought to bear upon the department by 
the business and political influence of 
New York city has resulted in a so-call­
ed “temporary” permission to extend the 
piers a hundred or more feet out into 
the steadily narrowing channel.

Up to the present time, these “tem­
porary” permits have not differed in any 
way from a permanent permit; that is, 
they still exist and there seems to be no 
effort being made to end their existence, 
and the direct and flagrant opposition to 
all sane engineering advice, in which the 
steapship and political authorities in 

; New York city persist, has been emip- 
i ently successful.

#London, July 7—Fred Welsh, light­
weight champion of England, today beat 
V/illie Ritchie on points ,in the twenty 
round fight for the lightweight cham­
pionship of the world at Olympia.

In the opening rounds Welsh scored 
points than Ritchie. In the fifth 

round, however, Ritchie forced the fight­
ing, and in this and the next two rounds 
there were some sharp exchanges and 
heavy infighting, in which Ritchie gen­
erally got the upper hand. Several times 
the American was cautioned for holding 
in the clinches.

In the eighth round the Welshman re­
covered his liveliness and in this and the 
ninth forced the fighting and had the 
best of the encounter. When half the 
match was over Welsh led easily on 
points.

Ritchie revived somewhat in the 
eleventh and there were some hot ex­
changes in this round, Welsh repeatedly 
by his remarkable quickness scoring and 
then eluding heavy returns.

In the thirteenth round Ritchie had it 
all liis own way, landing some heavy 
blows and forcing the fighting all 
through, while Welsh appeared to be 
weakening.

all. The premises showing infractions 
were scattered at random all over the 
town, not grouped in any one “unsanit­
ary” neighborhood. The people who liv­
ed in those premises were the average 
citizens, no better or worse or richer or 
poorer than the others. The reporting 
of deaths and disease was equally goor 
for both groups. I know of no similar 
figures, because health officers generally 
do not ask themselves if their work 
means anything; do not try to figure 
profit and loss.

We are making expenditures, working 
hard, fining our people for breaking the 
sanitary code, preaching cleanliness, 
fighting dirt. It all sounds so good, so 
heroic, so righteous, so self-sacrificing. 
As a matter of fact, is not much of our 
teaching not righteous but rather self- 
righteous? Does our much vaunted 
cleaning up really accomplish the only 
real end we can have; does it really re­
duce death and disease? Are we not ex­
actly in the position of a business man | 
who never takes stock of his business? 
He inherits, let us say, certain custom­
ers- -goodwill, traditions. He always has 
goods on his shelf, people buying, bills, 
being paid. He ranks with his neighbors 
as solvent; he thinks he is himself. Yet 
enquiry, checking-up, cold-blooded figur­
ing, may show It is really much cheaper 
for him to stop buying and selling; 
cheaper to do nothing at all t 

That cold-blooded taking of stock is 
just what we need now in public health, 
and I would here urge two things to this 
end; first the use by all health boards 
of the financial scheme of accounting put 
forth by M. H. Baker, the noted engineer, 
publicist, and member of the committee 
on financial . accounting of the Massa-, 
chusetts Association of Boards of 
Health. Thisjtc*he first step; it de­
termines what boards expend for each 
item of what"we>cali public health ser­
vice. This form of accounting is wise 
from the mere standpoint of good busi­
ness ; if adopted widely it would make 
cost comparisons in different places more 
easy. Above alt it would call attention 
to what we waste for aesthetics or pre­
venting nuisance, as against what we 
spend for the real reduction of death i 
and disease.

I 
suggest for this form of accounting, but 
merely as a beginning, the tabulation of 
death and disease in the community 
against the infractions of the sanitary 
code, following in this the plan follow­
ed in Port Hope. There is appended 
here the form of financial accounting al­
ready described. For the technical ac­
counting all that is essential at present 
is listing all infractions of the sanitary 
çode found on dwelling premises; listing 
the deaths and disease found on the 
same premises ; dividing the total deaths 
on those premises by the total of those 
premises; doing the same with the dis­
eases reported; and comparing these 
figûres with similar figures from the rest 
of the community, the law-keeping pore 
tion. , „

Other methods for studying such fig­
ures will quickly suggest themselves; 
each individual death or case of disease 
may be tabulated against the individual 
infraction of the code which occurred 
on the premises concerned, and so on. 
But in any case do as is here suggested 
for a beginning. .

Let me say that I am not indicting 
the requirements of the sanitary code; 
they are good rules for community liv­
ing; nor do I deny that, at times, some 
of the things they forbid are factors 
in the spread of disease. What I insist 
on is this: having limited time, money 
mid enrgy for public health service in 
most places, it is the acme of folly to 
spend most of that little upon the least 
paying procedures instead of the best. If,
