“Knox Presbyterian Church Struck
by Lightning Storm's Only Flash,

‘of duty 'during a fire which gutted the
bandsome Knox Presbyterian church in
_this city early this morning, Police Chief
. A. McCarthy, Police Constable Mat-
“thew Hamilton and Fire Chief Hugh Dus-
|kin were instantly killed when the huge
'burning belfry crashed from a height of
160 feet, catching the unfortunate men

before they could rush to safety.
Fireman Sydney Vanstone was struck
by a flying timber and badly cut about
{he face and head, but will recover.
During the progress of a light electric-
al storm about midnight, the one sharp
flash struck the high stecple about ‘half
way up and it jmmediately took fire. The
brigade was at the scene within 'a minite
qg-s0, but as they had no water tower, the
mien were helpless as th¢ streams did nov
_-approach the burning spot., The fire ate
its way through the steeple - and the
burning embers set the roof ablaze.
Chief Durkin, who was standing by his
ladder, placed against the building to en-
able the men to reach the roof prqper,
noticed the top of the ladder burning. He
called for assistance to move the laddgr
and Hamilton, and McCarthy jumped in
just as the heavy timbers and thousands
of brick toppled and fell. MecCarthy and
Hamilton were instantly killed by the
timbers, Durkin died on the way to the
lospital after, being taken from the de-
ﬁs which ‘half covered his body.

The blaze burned iteelf out, but atnoon
today the ruins are still smoking. The loss
will be very heavy, but cannot now be

estimated.
The insurance on the church is $34,000.

FOR SOLDIER LOVER
" WHO NEER RETURNED

For Forty-two Years, Every Day,
Woman Took up Post in Berlin
" Street, Watching

Berlin, May 13—Linden Julie, who took |-

her name from the Unter den Linden
thoroughfare, in which she kept a vain
watch daily for forty-two years for the
return of her soldier lover, is dead.

A mild insanity seized Julie when her
sweetheart failed to return from the
Franco-German war in 1871. She never
lost faith that he would some day turn up
and; rain or shine, huddled up in a shawl
she kept watch in the streets each year
growing more ragged and white-haired.
The police made an exception in her case
in the rule which does not allow loiterers
in the street, as they had compassion upon
the faithful Julie.

A little more than a year ago she was
so worn with age that she was taken to
the Charity Hospital, where she Has just
died.

MORE THAN 500 DEAD ON THE
BT

" (Canadian Press)
Nogales, Ariz, May 13—More than five
hundred dead are lying on the field above
Guaymas, resulting from three days of
desperate fighting last week.. Colonel Juan
Cabral, who arrived today at Hermosille
from the front, reported that he’ had esti-
mated the killed ito exceed 600. A train
load of oil and fire wood with which to
cremate the bodies was rushed south.
The official report of General Alfero Ob-
regon, insurgent commander, is that the
federal killed alone numbered 500 with 200
Huerta soldiers taken prisoners. “Both

sides have been executing all commissioned
officers captured.

There ‘was little fighting on Sunday or
yesterday. Driven to the last station north
of the Gulf ports, the remmants of the
federal army of some: 2,500, found itself
cut off from further retreat. Believing
that lack of food and water soon would
foree a surrender the state troops content-
ed themselves with “holding the federals
in their . position, occasionally harassing
the extreme lines when any attempt was
made to move toward Guaymas. The 200
federals left in Guaymas did mot move
from the town.

Mrs. Marie Wiltzie of Edmonton Cele-
brates 15th Anniversary as, Matron In
Adberta - ; e

Edmonton, May 13—Mrs. Marie Wilt-
sie, matron at the Edmonton immigration
hall, who has been a mother to tens of
thousands of homeseekers from all parte
of the world since May. 1898, when she re-
ceived the appointment from the domin-
ion government, was remembered with
presents by the ploneer residents of the
capital of Alberta and settlers at the fif-
teenth anniversary of her cornection with
the institution. Her husband is a pros-
perous farmer at Millet, Alta., where they
will pass the evening of their lives in
years to come. . :
_ Mrs. Wiltsie came to Edmonton from
eastern Canada, where she taught school’
before her marriage, two years after the
Klondyke rush. The immigration' hall,
then: located in Strathcona, on the south
side of the Saskatchewan river, was in-
a_dequate to accommodate all the prospec-
tive settlers, and among others were sev-
enty-ﬁve Galicians, who found shelter in
a big tent. During a storm she brought
the women and children into the perman-
ent building, in the face of protests from
the English-speaking immigrants, and gave
up her bed and stove for their use. Later
the protestors publicly thanked her for
her efforts in behalf of the Galicians and
the “latter 'could not do enough for their
champion. 5 o

The local immigration officer sought Mrs,
Wiltsie's assistance the following day, and
when the old Columbia hotel was sécured
as an immigration hall Mrs. Wiltsie was in-
vited to take charge. However, the fed-
eral government declined to finance the
hall until it was ghown to be a success.
The rent of the establishment for the first
two months was paid by loeal etorekeepers,
At _the end of that period the government
took over the hall, and Mrs. Wiltsie has
remdined as matron ever since, and dur-
ing fifteen years has not been away from
the hall at night.

