The “lift” is not displayed ostentatious­
ly in the great German houses. It ia be­
hind iron doors, to be detected only by 
inspection, and is moved by clanking 
chains.

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GREATEST BARGAINSGROCERS, ETC.LATELY OPENED ELECTION CARDS.Btory buildings of block granite, covered 
with fantastic hieroglyphs. Thousands of 
skulls in separate niches adorn their inner 
sides—being, in a tvord, veritable Gol- 
gothas. These are the charnel houses 
where for centuries the heads of the 
victims of festal sacrifices have been 
gathered.

I was, with my servants, taken to one 
side of the pyramid, which was pierced 
with a tunnel.

The 
noise' as of a thousand voices I heard in 
the brief moment that I had the pecu­
liarly constructed globe to my ear. From 
this time on I was positive in my belief 
that the Aztecs were the masters of elec­
tricity; that they controlled the electri­
cal currents in the air, which did their 
bidding better than our system of wires.

In one corner of the room I saw a large 
urn, in which there appeared to be earth.

One thing that never fails to interest 
all who see it, when it is found on the 
mountain heights of the Sierras, is the 
snow plant, known to botanists as the 
Sarcodes sanguinea, meaning blooded 
flesh. No flesh or blood could be as ex­
quisitely beautiful; imagine a rosy and 
snow tinted, crowded hyacinth, from 
eight ty) twenty inches in height, every 
miniatufe bell wound about by a rosy 
and frosted silver itibbon, all topped by 
a huge head of asparagus fo hoar frost 
and silver. The frosted papilla is very 
marked on every sepal and bract 
Though the whole translucent spike is 
flushed with rose and carmine, the petals 
are the deepest and most brilliantly col­
ored parts of the flower, which is five 
parted, and each open one showing 
slightly the stamens and pistils.

There have been seen specimens bear­
ing eighty perfect flowers and a pseudo 
bulb twenty-two inches in circumference, 
brittle almost as spun glass, and although 
solid as a pineapple when first dug up, 
dried away to the size of the stem. All 
attempts at cultivation have thus far 
failed, the bulbs refusing to stand trans­
planting and the seeds to sprout. It was 
once said that they would not survive 
below the level of the summer snow line, 
but they have been since seen almost 
covering the ground far below. The 
snow banks seem, however, to protect 
them from the winds sweeping among 
the mountains, and they make their 
early growth and development beneath 
the driven snows, and when the approach 
of summer leaves the surface of the 
ground exposed it is covered in a few 
days with the red crowns of the snow 
plants.—American Garden.

The annual report of the Postmaster- 
General has been issued. The total 
number of offices is now 7,838, an increase 
of 167. The annual travel now amounts 
to 25,756,678 miles. The mails between 
Canada, Japan and China are steadily 
increasing in importance. A recent 
mail received at Vancouver contained 
upwards of 4,000 letters from Japan and 
China for Europe. Negotiations are in 
progress for an exchange of parcels with 
Japan and Leeward Islands. The rail­
way mail service covers 11,510 miles of 
railway in Canada. There were 19,355,- 
000 post cards posted in Canada during 
the year, of which 12,671,000 are credited 
to Ontario, 3,811,000 fo Quebec, 1,266,000 
to Nova Scotia, 813,000 to New Bruns­
wick, 143,000 to Prince Edward Island, 
131,000 to British Columbia, and 520,000 
to Manitoba and the Northwest Terri­
tories. Of the total letters posted, 92,- 
668.000, Ontario is credited with 49,887,- 
000 ; Quebec, 22,437,000 ; Nova Scotia, 6,- 
721,000; New Brunswick, 5,173,000 ; Prince 
Edward Island, 1,114,000; British Colum­
bia, 2,126,000; Manitoba and Northwest 
Teiritories, 5,210,000.

