NEEDLESS AND IMPROPER EXPENDITURES.

I do not admit that the hon. gentlemau 
had the right to charge -me or my col­
leagues for interest—at any rate more 
than to a small extent—on transactions 
which took place in 1878. Ho assumes 
what he has no right to do, that I intend­
ed to effect a loan of three million pounds 
sterling. But I leave that till I come to 
his remarks aiiout his recent loan. When 
we come to ordinary expenditure, меЬ** 
do we find ? Why, Sir, we find that these 
hon. gentlemen, under the head of ordi­
nary expenditure, having expended a very 
considerable number of sums which I feel 
perfectly certain, had we remained in 
office, would not have been expended. 
Yfm find under the head of civil govern­
ment, ^jb&t whereas we expended in our 
last } ear $823,000, these gentlemen ex 
pended $861,000, of which about $20,000 
were for contingencies. We find that 
under the head of militia, whereas we ex­
pended $618,000, these gentlemen ex­
pended $130,000 more. Now I do not 
charge them for the whole of that I think 
it ia probable that a portion of that may 
have been legitimate enough expenditure. 
But I say, had we been in office that the 
militia expenditure wonld have been at 
least $60,000 less than it was. In the 
matter of legislation these hon. gentle­
men caused an extravagant expenditure 

• in two ways. First, by the Minister of 
Finance not being prepared to bring down 
his measures to the House tor many weeks 
after we met, and as the returns laid ou 
the table of the House show, the expendi­
ture of this House was running riot until, 
on the vote of $8,000 tor sessional clerks, 
messengers, and pages, there was an ex­
penditure close on $30,000. (Hear, hear. ) 
Sir, for that class of expenditure I refuat 
all accountability. Nor do I think that 
we are chargeable with the fact that the 
Minister of the Interior, as the hon. mem 
her for Both well showed the other night, 
put nearly five quarters instead of four in 
the ordinary expenditure for Indians on 
that year. On the question Aof the col­
lection of revenue, I would also point oui 
that whereas we expended $1,724,000 foi 
the Fost-oifice,these gentlemen expendeo 
$1,784,000, while in the following item 
they expended $400,000 more than we 
demanded for the task of carrying m 
railways and canals; and $2Г0,000 mon 
apparently than they themselves, so lan 
as the month of May, deemed necessarx. 
That expenditure may or may not bt 
defensible. I am not in a position tc 
form an opinion on the subject, but I do 
know that my hon. friend besidepiè spent 
$200,000 less during bis last year than hi» 
successors saw tit to expend.

of the affairs of this country, from tin 
shameful way in which those roads wen 
rnn down, how easy it is largely t« 
diminish for a time the apparent expend:- 
ture on great public works.

“ When vou look -at the map of the 
world. \ou see that all the countries xvr 
trade with arc not foreign countries, that 
an enormous tract <if it owns the sover­
eignty of Her Majesty, and we natur­
ally askN are there th 
perable obstacles, the same dead wall 
of protection, the same hoplessLess of the 
spread of sound economic doctrine 
speak iu a moment of deep discourage­
ment,. because one of the most important 
dependencies of th; Crown, Canada, 
adopted a course which we all must deeply 
regret. The opinion has been expressed 
bv a distinguished statesman with whom 1 
do not usually agree, that this act of the 
people of Canada will make a deep im­
pression on the minds of the people of this 
country, and from that judgment of his I 
cannot dissent. I think it will make a 
deep impression in tlvir minds, and I 
think it will modify their feeling. But 
boiling our brethren hevontl the sea will 
take a wiser ami more liliera^ view of the 
tie that unites ns. and of the commercial 
advantag- s which a liberal estimate nf on>

say,that though Canada was not a country 
in which it was. easy to gather great

hope of future progress and real advance­
ment and civiliz і tion depended.

officials whose superannuation allow­
ance had to he provided for by their 
successors. They had also appointed 
629 of their friends to office, and in­
creased the salaries of 1381 more. For 
all such of these appointments as were 
allowed to stand, the Liberal Govern­
ment had to provide the salaries ! 
Under such circumstances, it is marvel 
Ions that the expenditure was kept hy 
Mr. Cartwright within the limit* that 1 
Iiave stated, an increase of only $200,- 

^JOO, or less than five cents per head on 
the people of the Dominion ! The Тої у 
increase of expenditure in eight years is 
found to be over three dollars per head. 
These figures are incontrovei table and 
fairly exhibit the relative economy and 
extravagance of the two Governments.

