The sleepy village of Biddenden, not 

far from Tenterden, celebrates yearly 
the memory of the two maids of that 
ancient hamlet who were the original 
precursors of the Siamese twins. In life 
they were joined together by a mysteri­
ous cord of flesh, and they died on the 
same day, leaving their property to be 
distributed among the poor of the par­
ish and among all who care to apply 
for a dole of bread and cheese on Easter 
day. This benefaction has been in exist­
ence for six or seven centuries, and at 
present its value is about $200 a year.

Formerly the doles consisted of bread 
and cheese and ale, but the latter pro­
duced so much hilarity in the village 
that it was abolished, and the charity is 
now limited to the two first mentioned 
nutritive articles. The bread is made 
np in the form of cakes, bearing a rude 
representation of the twin maids of 
Biddenden, and are generally preserved 
as curiosities by the recipients. They 
are baked very hard and are admirably 
adapted to give work to dentists by 
breaking the molars of those who at­
tempt to penetrate their mysteries. The 
poor of the parish as distinguished from 
necessitous strangers are supplied with 
ordinary quartern loaves and cheese.— 
London Telegraph.

Brunswick, has advocated the running 
of provincial elections on Dominion 
party lines. The province would not 
be the gainer by such a change, but the 
Sun would be, and the Sun always con­
siders its own interests in preference to 
those of the province. The fact that 
the change is advocated by the Sun, 
which is really acting for the contract­
ing element in its own party, has pre­
vented the adoption of its plan over 
the larger area of the province. After a 
great deal of hard work on the part of 
conaervatives who desired the principles 
of their party to prevail, and who 
honestly believed that the platform of 
the conservative party was the best in 
the interests of the whole country, New 
Brunswick became a stronghold of con­
servatism, but there was always a strong 
kick from the outside counties against 
the St. John element, and it was note­
worthy that while Conservative vic­
tories were being won in all parts of 
the province, the Conservative candi­
dates in St John were constantly being 
defeated. The reason for this was clear. 
The boodlers and contractors controlled 
the Conservative party in St. John and 
wanted no man whom they could not 
control.

Conn. Morrison reported the following as 
members of Board of Health—E. Lee Street 
(chairman), Dr. Desmond, Dfr.

Conn. Betts asked why noі appoint one 
from Newcastle and the rest from outside.

Conn. Morrison replied that it would be 
difficult to get a meeting of the boar£ if its 
members were scattered, and nothing would 
be done. It had power to appoint sub­
committees.

Sec.-Treas. reported the sale of lease of 
Lot No. 11 to Patrick Creaghan at $5 a 
year, and it was ordered that a (ease be 
issued to him.

Conn. Loggie said there had been consid- 
able dissatisfaction in Chatham, since Janu­
ary, with the means that have been taken 
to enforce the Scott Act. It was the opinion 
of the people of the town that the law 
plainly entitled the town to Scott Agt fines 
collected there. A letter from the Minister 
of Justice said that was the law. It wae 
claimed that the town had no right to ar­
range for the fines to go elsewhere, and it 
was thought to be unfair to the town for the. 
county to take the finèa by having the oases 
tried in Newcastle. Chatham was willing 
to pay all the expenses, including counsel 
fees, of cases brought by the Inspector in 
Chatham, but would retain the fines. This, 
it is claimed, would be a fair and equitable 
arrangement It is felt to be unfair for the 
Inspector to take advantage of a technical­
ity and take Chatham esses to Newcastle for 
trial, A committee might be appointed, 
with power tp instruct the Inspector to 
enter Chatham cases in Chatham so long at 
the town paid all the expenses attending 
the prosecutions. He did not want to see 
the Scott Act made unpopular, as It was 
one of the best things we çould have.

Brunini said the crew were cruel in their 
conduct toward the passengers. He was 
unable to get in"tiïà eteainei’d boats when he 
came on deck, being , shoved away by the 
sailors. He paw many of hie friends being 
prevented from getting into the boats by 
men of the crew.

