THE VIEWS OF A FARMER

They Touch Prices, Rail-
ways, Agitators and
Friends of the People.

(Letter in Winnipeg Saturday Post.)
Sir,~1 have finished my ploughing
and have sold as much of my grain
cropy as I intend to this fall, at the
priceés going, and having a little time
to epare am writing you these few
lines. I have beem in this country a
ggod many years, and taking one year
with ahother cannot complain; but at
the same time us farmers it seems to
me, are not getting our fair share of
the profits, which have been made in
this country. There is something wrong
between the prices pald y us and the
prices paid by city people for the same
it & S e wtata o vk
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country, at heart, should try to find
out what the trouble is. During the
twenty-one years I have lived here
the newspapers have been full of about
only three things, raising Cain with
any government that happens to be in
power; defending the actions of the
government t happens to be in
power, and ing the devil with the
irailroads. Now, I guess the railroads
deserve all perhaps that has been said
about them, and maybe a lot more,
but at the same time what some of us
farmers can't get through our heads,
is why the papers are always slam-
ming the railroads, and never take a
crack at some other interests, because
to a man of even ordinary intelligence
there must be other sinners in the
country besides the railroads, and it
looks to me that some of the other
said sinners have been urging the
slambanging of the railr{ads 'to keep
attention away from thewselves,

The railroad foreman in charge of
the track near. my farm tells me that
twenty-five years ago he got §2 a day,
and now he gets §3 a day, and ‘the
engineer on the way freight gets near-
ly $5.50 a day now, and he used to
get then $3.75 a day, and the way
freight conductor was pakd $3.00 a day
then, and now he gets $4.60 a day.
This foreman says that all the men in
the railroad have been raised about
the same because they had strong or-
ganization behind them.

When I first started shipping grain
to Port Arthur the rate figured up to
about 14 cents a bushel for wheat,
while today it is a shade less than
elght cents a bushel, and there is
about the same difference in other
grains. On the farm machinery, hard-
ware and dry goods, that I bring in 1
pay the railroad now twenty-five to
forty cents less per hundred pounds
than I did twenty-one years ago, I
had some grievances against the rail-
roads, because some years ago when
they killed some of my neighbor's
stock, and their engines burn up some
of our grain, it took them a long time
to get paid, the wailroad trying to put
them off with polite letters; but I
can’t get out of my head that in slam-
banging the railroads all the time, the
idea 18 to take away the farmer’s at-
tention from other people who are
making more from them than they
should. If the rairoads can almost
double the wages, reduce the rates and
make a profit, it seems to me that
those in other businesses ought to be
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able to do the same thing. The section
foreman says the reason the railro#lls
can do this is because they haul big-
ger trains, bigger cars, and have cut
down the hills, etc. Not long ago
when I was in Winnipeg a friend of
mine from the Grain Exchange took
me for a trip in his automobile, and
I saw a great many beautiful houses,
some of them like castles.  These
houses. I was told, were nearly all
owned by people who came to the
west with. practically nothing, made
their money out of hardware, dry
goods, real estate and handling the
farmer's grains, the butcher business,
ete. I asked him to show me the cas-
tles of the railroad kings I heard so
much about but he said those feilows
lived in Montreal, Toronto and Eng:
land, and everwhere else. Now if a
man came West with nothing and
made a fortune, why we cannot blame
him, but it seems to me that us far-
mers have not had our share, and that
convinces me in hammering the rail-
roads and the governments it was to
take the minds of the people away
from the conditions that allowed the
people in these other lines of business
to make such fortunes. It seems to
me that us farmers are paying more
all the time for everything we have
to-buy, but are not geiting anything
more for what we have to sell, and 1
often wonder why we should have to
pay more for the goods we buy and
get less for what we have to sell, when
the railroads are able to raise wages
and haul our stuff for lees money
I am all the:time reading in the
papers advice handed out to farmers,
by bankers, railroad men, meat pack-
ers, ministers and editors. They are
telling us how we should plow, what
we should raise, how we should work,
what a sin it is for us to never take
a trip from the farm in the winter,
how wasteful we are to leave our ma-
chinery out in the sun and rain, what
kinds of chickens to raise, and so
forth; and therefore it seems to me
that us farmers should give the men
in business that they should take
means to cheapen the "cost of distri-
buting and do with less profits, and
charge us less interest, and not
squeeze us to pay our bills in the fall
80 that the majority of farmers are
compelled to sell their grailn at any
old price,
I suppose that the dullest man can-
not help see that if this country is
to be permanently succéssful the farm-
er must be happy, and he cannot be
happy unless he is prosperous. The
only way he can be prosperous is to
get more for what he raises, and pay
less interest and get more for his
goods. We have understood by our
farm journals that the newspapers
are controlled by their advertising de-
partments, and my friends said that
many of the advertisers would object
to this letter, and therefore it would
not be published; but I told them that
I intended to send this to each of the
papers in Winnipeg to see if they
would be fair enough to allow a bona
fide farmer, of good standing, who has
been a long time in this country to
have his view published in the press.

