MAINTAINED POSITION IN FACE OF FIERCE GERMAN ATTACKS.

Lord Kitchener then alluded to Premier Asquith’s statement in the
House of Commons that the British troops had greatly aided the French
and had been able to maintain their positions in the face of flerce Ger-
man attacks. He said he had sent a telegram to Sir John French, the
commander of the British expeditionary force, reading as follows:

“Congratulate the troops on their gplendid work. We are proud of
them.”

Continuing, Lord Kitchener pointed out that the fighting in Europe
would result In greater casualties than the campaigns Great Britain us-
ually was engaged Iin. He said he was sure that the public was fully
prepared to meet whatever losses and sacrifices the country might
have to face, and he paid a tribute to the readin of the expedition-

ry fo and the Invaluable ald of the press and public in preserving
sllel and accepting the novel situation.

“We know how deeply the French people value the prompt as
sistance,” Lord Kitchener continued, “that we have been able to afford
them at the very outset of the war, not only in giving moral and ma-
t support, but our troops must also prove a factor of high military
significance In restricting the sphere and determining the duration of
hostiiities.

“If the conditions of strategy had permitted, everyone In this
country would have been rejoiced If they could have been ranged
alongside the gallant Belgian army in Its superb struggle against the
despe odds which has just been witnessed. But - although this
privilege, perforceé, ha een denied us, Belgium knows of our sym.
pathy with her in her sufferings, and our indignation at the blows
which have been Inflicted upon her, and also of our Intention to make
sure that none of her sacrifices will have been unavailing.

LONE YESTERDAY

The French commander-in-chief
has withdrawn all his forces
from territory recently occupled
and is massing them, along with
their British allies, in a line be-
tween Maubelige, on the north,
and Donon, in the south, a dis-
tance of about 200 miles. The al-
lles having abandoned the offen-
sive, will according to official an-
nouncement, assume a purely de-
fensive attitude, in the hope of
checking the advance of the vast
masses of German troops, endeav-
oring to break through the line.

A combined French and British
force is holding the front near
Givet, along the River Meuse,
about thirty miles below Namur,
while French troops command the
roads out of the great forest of
Ardennes.

Upon the ability of the allles to
hoid the Germans, the French war
office admits, depends the fate of
France.

A British official statement an-
nounces that the position of the
British troops is in every way sat-
isfactory. Announcement Is mate,
however, that the British casual-
ties in the recent fighting num-
bered 2,000, Field Marshal Sir
Johin French, commander of the
British forces on the continent, re.
ports that the withdrawal of his
troops to their new position was
successfully effected.

Earl Kitchener, secretary of
state for war, announces that the
100,000 men asked for in the first
instance have joined the colors,
and declared that the reinforce-
ments to the British army will
steadily and surely increase untll
there will be an English army in
the field which in numbers wlill not
be less than in quality and, not be
unworthy of the power and respon-
sibllity of the British Empire.

London, Aug. 25—Telegraphing
from St. Petersburg, the correspond-
ent of Reuter's Telegram Company,
says:

London, Aug. 25.—10.26 p. m.—The
following despatches have peen re-
ceived from Berlin by Marconi wire-
less:

“It is officially announced that the

German-Austro-Hustgarian consuls In
Tangier were ordered to leave by the
French government August 19.
' “The Italian steamer Ancona, from
New York for Italian ports, was held
up near Gibraltar. About 70 German
conscripts on board were taken at
Gibraltar as prigoners of war.

“Fourteen officers and 170 of the
crew of the Austrian cruiser Zenta,
said to have been sunk August 16 in
an engagement with the French fleet,
have sought refuge in Montenegrin ter-
ritory. The press, commenting on this
engagement, says that the men on
the Zenta, inspired by the spirit of
Tegatthoff (a noted Austrian admiral)
ventured into the open sea to engage
in battle a force probably fifty times
stronger, with the object of doing as
much damage to the enemy as pos-
sible, even though they knew that cer-
tain destruction awaited them.

“Russian prisoners, including twen-
ty officers and three hundred dragoons,
with many guns, have been brought
to Lemberg, Galicia. The Russian Gen-
eral Wannowsky Ivanoff has died from
injurfes received in an engagement,

“The Emperor has granted 5,000
marks towards the municipal fund for
the relief of the unemployed in Ber.
lin. '

“Twelve guns, with thelr gun car.
riages and ammunition carts, captured
by the Bavarian troops from the
French, have been brought to Karls-
ruhe and placed in the palace yard.”

