Berlin, June 25, via London, June 26. 
—With reference to the statement In 
today's official communication regard­
ing Gen. Ltnsingen’s partial retirement 
to the eou-th bank of the Dniester river 
special despatches received from 
Czernowltz, Bulrowina, describe the 
desperate elections of the Russians for 
several days to regain tbetir lost 
ground on the Dniester line and In Bes­
sarabia. The fighting, according to 
these despatches, has been uninter­
rupted for four days and nights, and 
the Russians wasted the live of their 
troops by reckless marching them In 
masses Into the Austrian fire. Large 
heaps of Russian dead, it 1 asserted, 
lie before the Austrian trenches.

The fighting is declared to he par­
ticularly desperate eastward of Zale- 
Szczy-ky. The Russians are said to 
be charging repeatedly along the river. 
At » few places they have succeeded 
in fighting their way to near the Aus­
trian positions, but suffered frightful 
losses and were compelled to retire be 
tore the determined Austrian resist-

Windsor, Ont., June 25—William

The torpedo got home, but its 
effect could not be observed from the 
submarine."

The British Admiralty In a commu­
nication, June 23rd, said the Roxburgh 
had been struck by a torpedo in the 
North Sea last Sunday. The state­
ment added that the damage to the 
cruiser was not serious, that she had 
been able to proceed under her own 
■team and that there were no casual­
ties oni board.

Paris, June 25, 10.20 p. m.—The War 
Office tonight made public the follow­
ing dfficlal communication:

"Of the region to the north of Ar­
ras there is only to report today a 
rather violent cannonading 
north of Bouchez, and Neuville and an 
engagement with grenades to the east 
of the Labyrinth.

"At La Bolsselle, (to the east of Al­
bert) the enemy has exploded two 
mines without any result

"Between the Oise and the Aisne 
there has been artillery firing, particu­
larly in the region of Quennevleres.

“To the west at the Argonne a 
few engagements with grenades en­
abled us to make some slight progress.

"In the Vosges a German attack 
at the Hilgenflrst was repulsed. In 
the course of the counter-attack whtph 
we made June 23rd in the region of 
Ban-De-Sapt we captured four machine 
runs, and a large quantity of rifle cart­
ridges and grenades.

es by parcel-post Immediately. Mr. 
Colmer also says:

“We are sending regular supplies of 
socks, and from time to time we are 
forwarding tobabco, pipes, cigarette , 
cocoa, confectionery, matches, hand­
kerchiefs, soups, candles, writing pa­
per and envelopes, books and maga­
zines, bachelor buttons and bootlaces, 
and a. number of other useful articles. 
Most of these things, of course, it 's 
much better for us to purchase here, 
and we are receiving contributions 
from different parts of Canada for the 
purpose.

John Donnelly Found This Ore 
About the year 1860, a man named 

John Donnelly fixing the roads around 
his place, ran across a peculiar form 
of what he supposed was stone, which 
seemed to make a particularly good 
surface. He used this. Becoming fa­
miliar with the formation in subse­
quent years he studied it more close­
ly, and came to the conclusion that 
it was a metallic ore. Mr. Donnelly 
gradually developed the idea that there 
might be something of value in the 
deposit, and as he succeeded in locat­
ing what is now one of the veins of 
the Lake George mines, he interest­
ed other persons in his discovery. In 
1876 the Lake George Antimony Com­
pany was first formed, consisting at 
that time of Francis Hibbard, of St. 
George, an<f Messrs. Gardiner and 
Mayes, of Boston. Mr. Hibbard oper­
ated the property as manager, and Mr. 
Mayes who was a metal merchant look­
ed after the selling end. Mr. Mayes's 
failure in 1877, particularly after a 
very heavy shipment of star metal 
had gone forward to him, but which 
had not been paid for, resulted in the 
failure of the company, and the clos­
ing of the mine. Nothing was done for 
two or three years, but in 1880 a new 
company largely composed of Boston 
men was organized through the ef­
forts of Mr. Hibbard, and was known 
as the Hibbard Antimony Company. It 
took over the holdings of the Lake 
George concern, and operated quite 
successfully for some years 
company used a melting furnace to de­
sulphurize the ore, and a reverbera­
tory furnace for smelting. Ore was 
also shipped to Nova Scotia and Wales. 
Under the methods of production then 
in use, it was found impossible to

Two Principal Working*

The principal workings on the pro­
perty are in what is commonly known 
as the Hibbard mine.
