Tokio, March 38.—dapanese for. the
most part know Ittle of'‘the good-
roads spirit that has developed so re-
markably in the United States, and
many of them are quite frank in say-
ing that their interest in the subject
is something less tham slight. ' But
individually, -collectively, munic

and nationally, they are being educat-
ed to a proper appreciation of the
spirit now and an American, Samuel
Hill, sub. who lived in No'th Ch'lina,
suh, before he moved to Seattle and
began to make the northern port fam-
ous, 1§ the educator whose str
efforts have borne some meagre fruit
already. :

Hill, the road builder, can build just
about any kind of road you mention.
Automobile roads, hard-surface roads,
dirt roads, railroads—he's built them
all and is stil bullding. It is not
strange, in view of his abhorrence of
mud and ruts, that what the Japanese
consider good roads give Hill, the road
builder, considerable pain.

Ho i1a here now, explaining to Japan-
ese business men, bahkers, Govern:
ment officlals and all how Amtericans
build’ roads with bond issues, malke
the automobile taxes pay the interest
on the bonds and balance the increas-
ed value of their land against the total
amount of the issue. Kasy and simple,
good roads for nothing. But the Jap-
anese don’t see it as clearly as that.
The. streets of Tokio in the present
geason, and about nine months qut of
twelve for that matter, are shallow
rivers of mud. Most of the country
roads are impassable for motor cars
through a large part of the year. Hill,
the road-builder, has found plenty of
roads to build here; he can have no
disappointment on that score.

The American enthusiast for good

J° Hill, the railroad magnate, His
pleasure in life comes largely from
devising means for transporting peo-
ple and commoditigs between two
given points in the shortest space of
time.: When he looks:at Japanese
roads and sees on them clumsy carts
drawn by men and boys where, after
the Amarican fashion, trucks should
be speeding by, he wonders if the
Japanese object is the opposite,
The Japanese Government, at any
rate, has recognized his abilitles as a
roadbuilder, and the other day pinned
a decoration on him: With his present
progress continued, he declares, the
day soon will come whe good roads
boosters are as “thick in Japan  as
grasshoppers in Kansas.

Germany Declares Allied De-
mands for New Taxes Can-
not be Accepted.

Berlin, March 28—The German cub-
inet met yesterday as a council of
state under President Ebert's chair-
manghip and decided to inform the En-
tente that two points of the repaca-
tions demands, viz, the passage of
new taxes yielding sixty billion marks,
forty billicn of which is collectable in
1922, and the proposed financial con-
trol cannot be accepted, as the first is
a physical impessibility and the sec-
ond an inadmissable invasion of Ger-
man - sovereigaty. »Tha other sugges-
tions of the Heparations Commission,
it is understood, will be accepted.

The Government will further make
lposilive proposals to the Reichstag for
budget and economies, including
apafidonment or sharp cuts in the ex-
penditures for cultural purposes and
soclal welfare and reduction by d#-
charge of members of the Government
bureaucracy.

THE COAL STRIKE.

General Accident
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INCREASE IN THE
HARBOR REVENUE

Over $31,000 Collected Dur-
ing Month of March—
More East Side Facilities
Needed.

K—INCREASE IN y

Harbor revenug at the port of St.
John for the month ending yesterday
was higher than ever before in the
a.story of ihg port, totuliing about
931,000, or more than §4,000 greater
than during the same month last year.
Ihe previous hign record was $30,000,
collected during one of the war-time
mon.hs.

To several causes is ascribed the
big increase in earningg this month.
in the first place, the traffic through
the port in all classes of freight has
been heavy-—much heavier than was
anticlpated earlier in the year. ' The
traffic in flour has been particularly
uoticeable. Again, the increase in
he wharfage rate on grain from five
to six centg late last year, and the
appl.cation of the charges on general
cargo from the long ton of 2240 to the
standard ton of 2,000 pounds, had
effect.

Commissioner Bullock expressed
keen satisfact.on at ithe condition of
trade yesterday morning. .He said
that the steamship people were par-
ticularly pleased wi.h the despatch
of cargoes from the wharves on the
eastern side of the harbor. The busy
month. however, was in his opinion a
potent argument for an increase in
the Government facilities with ade
quate railway conmection on the East
Side. Hg referred to the plans for
the erection of two deep-water termin-
als at Reed’s Point, and expressed
the conviction that a pler extending
fnland wich berths on elther side
would fill the bill better than build
ing two wharves facing on the harbor.
While the former plan might limit
some of the ralway yard room, a
spur line might be run down the full
length of the plar to serve both
berths at the same time and ade-
quate shed room could be provided at
he head of the pler.

