Our Fisancial System.

It would not be possible to invent n
more execrable financial system than
the one in use in St. John. The City is
divided into two sections for purposes
of taxation and expenditure, and each
of those sections is divided into several
departments. There is an East Side
fund, a West Side fund, and two or three
dozen subordinate funds: an East Side
debt, a West Side debt; East Side
revenues and West Side revenues, ete.
This sectional and departmental system
of assessment and expenditure is dis-
advantageous in every way, and should
be abolished. The eity should he a
unit, and the taxes shonld be niformin
every part of it. A uniform assessment
should be levied, and when East Side or
West Side needs improvement . the
money should he taken from the gen-
eral fund for the purposc. When streets
need repairs, or other expenses have to
be met, the money should come from 2
general fund and not from some particu-
lar account. The separate fund system
is a farce in a great measure. Therei-,
for instance, a eertain annual assess-
ment for a parlicular purpose, and more
money is required than is received. The
result is that the amount required is
expended, and the Chamberlain reports
that the fund is indebted to him for the
balance. Another department has more
revenue than it needs, and the Cham-
berlain reports himself indebted to that
fund. And thus the play is kept up,
some departments being heavily in debt
and others showing a surplus. The
public accounts are very much mixed
by this complicated method of book-
keeping, and it requires considerable
labor to ascertain from them what some
of the departments have cost in any
given year. There should be a consoli-
dation of assessments and expenditures,
and a financial union of the two sections
of the City. Should Portland be absorb-
ed, in the way Carleton was, separate
assessments being levied and separate
accounts being kept for it, what a Civic
Trinity St. John would be!

Senator Spmgué of Rhode Island, in
opposing a bill for compnlsory educa-
tion in the Distriet of Columbia, de
clared that the New England laws on
the subject are a dead letter. He took
a rather dismal view of the educational
status, saying:

The fact is evident, and the statistics
will show it, that notwithstanding the
lavish expenditure of money the, build-
ing of edifices of an extravagant charac-
ter, and the whole attention of the peo-
ple being devoted to the system of edu-
cation, owing in each of those States:to
the enormous centralization of values,
leaving in their circumference and sur-
roundings people without power and
without the means of procuring an cdu-
cation, aud the circumstances attending
the factory system, to-day in proportion
to the population there are more unlet-
tered people than there were in the time
of the Revolution.

Cardinal Cuilen is a man of business.
He is not content with looking after the
affairs of his Chureh, but dips into al-
mosteverything. Recently he went for
the Scientists, and now he has issued a
pastoral address in condemnation of
the mission of the revivalists, Moody
and Sankey. “These men,”. he says,
*“seek to do away with good works and
the necessity of baptism, promising sal-
vation by foolish semsationalism, with-
out requiring repentanze.” It is rather
strange that the Cardinal should have
considered it necessary to warn his peo-
ple against these preachers, and sug-

| gests the idea that some of them lave

been seduced from the fold.

-

Tue TrisuNE has always been abso-
Intely independent in its discussions of
public affairs, the organ of no party
and the censor of the evil acts of all,
and it is peculiarly gratifying to find
our contemporaries bearing witness to
the fact by declaring that * the Opposi-
tion has no organ in St. John.” Such
a spontaneous recognition of our inde-
dendent course, such an unsolicited re-
futation of the charge that this journal
is an Opposition organ, is one of those
professional amenities that so rarely
occur in journalism.

House of Assembly candidates are
canvassing lively, but pcople generally
don’t take much interest in the coming
event. One candidate, in urging an-
other to retire, said: “Itis necessary, at
this crisis, to send a pronounced Free
School man to the Assembly who is able
to deal with the question.”

The total receipts of the Chamberlain
for the year were $369,464.23.

Messrs. Small & Hatheway asked for a
renéwal of their lease of a portion of the
New Pier, which was referred to the
Harbor Committee.

The Chief of Police’s annual report was
read. It was an elaborate and carefully
prepared document, giving the age and
nationality of all prisoners called upon to
answer for crimne committed during 1874.
It showed that only one cartman had no
license last year, only one citizen depo-
sited rubbish on the street, only one boy
fired crackers, only two persons sold
liquor on Sunday, one person held an
unlawful assemblage, onc was suspected
of rape,one was abigamist,one threw rub-
bish into the Harbor.

Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of
the Legislative Council :

Mr. Speaker and Genile
of Assembly : .

The period of the year has now arriv-
ed wh=n it has been usual to summon
you for the performance of your legisla-
tive duties. I have much satisfaction in
agaia meeting you and recurring to you
for your advice and assistance.

I am happy to be able to congratulsate
you on the condition eof the Province.
The harvest of the past season was, by
the blessing of Providence, most abun-
dant; and, considering the commercial
depression that has existed throughout a
considerable portion of our continent
during the past year, the state of our
trade and commerce may as a whole be
considered satisfactory.

The appeal to the Judicial Committee
of the Privy Council, involving the ques-
tion of the constitutionality of the Com-
mon Schools Acts, was heard and deter-
mined in July last, and a decision ren-
dered affirming the constitutionality of
those Acts. :

During the past year the unsettled
claims of the Province upon the Domi-
nio. have been again brought to the at-
‘ention of the Privy Council at Ottawa
by a delegation appointed by me for that
purpose, and I have every reason to be-
lieve that just consideration will be given
to them and a final settlement had at an
early day. :

In compliance with a request from the
Dominion Government I appointed -a
delegate to proceed to Ottawa to attend
a conference of delegates from the vari
ous Proviiices on the subject of Immigra-
tion. The arrangements made, with the
subsequent action of my Government
thereon, will be submitted to you, and I
trast that the united action of the seve-
ral Provinces of the Dominion in further
ance of this object will greatly conduce
to the increased settlement of the coun-
try.
