Popcora.

The average consumption ofepopcorn
for the last five years has been about
300 carloads for the United States. A
great many people ask me what be-
comes of all the corn that is grown
bere, and when I tell them that it is all
popped and consumed they will bardly
believe me. A great many people have
the idea it Is manufactured into some
kind of breakfast food or used as an
adulteration of flour. This is not se.
In the first place, popcorn is too ex-
pensive to admit of its being used for
this purpose. .

All through the mountain regions
there are little towns that are quite
large consumers of popcorn. In thp
south there i 990 very little eomn
grown, and this is another very good
market. The largest consumers of
popcorn are the New England states.
Probably three-fourths of all the pop-
corn grown is cousumed east of the
Mississippl river, although there is
hardly a town in the United States of

Whisky ‘Made From Rags.
“This whisky,” sald the chemist,
“was made from rags. It was made

from a bundle of old shirts and col- |

lars. Will you sample it?”

“lI made the whisky as an experi-
ment,” the chemist explained. “Every-
body knows that it Is possible to con-
vert linen rags into sugar and alcohol,

but I doubt if any one has ever actual- |

ly done the trick before.

“First I immersed the linen in strong
sulpburic acid. This dissolved the cel-
lulin, which, assimilating one molecule
of water, resolves itself into glucose. I
recovered the glucose by neutralizing
the excess of acid with salt. Then, by
means of the ordinary process of fer-
mentation, alcohcl appeared. The final
result was this small fask of whisky.
I assure you I have tasted worse.”—
New York Press.

The Dardanelles.

Turkey has on the Dardanpelles (an-
clent Hellespont) probably the most
formidable fogtification in the world,
no other works even approximating
them in strength except those at Gi-
braltar. This narrow channel unites
the sea of Marmora with the Greclan
archipelago. It is about forty miles in
length and varies in width from less
than one mile to four miles. No mat-
ter what else in Turkey may decay,
these works always are kept up-4o
date, with guns of the latest pattern
and largest caliber.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST,

Homestead Regulations.
Any even numbered section of
Domimionn ILands in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, except-
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may bhe
homesteaded by any person who is
the
male over 18 years of age, to the
sectior of

sole head of a family, or any;

extent of ome-quarter
160 acres more or less,

Entry must be made personally,
at the local land office for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to
perform the conditions connected
therewith under one of-the follow-
ing plans:

(1.) At least six months' resi-
dence wpon and cultivation ol the
land in each year for three ycars.

(2.) M the father (or mother,
if the father is deceased) of the
homesteader resides upon.a farm in
the wicinity of the land entered for
the requirements as to residence
mey be satisfied by such person,
residing with the father or mother.

(3.) If the settler has his per-
manent residence upon farming
land owned by him in the vicinity
of his homestead, the requircments

as to residence may be satisfied by
residence upon the said land.

Six months’ notice in writing
should be given to the Commission-
er of Dominien Lands at Ottawa
of intention to apply for patent.
