|population, the great increase in our 
|towns, our numerous industries, etc., 
the representation of the County of

Restigouche at Fredericton, should be
increased. He would accompany a 
delegation to the capital, before the 
next session of the Legislative As- 
sembly, to impress upon the govern- 
ment the justice of adding to the re- 
presentation of Restigouche County in 
the Local House. With at least an- 
other member, all sections and all in- 
terests of the county, would be fully 
represented. The population of the 
sections along the International Rail- 
way, formed about twenty-five per 
cent, of the entire population of the 
county, with prospects of increasing 
by leaps and bounds, and no doubt the 
industries and patriotic people of the 
new districts, would feel more at home 
if one of the members of parliament 
resided among them. The distan- 
ces to the older parts of the county 
were great. If, unsuccessful in this 
undertaking of increased representa- 
tion, then it would be the bounden 
duty of every elector in the county to 
give serious consideration to the sit- 
nation, and o select two men, who 
would join with all the people in help- 
ing to develop the great heritage that 
had been handed down to us by a good 
Providence.

Mr. LaBillois concluded a long ad- 
dress, during which he was frequently 
applauded, by a patriotic reference to 
the grand work the people of the Co. 
of Restigouche, had done during the 
great war, the sacrifice of so many 
of our heroes, who had died on the 
battlefields of France and Flanders, 
that justice might reign over the 
world, and he trusted that the blood 
of our boys would not have been shed 
in vain. He appealed for harmony 
in all our dealings. Every body knew 
that he was a liberal. He was de- 
lighted with the wise choice that had 
been made at the recent great liberal 
convention. He knew W. L. Macken- 
zie King, personally. He had heard 
him speak, had followed his career, 
and he could assure the large audience, 
that he would prove to be a great 
leader of the liberal party and a great 
man for Canada. Although a liberal, 
Mr. LaBillois said that during his 
long public career, no conservative 
could say that he had done any injus- 
tice to any man because of his polit- 
ics, religion or language.

It is interesting to know that 
a recent search for the names of 
shareholders in a concern manufact- 
uring medicated wine revealed the 
names of twenty-three medical men. 
It is natural for liquor-dealing doctors 
to push sales of their own product. 
Another point of interest is made by 
a physician who assert that liquor- 
mnufacturer have been sending young 
men to medical schools with a view to 
having them aid in stemming the 
medicl tide against alcohol which 
threatens to overwhelm the business.

American physicians do not pre- 
scribe medicated wines much now, and 
they are omitted from the new Phar-

Dr. D. Wallace Smith of London 

says: “Medicated wines are not help- 

ful to digestion. I have attended 

many cases of gastritis, and enteritis 
caused by their use. They are not 
‘restoratives.’ The net results of cases 
I have known has been depression, de- 

gradation, madness and death. They 
are not builders of the body; they 

are not constructors but destructors. 
They induce fatty conditions of the 

heart, liver and kidneys, and cause an 
unhealthy fat to take the place of 
firm muscle, thus producing fatty de- 
generation, which is premature old 

age.".
That the name "Meat Wines" is 

misleading is shown by the fact that 
mothers give these to their children 

under the impression that they are 
concentrated meat, omitting the usual 

chop or steak as unnecessary because 
the drink supplied the food desired!

Many cases of drink addiction due 
to these nostrums are reported. One

People feel that alcohol warms them, 
and yet the thermometer shows that 
they are really colder. People feel 
that they are doing more work when 

they are taking alcohol, yet the result 
shows they are doing less. People 
feel that alcohol improves their sight, 
hearing, and other senses; yet exper- 

Vience proves that it really injures them 
all. Alcohol not only checks healthy 

growth, predisposes to sickness, les- 
sens the length of life, awakes here- 
ditary cravings, and weakens the men- 
tal powers, but also deceives, making 
the injury an apparent improvement."

The indictment against alcohol was 
summed up by Dr. Sewill in his testi- 
mony before the British Parliamen- 

tary Committee on Nostrums thus: 
“The peculiarity of the alcoholic nos- 

trum is that it inflicts actual injury 
upon at least 95 per cent of the peo- 
ple who employ it. Alcohol is not 

a remedy for any disease, and while 

it is able to mitigate for a short time 
the symptoms of mental depression, 
it does so at the cost of reaction, per- 
nicious and damaging in a high de- 

gree.”

Let women beware of the false 
claims to ". tonic and restorative” 
power of all “wines” medicated or 
otherwise. Alcohol is never useful 

in the human body, it is a dangerous 
poison. The old warning of the 
Bible is still needed, and should be 
heeded, “Wine is a Mocker, strong 
drink is raging, and WHOSOEVER 
IS DECEIVED THEREBY IS NOT 
WISE.”

It has often hap­
pened that men are missing in action 
and remain missing for years because 
of some accident that befalls them, 
such as the temporary or indeed per­
manent loss of memory or of reason. 
It is quite probable that there will be 
found an unusually large number 
thus incapaitated in the present war 
on account of the terrific effect of art­
illery upon the nerves.

However, it has been announced 
that the commissions of the Allies will 
make a thorough search of every hole 
and corner in Germany in which pris- 
oners might be concealed. Nothing 
is taken for granted, for it is recalled 
by Cunliffe Owen that at the treaty of 
Frankfort the German government 
pledged its word that all French pris­
oners taken in the war of 1870-1 had 
been sent home. German savagery 
has never revealed itself more starkly 
than in the German policy with regard 
to prisoners in this war. Germany 
consistently refused to give the Al- 
lies information about Allier prisoners 
that was volunteered about German 
prisoners. In some cases searching 
and specific enquiries were made, and 
all knowledge of the fate of the miss­
ing men was denied. .For example, 
Lord Farnham, who had figured among 

j the dead for more than a year, turned 
up the other day, having been released 
from a German prison camp. When 
he was reported missing enquiries 

।were made through King Alfonso and 
the Vatican, but nothing could be 
learned of his fate. It now transpires 
that he spent the time in a pestilential 
prison camp.
