TEACHING HOME-MAKING ARTS
WITH UNCLE SAM'S AID

Gévernment Officials to Teach Indians and Alaskans How
to Live.

Government agencies are turning
their attention to the improvement of
homes. Ellen C. Lombard of the
United States bureau of education,

who has prepared a report on what the
Government is doing for home educa-
tion, says that besides the bureau of
education, the bureau of mines, the re-
clamation service and the office of
Indian affairs, are doing direct work|
in education for the home, The treas-,
ury department, through its public{
health service, and the departments of |
agriculture, labor and commerce are|
also promoting homemaking through!
one or more bureaus or offices. !
The Indian office, also under the de-
partment of the interior, is carrying|
on four distinct activities in the pro-}
of better home conditions; |
the Indian children in school,
the farmer on the farm,
through the medical service and
through the work of the field matron.
The field matron comes into close con-
with the Indian meothers. She
| teaches them how to care for them-
selves and little children; how to give
the children proper food. She shows
them how to care for their houses and
gives them valuable lessons in the im-
portance of ventilation, sunlight and
cleanliness.
Work in Alaska.
Homemaking as a problem
territories and dependencies of the
United States has had the attention
of the Government for some time. In
Alaska, where the education of na-
tives is under the direction of the de-
yartment of the interior, every teacher

is a social worker and strives in every

way possible to promote the physical,
moral and industrial welfare of the
natives, adults as well as children. In
the native villages the teachers and
nurses of the Alaska school service
endeavor to establish proper sanitary
conditions by inspecting the houses,
by insisting upon the proper disposal
of garbage and by giving instruction
in sanitary methods of living. Na-
tives are encouraged to replace their
huts by neat, well-ventilated houses.
In some sections the natives have
been taught to raise vegetables, as a
healthful addition to the usual diet
of fish and meat.

Home education is needed in Porto

Rico, as is evidenced by a survey of!

home conditions recently made by a
special investigator for the bureau of
education. There is mneed for simple
instruction in the selection and prep-
aration of proper food, especially for
infants. Steps have already been
taken to bring the women together
in small groups to discuss home prob-
lems. To a large extent this work will
be directed by the teachers.

In the Philippines such Government
agencies as the bureau of education,
the bureau of health and the bureau
of agriculture have been actively en-
gaged in improving and building up
home life. There is the closest rela-
tion between the home and the school.
The bureau of education of the Phil-
ippines, co-operating with the bureau
of agricuiture, has been Instrumental
in the wsstablishment and supervision
of thousands of home gardens, while
the bureau of health has reached the
homes of the people with instruction
in preventive health measures.

LABOR SHORTAGE CAUSE

Question Arouses Sharp Dis-
cussion at Hamilton
Convention.

HAMILTCN, June 13.—The question
of grappling with the increasing short-
age of labor by suspension of the Lord’s
Day Act in the case of certain indus-
tries, as proposed by the executive com-
mittee of the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association, which opened its annual
meeting here today, and the report of
the legislation committee advocating the
same measures and chronicling an ap-
plication to the Dominion Government
which J. R. Shaw stated had been suc-
cessful, led to a sharp discussion this
afternoon. After several members had
registered protest and others had
pointed out that in the present crisis
it would not do to hew too close to

the line, the proposal was eventually
Indorsed.
Workmen’s Act Successful,

The legislation committee’s report,
showing a satisfactory working of the
workmen’s compensation act, was pre-
sented by Mr. Shaw. Both employers
and workmen appreciated the benefits
but some provision would have to be
ynade in the act for first aid. Regard-
ing the application to the Government
for a relaxation of the provisions of the
Lord’s Day Act in favor of certain in-
dustries, the weight of argument was
unanswerable. ‘“‘The Lord’s Day cannot
be a day of rest for our naval and
military resources,”” said the report,
“and it should not he a compulsory day
of rest for our producing forces.”

Membership Declines.

fl'he report of the membership (~()m~7
mittee showed that for the first time |
in the history of the association there |
had been a decrease in membership,
which had fallen off in one yvear from |
3,061 to 2,983. In Manitoba, the only |
province to show a gain, there had |
been an increase of four.

RAPID FLIGHT ROBS
THE RUSSIAN ARMY
OF MORE GAPTIVES

Thousand Prisoners Taken
Since Last Report.

THE ADVANCE CONTINUES

Dniester River Is Crossed—
Towns Are Occupied From
Lutsk District South

[Canadlan Press Cable.]
PETROGRAD, via London, June 13.—
The war office announcement of today
says that the retreat of the Austro-

Hungarlan and German troops along the
Galician fronts is proceeding so rapid-
ly that only a small number of pris-
oners has been captured, in addition to
those previously reported. The total
i{s given as about 115,700 as compared
with about 114,700 announced yester-
day. The statement says:

“On account of the fact that in many
places the Austro-Hungarian and Aus-
tro-German troops withdrew rapidly
before the blows of our southern army,
the number of prisoners has increased
only very little. The total now amounts
to about 1,700 officers, and 114,000 men.

“The enemy left enormous quantities
of military booty everywhere in the
territory evacuated.

Gen. Letchitzky's Captures.

“General Letchitzky’s command since
the opening of the operations has taken
three commanders of regiments, 754 of-
ficers, 37,832 men, 49 guns, 120 machine
guns, 21 bomb throwers, and 11 mine
throwers.

“Northwest of Rojitche, after dis-
lodging the Germans, we approached
the River Stokhod. West of Lutsk we
occupied Torchin, and continued to
press the enemy back.

“On the Stripa front, north of the vil-
lage of Bobulintze, an obstinate
struggle continues.

Anglicans, 124,688; Presbyterians, 63,-
146; Methodists, 18,418; Roman Cath-
olics, 32,836; Baptists and Congrega-
tionelists, 10,325; Jews, 343; other de-
nominations, 13,155; total, 263,111.

“In other words,” said the bishop,
‘“‘Anglicans number over 47 per cent
of all the enlisted soldiers in Canada.”

A Flne Showing.

I would most respectfully sug-
gest that it would have been much
more to the point, in view of the fig-
ures given above, if the denomination
that complained had devoted its ener-
gles towards securing. more enlistments
from its membership, than to securing
berths for its ministers as chaplains
to battalions, in which its members
are conspicuous for their fewness.
