“ ‘On the 15th of-July, 1901, I discov­
ered frauds in the balance sheets of 
the London A Globe dated December 
6, 1900. I brought this to the notice 
of the public prosecutor, and after cor­
respondence" I was Informed that the 
proper step was to procure a compul­
sory winding up order, the London A 
Globe/ then being in voluntary liquida­
tion. Through the public-spirited ac­
tion of 8} ,G. ahead, a member of the 
stock exchange, who guaranteed the 
expenses a compulsory order was ob­
tained. The public examination of the 
directors followed, and the frauds to 
which» I had drawn attention were 
more fully horde out by the" observa­
tions of Mr. Barties. I renewed my ap­
plication to the public prosecutor, and 
was Informed after long delay that it 
was not a case for public prosecution. 
I thereupon prepared evidence for an 
application to the high court under sec­
tion 167 of the companies act, 18"62, 
which empowers any "person to apply 
to the court to order the liquidator to 
prosecutç at the cost of the assets of 
the corporation.

The local officials of the Giant mine 
are awaiting word from the London of­
fice as to. the commencement of the com­
prehensive program of development and 
shipping operations mapped out for the 
property.

“from hand to mouth” In respect to 
coke, and it has been possible! to oper­
ate only one-half the plant. This state 
of affairs is the direct and sole cause 
of the delay ln inaugurating increased 
shipments of ore from the Le Rd 
mine, with the consequent large ’ in­
creases in the payroll incident to/the 
mining of larger quantities of ore. Had 
the six furnaces at Northport been in 
operation during the past six months— 
and the management was anxious to 
operate the whole plant but could not 
do so because of the shortage of coke— 
the Le Roi mine would have distribut­
ed in wages among Rossland employees 
not less than $25,000 per memth in ex­
cess of the actual sum so distributed. 
Rossland business men know what a 
difference this would have made to 
them, and having understood the situa­
tion from this standpoint will recog­
nize how the coke shortage has pinched 
the Golden City.

Indirectly the coke situation has 
further injured the Golden City to a 
serious degree. With the . Northport 
plant running its entire battery of fur­
naces treatment operations would have 
been conducted at a substantial re­
duction, and mining operations cheap­
ened as the result of increased output.

“Mining conditions prevailing at the 

present time in the Sandon and Slocan 
divisions are not all that could be de­
sired,” said L. Pratt, of the Last Chance 
mine, yesterday. “Most of the mines 
have seen fit to close down or else have 
only a few men employed on develop­
ment work. These conditions," he con­
tinued, “are to a great extent due to 
existing circumstances which can only 
he remedied when the government at 
Ottawa accedes to the demands of the 
silver-lead producers of the Slocan and 
Sandon sections.

l‘I received* a letter recently from a 
friend of mine who is with the delega­
tion sent to Ottawa by the silver-lead 
mine owners some months ago. He 
stated that the delegation had been well 
received by the federal authorities, and 
that they had every hope of success in 
having a duty put on imported lead 
products. Increasing the duty on im­
ported goods is directly contrary to the 
policy of the _ present government, but 
when the government is brought to see 
that such an act can and will be the only 
salvation of the silver-lead mines of 
British Columbia, I think that we need 
not fear the action that wilt be taken 

'by the authorities at Ottawa.
"We had hopes of being able to bring 

Hon. Mr. Sifton, who has been touring 
the western provinces, out on a short 
visit to British Columbia. If we could 
have induced him to come to the Slocan, 
if for only a short trip through the dis­
trict, and show him the conditions now 
prevailing in the mines closed down, 
few working here and there with devel­
opment crews pf a few men, and all 
through the fact that we cannot find a 
home market for our products, much 
good would have resulted. We wired 
Mr. Sifton at several points on the re­
turn trip to Ottawa, so it is hopeless to 
expect that he will visit this section in 
the immediate future.

The proposed amalgamation of the Le 
Rois is off, and th< interests that have 
been actively promoting the scheme have 
abandoned the effort as hopeless for the 
present.

NEWS FROM HONOLULU. 'YMIR, B. C., Jan. 21.—The new mill 
at the Wilson mine has proved Itself 
a complete success. A partial cleanup 
of the plates has been made, and the 
first gold brick, weighing eight pounds, 
was taken into Nelson last week. This 
partial cleanup was made to allow of 
some slight alterations being made, 
and only represents a portion of the 
actual gold saved.

