For the larger size culverts a square concrete box
may be bullt. The size of such a structure will vary
from an opening two feet wide and two feet high to
sn opening 10 feet wide and 10 feet high. The top
of the culvert will be eight inches thick for a span
of four feet and the thickness will increase to 11
Inches for a span of 10 feet. Proper reinforcing of
the top of the culvert is required and either bars,
expandod metal or wire mesh may be used to give
the necessary strength, In buflding a square box
culvert the bottom may be left out and a foundation
run down to a depth of two or three foet under each
of the #ide walls, This enables the deopening of the
Watercourse through the culvert at some later date,
without going to the trouble of breaking out the con
crete slab forming the hed of the stream.

Homemade Rennet
AN you give me any Information on
1. How

n the rennet be cured? 4. Mow much
would “be needed for 100 Ibs. of milk?
5. Where can one get the manufaotured
rennet? It Is not to be had in British
Columbla —8.P.C".,, Agnssiz, B0,

ronnet as a is
not nearly up to the standard of the
commercial article. It should only be
used in cheese making as a last resort.
Directions for saving rennets and for
use in cheese making are however,
glven herewith:

Nos. 1 and 2--Only rennets form
sucking or milk-fea calves are valua
ble. The stomachs of calves fed on
grass or other solld food are not good
for the purpose.

No. 3—When the calf is killed, im-
mediately cut out the rennet, leay-
ing a portion of the third stomach
(the book) attached to it. (See filus-
tration). Carefully squeeze out the
contents of the rennet (consisting of
coagulated milk or other partially di
gested food), but do not turn the ren
net inside out or wash it, as that would
cause a loss of part of the ferment
Rinse off any dirt from the outside
kbul not inside), and trim off any ad-
ering fat. Tie up the opening in the
large end, applying the string at the

Darrow passage between the third
stomach or book and the rennet. In-
sert in the opening of the long neck at
the other end, a small tube of glass
or any other materfal, blow up the
rennet as hard as possible, like a foot:
ball, and tie with a string under
the tube. Where many rennets are
handled, it is convenfent to have a
pointed tube connected with air pres-
sure, to inflate them. The long nar-
row meck contains but little of the
ferment, and may be cut off after dry-
ing.

Hang the inflated rennets to dry in
a draughty shed, or a warm,.dry room,
but do not expose them to more heat
than that of an ordinary warm room.
Never hang rennet in the open, ex-
posed to the sun. Where a fan can
be nsed to create draught, it will help
to dry the rennets quickly, and the
process should not take more than a
week. They should not be left mofst
long enough to mold or putrefy, and
care should be taken that they are
not infested with maggots or insects
after being dried and bundled for
shipping, that is they should be thor.
onghly dried and carefully protected
from flies and other Insects. When a
“fficient number of thoroughly dried
rennets have sccumulated, cut off the
neck and let out the air: tle up the
rennets in bundles of 25 or 50, and
pack In cases or barrels

Four tin vessels, or glazed earthen:
ware crocks, each of five to 10.gallon
capacity, should be provided. Cut
the rennets Into several pleces und
place as many in one vessel as will

be needed for a day’s supply, allowing
one good rennet for 2,000 to 2,500 Ihs,

of milk. Add about one gallon of pure
Sterflized water for each rennet. A
few punces of salt to each gallon of

water should also be added. _Cover
the vesgel, keep it in a cool place,
8tir the contents frequently, and once
@ day give the soaking rennets a good
rubbing. The solution should he ready
for use on the third day. By having
a4 number of vessels, a fr.sh supply
for every day's use will "o available.
Strain the solution through a cheese-
cloth before using, and add the whole
of it to the milk without dilution

No. 4—Any cheesemaker will soon
learn to gauge the proper strength
and govern it by the number of ren-
nets used. The containers, stralvers,
stirrers or other utensils, coming in
contact with the solution, should be
well washed and sterilized every time
@ fresh supply Is made.

No. 5.—Wnhile the rennet extract can-
not be obtained at the present time,
equally good results have been achiev:
ed by cheesemakers during the past
season with pepsin. The two best
known brands of pepsin on the market
at the present is Spongy Pepsin and
Curdulac, both of which are manu-
factured and sold by the Parke Davls
Company, Walkerville, whose Ad. ap-
pears In this fssue.

Tin for Cheese Vats Scarce
J. A, Ruddick, Dairy Commissioner.

HE large tinned sheets used in
T the manufacture of cheese vats
and factory milk cans have al-
ways been procured from the United
Kingdom. In the interest of the sup-
ply of munitions the export of all such
material is prohibited, except under
license, and has been for some time,
With the result that the stock of tinned
sheets in Canada has become practical-
Iy exhausted. The shortage is likely
to be rather a serfous matter if it can-
not be relieved,

Last September the writer, as Dairy
Commissioner, brought the matter to
the attention of Mr. Jas. McGowan, the
British member of the Cheese Com-
mission, who on his return to the Old
Country was 1o lay the matter before
the Ministry of Food, in view of the
possibility of Interference to some ex-
fent with supplies of cheese if some
relief were mnot granted. Mr. Me
Gowan has carried out the suggestion.
but he writes that he s doubttul of
having any success. I also brought
the matter to the attention of Mr, A
J. Mills of the British and Alied Mis-
slon in the United States, and the in-
fluence of the Canadian Food Con-
trolicr has been ted. 1In fact,
every imown means has been resort-
ed to In order to secure a supply of
these sheets.

The persistent refusal of the Im-
perial authorities to release this ma-
terial fs an intimation to us that the
situation with regard to steel in the
United Kingdom fs very serlous, and
it begins to look as though we may
have to do without them. It may be
possible to secure sheets of a certain
size in the United States, and [ un-
derstand that some of the sheet metal
firms in this country are endeavoring
to arrange for the tinning of large
medium sized sheets in this country
In any case, it will be advisal
conserve as far as possible the vats
and milk cans which would ordinarily
be replaced by new ones. Under these
clrcumstances no apparatus should be
discarded which can possibly be made
Some faciories

1 srppose It would be possible to
make a cheese vat out of amall tin
plate. In the early days of the indus-
try the large sheeis were not used.
All vats had a seam at the corner all
the way round, and the bottom was
made of comparatively small pleces,
