CHRISTIAN REUNION.

This article will
be found in another column of the pre-
sent issue of the Recorp, and in many
respects it deserves careful considera-
tion.
There are certainly great difficulties
in the way of a general return of the
English people to the Catholic faith.
For three and a half centuries the
people of England have been taught
that the Pope is anti-Christ, and
though there are thoughtful people
among the non-Catholics of England
who entertain the hope of such a re-
union taking place, most of those who
have thought such a thing possible
have only thought of reuniting some
of the sects, which, taken altogether,
would comprise a very small propor-
tion of the Christian world, while the
great body of Christians, including
both Catholics and the Orientals, were
not o much as considered worthy of
being invited to take part in thede-
liberations which resulted from the
talk about reunion which permeated
the atmosphere.
It is a fact which we presume no one
will deny, that the education which
Protestants generally have received
throws a great barrier in the way of a
general reunion being accomplished.
The authority of the Pope over the
Catholic Church has been genevally
spoken of by Protestants as a usurpa-
tion : and, at first sight, its existence
might seem to he the greatest obstacle
to a reunion. Yet we do not consider
that this is the greatest of obstacles.

of England.

Itis expected that Pope Leo XIIL
will soon issue an encyclical letter set-
ting forth the mode by which Protest
ants may be admitted into the Catholic
Church, and that he will make the
conditions as easy as possible.

It would be the crowning act of Leo
NIIL's Pontificate if the reunion of
even a very considerable portion of
Protestants and of the adherents of the
Eastern Churches be

There is another test of generalin-
telligence which may be applied, and a
very critical one, 100. In what coun-
tries do we find to day the highest per-
centage of university students com-
pared with the population ? Mulhall
replies : The number of university
students compared with population is
much greater in Spain and Delgium
than in other European countries.
The United States Education Commis-
sioners’ Report for 1880 places the
numbers of pupils in the English uni-
versities at 5,802, and those in Spain
at the same date, 15,787—the popula-
tions of the two countries then being
28,000,000 and 17,000,000 respect-
ively. Belgium reports 4,252 strictly
university students, besides 30,749
students at the schools of fine arts, a
total of 35,000 out of a population of
6,000,000, of whom only 10,000 are
Protestants. Catholic Italy, with 25,-
000,000 population, has 21 universities
and 16,992 students, whilst Protestant
Prussia with 29,000,000 people, has
only 11 universities, and only 13,453
students. Yet Spain and Italy were
selected by Dr. Madison C. Peters and
Dr. Josiah Strong as countries whose
peoples were sunk in besotted ignor-
ance.

One more Kuropean compavison-—
Catholic Kurope has 71 universities
with 78,251 students, while Protestant

Europe has 36 universities with 1 1,850

students.

The number of universities in South

America is 18, while Brazil and the

other South American States are re

ported as having colleges, schools of
law and medicine.

We hear nothing of this appalling

but 1 have fully as much right to
attribute the ignorance and semi-bar
barism which I have shown you exist
in England and the United States to
Protestantism, as Dr. Peters and Dr.
Strong have to hold the Catholie Church
responsible for the circumstance that
a large per centage of the Spaniards
and Italians are unable to write their
names.

I stated in the early part of this
paper that illiterates form a small por-
tion of the inmates of prisons, and that
it is not to the lack of the ability to
read and write that criminal acts are
to be attributed. Here is my authority
for that statement. Mulhall's Diction-
ary of Statistics says :

Criminals in England and Wales :—
Able to read, 68.6 per cent.; unable to
read :—31.4 per cent. For Ireland ;
criminals able to read, TO per cent.;
unable to read, 30 per cent.

Let us take a look at the evidence
furnished by a few prison reports:—

In Sing Sing Prison, in 1890 of 15
conviets, 1420 were educated and 135
illiterate : 1403 had attended the
Public schools, 17 went to other
schools.

In Auburn Prison, in 1890, of 1151
convicts, 1025 were educated, and 126
illiterate : 515 had attended the Public
schools, 450 went to other schools.