GOOD ROADS PROBLEM

Something About Its Selution In

Province of Saskatchewan

The improvement and maintenance of
good roads in the rural districts is a vital
problem in all parts of Canada. Inevit-
ably, perhaps, the phenomenal develop-
ment of railway and waterway navigation
has largely overshadowed the necessity that
exists for properly built waggon roads.
However, it is steadily being more fully
tealized that the absence of such roads
causes an economic lose of great import-
ance to every citizen, and especially those
of the rural districts.

It is very gratifying to find that scien-
tific progress is being made in many parts
of Canada, The government of Ontario
is spending large sume on roads in New
Ontario. New Brunswick is enacting ‘good
roads’ legislation; and  Saskatchewan,
where railway development during the past
few years has been phenomenal, is carry-
ing out a comprehensive ‘good roads’ pol-
icy.

Saskatchewan has appropriated $1,200,-
000 for highway improvement work dur-
ing 1913. This is merely a continuation of
the work commenced in 1905, and each
year since then the government has ex-
pended from $200,000 to $700,000 a year
on roade and bridges. The work has béen
carried out under the supervision of a
board of highway commissioners, and as-
sistance ig granted through them to muni-
cipalities under certain carefully defined
conditions. This assistance is confined to
the building of bridges and trunk roada.
The old statute labor eystem is discour-
aged as. being uneconomical and ineffi-
cient.

In view of the scarcity of gravel and
stone in many parts. of Saskatchewan, ex-
tensive experiments have been carried out
at provincial expense to ascertain the best
means of conetructing clay roads. It has
been found that Saskatchewan clays burn-
ed at comparatively low temperatures pro-
duce an excellent surfacing material for
graded roads. Owing to the reddish color
of this burned clay these roads are known
as “‘the red roads of Baskatchewan.” Their
cost, where underdrainage is not neces-
sary, has been found to be from $2,000 to
$2,500 a mile. This includes the cost of
burning the surface clay. *“Where the
drainage of the grade is essential, the cost
is increased by from $1,000 to $1,500 a
mile. It is claimed that these roads stand
up well under prairie conditions.

Another class of road that is being ex-
perimental with in Saskatchewan consists
of a specially prepared clay grade covered
with asphalt. If suitable to the conditions,
euch a road should prove popular in the
smaller towns and villages.

TRAFFIC ACCDENTS 1§ LONDON:
SINE RENARGAGLE FGRES

A select. committee of the British House
of Commons, presided over by Sir G. Toul-
min, which is inquiring into the cause of
the large and increasing number of fatal
accidents in the Metropolitan are due to
power-driven vehicles, heard an analysis
of the statistical returns for the last three
years prepared for their information.

W. H. Kendall, chief clerk to the com-
missioner of ')oh(.e explained that for
every female who aus‘wmed a fatal acci-
dent through power-driven vehicles there
were nearly three males. Thirty-four per
cent. of the fatal accidents occurred to
children, and it was not surprising to find
that 78 per cent, of these were boys. Dur-
ing the last three years there were 136
children per million killed, as against 112
adults. The fact that children suffered
a relatively larger proportion of the -acci-
dents caueed by liotee-drawn vehieles led
to the inference that speed was not ‘the
chief factor in these cases.

With regard to persons m_yured by ?cci
dents of all kinds, the greatest incregse had
arigen“in ‘relation to persons betw the
ages of fifteen and sixty. The fnbrease
of 138 per cent. between 1901 and 1911,
compared with 57 per cent. and 73 per
cent. for children and old people respec-
tively, might arise from the fact that peo-
ple between these ages took more journeys
into the danger zone.