LADIES CAPES,The attention which the Edmundston- 
Moncton Line project is receiving from 
the press of the upper provinces seems 
to indicate that a powerful hand is mov­
ing in favor of this work. For several 
months past the subject has been dis­
cussed favorably in a number of papers, 
the last to deal with it being the Toronto 
Mail, which although no longer a govern­
ment organ, is the mouthpiece of impor­
tant interests in the West. It is stated 
by the Ottawa correspondent of the Mail 
that the Harvey-Salisbury project, which 
last year came so near succeeding, is 
likely to be abandoned and the Edmund- 
ston-Moncton line substituted in its 
place. It seems the surveys show that 
the Harvey line will cost a larger sum 
than was anticipated, the amount for 
construction being placed at $25,000 a 
mile, instead of $16,000, the estimate of 
last year. This fact of itself would be 
sufficient to induce the government 
to go slowly in the matter but 
there are other considerations of 
even a more potent nature which will 
influence them. In the first plàce the 
people of Ontario are generally opposed 
to the construction of 130 miles of rail- 
m ay or thereabouts merely for the pur­
pose of saving 30 miles in the distance 
from Montreal to Halifax. The people 
of eastern Quebec are opposed to it be­
cause it tends to reduce the importance 
Myiif JnUrrolnntnl iHTil ether lines strath 
of the St. Lawrence and east of Montreal 
and to place the city of Quebec off the 
line of largest traffic. The people of St. 
John oppose it because it is designed to 
side track this city and give Halifax an 
advantage over us to which it is not en­
titled, and disinterested people generally, 
throughout Canada, are opposed to it be­
cause it will cost, a great deal of money. 
But there is another considérai ion which 
must operate powerfully in the minds of 
the government and cause them to 
pause before committing the country to 
so large an expenditure as this 
line will involve. There is 
no certainty that the right to carry goods 
through the United States from one 
point in Canada to another will not some 
day be arbitrarily" withdrawn, and the 
Short Line rendered useless, except for 
passenger traffic. Under these circum­
stances the expenditure of $3,000,000 or 
so for the construction of a line from 
Harvy to Salisbury might be a mere 
waste of money, for the line is not re­
quired except as part of the through line 
from Montreal to Halifax. In discuss-

The bankers have been placed on the 
alert by the reference to the bank chart­
ers contained in the speech from the 
throne. Recently they;had a meeting in 
Montreal and it is now said that tlioee 
who attended that meeting will proceed 
to Ottawa shortly to hold a conference 
with the Government regarding the pro­
posed changes in the Banking Act. At 
the meeting it was decided to write the 
Government asking that a day be fixed 
for a conference, but an answer has not 
yet been received. In the meantime 
representative bankers from all parts of 
the Dominion have been asjted to co­
operate with the Montreal banks and 
join the deputation at Ottawa, so as to 
strengthen their hands. A number of 
favorabfe replies have already been re­
ceived. It is proposed at the same time 
to discuss tfye bill relating to promissory 
notes, which is to be reintroduced at this 
session. This bill was introduced last 
year, but was withdrawn in deference to 
the wishes of the bankers. Copies of 
the bill, amended in accordance with 
the suggestions of the bankers,have been 
received by all the banks in Canada.

A Scented Paragraph.

Most people take it for granted that be­
cause musk is sold in what is called a 
pod, therefore, it is a vegetable product 
But the truth is that it is entirely an an­
imal product, being a substance found 
in a two or three inch sac in the body of 
a little musk deer of Asia. This sac, 
when tied up and dried, goes by the 
name of a pod among the hunters who 
bring it into market. Probably there 
are few things subject to such adultera­
tion, as one part of pure musk will scent 
thousands of parts of some other powder 
mingled with it, and, as the pods sell for 
from $15 to $20 apiece, the adulteration 
has its profit. It is indeed so pungent 
that when just fresh it has been known 
to produce violent bleeding at the nose, 
and many people are so susceptible to 
it as to have sad headaches, brought 
about by contact with the pure article; 
and while a suspicion of it is very agree­
able to many persons, one atom too 
much becomes offensive, as the case is 
with patchouli. It was formerly largely 
used in therapeutics, especially in the 
Orient, having become disused as 
much from the difficulty of obtaining it

Perched high up on the great Alpine 
range that separates Tyrol from Bavaria 
is a large hotel that enjoys the unique 
distinction of having for its landlord a 
prince; one, too, who, perhaps more than 
any other in Europe, has stood forth as 
the champion of his order, though it is 
not so much the rights and privileges of 
royalty, as its duties, that he insists upon. 
The owner and director of the Grand 
hotel at Kreuth is Karl Theodor, the 
duke in Bavaria. His father, the Duke 
Maximilian, was a well known traveler 
and writer, and liis mother, a daughter 
of a king of-Bavaria, is to this day in the 
south held as a model of all royal virtues.

THE MINERAL SPRING.
Duke Karl Theodor’s home is a few 

miles distant from Kreuth, at Tegern, 
where lie has turned his palace into a 
hospital for the blind. He is himself one 
of the most skillful oculists in Europe, 
and his door stands open the whole day 
long to visitors who choose to consult 
him. He takes regular fees from such 
as can afford to pay them, but the poor 
and needy he shakes heartily by the hand 
and assures them that they can form no 
idea of what a pleasure it is for a physi­
cian to see his patients.