The Budget Speech of Sir Samuel 
Tilley was a rather labored effoit. He 
stumbled in his attempt to explain away 
the deficit of this year. He was very 
solemn when he tried to explain why 
the increased revenue of $2,200,000 
which he had predicted would be raised 
under . the "National Policy, had not 
been realised. * He contended that the 
new tariff was a great success, that it 
does not affect any one Province more 
injuriously than another, and that New 
Brunswick was as prosperous under it 
as any other Province. In a word lie 
declared the tariff of last year “ marvel­
lously perfect,”-but before he sat down 
he proposed nearly one hundred altera­
tions in it !

New Brunswickers who have heard 
Sir Samuel in his palmiest days, would 
not have had their expectations real­
ized. His speech lacked the tire, tilt- 
fluency, the clearness and convincing 
power of his addresses of other times, 
when, with Jiis Province at his back be 
spoke from conviction and feared no 
man. Almost beyond a doubt, his con­
victions are against the extravagance 
for which he has to provide, against 
the Protection Policy, which gives the 
lie to his early fi;ee trade record, and 
undbnbtedly he is for geo l reason afraid 
of Cartwright.

Sir Richard Cartwright followed in 
a characteristic speech. He speaks 
very rapidly, one hundred and fifty 
words to the minute, is a master of 
argument, sarcasm and irony, with an 
occasional gleam of humor. He seems 
to have an unbounded conviction of 
the jdstice of his cause,and of his ability 
to do injustice. And the latter 
viction, though perhaps too apparent, 
is well founded. He is an able, polished 
and convincing speaker, and on this 
occasion,not only made his own defence 
in knightly style, but made such a tell­
ing onslaught upon the financial policy 
and extravagance of the Government,as 
was felt to be unanswerable by argu­
ment.

Sir. Charles Tupper replied in a 
masterpiece of invective, in which he 
applied to Sir. Richard ev^ry op irohri- 
ous- epithet that Parliamentary rules 
admit of. His fine voice rang out in 
indignant tones for more than two 
hours, during which time the interest, 
which was intense during Cartwright’s 
deliverance, never flagged. As an ex­
hibition of long power, and endurance 
it was admirable. . As a piece of Parli­
amentary vituperation it was tremen­
dous. It rallied his party finely, and 
they cheered him to the echo. It was 
not finance, however, though it suited 
the men behind him better than if it 
had dealt with facts, which are stubborn 
things, and are alike against him and 
them.

It was past midnight when Mr. 
Mackenzie rose to reply,cheered loudly 
by the men behind him. He proceeded 
in his calm incisive manner, eliciting 
applause and laughter, and making capi­
tal points for half an hour, when the 
Government wished to adjuiirn the 
House, and he sat down, to resume on 
Friday. This being the next Govern­
ment day, Mr. Mackenzie resumed the 
debate and made a telling speech. 
“ Charley ” Rykert, as he is called, the 
member for Lincoln,and one of the most 
worthy of the Tory orators replied. He 
keeps a scrap hook, and when he once 
gets np,does not know when to sit down. 
|Ie does not, however, rise so often as 
Plumb. ■ During Rykert's onslaught 
on the Grits, as he called them, the 
House' paid very little attention, and 
the interest for the first time in this de 
bate flagged. More than half the mem­
bers went out. At one time the report­
ers,all but one.left the gallery, turning 
the backs of their chairs toward the 
Tory orator. But he went on all the 
same, and the official reporter had of 
course to “ take him.” The spectators 
in the gallery waited for what was to 
folk)w, it being known that Rosa of 
Middlesex,s rising and popular speaker 
on the Liberal side, would reply. 
Those whoP waited were not disappoint­
ed of a rich treat of fact, argument, 
humour and ready retort. It. was one 
of the best speeches of the debate.

The House adjourned when Mr. 
Ross concluded, but the debate will 
last two or three days longer, as there 
are a good many who desire to speak,

Tho suit brought by the Attorney 
General and others against the Chatham 
Branch Railway, Wm. M. Kelly and 
others, is still pending; copy, hill and in­

terrogations have been served on Solicitors 
for defendants; no answers have yet been 
put ill. During the last summer it was 
brought under the notice of His Honor 
the Lieut. Governor in Council, that by 
an advertisement in the Advance 
paper, published in the County of North­
umberland, the Chatham Branch Railway 
and all its appurtenances was adverti ed 
to lie sold by the Sheriff of Northumber­
land, under an execution alleged to have 
been issued at the suit of one George 
Kitchen.^ That pending inquiry into the 
suit of Kitchen against the Company, 
gotiations were commenced with a view to 
a satisfactory settlement of all matters in 
difference, and in the meantime by ar­
rangement Ix-twoen the Attorneys of all 
parties interested, the sale and all pro­
ceedings relating to this suit were stayed 
without prejudice, and such negotiations 
are not yet concluded. ”