Meholiui Secondo, an Italian steerage 
passenger, is among the saved. When he 
got on deck he found a raft with five men on 
it. The raft, however, was tied and chain­
ed fast to the deck, and no sailors were near 
to let it loose. Noue of the five men had 
knives. The ship sank rapidly, iqid they 
we>e all thrown into the water. He was in 
the water twenty-five minutes alone, the 
other five sinking before his eyes. He came 
across a boat, which he tried to get in. He 
eventually succeeded, but not b.-fore a 
desperate fight with the sailors who occu­
pied it. He wae battered with oars and 
shoved away with boat hooks. He managed 
to seize an oar, however, and pulled himself 
to the boat and climbed in.

SAW HIS MOTHER MURDERED.
August Pourgi was in the water about 

half an hour and attempted to get into a 
boat. He was seized when he managed to 
get half in and thrown back into the water. 
Again he tried to enter the boat, but the 
savages who manned it were determined to 
keep him out. He managed at last to get 
in, and to stay in. Clinging to the life-lige 
of a boat not far away he saw his mother; 
and, as if his trials were not enough, he was 
forced to watch a man shove her deep into 
the ocean with an oar. She never rose. He 
says the man was saved, and is almost sure 
he can recognize him, though he does not 
know the man’s name.

KILLED AN ENGLISHMAN.

Fred Niffler, a Swiss, was the most jovial 
and contented of all the unfortunate 
passengers. He lost all his money and 
clothes, with the exception of a |.air of 
pants and a shirt, but he laughed, and 
now and again cursed the French sailors 
with passionate earnestness, He went to 
bed the night before the collision and slept 
well. He never heard a sound, bat waking 
in the morning be went on deck and saw' the 
splinters. He asked the officer of the 
watch what was up, The officer replied 
that it was all right, that the ship would not 
go down. Niffler, however, got into a 
lifeboat with some others and remained 
there nntd he reached the water, when he 
thought it was time to leave. None of the 
sailors ever attempted to lit the boat loose. 
He swain for a long time before he was pick- 
e l up. He saw an Englishman attempt to 
get into a boat. But the men in the boat, 
who were bailors of the Bourgogne, hit him 
over the head with the butt end of an oar. 
He tell baclt and sank out of sight,

ASHAMED OF HIS COUNTRYMEN.

Chailes Liebra, a Frenchman, expressed 
himself as thoroughly ashamed of his 
countrymen’s conduct. This man is one of 
the most unfortunate. He had his two 
motherless bpys, five end seven years old, 
with him. He put them in a boat, but was 
prevented from entering himself. He could 
not get in any boat and went down with the 
ship. He went down so deep that he 
thought he was gone, but he came to the 
surface, and at once looked for the boat 
with hii boys. They were nowrhvye to he 
seen and he mourns them as lost. He float­
ed a long time before a boat came along. 
He tried to get in but was assailed with oars 
and boathooks. Mr. Liebra showed me his 
arms and body, terribly bruised from the 
blows he teceived. After this boat went off 
he wae in the water eight hours. He also 
said that he saw five women who 
evidently exhausted, clinging to the life­
lines of a boat. The French sailors malic­
iously, as the women were in no one’s way, 
cut the lines, and the women sank never to 
rise again. The men of the crew wouli

Conn. Anderson was tired of hearing 
about Chatham paying one-third of the 
taxes. Did she pay more in proportion to 
valuation than others?

Conn. Morrison said when the question of 
abolishing July sessions arose Conn. Sullivan 
was strongly opposed to it, and wae willing 
to come for nothing rather than have no 
session. How could he come back now and 
ask for pay? He would be willing to repeal 
the $3 a day rule and go back to the old 
arrangement.

Conn. Betts i»aid it should not be forgotten 
that the revieors’ pay was lsrge and was 
partly in lien of payment for attendance. 
This should be reduced now that members 
are paid $3 a day.

Conn. Sullivan said many councillors felt 
as he did about this pay question, but did 
not feel like breaking the ioe. No man in 
his parish had ever asked him to vote for 
doing away with the July session.