In
addition to long walks, ex-President
Loubet says that old people should in-
terest themselves in some movement
for the benefit of others, preferably
welfare work for young people.

Peking, China—To understand what
the Kuo Ming Tang stands for in Chi-
pese politics it is necessary to know
how the party was formed and what
are its component parts. The Kuo
Ming Tang is the result of political
party developments and the outcome
of the amalgamation of several small
parties.

As is perhaps remembered, the pub-
lic mind of China was prepared for the
ousting of the Manchus by the Tung-
minghui. This party during the Man-
chu regime naturally was a secret so-
ciety, the severest penalty being met-
ed out to those who were discovered
to be bers, It was by
Sun Yat Sen and Huang Hsin, the
leader of the last rebellion, about 10

I‘ or 12 years ago, its object being the

overthrow of the Manchus,

Dr. Sun Yat Sen traveled the world
propagating the objects of this soclety,
and found his strongest supporters
amongst the  students studying in
America and Europe. Returning to the
East he settled in Japan and organiz-
ed branches of the soclety, following
this up by the inauguration of
branches mt Hongkong and as far
down ss Penang.

The arder of the students in west-
ern conntrles and Japan was greater
than Sun ¥at Sen anticipated. These
men raturned to their homes in due
course and acted as missionaries In
the various parts of China for the pro-
pagation of the new doctrines of a
fres Chinas. Branches were establish-
ed in the leading citles, but their
movements were kept secret.

Wembers Captured.

In spite of thelr secrecy many
members were captured. Still the
members were undismayed. The socle-
ty tontinued its activity and in course
of time brought about the revolution
in 1912 which ended in the abdication
of the Manchu dynasty and the inaug-
uration of the republic. :

With the formation of the republic
the raison d’etre of the Tungminghui
practically ended or should have end:
ed. Many parties were formed about
this period, the promoters mostly be-
ing mea who aimed at securing a cer-
tain power in the government of the
country. The headquarters of most of
these partfes were in Shanghal.

Shortly ufter the handing over of
the presiddncy by Dr. Sun to Yuan
Shih-Kai, leading members of the
Hungmingbul found that they were
not profiting as much from their ef-
forts in establishing the republic as
they had anticipated, and they initiat-
ed a movement against the Presi-
dent, the object of which was to se-
cure that when the time came for the
constitutional election of President,
Yuan Shih-Kai would be rejected by
the people,

In epurse of time some of the ex-
tremp members of the party waxed so

folent in their agitation against the
President that the popular support
* which was accorded them during the
revolution was alienated and more or
loss went to Yuan himself. Members
who had joined the Tungminghui at
the period of the revolution and who
were then in accord with its objects
began to leave the party and join oth-
er parties. This led the Tungminghui
seriously to consider its position.

The leaders maintained that as there
were too many political parties in
China, these parties should dissolve
and form one party which should em-
brace them all. Negotiations were op-
ened in Shanghai to bring this about,
but the conservative element in the
other parties regarding the violent
Tungminghul as undesirable and dan-
gerous refused to participate in the
scheme.