OB WORRY
OVER CAOPS

Reports of Department of
Agriculture indicate suc-
cessful year for farmers,
says Hon. J. A. Murray.

“According to latest reports receiv-
ed by the Department of Agriculture.
®eld and root crops throughout the
province are in good condition, and as
the acreage under cultivation this
year is larger than usual with pros-
pects of good prices the farmers should
have a successful year,” said Hon. J,
A. Murray, who was in the city on
Monday.

“The potatoe crop will be larger
than usual,” he added. “Already the
farmers are beginning to dig for ship-
ment, anid we have our inspectors out
watching the new crop for potato dis-
eases.”

Mr. Murray said work on the new
agricultural gchool at Sussex was pro-
gressing favorably, and that it was the
intention to have the building ready
for occupancy by winter.

Speaking of the work of the sum-
mer sclence school at Woodstock, the
Mindster said it had been a success in
every way. there being teachers in at-
tendance from every county in the
province except Madawaska. The
inspectors and instructors of the agri-
cultural Department attended 'the
school and delivered lectures.

Doing Splendid Work.

“This summer school will do a
splendid work in promoting element-
ary agricultural education in the pub-
lic schools of the province,” said Mr.
Murray. “There was some objection
on the ground that this departure
would interfere with the regular curri-
culum, but we only propose that one
and a half hours a week shall be de-
voted to agricultural education, though
provision will be made to have teach-
ers take up extra work with pupils
after school hours. Great interest is
being shown in the matter of agricul-
tural education.”

DESTRUCTIVE
JRMY WOR

The entomological department, On-
tario agricultural college, sends the
following for publication:

The army worm is a stout, smooth-
bodied caterpillar, blackish or brown-
ish in color, with two yellowish stri-
pes, tinged with red, along each side.
When full grown it is about one and
one-quarter inches long. The adult is
a moth which lays her eggs chiefly
on grass in low lands. The caterpil-
lars themselves never lay eggs or
produce living young. The favorite
food plants are grasses, timothy, oats,
corn and millet.

As the pest is being reported from
numerous counties, every f{armer
should examine his fields from time
to time to see if they are being at-
tacked. If the insects have become
distributed all over the field before
being noticed, the wisest course will
be to cut the crop at once if it is tim-
othy or grain and cure for hay, but
if it is corn, scatter lightly through
the fleld a poison mixture, made of
one pound of paris green mixed thor-
oughly in ¢wenty-five pounds of bran,

ened with molasses.
ture moist enough to fall through the
fingers like sawdust, not sloppy.

If the crop is threatened or attack-
ed only in pant, dig a trench immedi-
ately in front of where the worms
are. In the case where the crop is
partly attacked, it will be found ad-
visable to cut a swath through the
grain, and rake this off before the
trench is dug. - The trench is often
unsatisfactory, especially in olay soil,
if it is not properly made. It should
be at least eighteen inches deep, in
clay soil, with a straight clean side
towards the crop to be protected.
Post-holes at least a foot in depth
must be sunk every fifteen feet in
the bottom of the trench. In sandy
soil the trench works excellently, but
in clay soil it is often advisable as
an extra precaution to heap up the
loose earth on the crop side right
along the trench. The small particles
of earth loosen and cause the climb-
ing works to drop. Hence in clay or
mud soil it may be advisable to scrat-
ch the face of the wall lightly with a
garden rake. Do thig also after rain.
When the worms are unable to climb
the wall they will’ pass lengthwise
through the trench, and collect in the
post-holes, where they may be killed
by crushing or other means. In dig-

ging the trénch plows may be used,
but the balance of the work should
be done with spades to insure a clean,
deep trench.

NATIONS STORED UP
VERY GREAT SUPPLY

How they were fixed as re-
gards Breadstuffs at be-
ginning of month, and be-
fore War.

New, York, Aug. 24—How European
countries were supplied with bread-
stuffs at beginning of the current
by comparison of
world’s available supply with that of
July 1 this year and with Aug. 1 a
vear ago. The figures are for wheat
in bushels and flour reduced to bush-
els. It does not appear that any par
ticular country was forehanded enough
to accumulate any extraordinary sup-
ply.