Entire Mountains
Destroyed By
Earthquakes

Details of Eruptions on Ar-
gentine. Border Last De-
cember Now Known.

Valdivia, Chile, March 29.— Entire
mountains were destroyed in the vio-
lent earthquakes and volcanic erup
tions which took place in southern
Chile, near the Argentine border, last
December, say Eric Volkman, who has
returned from a visit to the desolated
district. Details of the volcanic dis-
turbances which destroyed pasture
lands, forests and cattie are only now
becoming known here

“The centre of the disturbance was
in the region known as the Cordillera
Pelada, -southeast of Puerto Montt,”
Mr. Volkman said. “The lava compo-
sition is almost entirely voleanic, cov i
ered with hot rocks who:e heat had}
parched' the forests and destroyed pas-
tures

“The surface is strewn with flaming
gases and steam from which arises a
strong cdor of wood vinegar The
rocks have no consistency and the
lava field, about 3,100 feet above sea
level, apparently still is in process of
formation. Subterranean rumblings are
still very violent.” The affected area
is smm\y/poyulnted and no casualties
have beexn/ reported.

The waters of the Rinihu river, Mr.
Volkman reported, have been poisoned
by the gases and acids derived from
the eruptive material includjng huge
stones that fell in its bed. He sald
another eruption had occurred in the
Los Asufres cordillera, also in the
Pelada valley.

Mr, Sastri will visit Austraiia and

Paris, and sailed from Marseilles on
March 10 for Bombay. After reporting
to the Government of India ar Deuw
on the proceedings both at the Im-
periai Conferencet and the Wasaington
Conference, Mr., Sastri will spoad a
few days at his home in Soutnern In-
dia before setting out on his latest
mission. His intended visit to Aus
irajia and New Zealand ig in response
to imvitations from tho Premiers of
taose countries ,as is the case !z his
prospective visit to (anada, these
snvitations being given during the Im
perial Conference

The question Mr. Sa:tri has to deal
with is not that of the admission of
Indians into the self-governing Domin-
ions, for India has decided not to send
any of her surplus populatio to the Do-
minions. Under arransement reached
at the Imperial War Conference in
1918, India has a reciprocal right of
exclusion of citizens o! the Dominions,
but has refrained from enacting tegis-
lation for its exercise. Under the re
solution of the Imperal Conference
last year, South Africa ajone dissent-
ing, it was agreed that jn view of the
equal status of Indian: in the Empire
it was desirabie te remove the disabil-
ities they suffer in the Dominions and
to give them equal rizhts of citizen-
ship.

Provinelal Systems.

In New Brunswick, under
a provimelal highway engimeer under
the department of public works, pro-
vincial expenditure is applied to roads.
The Province of Quebec has & de-

Slow Process.

Road construction is essentially
a glow process and the provinces find
that they have very largely to rely
upon local labor for carrying out the
work.

[points, each of these to be extended
annually until a conmected or com-
pleted system Tfinally results. Under
this method all the spare help in each
community is available where such
help could not, in most cases, be as-
sembled and held on a continuous
stretch remote from their local com-
munities.

System Extending.

In the days of the horse-drawn
vehicle; traffic was restricted largely
to the township and seldom beyond
the country, but with the motor veh-
icle of today and the vehicle of the
future it is quite apparent that even
provincial boundries will be forgotten;
and, to meat this growing demand the
authorities realize that road-building
should now be treated as a work to
be particularly viewed, seriously con-
sidered, skillfully designed and care-
fully carrfed out by the most capable
and economical methods, and that this
should be  maintained by similar
methods of eare and ingenuity. To
this end it is belleved that the federal
ald will be a great encouragement.

It is realized that to carry this in-
to effect is by mo means an inexpen:
sive undertaking, requiring the most
careful cooperation betweem the
provinclal and federal authorities.