In an Interview with Philip White, 
the superintendent, he stated that the 
ore is found to be much freer than was 
anticipated, and an arrangement had 
been put in whereby much of the gold 
was retained in the mortars. The own­
ers, he says, are saving 75, per cent of 
the values by amalgamation and prac­
tically all the balance in the concen­
trates, the tailings running less than 
11.60 per ton. The ore now being put 
througF runs about 312 per ton, tant In 
a short time ground wlH be broken in 
the mine to allow sloping down the 
richer grade of ore. It Is believed it 
will be found expedient to treat ait the 
mill all the ore running lees than 340 
per ton. That running between 340 
and 370, of which there is considerable 
now In sight In thé mine, wfll be ship­
ped crude. The first carload of con­
centrates is now ready for shipment 
and the first complete cleanup will be 
made at the end of the present week.

A PERNICIOUS PRACTICE.

Loyalty to the camp Is a virtue that 
should be cultivated by some Kootenai- 
sus. It is occasionally the custom of 
speculators and operators in London and 
Eastern Canada to ask questions con­
cerning the merits of Trail Creek and 
ether Kootenay properties in which, per­
haps, they purpose investing. Too often 
those Who are shortsighted, unwise, un­
generous and. selfish give information 
that is calculated to hurt the property 
la the eyes of the engineer. The idea of 
men of this stamp is that by tearing 
down, -they build themselves up. In 
other words, they seem to think that 
by "bearing" the properties of others 
Itéré they are "bulling’’ what they desire 
to sell. In point of fact, every word 
they utter against the properties of this 
district is a boomerang that returns to 
hurt the proposition for which they are 
pleading. The wiser policy would be to 
give due credit to a property where it 
deserves it By following this rjule more 
deals would be put through than have 
been. There should be no advocacy of 
that which is dishonest but rather the 
practice should be to give praise where 
it is due, and which in the end will re­
sult advantageously to the district. The 
engineer that has been Informed by an 
over-zealous promoter that all com­
peting properties are valueless, will be 
certain to Imagine it is simply impossible 
that his informant lias the only meritor­
ious mine in a perfect wilderness of 
worthless "wildcats.”

Where it is positively known- that a 
property has no intrinsic value, the in­
quirer should be told the facts, but a 
system of wholesale condemnation of all 
others, simply through the hope of ad­
ding to "the chances of selling the mine 
one is interested in, is both vicious and 
unwise.

It is fortunate that the mines here have 
sufficient merit to withstand, this sort 
of foul work. If iO were not for the bjg 
output and the immense bodies of ore 
that have been exposed, this indiscrim­
inate decrying would have resulted in 
doing much more serious harm than it 
has. At best it has resulted to prevent­
ing the consummation of a number of 
big deals, but the merits of the district 
have generally triumphed over misrepre­
sentation. On the Eastern and British 
investor, it must be remembered, much 
of the future of the Kootenays depends,, 
and nothing that will stand in the way 
of his putting his money into legitimate 
mining properties should be done or 
tolerated. The policy of"

For­
tunately, we have in our midst a gentle­
men—Mr. J. B. Hobson, manager of the 
Consolidated Cariboo Hydraulic Mining 
Co.—who was one of the originators 
of the California Minera’ Association, 
sn<? he will lend all the assistance he

Mayor Dean Include» in his list of civic 
economies a reduction in aldermanic 
salaries, whereby the corporation will 
be saved «M0 per annum, or one-half 
the amount formerly paid to aldermen. 
His program calls for other reductions 
in the cost of administering the city’s 
revenues," trot he regards the cut in 
aldermanic allowances as one which 
should be accepted without dispute.

Mayor Dean is strongly of opinion that 
fortnightly meetings are ample to handle 
the city’s business satisfactorily, and 
Ui support " of this position quotes the 
fact that last year the average dura­
tion of council meetings was from fifteen 
to twenty minutes. The aldermen re­
ceived for this service «300 per annum, 
or, on the basis of fifty meetings during 
the year, «6 per night for attending at 
the city hall not more than an hour. 
He contends that this remuneration is 
out of all proportion to the service ren­
dered.

In view of the foregoing Mayor Dean 
sdvocates fortnightly meetings, with a 
reduction of one-half in aldermanic sal­
aries. This would make the remunera­
tion for the members of the council 
«12.60 per month, of «150 per annuam.

The attitude of the aldermen on this 
point will be watched with keen inter­
est Of the net# members, ^lderman 
McKiehan stated on the platform in 
ante-election days that if elected he 
would expect salary -at the rate of «300 
per annum. Alderman Talbot has not 
put himself on reêbrd.

The Miner's suggestion as to methods 

of stimulating fresh vigor, into the Ross­
is nd board of trade 'and enabling that 
valuable organization to more effectually 
promote the ends for which it purports 
tc exist has been Widely discussed and 
generally approved. To reach its full 
fruition the bytrd of trade must be rep­
resentative of the community as a whole, 
and it was vigorous action toward this 
end that The Miner recommended.