In Clinton Prison, in 1890, of 801
conviets, 711 were educated and Y3
illiterate : 637 had attended the Public
schools, and 714 went to other schools.
Take the Philadelphia State Peni-
tentiarv. In 1800, of H27 convicts,
162 were educated, and 6D illiterate ;
392 had attended the Public schools,
and 13 went to Catholic schools only.
In 1891, of 416 convicts, 103 were edu-
cated and 13 illiterate ; 539 had at-
tended the Public schools, and 12 went
to Catholic schools only. In 1592, of
171 convicts, 415 were educated, and
56 were illiterate ; 361 had attended
Public schools, 14 went to Catholic
schools only. There were ST convicts
of twenty -one years of age and under :
2 had attended the Public schools, 13
went to other schools, and 7 went to
Catholic schools.

In the Pensylvania State Peniten-
tiary between 1520 and 1803, there
were 17,221 conviets received. Of
these, 1 had been convicted of
crimes against property ; 2,230 of
them were illiterate, 922 could read
only, while 10,767 could read and
write. Those convicted of crimes
against the person numbered 3,305 ;
809 of them were illiterate, 216 could
ready only, while 2 230 could both read
and write.

I trust that none of my remarks have
been offensive to Protestants: they
have not been made with that inten-
tion.

This wonderful message was given by our
Blessed Lord Himself to His Apostles and
their successors, tha Bishops and priests
of the holy Roman Church, He tells them to
preach the gospel to every naticn and He
promises them He would send the Holy
(ihost, the Spirit of Truth, who would abide
with them forever. We must believe what
Jesus Christ taught or el-e we are likened to
the heathen and the publican, The Church
which Christ established is One, Holy, Catho
lic and Apostolic.  This Church i3 imp
able and impregnable, To i
Jesus Christ gave the comm:
nations. And well, indeed, has she ovhayed
that commaud, for her missionaries have
evangelized and Christianized every nation
under the sun; and she can point
with pride to millions of her martyred
sons who died to prove their fidel
ity to her Divine teaching, Among the
nations that this Church has evangalized
and Christiamzed is the little green isle of
Frin: and prominent among her saints who
are now wearing the white rohe of joy
is St Patrick, the Apostle of Ireland,
whose feast we, together with all Irish
men seattered thronghoat the world, are this
day celebrating. St Patrick’s birthplace is
a question of miueh uncertainty,  Frenchmen
say St Patrick was born in France, Some
Scotchmen say Sc il was the place where
our saint a light of day; and
Irishmen say atter where he was boro,
St. Patrick was an Irishman, anyhow.
In his sixteanth year St. Patrick was
carried into eaprivity to Ireland, where he
remained for six years, suffering and pray
ing, before he was emancipated. He left
Erin a fagitive to return a covqueror,  The
records of StePatrick’s lifa as student, monk
and priest are scanty, Probus tells us how he
spent the years with St. Germanus *in
patience, ohedience, charity and chastity, in
sanctity of heart and soul.” It was probably
from his work with St, Germanus in_Britain,
that Patrick was sent to Rome. Celestine
was at that time Pope of Rome, and from him
our saint received the commission to preach
the gospel to the people of Ireland., In the
yresence of the Pope, and at the hands of St.
Maximus, St. Patrick was consecrated. It
was at this time that the Fathers of Ephesus
proclaimed agamst Nestorius on the doctrine
of the Incarnation, and St. Celestine, as suc-
cessor of St. Peter, confirmed the decrees of
this council. St. Patrick in due time lanled
on the shores of Ireland and commenced at
once to preach the doctrines of the Catholic
Charch, Let us now see how the doctrines
tanght at that time by St. Patrick correspond
with the doctrines of the Church of to-day.

However profoundly engaged Pope
[.eo may be with the larger questious
that appertain in a particular manner
to the Papacy and that have todo with
nations and governments, he does not
neglect the poor in his immediate sar-
roundings, and shares his restricted
resources with them. The pontifical
almoner has furnished to an inquirer a
list of the sums appropriated to charity
during the year, and when the heavy
burdens that devolve upon the Pope
are considered the amount expended in
charity is relatively great. The sum
total tor the year just ended of the
charities which have passed cthrough
the hands of the almoner amounts to
10:3,549 francs, and this is divided into
several heads or schools to be supported,
pensions to be paid, orphans of soldiers
in the late Pontifical army to be main-
tained and beds to be supplied to the
very poor. Besides this considerable
sums are distributed by the Pope him-
self, which do not pass into the ken
of the almoner, and among these the
million of francs which he annually
contributes to the Catholic schools of
Rome.