The most prolific cause of fatal accident
was that which came under the heading
of “persone .crossing the road, slip-
ping, hesitating or coming from
behing otlier  vehicles.” This ac-
counted for 54 per cent., whilst cyclists
were responsible for 14 per cent., and im-
proper riding on vehicles for about 6 per
cent. The proportions -of fatal ®ccidents
per thousand vehicles last year Were:
Cabs, 5 per cent.; motor omnibuses, 57;
tram-cars, 13. ln relation to area there
were fewer fatal accidents per thousand
in the Metropolitan district than in Glas-
gow, Liverpool, Manchester, Birmingham,
Edinburgh, the City of London, Berlin,
and Bruseels; and in respect of population
fewer than in Paris, New York, and Chi-
0.
erhaps the most striking illustration
of the increased congestion in the streets
was shown by the setatistics of
passenger traffic in  Greater Lon-
don carried by the local  rail-
ways, tramways, and omnibuses.: The num-
ber of journeys per head of the population
was 221.2, and the journeys per person
were increaging by about 11.5 annnally.
The additional journeys taken- each year
in London were, therefore, approximately

Interest in New Organization

In Wednesbury, Eng.

THE MOVEMENT SPREADS

For Business Goverament by Busi-
ness Men—Re-arrangement of
Consular and Diplomatic Ser-
vice—Matters of Trade, Tanff
and Strikes

(Pall Mall Gazette)

Much interest has been aroused in busi-
Dess circles by the very successful forma-
tion at Wednesbury of a business lea-
gue. Already the movement has spread to
Bristol, and influential men in London are

The objects of the league were stated by
Warne ‘Browne, the honorary secretary
of the Wednesbury Centre, in an inter-
view with a representative of the “Pall
Mall Gazette,” to be:—

To promote, as far as possible, the form-
ation of a business government with busi-
ness men, and particularly for the posi-
tions of chancellor of the exchequer and
president of the board of trade.

The appointment of a minister of com-
merce who would be independent of gov-
ernment changes. :

Rearrangement of our diplomatic and
consular gervice, in order to secure Tor
British commercial interests, the active
support of our government representatives
in foreign countries.

An imperial conference, with the view
of arranging a commercial union on lines,
ag far as practicable, of free trade with-
in the empire, or, at any rate, on a prefer-
ential basis as against foreign state-aided
competition.

To make it a condition that where Brit-
ish loans are raised for foreign enterprises
involving the purchase of manufactures,
such manufactures should be obtained in
England.

The government to have free Qargaining
powers—to debar, where British material
is debarred from entering any foreign coun-
try, the importation of like material from
such country, to the British Empire; and
to require, where finished articles here are
subject to restrictive government condi-
tione of manufacture, that they shall not
be subjected to unrestricted foreign com-
petition.

To inquire into the underlying causes of
social and labor unrtest, and to form. a
bond of union between workmen and their
employers by providing, where mutually
desired, a joint board for the adjustment
of differences between them without stop-
page of work.

To Settle Strikes

“What experience have you had,” Mr. |
Browne was asked, “with regard to the
last of these objects?”

“In Wednesbury,” he replied, “we have
no labor disputes.” But if we had the mis-
fortune to have a strike in our district we
should hope that each side would come to
the business league and ask them to salve
the difficulty.

“We ' liave in Wednesbury' today - be:
tween thirteen hundred and fourteen huu-
dred members_of the league, at least eleven
hundred of whom are themselves working
men. You have, therefore, the welded in-
fluence of the masters and ofc the men
working together for the same object.

“The great difference, indeed, between
chambers of commerce and the business
league lies in the fact that, whereas. the
former are composed entirely of employers,
the latter has at least seventy-five per cent.
of its members among the working classes,
and the whole of the general committeé
is composed of working men from the dif-
ferent manufactories in the district.”

One of the most important objects of the
league, Mr. Browne considers, ig that re-
lating to the condition for British loans
for foreign enterprise.

The subject has just been discussed on a
motion by the Walsall Chamber by the As-
sociation of Chambers of Commerce, Faith-
full Begg, on behalf of the London Cham-
ber of Commerce, led the opposition, and
the proposal for the moment lies defeated.

“Tt is, however,” Mr. Browne said, “a
very important matter for reconsideration.
Here is the whole case¢ in a nutshell:—

We are the biggest ereditor nation in tne
world, and we never use the power we pos-
gess in our commercial relations with other
countries.

“Every other country,” he said, “owes
us large sums of money, Should it not be
the most natural thing for us to say to
them, when they come to borrow, that
‘whex,x you want goods, buy them from
ue?’

“When Bulgaria recently wanted money
she went for it to France. ‘For what pur-
posé ‘do you want it?’ the Trench people
asked. ‘We want it to buy guns.’ Bul-
garia replied. ‘Very well said France;
‘here is the momney; but the guns must
be bought in this country.’ . There it is;
it is as simple as A.B C. )

“Take the case of Japan. After the
war with Russia they wanted a loan for
the development of Manchuria. They. en-
deavored to get it from Germany. The
German offer, however, was 6 per cent.