The tiny hamlet of Kreuth owes its 
existence to a spring of mineral water, 
supposed to possess marvelous medicinal 
qualities. It bubbles up clear and spark­
ling on a little natural terrace, formed 
on the mountain side some 8,000 feet 
above the sea, right at the head of the 
valley. About the year 1511, the Bene­
dictines, who owned a great monastery 
at Tegern, discovered the qualities of 
this spring, and built on the terrace a 
badhaus, which they used as a hospital 
until the suppression of their order, in 
1803. The badhaus then was used for 
farm buildings; but a few years later 
King Max took possession of it, and re­
stored it, seemingly with the intention 
of turning it into some charitable insti­
tution or retreat. Queen Caroline and 
Prince Karl both cherished the same 
idea, and added considerably to the 
buildings. But money was a scarce 
article in Bavaria in those days, as now, 
and for the lack of it the owners of 
Kreuth found themselves thwarted 
whilst attempting to carry out their 
eleemosynary schemes. To their dis­
covery of the impossibility of doing 
good, in the way they desired to do it, 
without money, we owe the establish­
ment of the present system—the strang­
est combination of charity and business 
it ever entered the brain of man to con-

laid out, and the conveniences and lux­
uries of a first class hotel introduced 
into the badhauser.

The definite abandonments the Har­
vey-Salisbury scheme left the coast clear 
for a new and better way, and this the 
new line seems to supply. Its promoters 
seek to extend the facilities of the urand 
Trunk Railway Company, sothatinstead 
of its eastern terminus being, as at pres­
ent, at Quebec, it may be transferred to 
Halifax. To do this, all that is necessary 
is to build a new railway 209 miles in 
length between Edmundston and Monc­
ton. The engineers are hopeful that the 
length of the line may be reduced to 199 
miles. The Harvey-Salisbury line was 
opposed in the House of Commons and in 
the Senate on account of its expense. 
The proposal to build a railway at 
the public charges through a district 
so unfavorable to engineering en­
terprise as to cost four or five millions of 
dollars naturally excited antagonism. 
But the proposed new line will be built 
by private capital, and will only ask the 
Government for the usual subsidy of say 
$12,000 per mile. It will give a compet­
ing line for the interprovincial trade, and 
will open up valuable connections with 
Fredericton and Newcastle and their 
surrounding districts. When it is consid­
ered that the new route thus proposed is 
as short as it can be : that it is entirely 
through Canadian territory, and therefore 
free from any fear of interference through 
international complications; and that it 
gives the Eastern provinces advantages 
which they have not hitherto possessed 
it will be seen that it presents 
advantages of no mean order, and that it 
may well receive the careful attention of 
all who have the development of the 
country’s resources at heart. The enter­
prise thus described will promote inter­
colonial trade, and instead of the greater 
portion of the mercantile and other busi­
ness from Northern and Central New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia being attract­
ed as it now is to Portland, Boston etc., it 
will be brought to Quebec and Montreal, 
and at any rate the profit and benefit from 
the operation of the railroad and the carri­
age of freight will be retained in Canada 
instead of being expended in the State of 
Maine. The new line when built will 
unitea series of disconnected railways 
in o a continuous line to the coast, whicli 
will be serviceable, which will open up a 
new country, and which, while it is as 
short as possible, will introduce into east­
ern railway matters the wholesome 
rivalry of a railway company which at 
present has no entrance further east than 
Quebec.

The people of St. John- can have no 
possible objection to the Edmunston- 
Moncton line, which will open up a large 
tract of valuable country for seulement. 
When built it will still leave Halifax 
almost 300 miles farther from Montreal 
than St. John is by the Short Line, and 
even if the latter should be closed up in 
consequence of the unfriendly attitude of 
the U. S. government we should still 
have 200 miles advantage in point of dis­
tance over Halifax. The Edmunston- 
Moncton line is practically the old cen­
tral line, which the people of this city

Two Republics states that he has discov­
ered a peculiar people in the extreme 
southern portion of Mexico whom he 
believes to be the remnant of the great 
Aztec race, who formerly inhabited the 
whole of this southwestern country.

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NEW ADVERTISMENTS.PARKE’S HEAVY SENTENCE.

He Is Believed to Have Been the Cute- 
paw of a More Prominent Journalist.