Tuesday, 30th March,I suppose you have heard there are 
serious defections in the Government 
ranks. I have heard that, and I am in 
dined" to believe there is considerable 
t^uth in the reports. I don’t pretend -to 
lie much of a prophet, but from whit 1 
can gather, there have been several im • 
portatit additions \Xthe strength of the 
Opposition. I only give you what I 
hear, and wish your readers to accept it 
with a grain of reservation. Mr. Ryan 
of Gloucester, Mr. Killam of Westmor 
land, Mr. Rl ick and Mr. Ritchie of St. 
John, Mr. Barbarie of Restigouche. Mr. 
Sayre of Kent and. some say, Mr. Eld< r 
of St. John, arc in sympathy with the 
Opposition. I guess there is .no doubt 
about Messts. Ryan and Killam, and 
Messrs. Sayre and Barbarie are consider­
ed safe within tfte Opposition pale, while 
the position of Messrs. Elder and Ritchie 
is the subject of much speculation.

Hie present assembly is much like a 
volcano. To use, the words of Mr. Wil • 
lis in the Xcics last winter:—“The Gov­
ernment are standing on a mine that may 
at at any time explode.” The “removal” 
question draws new lines for the time be­
ing, and the talk is not “ are yon Govern­
ment or Opposition ?” But, ** are you 
for Fredericton or St. John ?” Then, 
there appears to lie a middle party, 
who favour repairing the old build­
ings. Some of vour North Shore 
members are said to be in sympathy with 
the repairing party. But the matter will 
soon he set at lest—probably this week. 
It is understood that Mr. Elder will 
move the resolutions in favor of St. John’s 
claims, and that the battle will he fought 
ont on that, in whatever manner the ques­
tion may- come up; the contest will he 
fierce and the speaking will, no doubt, be 
above the average.

I forgot to tell von about the little 
breeze we had the other day in the As­
s’ mbly over the passage of the address. 
In the skirmish, the Opposition had, I 
think,*tblf best t>f it. Mr. Hill, as yon 
know,, moved the address. Mr. Hill was 
• me of those independent (?) members of 
last session, but ’tis said tlie Government 
have been able to classify him with them 
by throwing out a little bait in the shape 
of assistance, in getting the extension of 
the Grand Southern Railway Charter. 
Mr. Hill, then, moved the address and 
was followed by Mr. Blair, who spoke 
with his usual power and effect. Hi* 
made said havoc of the Surveyor General’s 
little pamphlet containing “information (?) 
for intending settlers.” The manner in 
W'hicli he criticized that childish produc­
tion, was amusing as well as telling. The 
misleading statements, bad English and 
worse grammar and other defects all came 
in for a fair share of notice.

Hon. Mr. Attorney General Fraser fol­
lowed the leader of the Opposition. He 
presents,. when speaking, a great con­
trast to Mr. Blair, the one halting, the' 
other fluent, the first mild in utterance 
and appearance, the second confident and 
assuring.

Mr. Willis had his usual say, too, on the 
address. He arraigned the Government on 
the Vice Regal expenditures, the Exhibi­
tion question, etc. and made a very 
good speech.

Mr. Elder,Mr. Davidson and Mr. Land­
ry also addressed the House briefly, the 
former gentleman in his usual forcible 
style. The debate was quite animate1, and 
the attendance of spectators large.

Mr. Ryan, created quite a sensation in 
the House the other day, when he charg- 
the Crown Land Management —meaning, 
of course, the Surveyor-General - with con­
niving with certain parties in Gloucester, 
to defraud the Revenue.

Mr. Adams denies the allegation and 
calls his accuser to prove his assertions. 
Mr. Ryan undoubtedly intends placing 
himself pr -perly in the matter, and lias 
called for certain information from the 
Crown Land Department, upon which it 
is suppnscd he will establish or endeavor 
to establish his charge?. It is only fa r 
to both gentlemen for the public to sus 
pend judgment until the matter is 
thoroughly sifted. It would, indeed, be 
strange if such a cautious gentleman as 
Mr. Ryan would make such a serious 
charge against the head of a Department.