Conn. Betts said the cost of running the 
Council wae already very large, aa follows—

One of the most shocking eea-dhastere 
on record took place on 4th instant about 
five o’clock in the morning in a fog sixty 
miles south of Sable Island. The French 
ocean greyhound La Bourgogne, Capt. 
Deloncle, from New York, for Havre, 
ran, at full speed, into the British iron 
ship Cromartyshire, Capt. Henderson, 
striking the latter a side-blow and jCutting 
away her bow. The steamer had 
seven hundred and fourteen persons all 
told. She sank in a comparatively shoit 
tima, which is variously stated at from 
fifteen to fifty minutes.

Five hundred and fifty were lost and one 
hundred and sixty-four saved. One hun­
dred and five of the saved were members 
of the steamer’s crew, who are accused of 
simply taking possession of the boats and 
life rafts and murdering pasuengers and 
others who endeavored to get in‘o or 
upon these with them. Of about two 
hundred women on board only one was 
paved. Such a story of inhumanity and 
murderous brutality of belt lea* people by 
thoie who should have tried to save and 
protect them, has never been told in con­
nexion with any previous disrs er at sea.

The ship with which the steamer col­
lide! had a collision bulkhead, »hich 
saved her, and as the fog liffiéd, Capt. 
Henderson and his crow, assisted by some 
of the survivors, rescued many who were 
afloat in boats or on rafts or wreckage, un­
til the number of saved stated were safe 
on board his ship. Soon after, the Allan- 
liner, Grecian, came alorg and took the 
Cromartyshire in tow, making for Hali­
fax, which port was peachgd on Wednes­
day of last week at 9.30 a.m.

able terms.: The figures of Canada’s financial opera­

tions for the past fiscal year are bo favor­
able that there is every reason to believe 
that there will be a surplus of not less 
than $1,000,000. This will be the first 
surplus since the year 1893. The precise 
figures of expenditure will not be known 
for another month or two. The total 
revenue on account of consolidated fund 
for the twelve months ending June 30th, 
amounts to $38,894,000, as compared with 
the total revenue for 1897, of $36,872,000, 
or an increase of over $2,000,000. The 
revenue from customs, post office, public 
works, and railways and miscellaneous 
shows large increase; but there is a heavy 
decrease of $1,300,000 from excise. The 
customs receipts for 1898 amounted to 
$21,467,000 as compared with $19,318,000 
for 1897- The amount to the credit of 
depositors in the Savings Banks is $48,- 
577,000 as compared with $47,130,000 a 
year ago, showing an increase for 1898 of 
$1,447,000, which is an evidence of restor­
ed confidence throughout the country. 
For the month of June the revenue wi.g 
$3,221,000, against $2,314,000 in June, 
1897, an increase of over $900,000, due 
altogether to customs and excise. The 
poat office revenue for the fiscal year just 
closed shows an increase over 1897 of 
$200,000, but for the month of June there 
is a falling off as compared with June, 
1897, of $90,000, due no doubt to the 
sale of jubilee stamps, a year ago.

The opinion, 
as to the time intervening between the colli­
sion and the sinking of tbe Bourgogne vary 
greatly. Some say ten to fifteen minutes, 
and others say thirty to forty-five, while 
one man was sertpin it was a foil hoar.

The balance of the afternoon waa taken 
up in receiving the clerical reports from 
parishes and missions, reports of the auditor, 
treasurer, and considering business matters 
generally.

The evening session was devoted to a dis­
cussion of W. B. Wallace's resolution to 
have the reports of standing committees 
printed before the meeting of the synod. 
The matter was finally referred to a select 
committee to report to the next synod. The 
recom mendstions of the Sunday school com­
mittee were, on motion of Rev. Mr. Mont­
gomery, considered at some length.

The standing committee on Sunday 
schools, Rev. H. Montgomery chairman and 
Rev. E. B. Hooper secretary, submitted a re­
port recommending the organization of a 
Sunday School Teachers' Association for the 
Diocese.

July 7.—Work was resumed this morning 
at 10 o'clock. After the roll had been call­
ed the minutes of the last meeting were read, 
disouseed and approved. His Lordship the 
Bishop then read to the Synod a telegram 
from the Rev. H. Parlee, conveying the in­
telligence that his church at Weetfield has 
been burned.