Smith Confident.

“The statements in regard to
potatoes of this provinge, which Have
appeared in the Daily Telegraph of
December 29, and again yesterday,
have been very injurious to the potato
industry in this country,” said B. F.
Smith, president of the New Bruns-
wick Potato Shippers' Association of
Florenceville, when seen at the Royal
Hotel yesterday. Mr. Smith was ad-
verse to being interviewed, but when
it was pointed out that it was in the
interests of the whole province that
the false statements in regard to our
potatoes should be set right, he con-
sented to answer a few questions.

“In the Woodstock correspondence
of the Telegraph on the 29th there
appeared the statement that there
were 4,000,000 bushels of potatoes in
Carleton and Victoria counties at the
present time and that one dealer pre-
dicts that the price is liable to drop
forty cents a barrel. Then, yesterday,
F. B, Carvell, in an interview, is made
tossajy that 1,000,000 barrels of potatoes
in Carleton and York counties are go-
ing to waste on account of the Ameri:
It was on account o
such statements that at the meeting
of the Potato Shippers’' Association in
Woodstock on the twenty-ninth that
a strong resolution was passed con-
demning the attitude taken by the
St John Telegraph in printing arti«
cles such as these in its columns with-
o‘ut first obtaining accurate informa-

tion.

“The potato dealers in Ontario read
these statements and it is unnecessary
to say the effect is most injurious to
the farming interests in this province.

“The potato embargo placed against
Canadian potatoes .going to the Unit-
ed States will without doubt affect the
acreage that will be planted in future
it this province. There is no need,
however, for shippers or growers to
become panicky at the present time.
For there are no more potatoes in Car-
leton and Victoria counties now than
there were last year at this time. Then
the duty was almost prohibitive and
our own Canadian markets consumed
nearly all our stock. This year, while
Ontario has a greater crop than last
Quebec has a much smaller, and, tak-
ing the 'two together, they will llkaly
consume the same quantity as last
year. That being true, it is silly for
any man to say that 1,000,000 barrels
are going to waste,

The governments of New Brunms-
wick-and Canada are working united-
ly to have out potatoes from New
Brunswick placed on the American
markets for there is no reasonable
ground for the exclusion. Of course
it must be understood that the recent
action of the agricultural department
at Washington places an embargo on
stock from any point in the United
States as well, when disease is found
to exist. If, howevor. the prices of
foods advance in the United States
there will be such a strong popular
sentiment in favor of the admission
of foreign potatoes that it will be diffi-
cult for the United States government
to depart from the principle of pro-

ducing cheaper food for the people—
one of the strongest planks used in
its recent appeal to the people.

“To confirm this statement I, to-
day, received telegrams from brokers
in Boston who have been dealing in
New Brunswick stock and they feel
that it s only a matter of a short time
when public sentiment of the United
States will protest against the recent
aclon of the horticultural department
in regard to the potato embargo.

“From investigations that have been
made it would seem that the powdery
scab does not exist in Carleton coun-
ty and the government's efforts will
first be directed towards having the
embargo lifted from potatoes raised
in that county.”
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Arrives Tomorrow.

A prominent real estate operator
speaking to a reporter yesterday said
he thought the financial - stringency
might turn out to be a good thing for
the people of St. John, as well as for
the real estate men.

“A year ago there was a specula-
tive fever in regard to real estate
here,” he said. “If this had continued
prices would have been forced up be-
yond legitimate values, and that would
not have been in the best interests of
the city. But the money stringency
put a stop to speculative buying. Prob-
ably that was a good thing. Some
people thought values should go up
rapidly in all parts of the city. This
was a mistake.. Even in a city like
New York, where real estate increases
in value in some sections at a remark-
able rate, there are districts where
property depreciates in value.

Little Speculation.

“In St. John during the year there
has not been much speculative buying,
But generally speaking real estate
prices are as good today as they were
a year ago. Certainly this is the case
in all sections of the. city where its