Washington, Aug. 24-~Reduced crop
yields abroad, due to “the widespread
abandonment of the fiekis by the male
population of military age,” and a less
favorable condition of crops in this
country, are reported in the monthly
bulletin of the federal department of
agriculture for the season up to Au-
gust 1.

The general tone of European crop
reports during the past month has in-
dicated previous estimates of pros-
pective yields to be too optimistic, the
report declared. This is due to weath-
er conditions as well as the well The
department does not venture an esti-
mate of the result of the war on Eu-
ropean crop yields

“The saving of standing wheat and
other unharvested crops promises to
devolve largely upon female and
vouthful labor,” the reoprt says. “Al-
though the stress of urgent necessi-
ty will be a powerful influence against
permitting waste, the effect of these
unusual harvest conditions upon nulti-
mate yields is for the present prob-
lematical.”

In the United Kingdom and the
more northerly latitudes of continen-
tal Europe there was promise of bet-
ter than an average crop before the
war brought a halt to farm opera-
tions.

In the United States the Aug. 1 re-
port declares that the month of July
was very unfavorable for crop growth.
The composite conditions of all crops
Aug. 1 was two per cent. below the
ten- r average, whereas on July 1
pros ots werel.4 above the ten-year
average Prospects, however, are
still five per cent. better than the

FUROPEAN SHOCK

Minneapolis Bank. recog-
nized authority,says Fun-
damental conditions sat-
isfactory and country has
been fortilying against
possibilities.

Minneapolis, Aug. 24.—The North-
western National Bank of Minneapolis
which is recognized authority on busi-
ness conditions, believes that the busi-
ness situation in this country is in
favorable shape 10 meet the shock ef
the European war. The review says
in part:

“Despite the war which has aver
whelmed most of thé Kuropean coun-
tries, the business situation in this
country continues sound. Fundamen-
tal conditions in the United States are
satisfactory. All lines of business for
several years have been pursuing a
general policy of retrenchment; in
fact, it might be said that the various
manufacturing and commercial inter
ests of this country have been prepar
ing for a shock. It was not expected
that. the shock would be a war involv-
ing half the world, but rather perhaps
some unfavorable turn in conditions
at home.

“The business world has been forti-
fying itself against the possibilities of
the new tariff schedules, unfavorable
congressional action, the danger of
crop failures, the probability of a gen-
eral railroad strike, the Mexican men-
ace in the Southwest and the ever
present problem of railroad rates. .
The prospective profit accruing to this
country from the unfortunate turmoil
in Europe should not be regarded as a
selfish profit which we make by taking
advantage of our neighbors’ necessity,
but it is rather an offset to the great
commercial losses that foreign wars
are bound to cause in this country.

“Our manufacturers, jobbers and im-
porters will feel the burden of the war
and this country will indeed be for-
tunate if the additional profits realized
by the producers of foodstuffs offset
other unavoldable losses.”

MAY. ALLOW CASH
DEALINGS SOON

London, Aug. 25.—The sub-commit-
tee of the stock exchange committee
which was appointed last week to in-
quire into the advisability of re-open-
ing the exchange has not yet conclud-
ed its work.

Big brokers stated privately today,
however, that they understood that a
portion of the exchange floor would
be re-opened soon for cash dealings

Unlistedbrokers and Stock
Exchange representatives
discuss the advisability
of resuming on restricted
scale.

Boston, Aug. 24.—About 35 unlisted
security brokers and representatives
of stock exchange and bond houses
met in the State Mutual building this
morning and discussed the advisabil-
ity of resuming trading in outside se-
curities 1f that could be done with-
out detriment to the general situation.

Walter Jackson, member of the Bos-
ton stock exchange committee which
is supervising the restricted trading
on the local board, pointed out the
probable injury to the situation which
would result from a complete resump-
tion of trading. He declared, however,
that if the outside brokers would re
strict trades to cases qf necessity, in
a manner similar to that in force on
both the Boston and New York boards,
his committeé would probably have no
objection. He explained that his com-
mittee examines each selling order to
ascentain whether or not it is a case
of necessity, and only then is it per
mitted to go through.

After discussion lasting an hour and

a quarter, motion was made and duly
seconded that the chair appoint a com-
mittee of 15 dealers who will later
meet and elect another committee of
three to five members whose duty it
will be to supervise the limited trad-
ing in unlisted securities. It is the
purpose of the umrestricted scale un-
der similar safeguards to those which
the stock exchange have found to be
desirable. The two local committees
will, in all probability, work together
to this end.