With reference to the new roads
system in Eastern Canada it may be
said that, in Ontarlo, the program
provides for the Improvement of the
main road from Toronto to Hamilton
and through Brantford, Paris, Wood-
stock and London on to Windsor, with
e branch extending from Hamilton to
‘Niagara Falls and another from Ni-
‘agara Falls around Lake Erie to
‘Windsor. Then there is 2 road from
Toronto through Guilph and Strat-
ford to Sarnia with a branch to Owen
Sound. The Hamilton-Galt-Kitchener
road is, likewise, being improved and
also the roads from St. Thomas to
Stratford and from Toronto to
Muskoka. Hasterly, there is the
main road from Toronto om to King
ston, Brockville and Cornwall to the
Quebec boundary at Coteau, with a
branch from Prescott to Ottawa and
another from Ottawa, easterly, along
the south shore of the Ottawa River
to Point Fortunme. The last link of the
system is a road from Ottawa to Perth

Railroads Will Buy Motor Trucks.

“In many instances we shall un-
doubtedly find, et time goes on ,that
the railroads themselves will initiate
the allocation of truck and freight car
service. If you had the privilege of
taking periodic alrplane rides over the
country you would find among other
things that the smoke of the short line
railroads would be growing less and
less apparent due to the increased use
of motor buses equipped with flanged
wheels. Closer observation would re-
veal that the passenger carrying traf
fic is being allocated to street ocars
and buses, as the latter have been
found to make possible the extension
of service into new residential and
manufacturing centres.

“The imminency of the realignment
of transportation facilities is quite ap-
parent. Approximately 756 per cent of
the hauling in the Texas and Okla-
home oil fields is being carried on by
means of speclally designed truck and
trailer combinations. There is every
reason to believe that in the trans-
portation of coal from the mouth ot
the mine there will be from now on a
similar marked tendency to utllize
power trucks, Just how expensive ‘his
movement will be may perhaps be
gleaned from the fact that the pro-
ducts from approximately 8,300 miles
are being conveyed by motor trucks or
wagons at the present tima,

“With the increase in the number of
good roads within the next few years
there will come about & more exten-
sive utilizetion of motor trucks by the
farmer, as the Government estimates
that he loses $300,000,000 yearly in
marketing his crops on account of bad
roads.

A burr
ed-out or dry throughout collar may
cause the drag and in addition may
make clutch operation and gear shift:
ing difficult.

The transmission inevitably wastes
some power through friction, but {
it 18 not kept well lubricated and pro-
perly running it becomes a prodigious
waste. When there is any derange-
ment in the tramsmission, bearings

ora, shafts out of alignment, eto.,
power wastes are enormous. Trouble
in the transmission should never be
neglected.

Next in line come the umiversals,
end these must be kept ed with
the proper lubricant all the time. The
rear axle unit must be at least three
times a year cleaned out with kero-
sene and have fresh lubricant. When
everything goes wrong with the rear

In the tires the owner can help
power losses by keeping them pump-
ed up to pressure recommended by
he maker. The wider the tire the
more power it takes to carry it over
the proad, consequently the need for
keeping the casings fully inflated. Also
this very important item of mainten-
anoce preserves the tired amd cuts
down the billa.

! SUGGESTIONS TO

CAR DESIGNERS

Accessibility of Various Parts
Is Desideratum, Says Auto
Car.

To those wideawaxe manufacturers
who are searching their chassig for
points of improvement which will en-
dear it to the heart of the eventual
owner, we would make the following
suggestions, says the Auto Car:

Having purchased a car the average
man desires to do as little as possible
to except drive it, hence it is de-
sirable to s.mplify the lubrication of
the chassig parts te the greatest pos-
sible degree, and to make it an easy
matter to replenieh the engine ofl, the
gear box, and the back axle lubricant;
moreover, the act of attending to
hese replenishments must causg the
least possible exertion. 1t g worth
while making The remark that when
cleaning an oil filter it should not be
necessary to lose all the oil in the
pump. If no provision is m ade to pre-
vent carbon forming in the cylinder
ueads, then it is necessary Lo arrange
matters 8o that carbon when formed
can easlly be removed. If for this
purpose water joints have to be
broken, it 18 mnecessary that they
should be easy to remake.

As regards general accessibility, it
is still necessary to remark that mag-
neto contact breakers should be situ-
ated where one can make adjustments
and see what one is doing without dif-
ficuliy. The access.bility of valvesg is
greatly hampered on many cars by
the proximity of carburetters, electric-
al instruments and so forth. The ad-
dition of electrical accessories has

grea.ly complicated the matter of gen- | @

eral accessibility, and it is well to
bear in mind if changeg In equipment
arg contemplated. Dynamo and start-
.ng motor brushes need attenuon at
times, and should, therefore, be eas-
ily reached.