A solid Roesland has much to expect 
from the immediate future, and it is 
realized that a genuinely representative 
board of trade Can accomplish much 
toward establishing the solidarity es­
sential. That the idea should be fol­
lowed up and put into effect at the ear­
liest possible date is the sentiment of 
prominent business men and others who 
have expressed themselves on the sub­
ject. ' ,j

An important feature of The Miner’s 
presentation of the board of trade jase 
was that relating to the represented ni 
on the board of trades unions. An ef­
fort was made to sound the executive 
officers of local unions yesterday on the 
subject, and it was ascertained that or­
ganized labor would undoubtedly take 
up the idea willingly and join with other 
classes in promoting the general interest 
of the community. Practically the only 
tiades unions existing; in Roasland to­
day are the Miners’ Union and the Ty- 
UOgraphical Union, and, officers of these 
unions do not hesitate to pronounce fav­
orably on the idea of having their as­
sociations represented on the board of 
trade.

"I certainly believe the suggestion is 
an excellent one. and will bring it be­
fore our people at the next meeting, or 
the session immediately following. If, it 
develops that our docket of business for 
Wednesday next is heavy,” sair M. P. 
Villeneuve, Secretary of Rossland Min­
ers’ Union, No. 38. “If I mistake not a 
similar suggestion was made a couple 
of years ago, but I am not aware that 
anything ever came of it at that time. 
We have felt that the board of trade 
was npt really representative of the en­
tire city, and that if our organization 
was represented we could fallow with 
greater accuracy the course of events 
at board meetings. Moreover, our rep­
resentative would be in a position to 
afford the other Members of the board 
of trade information along certain lines 
that would be of considerable, value in 
certain respects.

. A SMALL PART SOLD.
Of the 600,000 acres thus turned over 

to the railroad company only a trifling 
-acreage has been sold. The land is 
mountainous throughout. It possesses 
fine stretches ofi timber, however, and 
recently large plots have been sold for 
the lumber they carried. In some sec­
tions, where the hills divide, there are 
-sections of level ground unequalled in 
the world for agricultural purposes, 
•fcut these stretches are comparatively 
few and far between. The presence of 
mineral throughput the district glyes 
the area a value. which it would not 
otherwise have, but the mineral resour­
ces of the reserve have not yet been 
exploited to any material extent, out­
side of the Ymlr and other well known 
sections, consequently the company’s 
surface rights have not beeç a parti­
cularly lucrative, asset. The total land 
sales are probably not over 50,000 acres, 
and there are at least half a million 
■ecres on which the railroad will have 
to pay taxes annually if It decides to 
■retain Its privileges.

The land sold has ranged in price to 
*he purchaser from fifty cents per acre 

ip. Timber ranges have usually 
brought in the neighborhood of «5 per 
■acre and choice sections of arable land 
bave been sold at a higher price. In 
its effort to realize as largely as pos­
sible the railroad has sold land at a 
low price compared to the government 
figure, which is placed at $5 per acre 
toy statute. Should the railroad aban­
don its reserve on May 16 the latter 
price will prevail for the future.

In some quarters It is believed that 
the Nelson & Fort Sheppard will not 
•abandon the reserve, but will pay taxes 
thereon, relying on the proceeds from 
sales to retain the tract without any 
«ash outlay. The outcome wfil he 
watched with Interest, however.

SHARES WENT HIGH>:

Rossland’s neuf board of license and 
police commissioners has been named. 
Mayor Dean is ex-officio a member 
and chairman of the board. The re­
maining members ee gazetted are ex- 
Alderman Chartes R. Hamilton and 
Alderman Alexander Dunlop. The new 
board will meet In the course of the 
next few days and go into such mat­
ters relating to police and license busi­
ness as require their attention.

The new board will not permit wide 
open gambling—that is assuerd from 
the stand taken by at least two mem­
bers. Mayor Dean is committed to the 
suppression of professional • gambling 
and alluring gambling devices, the lat­
ter being presumably such arrange­
ments as the fascinating roulette table. 
Commissioner Hamilton, when a mem­
ber of the board last year, was opposed 
to roulette and his difference of opinion 
with his colleagues as to the manner in 
which gambling was conducted here 
led to His resignation from the board. 
Mr. Hamilton has, however,' announced 
in times past that he takes a 'tolerant 
view of such questions, and probably 
he would be agreeable to permitting 
the operation of the milder forms of 
gambling if It was shown that sucli 
games would, bring a substantial reve­
nue to the city. Mr. Hamilton could 
not be reached last night, so that his 
actual sentiments on this question 
could not be ascertained, even had he 
been willing to discuss the question 
prior to the first meeting of the board.