“Japan then came to England, and we
lent the money at 4 1-2 per cent. without
any conditions. Practically the whole of
that ‘money has been: spent by Japan in
Germany, America and France.

“Apart from this aspect of the matter,
see how much more attractive foreign se-
curities would be to an investor with a
thousand or ten thousand pounds if he
knew that at any rate a proportion of the
money would be spent in his own country.,
The investment would at once = beocomt
more secure to him and doubly attractive

Backbone of the Count‘ry

“After all,”” Mr. Browne added, “‘the
manufacturer is the producer. He is the
backbone of the country. The financier
and the merchant are not producers. In
every possible way should the manufactur
er be protected, and if this condition for
loane was carried out you would be doing
no harm to the financier, and you would
be doing an immense amount of good ta
the manufacturer.” :

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KEEPING UP THE TARIPF

1f a Liberal finance minister had been
gnnouncing a surplus of $55,000,000 in the
‘ Qenadian parliament yesterday, he would
have coupled the announcement with some
substantial reductions in the tariff, so that
the coneumers of the country might derive
some benefit from the favorable conditions.
Hon. Mr. White, however, was content
with some very slight reductions in ‘the
tariff, the mdst of these growing out of
the West India trade agreement. In the

: United States, tariff revision downward
on an almost radical seale is the policy of
the government. In England under free
trade the country is more prosperous than
ever before. In Canada the Comservative

' government continues a policy which
brings large profits to its friends, the

. manufacturers.

The great prosperity which is shown by
the budget speech delivered yesterday is
the highest tribute to the foresight and
statesmanship of the Liberal party during
its long period of power. There can be no
*doubt at all that had the Liberals remain-
ed in power there would by this time have
been substantial reductions in the tariff,
for the simple reason that, while great ex-
penditures are necessary for public works,
there is no reasonable excuse for piling

' up such a surplus as that which has just

been announced. The government is in an

§ exceptionally {avorq.ble position; because it

" has no large loans maturing for quile a

"1 number of years, and the constant growth
‘of immigration and the pouring of money

into this country along with the immi-
grants gives the assurance of continued
growth of trade and of revenue. The
present government will no doubt attempt
to take to itself credit for the fortunate
position in which the couniry finds itself,
but Mr. Borden has not introduced any

i policy to contribute to that result, having

merely carried out the policy of hia.pl'o-
. decessors. That policy has brought him
¢ money to spend, and he and his friends

/" have certainly shown a great aptitude for

jond distriot, and the Birmingham Gazette
‘claims to have a larger mile than any other
morning peper in the Midlands. A Cena-
fian eupplement sent out with the Satur
day issue of both these journals would
wecensarily reach a very wide circle of
readers. One therefore scans the pages
o7 this publication with a good deal of in-
terest, to learn what it has to eay about
the province of New Brunewick; for the
managing director saye in 8 letter that he
has had two interesting tours through
pvery provinee-inethe Dominion, There is

8 paée devoted to Lord Strathcona, an-
other to Canadian finance, another to
Canadian banks, another to homes @and
building, another to railways, another to
hotels, several to: Western Canada, two
and a half to Nyva Scotia, two to Que-
bee, two to the Canadian Pacific Railway,
one to British Columbia,” and others to
various subjects relating to Canada. So
far a8 New Brunswick is concetned, we
find the name mentioned in one' paragraph
relating to industries, and in another
which says that:

.“Of late years little attention has been
directed towards the extreme: east of Can-
ada, because of the immense fascination
that the west, with its unknown possibili-
ties, has had for those seeking wealth and
1 home in a new land. Yet Nova Scotia,
New Brunewick, and Prince Edward Is-
iand are by no means to be despised, and
have attractions for the settler, did he
but realize them, which, in their different
way, are as grent as those offered by the
west.”

This statement is quite true, and much
nmore might have been said about the re-
markable development now in progress in
the province of New Brrfewick, and at
the port of 8t. John. The fact that an in-
creasing number of desirable settlers from
the old country are taking up farms in
New Brumswick; the development of the
orchard industry, the natural gas and oil,
the iron and coal deposits, and many othér
features which should be of great interest
to ,those thoughtful men whom the jour-
nals in question express a desire to have
taking a deeper interest in this countr}
might have been noted. It would not be
fair, however, to censure those journals
for the fact that eo little attention is paid
to this province. It should be the duty