London, Jan. 10.—The prosecution cf 
Mr. Parke for publishing a libel of 
peculiarily gross character on the Earl of 
Euston resulted in the conviction of the 
accused and in a sentence of twelve 
months’ imprisonment. There can be 
no doubt that this sentence will put a 
stop, so far as newspapers are concerned, 
to the abominable insinuations against 
innocent persons which have been 
made from time to time since the dis­
covery of what is known as the Cleveland 
street scandals. It is only to be regrett­
ed that the arm of the law cannot 
reach libellers in private society, who 
have been scattering their cowardly ac­
cusations during the last few weeks 
against well known men of the most 
blameless character. They are the cause 
of nearly all the mischief that has been 
done. With regard to Parke it need only 
be said that he failed to produce any 
evidence which afforded the slightest 
justification for the horrible charge he 
thought proper to make, and under those 
circumstances he could scarcely be sur­
prised at the severity of his sentence.

There were, however, two or three in­
cidents connected with the trial which 
will donbtless give rise to some comment. 
How is it that Newlove and Vech, the 
guilty persons now lying in jail, ^were 
not called by either side? They are sup­
posed to have been acquainted with all 
the patrons of the infamous house, and 
they were mentioned by Saul as having 
a knowledge of all the facts. It is true 
that not a word uttered by Saul is to he 
believed. He is, as the judge said, “a 
loathsome object” Still, it seems strange 
that Newlove and Vech were not required 
to give evidence. However, the sen­
tence is a surprise to those who were 
present, for twelve months is a particu­
larly heavy sentence.

It is said that the press men present 
are combining in soliciting help from the 
craft to forward a petition to the Home 
Secretary for the remission of part of the 
sentence. Parke is greatly liked per­
sonally by his fellow journalists, and it 
is hinted that he is but a cats paw for a 
much better known journalist, who had 
him publish in the North London Press 
what he himself dared not do in his own 
paper. Much sympathy is shown for 
Parke, whose sincerity of purpose is, I 
believe, unquestioned.

When they wished to divide 
tho gift, not one of them would allow 
that he held it, and they mutually ac­
cused each other of cheating, and from 
words proceeded to blows. Gonella 
watched tho fray with great complacen­
cy, and, when the beggars were all 
bruised and bleeding, he went on to 
church with a clear and calm conscience. 
The Duke of Ferrara fell ill, and the doc­
tors declared that only a sudden fright 
would restore him to health. He was 
too great a man for any one to play 
tricks on, except his fool Gonella was 
with him in n boat, and cleverly pushed 
the duke into the water. Aid had been 
previously provided, and the prince was 
drawn ashore and put to bed.

The fright and the bath and the bed 
cured the invalid, but he was so enraged 
with Gonella that he exiled the man who 
was both a fool and a physician. Go­
nella returned in a cart filled with Pa­
duan soil; an evasion of the edict of ban­
ishment said to have been practiced by 
many a jester. The duke ordered him 
to be beheaded, but saying privately 
that he would only repay fright with 
fright, he directed the executioner not 
to use the ax, but to let fall a single 
drop of blood on the culprit’s neck. Go­
nella was led to the scaffold; all the 
usual gloomy preparations were made. 
He was blindfolded and made to lay his 
head on the block. The executioner, 
from a vial, let fall a drop of water on 
Gonella’s neck. Then amid shouts and 
laughter, the jester, silent now, was bid­
den to rise and thank the duke for his 
clemency. But Gonella never moved; 
ho was dead—killed by his master’s jest

Indeed, there are already 
established in this country quite a num­
ber of preserves where the right to shoot 
is purchased. At present there ia nc 
great necessity for preserves, as th< 
shooting is almost unlimited without it 
Still there are number of places where 
thousands of acres are let to clubs, and 
these furnish a man to patrol the 
grounds occasionally, provide food, and 
in bad weather suitable shelter for the 
birds. The birds breed so rapidly and 
prosper so well under good treatment 
that the fashion for quail preserves is 
taking a firm hold, and in time will be­
come quite general.—Chicago Times.

The parrot is generally supposed to 
have the monopoly of the power of talk­
ing among birds, but as a matter of 
fact the parrot is decidedly inferior to 
the mynah. There are always exam­
ples of these birds in the insect house 
at the Zoo, and they repeat various 
phrases with great clearness of utter­
ance. Curiously enough, the hen has a 
gruff voice, while the cock speaks in a 
clear high tone, like that of a child. The 
mynahs can be easily provoked into 
showing off their power of speech, and 
will greet the visitor with ‘ ‘Good morn­
ing” in response to his salutations. The 
mynah is a kind of starling, and this 
latter bird is well known for its imita­
tive powers. Some years ago an ac­
count was published of a “talking ca­
nary,” which could articulate quite 
plainly, and would repeat a series of 
phrases. But the wonder is, not that 
there are so many different kinds of 
birds which can “talk," but that there 
are not more.