The session will likely be of the usual 
length, but much more lively than tin 
last oan.

of the country as far as the three arts, 
reading, writing and arithmetic were 
concerned, but lie was altogether op­
posed to the present extravagant 
system, which was only a benefit to the 
rich man’s children at the expense of 
the p<xir man. He attacked the school 
trustees of St, John for their extrava­
gance inetecting that costly school house 
on Duke street. He luïd hoped that 
after the tire, such an expensive school 
house would not again be put up, but it 
was. The erection of costly school 
houses was a poorly devised scheme. 
Neat little wooden school buildings, 
and plenty of them would be much 
better. He spoke of the had effect of 
having so many scholars huddled up in 
the one school. He also referred to 
the carelessness of the teachers, and he 
hoped His Honor would endeavor to 
put the schools in a more efficient 
state.

Hon. Mr. Hibbard thought the law 
was not at all chargeable with so much 
as it had been charged, although be 
would not say the law could not be 
chargeable. If we had extravagant 
trustees the law was not to blame for 
the costly ^manner in which they con­
ducted affairs. He did not believe in 
the erection of expensive buildings. 
He believed in all school children stand­
ing on the same footing, and if the poor 
man s child, by diligence and persever­
ance, rises head and shoulders above 
the rich man's child he deserves it. 
But St John has abused the school 
law. The time must come when so 
much of the r -venues of the country 
cannot be taken for the support of 
education. The huge supply* must be 
stopped. At present about one-third 
of the revenues of this Aivince is 
taken to support education.

Hon. Mr. Jones replied that it was 
not because of so many poor children 
in the schools, he complained,bnt of the 
grouping together of so many children 
in the one school house. Under the 
action of t he trip tees the law had been 
a perfect, fail ue.

Hon. Mr. Ryan spoke briefly. He 
believed the schools are not now as 
good as they were ten years ago. He 
disapproved of that portion of the law 
which empowers none other than trus­
tee* to collect fines from improper 
Voters,

Hon. Mr. Lewis believed that ten or 
twenty years ago, the country was in a 
much better state as regards education 
than it is at the present day. The 
school law was not working satisfactori­
ly throughout the country, and he 
hoped the Government would take some 
steps to alleviate the crying evil.

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THE EXPERIENCE OF THE PAST.

Now, the hon. gentleman alluded to 
the former prosperity which we enjoyed 
in this country. I have pointed out that, 
to a very considerable extent, it was a 
period of inflation, and I desire to call 
the attention of the House to the fact, 
that it was during the time when a pro­
tective policy was in force—from 1858 
to 1865,the tariff was 20 per cent.—we 
had those serious and extraordinary de­
ficits to which I called attention in the 
opening part of my remarks. And it 
was not until we threw overboard our 
20 per cent, tariff, that prosperity re­
turned under an average tariff of 15 per 
cent. In some respects,! t seems to me 
our position is closely analogous to that 
we occupied at the commencement of 
Confederation. No doubt there has 
been great weeding out among our com­
mercial classes, no doubt some people 
have had to practise economy to an 
unpleasant degree. 1 look forward with 
considerable hope to tfie future ; I 
would believe there was a chance for 
Canada to rally,had it not been for the 
unfortunate measures adopted hv thn 
present Government under the delusion- 
that they could enlarge our home mar­
ket. 1 fear the lesson has been thrown 
away. The Minister of Finance must 
know that he has been on the very 
verge of a precipice during the past 
year. Had our harvest been only an 
average one, had the harvest of the 
other side of the A tlantic beeu even an 
ordinary one, he would have run a 
very great chance of having his deficit 
increased by one or even two millions. 
He has escaped—no thanks to his 
own foresight or policy, but to a combi­
nation of chances which may not occur 
again. I think it quite possible that the 
development which seems likely to take 
place in the North-West will aid us to a 
very great extent. I think it likely 
that their plan of inviting English ten­
ant farmers to examine the country— 
and this is one of the few points on 
which I am able to commend the action 
of hon. gentlemen opposite—and the 
present agitation in the Old Country ou 
account of the laud laws, may bring us 
considerable ad vantages. ( Hear, hear. ) 
but 1 would ask the hon. the Finance 
Minister and the House what possible 
connection can the National Policy have 
with either of these causes of prosperity. 
(Cheers.) I said just now that our posi­
tion reminded me of that in which we 
found ourselves in 3867-8. J desire 
briefly to summarize our financial posi­
tion since that period, dividing it into 
three main periods : (1) The administra­
tion of the present First Minister from 
1867 to 1873 ; (2) The period when my 
hon. friend from Larabton held power; 
(3) The period from the accession of the 
present Ministers until now.