The different committees were then ap­
pointed. These committees included the 
Board of Management, of Dominion and 
Foreign Missions, the Governors of Kings 
College, the Trustees of Girls’ School, 
Windsor, the Committee for Interesting 
Sunday Schools in Missions.

The order of business was suspended in 
order to allow a resolution of sympathy 
with the Parish of Westfield to be passed.

Judge Hannington gave notice of a motion 
to appropriate $55 from the^peoial fund for 
the prizes at the Church School at Windsor.

The remainder of the morning was occu­
pied in discussing the report of the Board of 
Home Missions, the question of Sunday 
School mission work receiving much atten­
tion. Eloquent speeches on this subject 
were delivered by the Rev. Archdeacon 
Neales, Rev. Archdeacon Brigatocke, Mr. 
A. H. Hanington and others. It seemed to 
be generally the sentiment of the Synod 
that more work mast be done among the 
children, and that their ideas of mission 
work must be broadened.

The bishop, speaking on this report, 
thanked the clergy for their full reports on 
the condition of their parishes and requested 
more care in returning statistics to the 
Secretary.

The report was finally adopted.
At the afternoon session, the following 

resolution, offered by C. N. Vroom, was 
unanimously adopted

“That in view of the proposed plebiscite 
at an early date of the prohibition of the 
sale of intoxicating liquors for beverage pur­
poses, this synod urge on the churchmen 
of the diocese the importance of prayerful 
consideration and action in the matter that 
the result of the ballot may make strongly 
for the welfare of mankind and the glory of 
God.”

A vote of thanks was passed to Rev. 0. S. 
Newnham and the St. Stephen parishes for 
hospitality extended; to the railroads and 
the steamboat lines for favors granted, and 
to the press for the attention paid to the 
sj nod meetings.

Having finished the business of the synod 
sooner than expected, adjournment took 
place at 3 o’clock, to meet next year at 
Chatham.

This evening a largely attended public 
meeting was held in the school room of 
Trinity church in the interests of domestic 
and foreign missions. His Lordship presid­
ed and addresses were delivered by Arch­
deacon Brigstooke, Rev. R. P. McKim, 
8. L. Ketchum and A. H. Hannington. 
After the synod adjourned the board of 
home missions and the executive committee 
met and organized for the appointment of 
the various sub-committees.

After the report, Mise Sheriff gave the 
normal work of a modern school by symbols, 
showing clearly the object to be attained by 
a normal training. It showed that a teacher 
to teach nowadays had to have an knowl­
edge of the Bible lesson, and from a train­
ing in this work the teacher can work and 
teach to better advantage. The advisability 
of having the younger aoholare take these 
lessons was urged, thus preparing them for 
work and from year to year graduating. 
This address was of great importance to the 
work. Too much cannot be said cn this 
work department.

A conference on a Lessen Preparation by 
Miss Shirreff, who gave points by which a 
teacher may prepare, also five positions a 
teacher should hold : 1, A Christian ; 2.

Wm Despatches. INTERNATIONAL S. S. CO.
NEGLECT OF AMERICAN WOUNDED.

Gen. Shatter’s headquarters, before Santi­
ago, July 8, by the Herald’s Despatch Boat I 
Golden Rod to Port Antonio, Jam., July 9. 
— Shocking conditions prevail in the general 
hospital at these headquarters. American 
soldiers wounded in the operations against 
Santiago are being left for hours exposed in 
the sun and rain, whi'e many Cubans, in­
jured in aimless straggling over 
battle, are wtll provided for.

There is no shelter for scores of our own 
soldiers, but every member of Gen. Shifter's 
staff is provider! with an individual tent, in 
which they may be seen resting in comfort 
by the neglected sufferers.

If the actnal condition of hundreds of our 
wounded troops could be realized at home it 
would cause a thrill of indignation to run 
through the nation. The general army 
hospital here is in a miserable condition. 
There are only a few lent* for the accommo­
dation of the wounded, and the two large 
ones now available for the sufferers are filled 
with injured Cubans. Nearly all of these 
men were hurt while engaged in aimless 
wandering about the field during the fight­
ing on Friday and Saturday.