1f no automatic means of lubrica,
tion of the clutch spigoi be provided,
then care should be taken to see that
the hand-filled lubricator can be
reached with minimum trouble and
without having to undo screwed-down
floorboards, otherwise this lubrication
is left to look after itself. On many
carg admirable brake adjustments are
provided, but in somg caseg with the
body in position they cannot easily be
reached. Designers are reminded that
chassis accessibility is limited when
the body im om, and thus it i8 of no
use to scheme out an mprovement un-
less this fact is borne carefully in
mind, There are, of course, number-
iess points in regard to maintainence
that can be cited.

With regard to roadability of cars,
the three cardinal points on which in
The Autocar we frequently harp, and
which should be absolutely sound on
any car, irrespective of itg price, are
spring suspension, steering and
brakes. It should be possible to stesr
any touring car with two fingers what-
ever its size, and the steer.ng should
not be liable to wander when passing
over bad surfaces. Either set of
brakes should be eapable alone of con-
trolling the car om such a gradient as
the Brooklands test h'11; their appl'ca-
tion should be such that they can be
put on suificiently hard as just not to
lock the wheels.

“One of the most encouraging signs
of the times,” says Mr, Cobleigh, "is
that the falling off in demand has
stimulated concern for the customer's
satisfaction and has been an incentive
to improve service rendered to car

jowners. We see an increasing mani-

festation of desire to cater to the mo-
torist’s want and on the part of all
elements in the industry, the manufac-
turers to design and produce a car
that will give better performance and
be more convenient to attend and
more accessible for repairs, and on
the part of the dealers, garages and
repair shops, to increase the efficiency
of their repair and overhau! work, all
to the end of reducing the car owner's
cost of maintenance.

“There are very,very niany people
who would, so far as desire is concern-
ed and should so far as need is com
cerned, own automobiles, but cannot
because of the upkeep cost. We know
that the first cost of automoblles is
not the deterrent for more sales at
present. If that were not so we could
se]l instead of giving away our used
cars, as al present. We know that the
desire to own automobiles is univer-
sal, therefore the inevitable conclusion
is that it costs too much to keep them.
Conversely, if we can make it cheaper
to own cars the market for them will
be immediately and also immeasurably
widened,

To Lessen Cost of Overhauling.

Repairs and overhauls represent the
bulk of maintenance eost and in these
the biggest reducible element is the
labor charge. Improved design to in-
crease accessibility and reduce the
time for overhaul operations will have
increased attention from now on and
go far toward accemplishing the de-
sired end, but there will yet remain a
great deal to be done and the most
promising agency at hand is education
toward the employment of better ways
and means by all the factors engaged
in rendering sérvice to the car owner.

Buyers Concerned About Service.

“While the industry has been devel-
oping, and the mechanism and appoint-
ments of the product have been ap-
proaching more nearly perfection, the
users have been developing a clearer
understanding of what they can rea-
sonably  expect. We find ourselves
selling now a motor-wise public.

War Preventive

London, March 2§-—Concrete pro-
posals for the abolition of war
through internatignal industrial ao-
tion are to be comsidered by the In-

temmational Federation of Trade Un
ions when that body meets in Rtmm
in. April.

Delegates from all the Burcpean
mfhufacturing countries, and particu-
larly the principal officials of the me-
tal, mining and transport industries
in Great Britain, France, Germany,
Belgmm l.nd. Italy wm take wt ln
the di of
militarism,

The proposals which are to be plac-
ed before the oonlerenoe m belns

rked out by a
of J. H. Thomas, M. P, Great Britain;
L. Jouhaux, France; C Mertens, Bel-
gium; Frank Hodges, Great Britain;
Robert Willlams, Great Britain, and
K. Tig, Switzerland.

The basic resolution on which their
labore will be based follows:

“The conference calls upon the
workers of all countries to form a
power, which, in case of an imminent
danger of war, will be able, under the
leadership of the International Federa-
tion of Trade Unioms, to prevent the
outbreak of hostilitias by immediately
proclaiming & general international
strike.

“The oconference, colsidering that
the prosécution of war is not possible
without the proper functioning of
transport, mines and the metal indus-
try. considers it in the first place to
be the duty of the workers in these
industries to make the strongest poss-
ihle propaganda against reaction and
militarism and to mobilize all their
economic power in order to prevent
the outbreak of a new world war.”

1t is not considered likely that at
the Rome comvention any effort will
be made to get approval for the full
measure of this programme. The
leaders realize that as yet their pow-
er is not sufficient to control patriot-
tsm in the event of war. What they
are anxious to do is vo get propagan-
da under way in all the subordinate
unions so that at some future day
mass action by the workers agalmst
war may be feasible.