Aldekman Dunlop is a new member 
of the police and license board, and has 
not, so far as is known, taken any 
stand on the gambling question. As he 
Is appointed on the recommendation of 
his worship, It may be expected that 
he will follow Mayor Dean’s initiative 
on most points relating to the conduct 
of the board’s business. The new board 
Is certain to'be unanimous in any ac­
tion that may be determined upon.

One of the first points to be gone, 
into is that relating to the police force. 
It is thought that no one will be added 
to the force in the place of John S. 
Ingram, who resigned the chieftaincy 
a few days ago. Sergeant Bradshaw 
will probably be vested with the pow­
ers of the chief, as is the case now, and 
'his salary may be advanced somewhat 
in view of the increased responsibility 
saddled upon him. .

ÔPOKANE, Jan. 23.—Jay P. Graves is 
applying to congress for a bill empow­
ering hint to construct a dam on the 
Columbia river at Kettle Fells, Wash., 
near Marcus. The dam is to develop 
electrical power to be used for indus­
trial purposes. Mr. Graves Is vice-pre­
sident of the Granby Consolidated Min­
ing, Smelting ft Power Company, oper­
ating on a large scale in the Boundary 
district of British Columbia, but his new 
proposition is entirely independent of the 
Canadian concern.

Discussing the matter now before con­
gress Mr. Graves says:
' "What are our plans? Well, we in­
tend to construct a dam in the Colum­
bia river at Kettle Fails for the genera­
tion of electricity, which we propose to 
sell to persons and companies engaged 
ir. the mining and lumbering industries 
of that section. The region is a very 
rich one, and with cheap power will 
develop into a wonderfully productive 
territory.

“There is enough water power at these 
falls to provide electricity to meet the 
needs of all the industries in the state, 
if it could be brought within their reach. 
The Columbia contains an immense vol­
ume of water, many times as much as 
the Spokane river. We shall not need, 
more than a fraction of the stream for 
manys years, if ever. It is our plan to 
construct only a small dam on one side 
of the river, between the west, bank 
and an island. This will give us water 

ifor a canal leading to the proposed pow­
er plant.

“The cost of electricity at this point 
will be very low. Of course, if we in­
tended to dam) the entire river and de­
velop all the power to be derived frpm 
the stream the cost would be greater 
per horse power than to generate a 
comparatively small amount of power. 
The fall in the stream is 37 1-2 feet, 
and this will enable us to generate at 
least 25,000 horse power by such a simple 
plan as •! have described, without dam­
ming the whole stream or adding any­
thing to the fall. The bill introduced 
at Washington, however,- does not limit 
the uses to be made of the stream.”

ANOTHER FUSS.

Brazil and Bolivia Have a Dispute 
Over Territory.

LONDON, Jan. 26.—The Brazilian 
legation in London announces that the 
Bolivian minister àt Rio Janeiro has 
officially notified the Brazilian foreign 
office that President Pando has given 
him full power to enter intç a formal 
agreement with Brazil regarding the 
Acre dispute. Pending these negotia­
tions, which are expected to lead to a 
peaceful settlement, the Brazilian gov­
ernment has ordered a naval1 and mili­
tary mobilization to meet the eventu­
alities of the situation. 1

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26.—The Bra­
zilian minister and the Bolivian charge 
callèd separately on Secretary Hay to­
day to acquaint him with the disposi­
tion of the respective governments in 
the dispute over the possession of Acre.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26. — Senator 
Morgan in the senate today offered a 
resolution questioning the credentials of

MURDER AND LYNCHING.

A Sheriff Killed and His Slayer Caught 
by the Mob.

Retraction of Statements Made Before 
the Committee. 5:

WASHINGTON, Jen. 26.—Philip 
Doblin, who testified before the house 
committee on naval affairs Saturday

(Doblin) had made some statements 
on Saturday which were true and some 
which were false, and hrtd to his hand 
a statement to which. Mr. Doblin had 
sworn, The committee was unanimous 
in agreeing that Doblin appear In per­
son forthwith. He «was called and 
made specific denial off all the state­
ments he had previously made where­
in he alleged attempts at bribery. He 

rigidly cross-examined by practi­
cally every member of the house com­
mittee and pressed vigorously for an 
explanation, of his action o£ today, but 
he persisted that he was teMing the 
truth today and adhered to his denials. 
When Doblin had left the stand the 
committee’s program, which contem­
plated calling Dr. W. R. Kerr to the 
stand, was abandoned and the com­
mittee went Into secret seelson.