A COMPARATIVE RETROSPECT.

In the first instance, everybody who 
knows the history of Canada will know 
that never had any set of men such mag­
nificent opportunities as the hon. ttie 
First Minister and his colleagues from 
1867 to 1873. Unhappily their records 
tell not hows these opportunities were 
taken advantage of, but how they were 
misused ; how our very prosperity was 
made a pretext and a means for enor­
mously increasing the annual expendi­
ture and committing us to serious en­
gagements, the like to which no nation 
in our circumstances or population ever 
before thought of taking upon them­
selves. Then, Sir, came the period 
when my hon. friend from Lambton 
was called upon to take the reins of 
power. Sir, that Government came in­
to office to find the expenditure mon­
strously swollen, to find, as I said, a 
vast mass of engagements, and in a very 
short time thereafter,to be called upon 
to confront a world-wide 
depression resulting in a most extraor: 
diuary depreciation in value of almost 
all those articles from which our rev­
enue was derived. And 1 say, with 
all respect to these hon. gentlemen, 
that we are not afraid to compare our 
conduct during that period with that 
of any o„ther Government, and to show 
that we were able to face all these diffi­
culties—we were not, we could not be, 
able entirely to divert the existence of 
deficits ; and hon. gentlemen will find 
in spite of all their resources, that they 
will not be able to divert deficits in far 
more favourable circumstances. But 
to a great extent, we nad succeeded in 
clearing away the entanglements, and 
the road was open to us to return to 
prosperity with a small increase—with­
out increase at all—to the national 
burdens. And I say the special fault 
of these gentlemen has been, taat in­
stead of allowing a free return of pros­
perity they have chosen to adopt a 
radically false system, which some 
among them must know to be radical­
ly false, and which must, 1 fear, have 
the result of plunging them and the 
whole country yet deeper in difficulty 
and deeper in perennial deficits than 
ever. (Hear, hear and cheers.) Now, 
Sir, we have commenced the turn. 
These gentlemen have promised all 
things to all men, and most undoubt­
edly bo far the fulfilment has been 
of a very remarkable kind. Up to this 
time, as I said before, the way in which 
these promises of returning confidence 
and returning prosperity have been 
fulfilled has been by the Multiplica­
tion of bankruptcies and by the de­
struction of sundry of our banks, by 
the very serious deficit of the past year, 
and by the promise of more most 
serious deficit during the two years 
succeeding. (Hear, hear, and cheers.) 
We are, therefore, wiih a huge indebt­
edness, far greater than in my opinion 
our resources warrant us in undertaking 
(hear,hear)—and without, the real gain 
which we might have derived from a 
different policy, establishing a policy 
which is adapted to encourage thieving 
and bribery and to discourage honest 
industry. But apart from result from 
a moral point of view, it cannot be 
denied that there are very serious risks 
ahead of these hon. gentlemen. So far 
as they do succeed in creating a home 
market, it is enevliable that they must 
largely lose revenue. It is inevitable 
that they must have recourse, .as I see 
they are having recourse, to a large 
issue of money on the strength of the 
Government dispensing with all those 
safeguards which were formerly requir­
ed, and which were not one whit too 
great ; or they must have recourse to 
fresh taxation on the prime necessaries 
of life. In these very Estimates sub­
mitted to us, we see in spite of these 
enormous revenues,that they are about 
to commit us to a wholly unjustifiable 
expenditure in British Columbia. 
(Hear, hear, and cheers.) We know 
that throughout the whole of the Fed­
eral Provinces-there are demands being 
made on the Dominion Treasury which 
they will find it very difficult to resist, 
as they been the very parties who have 
encouraged these demands. Had not 
the Minister of Finance chosen in 1873, 
when he was incuring enormous liabili­
ties, to 4how various Provincial Guv- 

• ernmente that by putting sufficient pres­
sure on him, they could obtain relief 
from the Dominion Treasury, I believe 
that not only our financial position but 