While the Cuban troops are thus being 
well cared for, our own troops are crowded 
into the smaller tents. But even this is true 
only of the more fortunate of the American 
sufferers. Many lie entirely unsheltered 
from the sun and the showers, which fall 
daily in this region. I am appalled at the 
number of оцг woqnc}ed soldiers who are 
heipg subjected to a scorching sun bgth dur­
ing part of the day, and then to a severe 
drenching in the rain during other hours.

a loader and which la composed of two pi 
of metal like two eidee of s rectangle, into 
the hollow of which the lower log resta 
until it ia needed on the gang-carriage when, 
by pressing a foot-lever, it is thrown upon it 
by an oeoillating motion, either slowly or 
quickly aa the operator wills.

Thia, briefly described, is the aeries of de­
vices by which the logs are taken from the 
pond and placed upon the saw-carriagea 
ready to go through the gangs and be cut 
into deals, boards, ecantling or whatever ie 
desired. The driving of “dogs” into the 
logs at the foot of the slip,the haul up chain, 
running over or on the bed in the mill, the 
removal of the doge by men in the mill,and 
the rolling of the log with handspikes and 
peeviee from the bed to the saw-carriage 
are all superseded by the devices described. 
We were informed that the chain which 
runs at the bottom of the hanl-up ohnte 
was made in Mr. Snowball’s machine shop 
connected with the mill, and the steel bunk­
ers and other parte ef that gear by Jaraes 
Fleming of St. John- The log loader waa 
made by the Watrous Engine Company of 
Brantford, Ont.

The loge, having gone through the gangs 
and edgere, the deale are carried on to the 
surveying table by live rollers, which are 
operated by a foot-lever at the will of the 
surveyor and, after being trimmed, the 
trimmer paseea them out of the mill on live 
rollers, their movements being controlled by 
the trimmer in a way similar to that at the 
command of the surveyor. On leaving the 
mill they run automatically to a platform 
and are either sent thence by live runs 
which carry them to the extreme western 
side of the yard and thence across Water 
street to the piling ground south of it, or 
they are distributed, daring the shipping 
season, down inclined runs, over rollers, to 
the ports of the vessels.

The edgings from the edgere and slabs 
from the gangs are carried on live runs to 
the weet end of the mill where they come 
upon endless screw-rollers, which give them 
a side motion that drops them upon the 
slasher floor, where they are immediately 
caught by chain conveyors and carried across 
the mill through the slashing-saws. These are 
4 or 5 in number, a little over four feet 
apart, and revolve on a common spindle. 
They cut the slabs and edgings into about 
50 inch lengths as they pass through them 
and these pieces then drop into a level 
trough and are carried slowly along this at 
right angles to their former direction by an 
endless chain. As they pass, the pieces fit 
for lath and paling wood aie sorted ont,while 
the firewood is thrown into inclined chutes 
which drop it on to the intermediate floor, 
where it is carried between saws, which cut 
it into stove lengths. Then, it drops into a 
eonveyer, which passes It oat over the yard, 
where it drops into five vertical chutes 
which may be opened and eloeed at will,and 
from these it ia discharged into the carta 
in which it is hauled for delivery about 
town and elsewhere. What passes these 
chntes goes over the end dump and is used 
to complete the loads.

The portions of the slabs and edgings 
suitable for laths, palings, or birch squares, 
being selected, are placed alongside of the 
several machines throngh which thsy are 
put.

The refuse from the gangs ia thrown upon 
slasher tables where it ie cut up by aaws 
nine inches apart, and dropped into a con­
veyor which carries it to the top of the 
boilers to be used for fuel. The apertures 
through which the refuse drops upon the 
boilers can be opened and closed at will, so 
when there is enough fuel there the surplus 
is carried on to ears by which it is conveyed 
to the outside refuse burner.

The refuse from laths, palings, and birch 
equarei is also thrown on a slasher table 
and is cat up and conveyed to the boilers in 
a manner similar to that from the gangs.

The laths and pslinga, after being bnodled, 
pass throngh trimming-saws four feet apart 
and fall on to a live roller run by whisk 
they are carried to the piling-ground.