More sutomoblle adcilents are due
to failire of brakes to function quick:
Iy and efficiently than to the colapse
of any other mechanical unit of the
car. This does not mecessarily meun
that brake faflure is a prolific cause

tlon of mishaps are to be ascribed (o
errors of human judgment., not neces-
earfly the motorist's judgment of
course, to skidding, inedequate trafic

regulations, etc.; but brake failure has
& prominent place among those cou<
tributory, causes. of accident  which
are most easily eliminated.

Daily imspection of brakes is a s'm-
ple way of overcoming the danger con-
stituted by thelr failure to operats el-
ficlently. Before proceeding haif a
bloek «from his garage the motorist
should throw out the clutch and apply
the brakes. If possible, he should
select & dry spot for making this ser
vice test and if the brakes do not ¢p4
erate properly he should take the car
Moo further until the defect has been
remedied.

Frequently inefficient brake oper-
ation is due to amateur work im in-
stalling brake lining. None but an
experienced mechanic should do this
work. 'The lining must be properly
stretched, so that it can mot wrinklo,
the rivets should be properly countor-
gunk, so that they will not ecore the
brake ‘drum and interfere with the
proper gripping of the lning. A good
lining, and good brake lining is easily
obtained in any part of the Dominfon,
will need but infrequent replacement,
and that replacement is not an' et
pensive job. Byt in order that the
best service be 'secured, some care
must be given to this lining. Bvery
sixty days the rear wheels should be
removed and the brake lining should
be washed with kerosene. This re-
moves any oil or grease that may have
found its way into the brake housing
and restores the “btie” of the brakes.

Squealing of brakes is due to glaz-
ing of the brake lining or to improper
adjustment. If this lining is glazed it
may be roughened up with a file.
Squealing may also be due to wearing
down of the lining to the rivets. In
this event.the rivets may sometimes
be sunk still further in the lining; but
it is better, when the rivets begin to
scrape the drum, to renew the lining.

The brake mechanism should be
cleaned and olled at least omce a
month. Systematic brake inspection
should be a habit. The loss of a cot-
ter pin may easily lead to a serious
accldent. When a loek washer is re-
moved do not put it back, but use a
new washer.

There are many used cars for sale
in this country which are excellent
value for the price asked. Bat tho
buyer of a second-hand car musi make
the purchase with his eyes opea and
knowing certain things about the car
or he is quite likely to b8 badly
“etung,” It is proposed to indicute the
points to look for in a used car.

In the first place, the buyer should
not place too great value on appear-
ance. The would-be seller of & car
gives it alwidys the best outward ap-
pearance possible, as is natural The
first thing to be examined is the me-
chanical condition of the chassis; af-
ter that look at the condition of the
upholstery, top, ocurtains, eto.

It is difficult to tell much about
the mechanical condition of a car in
a drive of a few blocks over smooth
city streets. For instance maay of the
small, light cars in this countrr have
a tendency to troubles in the =teer-
ing system. This ailment shows a
rapid, oscillqting movement of the
front wheels when the car is being
droven over rough roads at a speed
o! about six or eight miles per hour.
When the car is travelling fast on a
smooth moad the oscillation is not
nctioceable.

Again rattles and squeaks are Aap-
parent omly on rough roads. %o the
prospective buyer of a useld car should
inglet that the demonstration include
a ride over a rough bit of roaq, first
fast and then slowly, while he listens
attentively for unusual noisi.

Another ill that used cars are liable
to is undue play in the power trane-
mission system. A bad cmtch or a
bad transmission can be handled by
a clever demonstrator so that the
victim will not notice them, For this
reason the buyer should always handle
the car himself. And while driving the
buyer chould handle the brakes to
see that they are propacly lined or
he may have this job to pay for the
first week he owns the car

It is possible to quiet & worn set
of gears, or even gears with broken
teeth, temporarily, by packing the part
with heavy lubricant. For this reason
it is well to open the drain plugs of
the transmission and rear axle and
see if ofl runs out or if it is grease
that has been used in lubricating tbe
part.

Another bit of jockeying that is
done is -to dope a badly shot battery
s0 that it will give what seems to be
good service for a brief perfod. Now
a battery may cost anywhere from
$25 to $76, and the purchaser cf a
used car should be sure that this
equipment wil give a reasonable
length of service.