. that of the several Provinces would 
have been infinitely much better than 
either is to-day. What he then did 
was substantially to tear up the whole 
basis of our Confederation, and he has 
only himself to thank if, as I fear,those 
persons whom he once showed how to 
make demands upon the Dominion 
Treasury, will return upon him when it 
is most inconvenient for him to meet 
their demands. I say nothing, Sir, at 
present on the grave political and social 
questions which that hon. gentleman is 
bringing up, further than this, that I 
believe, Sir, that no one thing could 
have been introduced into Canada more 
likely to foster and encourage a spirit 
of annexation, than these hon. gentle­
men’s policy. (Hear, hear and 
cheers.) 1 believe nothing could have 
occurred which would have given great­
er leverage to every man who desires

jflanuf'js., ihitltkvs, tU-to break the connection between this 
country and Great Britain. I say no 
possible reply from an economic stand­
point can be made to the arguments ot 
these people, so long as we preserve a 
protective system ; and 1 know pertectly 
well that not a few of these lion, gentle­
men’s advisers support and aid them in 
their course because they believe that 
will be the inevitable result. (Hear, 
hear.) It is true that the present 
Ministry affect to deprecate this, and 
they say—and 1 am willing to believe 
them- -that they have no such inten­
tion. But I warn them, that if the 
next harvest should prove to be an 
unfavourable one, they will run a great 
risk, for which they alone will be res­
ponsible, but which it will be imposai 
Ole for them to control. It is possible 
that good may come out of evils. It is 
possible that the misgovern ment and 
mismanagement of the Administration 
which ruled in Canada from 1855 to 
1802 resulted in the scheme of Confed­
eration, from which, judging from what 
has come and gone, I look for consider­
able advantage tv this country. And it 
may be tnat the enormous pressure oi 
taxation under this tariff on the poorer 
classes of the community,may lead to a 
better readjustment of our wnole fiscal 
system. It may be that the conduct ol 
tnese hon. gentlemen in excluding 
British manuiactures, in practically set­
ting at defiance the whole policy of the 
Empire, may lead to a consideration ot 
the better terms of our relations and 
those of other colonies to the whole 
British Empire. (Hear, hear.) Audit 
may be also that the people of Canada 
w 11 at last learn a lesson after a

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or two of futuie experience of those 
gentlemen’s panacea, that if a people 
wish to increase their receipts, it is not 
by bolting and barring their doors 
against their best customers ; or if theyjf 
wish to dimmish their expenditures it 
is not by taking into their employment 
servants who previously administered 
their affairs dishonestly. (Loud cheers. )
1 observe that hon. gentlemen have on 
various occasions put forward a pitiful 
plea for time. It won’t do, they say, to 
pull up seed to see whether the tree has 
taken root. Well, Sir, all I have to say 
is this, that was not the language these 
hon. gentlemen were in the habit of 
using eighteen months or two years ago. 
(Hear, hear.) Then we heard nothing 
of the necessity of waiting one or two 
or three or tive years before seeing the 
true result of the National Policy. 
But I say that this plea is utterly 
at variance with their statements 
and with the actual facts of the 
I say that there could hardly by any 
possibility be an occasion—if there was 
any necessity, as they averred, for devel­
oping the manufacturing industries of 
the country—when there were better 
opportunities of doing so than they had 
in 1878. Never was capital more cheap 
or more abundant, not only here, but 
in England and in the United States. 
Never could material or machinery or 
good buildings be obtained more cheap­
ly than in that year. The whole sub­
ject had been thoroughly discussed for 
son e years, and every man who was at 
all likely to have engaged in such occu­
pations, had ample time to make lip his 
mind how best to employ ^his money. 
I must admit that I have been consider­
ably astonished at the almost complete 
and total failure which has attended 
their efforts. It is only explicable in 
one way, namely that the ground was 
occupied before, that there was little 
питі in Canada for the establishment 
of new manufactures, unless, indeed, at 
enormous cost. That, I believe, Sir, 
is the true explanation of the failure ot 
these hon. gentlemen tv establish 
industries giving employment to any 
considerable number of men, in spite of 
the stimulus which the tariff affords. 
There may be some industries which 
may be established from time to time. 
It may enable a certain number of pei- 
sons to obtain employment. There is 
always considerable natural growth in 
a country like this, and it may be after 
so long a period of depression as that 
which existed from 1874-5,to the present 
time, that some development of the 
manufacturing industries of the country 
may take place, that they will share 
with others in the natural improvement 
which takes place. But 1 say there is 
no reasonable chance that thèse gentle­
men will be able to establish any con­
siderable number of new industries in 
Canada, unless, as in the case of sugar 
and cotton, they are prepared to inllict 
a most enormous taxation on the 
whole mass of the people of Canada for 
the sole benefit of one or two such manu­
facturers.