The sawdust from the gauge, edgere, 
trimmers and other saws, is carried by 
chutes to conveyors which take it to the top 
of the boilers where it is used as fuel, to­
gether with the other refuse.

The different movements, which make np 
a labyrinth of automatic mechanical appli­
ances, each having its particular work to 
do, can be thrown off separately, so that a 
mishap or defect in one does not necessarily 
affect any other.

The improvements in the mill were de­
signed and carried out under Mr. Henry S. 
Lyman and the machine work under Mr. 
Wm, Mather.

It is not necessary to say anything of the 
enterprise which has prompted Mr. Snow­
ball to make his mill the most perfect and 
modern in the maritime provinces, and the 
equal of any in the Dominion, for he is 
recognised as one of the most progressive 
men in the trade, and well deserves the fore­
most position he occupies in it.

Oburch of Bnglmfl Synod.

Sf. Stephen, July 5.—The diocesan synod 
of the Church of England was opened at 2 
o'clock p.m. to-day, His Lordship Bishop 
Kingdon presiding. A large attendance of 
clergymen was present and a much larger 
attendance of lay delegatee than is qaual 
at the opening meeting of synods. Amongst 
those present were Revds. Canon Forsyth, 
T. W. Street and P. G. Snow, Geo. Burchill, 
Esq. and Major Meltby.

The first regular business wap the 
reading of His Lordship’s address. Then 
feporta were presented and read from the 
board of home missions, Sunday school com­
mittee, synod executive committee, religious 
instruction, nnd several other committees.

The evening session was taken up with 
reading of reports from the different par­
ishes.

The clergymen and lay delegates are loud 
in their praise of the hearty and cordial re­
ception accorded them by the people of St. 
Stephen, and are highly pleased with the 
beautiful scenery and thrifty appearance of 
the town and its inhabitants.

Halifax School for the Blind-

Murdoch Square, Halifax, N. 8.,
July 6th, 1898.

Dear Mr, Editor :—Within the next 
few weeks I hope to visit the Counties of 
Weatmorlsnd, Kent, Northnmberlsnd, Glou­
cester and Reatigonche, for the purpose of 
seeking those who may be partially or total­
ly blind and making arrangements for snob 
as may be between the ages of six and 
twenty-one years to enter the School for the 
Blind at Halifax. Thia school ia free to all 
boys and girls who have not sufficient eight 
to attend the public schools or who are total­
ly blind. It will be unnecessary for me to 
point ont the great advantages of education 
to those who are deprived of sight, suffice it 
to say that through the training given in thia 
school scores of young men and young 
women who might otherwise be dependent 
on their families and friends are now earning 
for themselves comfortable livings.

May I aak yonr readers to send in to the 
office of the Miramichi Advance the names, 
ages and addresses of any partially or totally 
blind persons under twenty-one years of age 
of whom they may know in the County of 
Northumberland.

The Restigouche Telephone says : Many 
and interesting are the tales told about the 
phantom ship, often seen In the Bay dee 
Chaleur, bnt on the 24th of Jane at 2 o'clock 
in the morning, while the men were at work 
in Moffat’s mill, their attention was attract­
ed to a light in the harbor and inspection 
showed distinctly the masts and jiboon of a 
vessel in flames, which waa seen to start 
from Miguaaha and run in a zig-zag direc­
tion to Charlo. The men watched it for 
twenty minutes, and it was no optical delu­
sion, for every man in the mill saw it.

Respecting the foregoing, The Advance’s 
miracle editor says it would be only a mat­
ter of courtesy to accept the Telephone’s 
statement if it were at all possible to do ao, 
bnt aa there aro eolid reasons for doubting 
it, we venture to brand the Telephone writ­
er as one of toe most consummate—sb, er— 
specimens of credulity extant. Miguaeha 
may, poeeibly, be eeen from Moffatt’e mill, 
bnt there are “everlasting hills” between the 
mill and any point near Charlo. If the 
alleged phantom ship had been represented 
by the Telephone же having zig-zagged like a 
corkscrew rocket heavenward to the milky 
way, we might believe that “every man in 
the mill” had seen it, bnt when the fiery 
vision simply ran to Charlo, we fail to under­
stand the kind of sight the men were posses­
sed of to enable them to look throngh the 
eolid earth and rook composing the hills 
which intervened between them and any 
point on the Charlo side of the Baie Chaleur. 
When Serjeant Buzfuz asked Sam Weller if 
he had a pair of eyes? Sam said he had, and 
that was just it. But, he remarked, “If 
they woe a pair o’ patent double magnifyin’ 
gas microscopes of hextra power, p’raps I 
might be able to see through a flight o’ stairs 
and a deal door, but bein’ only eyes, you 
see, my wision’e limited.” We assume that 
the men in Moffat's mill had “only eyes,” 
and therefore remembering those intervening 
bills, we must disbelieve the Telephone’s 
phantom ship story, this time.

' ▲ Modem 1ІШ-

Daring the past two years, the well known 
three-gang steam saw mill owned by Senator 
Snowball, and situated at the eastern end of 
the town of Chatham has been undergoing 
extensive repairs and improvement, and we 
had heard eo much of the automatic system 
introduced last winter for the purpose of 
moving the logs, lumber, refuse 
etc., that our reporter paid the 
establishment a visit one day last week 
for the purpose of seeing the changes that 
had been made. The big mill was always 
one of the beet in Canada and, certainly, 
was in the front rank of those of the mari- 
time provinces. Daring the winter of 1896-7 
the gang-foundations were entirely removed, 
new ones put in and other improvements 
effected at a cost of many thousands of dol­
lars. Last season it became necessary to 
discontinue the practioe of burning the 
greater part of the surplus wood and bark 
refuse from the saws under the river bank 
south and east of the mill, and a refuse- 
burner was built by Messrs. Mooney during 
the winter in connection wi|h the boiler- 
furnaces, so that the former danger and 
annoyance caused by the old method of 
oonenming the mill refuse are done away 
with,

While the refuse-burner waa being con­
structed, a complete automatic labor-saving 
system for handling logs, deals, edgings, 
lathe, palings, fuel for the boilers, cat-wood 
and, in fact the different prodnets of the 
mill, wm installed, and at the present time 
the well known mill ie one of the most per­
fect in the Dominion in ail its departments.

No newspaper description can convey to 
the reader an adequate idea of the different 
mechanical devices which seem to make all 
the departments of the mill appear to work 
with almost human intelligence, bnt a brief 
account of what onr reporter saw during his 
visit of a half hoar,. will demonstrate that 
the establishment ie a very perfect one in 
ite operations.—

There are a half dozen or more steam en­
gines and, apparently, enough steam ie 
made to i an as many more, were they neces­
sary. We will not describe these, however, 
for we are more interested in what they 
accomplish. Going to the east end of the 
mill, orerleCkiog the boom, ioto which the 
rafts of logs are pnt by the steamers, of 
which Mr. Snowball haa five—the St. 
George, St. Andrew,. St. Nicholas, St. 
Jü4epe and St. Kilda—we saw logs coming 
up the slip and Into the mill by way of a 
chute having an endless chain device which 
took them ont of tip watep and brought 
them along up the incline, silently and 
steadily to rollers, by which they were 
brought on to the bed. They stopped in 
the right place and were promptly throat off 
to sides of the bed by two discs, which 
suddenly rose np through transverse slots 
faom below it. These discs are called 
“kickers’', but they ecuvey to one the idea 
that they “shoulder” rather than 4?kiok’’ 
the log off to the sides of the bed. The 
same kickers send the logs right or left aa 
desired by one man, who, in this case, was 
Mr. Michael Murray. He stood on a email 
platform, which had three levers protruding 
upwards tbrongh it, and we discovered that 
one of these levers controlled the logs 
ascending the ohnte leading from the pond 
to the mill, and that by moving it in the de­
sired direotjoga, » log could be either 
brought up or sent bsole to the pond , by 
moving another the log could be advanced on 
the bed, held stationary or sent hack,and by 
moving the third the “kicker” would send 
the log to the right or left,
