The license of modern speculation renders 

it imperath^Jo lib UP a warning 
only against*™ euots into whic

voice, not

ed minds arc apt to be drawn, but likewise, 
and nut less emphatically, against the modes 
of reasoning which lire employed in vindi­
cation of those errors. It is sufficiently 
alarming to find writers ol some mark plead­
ing that time must modify our theological 
creed. an-Hknt “ r verence fur the Divine 
perftctiçn" demand- that we be guided not 
by the l*‘ttr, but by the spirit; of the written 
word. Ho who ventures on this ground as­
sumes a power to comprehend “ the Divine 

■ perfection,and to crasp the entire subject 
on which he declaims. He is chargeable 
with a fallacy, moreover, in taking it for 
granted that lh- re exists a discord between 
the letter and the spirit of the infallible re­
cord. Granted, that the language in which 
men bare set forth their-formularies and de­
finitions may b - often modified with advan­
tage : not so. however, any part of that Scrip- 
tuie which is “ giv,-n by tho inspiration of 
God." and which “ liveth anti abideth for 
ever." Theologians have spoken of man’s 
“ infinite offence,"’and of the “ natural and 
necessary immortality of the soul:" but. 
whatever may come of these phrases, or of 
the theories to which they point, (lor neither 
of which is it needful to contend.) the Bible- 
teaching in regard to future and endless mi­
sery is untouched. No fuir criticism will 
evade the fotce of the terms, “ everlasting 
punishment’' * ptrrnnl judgment,” 11 the ven- 
geafbitof eternal fire or pretend to disco­
ver in them a reference to disciplinary in­
flictions only, on the one hand, or to pains 
that shall find a limit on the other, A wide­
ly different sense will occur to the candid 
reader of God’s word ; and, as he pursues 
his inquiry in this unsetting and unchanging 
lidit, he will find the just import of the 
terms in question harmonious with all Other 
parts of the great system of truth. *• Are

The same ^encrai principle really seems to 
operate through the whole organized crea­
tion. In the vegetable kingdom the seed 
which a worm might destroy while be­
neath the soil, once but a little above it, ex­
pands into a tree of ages, the parent it may 
be of a forest. In every “ critical case,” 
(as we term if.) of whatever kind, we have 
the same phenomenon repeated : minute di­
ligence for a short period settles things tor 
an indefinite one,—for a period which, if we 
take in all the indirect results of human 
action, may be styled literally endless. In­
deed, that even upon the merest trifles im­
mense results perpetually depend, is prover­
bial. Take one dozen great names—names 
of men whose birth was itself the merest 
contingency ; blot those twelve names from 
the annals ol mankind—twelve out’of count­
less millions ; and you alter, perhaps re­
verse, the whole history of the world. Not, 
however, to press this, we cannot on the 
whole fail to see how tho principle of brief 
exertion, determining immense results of 
happiness or misery, constantly applies to 
our own daily life. The soul, if it be indeed 
immortal, must be of some character and 
some destiny, both dependent on some deters 
mining cause ; and no possible reason can 
be assigned why that character and that des­
tiny may not lie finally determined now, at 
least as well as at any other period of its 
endless existence.

But there is » point of view from which 
the whole of this awful dispensation of pu­
nishment appears conceivable with compara­
tive simplicity,—in which its miseries may 
be seen to enter into the course of natural 
justice, and become directly proportional to 
the guilt they avenge. This view which I 
am about to present'seems to me to cast a 
real though a fearfal light upon the horrors j 
of this doom, making them at once more in- j 
telligible, and more terrific than before.

It cannot then be doubted, that the cha­
ncier of ungodliness wiih which (he lost j 
spirit leaves this world is perpetuated to the 
shite of being that follows it. But much 
more than this is too awfully probable.-^ 
The aggravating effects of mutual associa­
tions in vice, the corrupting example of ma­
tured and hardened wickedness, and, above 
all, the desolating influence ol Utter despair, 
or facts notorious in the present world,— 
miserably notorious in our own prisons and 
penal settlements ; but which must be exhi­
bited on a gigantic scale in the region of 
hopeless and abandoned depravity, of which, 
with fear and trembling, I now dare to 
speak. The total absence of all Divine 
grace, leaving every evil propensity to rank 
luxuriance, the presence of all the accursed 
stimulants to desperate impiety, must surely 
combine to make the sinner, the punished 
sinner of this life, progressively, unceasing­
ly, the everlasting sinuer of the file that suc­
ceeds it. In this way of conceiving them, 
the punishments of hell are but the perpetual 
vengeance that accompanies the sins of hell. 
An eternity ol" wickedness brings with it an 
eternity of woe. The sinner is to suffer.for 
everlasting, but it is because the sin itself 
is as everlasting as the suffering.

It is manifest that this is but to prolong 
the very connection (of moral and phy­
sical evil) we all beUeve to be realized here. 
Nor can any objection to its probability or 
its justice be alleged, which would not equal­
ly apply to the punishments of time, indeed 
to the idea of punishment at all. The sup­
position on which it turns—the perpetuation 
of sin itself in the world of suffering—is so 
far from requiring proof, that proof would 
really be required to establish the contrary. 
They who start at the disproportion of an 
eternal punishment to a temporary sin, can-

baekwards, or written over again,—nay the 
universal conscience of mankind must be an­
nihilated,—if it is not,) then how sad a 
thing is it to let any vague and general rea­
sonings of ours, about what we think should 
be the ultimate issue of things, interfere 
with the urgent work of persuading the 
guilty criminals, whose respite is so precari­
ous, rather to embrace the offered mercy 
than remain under the old condemnation, 
aggravated as it must be by the fresh guilt 
of the rejected amnesty and mercy ! Show 
me one hint in all the Bible <#f an offer of 
grace, or any opportunity of salvation, be­
yond the limits of this present life ; and I 
try to calculate chances for myself and my 
fellow-sinners. But if you cannot, stand 
aside, and I also will stand aside. I#et us 
be still. And let God Himself proclaim 
on Sinai the threatening* of law, and fill the 
air round Bçjblehem with the soft song of 
peace. Above all, let Him, in the cross of 
His own Sbn, reveal the inevitable certainty 
of retribution—the unsearchable riches of 
grace.”-

Not leas explicit are the paragraphs fol­
lowing, which may,jbe taken as representing 

" the solemn judgment of another class of di­
vines, and which are, on every account, en­
titled to the gravest attention. They are 
from the pen of the late accomplished Pro­
fessor of Moral Philosophy in the Universi­
ty of Dublin.

For the sin which deserved but temporal 
punishment, a created nature might atone ; 
a Divii,e expiation inters a boundless guilt 
and a boundless demerit : so that, terrific as 
is tho dreadful truth we preach, it is mv-l 
manifest that the ha-mouy ot the revealed 
system i- utterly lost without it. These are 
mysteries indeed, but mysteries mutually re­
lated, and that suppose and demand each 
other : these are depths, no doubt ; but even 
SO, ** deep calleth unto deep.”

Still: that an everlasting state should be 
made wholly to depend on so brief a period, 
the fortunes of an eternity to turn upon the 
little dream-like moment of this preliminary

the punishment are alike eternal,—when 
the surrender of tke soul to the moral evil 
it has chosen (a principle universally recog­
nized in Scripture) is made the direct pu­
nishment of all its earthly choice, and all 
else follows in the way of exact and propor­
tioned penalty : while, if it be urged—wild­
ly urged—that the sufferer might be annihil­
ated, and so the miserable boucFef wicked­
ness and woe dissolved for ever, we reply, 
So too he might never have existed. At 
any moment you select in the countless ages 
to |conie, how should that wretched spirit 
cease to exist on any ground whichgwill not 
be so applicable to aay other period, or 
which will not equally show he ought never 
to have existed at all f

There are one or two reasons why this 
mode ot conceiving the dreadful subject 
before us seems to me to be eminently im­
pressive and practical :—

In the first place, it strongly illustrates 
(what so often perplexes good and pious 
men) the tremendous doom of the merely 
worldly—the special object of the awful nar­
rative in Luke xvi. 19-31. For it must in 
ibis view be evident that no high visible 
manifestation or development ot earthly 
wickeduess is at all needed to produce the 
terrible results I speak of, any more than it 
is necessary that in any ordinary case a 
man should begin with absolute depravity. 
It is quite enough that there be in him the 
unexpressed, but real and habitual, cboicu 
of this world and its common corruptions as 
his portion, the deadnese to eeleetml mo­
tives, the mind that is alter the flesh. Such 
a man bas in' substance made hie election. 
Hè who dies with this predisposition of the 
inward moral state is plainly unfit for hea­
ven. And if you hesitate (as perhaps we 
are all at times tempted to do) to pronounce 
him directly deserving of eternal suffering, 
you cannot surely fail tn see thkt he has in 
him the deadly germ of an unrighteoosness 
which, when all restraints are removed, 
(hope, and fear, and reputation, and the 
rest,—end all the fostering Influences of ■ 
çUeiste et perpétuel dn present sod nctivci

in the world to come !
But again, and closely connected with 

this, the representation I have submitted is 
calculated to impress on us all the necessity 
ol an infinitely severer scrutiny of the real 
bias of our own nature than we are habitu­
ated, or the world (a sharer in our corrup­
tion) ever prompts us, to make. The ques­
tion, as I have exhibited it, will not be 
what I am, but what I am formed to become; 
not, what gross evil, with ill the weight of 
social restraints (like that of the atmo«phere, 
unfelt because universal) pressing me on all 
sides, I actually escape; but what, were 
these removed, and I alone with only my 
faith and fear of God to control me, I would 
overcome. In this view sudden temptation 
sometimes effects frightful disclosures. It 
is commonly said, that such temptations are 
eminently excusable, because temporary 
surprises, isolated facts, that have no in­
fluence on, and give little indication of, our 
average state. I doubt this position. More 
frequently are they disclosures of what has 
all along been our slate, lateut from lack of 
opportunity, but now suddenly starting into 
manifestation tho instant the appropriate 
occasion is offered. It is this that justi­
fies, 1 fear, to the full, those delineations of 
human corruption winch are so olten charg­
ed with exaggeration. The true test and 
estimate of man is not what lie does, bul 
what with his present principles he would 
do. "ThbCpetty corruption you dismiss a« 
venial is so far a preference of evil to good ; 
the deadliest sin is no more. But take this 
petty corruption with you from (he world; 
bring it, and all your sell-forg'ven weak­
nesses, where they shall have scope to 
prove their real nature; and even as by the 
contemplation of God (as His inspired ser­
vants tell us) the blsssed “are changed into 
lhe same image, from glory to glory,”— 
“ like Him, because seeing "Him as He is," 
—so, doubtless, by the presence, and the 
contact, and the fellowship of evil, the 
wretched, irresolute disciple, not wholly- 
saved, and therefore wholly lost, rapidly in 
that dread abode darkens into the likeness 
he contemplates, loses each faint fading ray 
of good, — assimilated at length and ab­
sorbed into the hopeless, hearties* misery 
that surrounds him for evermore.

And here let me close a tlieme which no 
man can approach without reluctance or 
leave without relief. But those terrors 
which the great Physician amid ail His ten­
derness deemed needful for the treatment 
of our disease, let us. His Ministers, beware 
how we dis’guise ; let those who bear, with 
salutary awe receive. And as be who deli­
vers these truths is, after all, himself, quite 
a* much as others, a bearer of his own mes­
sage, so must he feel and acknowledge a 
deep peril, lest, in the very act of investi­
gating and methodizing such truths, he be­
come too familiar for reverence, and lose in 
the exercises of the understanding some 
degree of that holy fear which they who, 
without reasoning, retain, are happier far 
than mere reasoning could ever make them. 
And therefore, whatever be the late of 
human speculations on this tremendous topic, 
lie it ours to cultivate the simplicity of faith 
which is independent of them. Even though 
in its vastneas and mystery it continue to 
rebuke our feeble reason, tot it stand in the 
naked simplicity of fact,—a thuth great, 
and terrible, aud certain ; planted deep in 
the nature of God’s attributes, and there­
fore unfathomable as all things nre that are 
of Him, but wilfal addressing itself to the 
simplest and strongest ieelings of man, his 
diead of pain, his horror of shame, and 
misery, and death ; meeting him at every 
turn to evil, and casting a fearful shadow 
across those pleasures that are not of God, 
and those glories where G oil’s glory is for­
gotten ; meeting you, my younger brethren, 
at the first fatal steps upon that course 
which ends in the abyss of woe it denounces, 
and warning you at once to flee the bondage 
of seductions which grow as they are obeyed, 
and strengthen with every victory ; warning 
you that all the temporal results of sin—the 
shame of detection, the loss of reputation, 
the roin of prospects, the destruction of 
health, the early grave—att-tfrelmt shadows 
of the overwhelming penalty it brings, when 
the mercy which still 1 restrains to these 
limits the fulness of Divine vengeance shall 
have ceased ; and the sin and the punish­
ment which are now but temporary, passing 
together into the world of eternity, and still 
as ever bound in inseparable links, shall 
become themselves alike eternal I

How to Spend the Sabbath,
1. Rise early. God requires one-seventh

He is a foolish man who 
sows bis seed before he breaks up the soil. 
You are more foolish if you expect a bless­
ing without asking for it, or preparing your 
heart to receive it. If a blessing is not 
worth asking for, do not complain if it is not 
bestowed.

4. Do not indulge in secular conversation. 
To spend the interval between the services 

g>( the sanctuary in talking about business, or
pleasure, or politics, is not remembering the 
Sabbath-day to keep it holy. If you spend 
your intermission in this manner, you must 
not wonder if in the afternoon you feel 
sleepy, and the preacher seems dull.

5. Banish worldly thoughts. You must 
not on the Sabbath “ think your own 
thoughts." If your thoughts are allowed to 
wander unrestrained over the business of 
the past week, or the plans for the week to 
come, you will suffer for it. God will leave 
you in darkness, your love will be cold, your 
prayers formal, and you will be disqualified 
to engage profitably in the services of the 
sanctuary.

G. Do not criticise the performance of 
your minister. If be has preached a poor 
sermon, make the best of it : if a good one, 
be thankful and improve it Your praise or 
censure can do no good either to him or 
yourself, but may do hurt to both. You 
will profit far. more by praying over the 
sermon, and applying it to yourself, than by 
criticising iL

7. Spend every Sabbath as though it 
were your last. Y’our last Sabbath will 
soon come. Perhaps the next will be your 
last. Spend it then as you will wish you 
bad done, when you will review it millions 
of ages hence. If you knew it would be, 
yob would he much in prayer, you would 
banish worldly thoughts and conversation, 
you would read the Bible, you would medi­
tate much on divine things, and examine 
the foundation of your hope for eternity. 
Do this, and your Sabbath will not be spent 
in vain.

I)o you ask with a recent writer, does 
God require me to believe he sanctifies me 
wholly at some particular time, and promise 
that when I so believe he will do it ? If so. 
where? Hear the answer from Mr. Wes­
ley > But what is that faith by which we 
are sanctified, saved from sin, and perfected 
in love ? It is a divine evidence and con­
viction that he is able to do it now. And 
why not? Is not a moment to him the 
same as a thousand years? He cannot want 
more to accomplish what is his will. And 
he cannot want, or-stay for any more worthi­
ness or fitness in the person he is pleased to 
honor. We may boldly say, at any point,
• Now is the day of Salvation.’ ‘ To-day, 
if ye wilt hear his voice, harden not your 
hearts.’ ‘ Behold all things are now ready, 
come in unto the marriage.’

To this confidence that God is both able 
and willing to sanctify us now tfiere need* 
to lie added yet one thing more, a divine 
evidence and conviction that he doeth it. 
In that hour it is done. God says to the 
inmost soul, « According to thy faith bo it 
done unto thee.’ Then the soul is pure from 
every spot of sin : it i* flean from all un­
righteousness.’
In the work of Conversion and entire Sanc­

tification wrought Simultaneously.
Do you ask whether tiie work of regener­

ation and the work of entire sanctification 
are not simultaneously wrought in the heart ? 
Mr. Wesley will answer iu Lis sermon on 
the 1 Scripture Way of Salvation.’

‘ Hence may appear the extreme mischie- 
vousnesness of the seemingly innocent opin­
ion, that there is no sin iu a believer ; that 
all sin is destroyed, root and branch, the 
moment a man is justified. Alio Vol. i, p, 
405: The new birth is not the seme with 
sanctification. This is a part of sanclilica- 
tiun, not the whole ; it is the gate to it, the 
entrance into it-’ Again he says, Vol. Hi, 
p, loi : He differs from some of the clergy 
of the Church of England, because ‘ they 
speak of justification either as the same 
thing with sanctification, or ,a* something 
consequent upon it. I believe justification 
to he wholly distinct from sanctification, and 
necessarily antecedent to it.’
How soon after Conversion may entire Sanc­

tification be attained ?
Do you, then, on being assured that you 

are not wholly sanctified at the moment of 
conversion, ask how soon you may expect to 
have that work wrought ? Mr. Wesley an­
swers :—

•Now, with God one day as a thousand 
years. It plainly follows that the quantity 
of time is nothing to him. Centuries, years, 
months, weeks, days, hours and minutes are 
exactly the same. Consequently he can as 
well sanctify in a day after we are justified 
as in a hundred years. Accordingly we see 
in fact there is no difference, that some of 
the most unquestionable witnesses of aancti- 
lying grace were sanctified within a few 
days after they were justified.’ He, as was 
his custom, illustrates his views by various 
experiences, and says : ‘ 1 spoke to these 
forty in all, one-by-one. Some of these 
said they received the blessing ten days, 
some seven : some four : some three days 
after they found peace with God, and two 
of them the next day. What marvel, since 
one day with God is as a thousand years. 
May holiness of heart be received by one act 

of Faith f
Do you say that you cannot conceive bow 

the soul can be wholly sanctified instantane­
ously, and by one act pf faith? Hear Mr. 
Wesley’s views on the subject ‘ Not trust­
ing to the testimony of others, 1 carefully 
examined the most of these myself, and in 
London alone found six hundred-and-fifty-

Religion hears 
mat God will be inquired of by all, thank­
fully bends the knee, touches the golden 
scqptre, and bears away the blessing." An 
apology for prayer is neither needed er at­
tempted here, as we write for those who 
admit its adaptation to man’s utter depen­
dency, and perhaps who pray themselves. 
We ask no other reason for calling upon the 
name of the Lord than the single command 
of our great Prophet : “ But thou, when 
thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when 
thou hast shut tby door, pray to thy Father 
which is in secret; and thy Father, which 
seeth in secret, shall reward thee openly." 
This is our authority, our argument, tor pri. 
vale prayer; sitting, as it does, like a jewel 
on the bosom of that all-perfect book of 
divinity, the Swoon on the Mount.

Either they did not speak ot 
perfection at all, (the peculiar doctrine com­
mitted to our trust,) or they spoke of it only 
in general terms, without urging believers 
to go on to perfection, and to expect it ever) 
moment. Aud where this is not earned,y 
done, tho work of God does not prosper.’
• 1 examined the society, and was surprised 
to find fifty members fewer in it than I left in ; 

One reason is, Christian 
perfection has been little insisted ol ; and 
where ibis is not done, be the preachers 
ever so eloquent, there ie but little increase 
either in the number or grace of the hearers.

•* London, Nov. 2C;h, 1790.
Dear Adam,—The account )ou send 

me of the continuance of the groat work oi 
God in Jersey, gives me great satisfaction. 
To retain the grace of God is much more 
than to gain it ; hardly one in three does 
this. And this should be strongly and ex­
plicitly urged on all who have tasted of per­
fect love. If you can prove that any of our 
preachers or leaders, directly or indirectly, 
speak against it, let him be a preacher or 
leader no longer. I doubt whether he 
should continue in the society. Because 
be that could speak thus in our congre­
gations cannot be an honest man.

There are thousands ol religious books 
published in our limes, in which there is 
everything except tho cross. They are lull 
ol direciions about sacraments and praises of 
the church. They abound in exhortations 
about holy living, and rules lor the attain­
ment of perfection. They havo plenty of 
loins and crosses both inside and outside.— 
But the real cross of Christ is lett out. The 
Saviour and his dying love are either not 
mentioned, or mentioned in an unscrtptural 
way. And hence they are Worse than use­
less. Reader beware of such books. They 
are not apostolical. They would never have 
oute-lied Paul.

Reader, Si. Paul gloried in nothing but 
the cross. Strive to be like him. Set Jesus 
crucified lully before the eyes ol our soul. 
Listen not to any teachings which would in­

Qther religions, after they exist for a cen­
tury or two,give signs of inanition and feeble­
ness ; the frailty of age is upon them ; 
whereas the strength of Christianity grows 
with its years; it is not subject to the*wast­
ing influence of time ; age brings with it no 
feebleness ; centuries, aye, centuries of centu­
ries, write no wrinkles oil its brow. It is 
eighteen hundred years old, and tho dew of 
its youth is still upvu it.

The chair was fi led by Dr. Avery, who is a 
fast friend of Christian and benevolent mstiiu- 
tiens. He introduced the lecturer with a lew 
prefatory remarks, in which he espressed his 
gratification in witnessing so large * proportion 
of the male sex assembled.—(remembering pro 
bably that the gentlemen formed a comparatively 
small portion of the audience on a previous 
evening, when the subject was of a more exclu 
live character )

The lecturer commenced by an allusion to the 
difficulties which exist io defining the precise 
time in which the Patriarch Jjb lived, stating 
that it bad been among commentators a subject 
of much controversy. Some, indeed, doubted 
tbs genuineness of tbe book of Job, whether it 
were written by him ; sod others doubled if 
•uch a person ever existed, and wbe.iwr the 
book is not an allegory written to exhibit an 
example of pi'ience and resignation under ci. 
cuinstances of severe sffl.clioo and adversity.— 
He referred to the uncertainty of traditional 
evidence in general, and ascribed a preference 
to wiiiteu records ; and inch latter evidence we 
have of the gecuineness and authenticity of tbe 
book of Job.

That Job really lived, we have tbe inspired 
testimony of other sacred writers, as ot the pro­
phet Ezekiel in the Old Testament, and of tbe 
apostle dimes in tbe New, both of whom refer 
distinctly to him. It is exceedingly difficult to 
ascertain with any certainty from collateral evi­
dence minute particulars concerning either » 
writer or his work, in a remote period of anti 
quity, both being shrouded in mystery. No less 
than seven cities claimed the honor of being the 
birth-place of the poet Homer; and it is not 
Surprising if the authorship ol the book of Job 
has been assigned to Moses or Solomon, or tbe 
subject be encompassed with obicurity, as tbe 
book has evident marks of higher antiquity than 
tbe oldest uninspired book which is known to 
exist

ll the author is not known, one thing is cer­
tain,—the writing was known to exist hundreds 
of years before the birth of Christ.

Two events mutt have transpired before Job 
lived and wrote—the Deluge end tbe Disper­
sion. As to his genealogy, be may be supposed 
to have lived in patriarchal times; —judging 
from his age et tbe time ot his death, and com­
paring it with tbe average duration ot human 
life in diflerant ages of the world, be must have 
lived between the times of Peleg and Tenth, and 
consequently before the birth of Abraham. (Tbe 
lecturer herein produced a’ strong corroborative 
evidence of the probable period in which the 
Patriarch lived, aa we find that the periods ol 
human Ufa diminish in regular succession from 
antediluvian time* to the Christian era) Tbe 
book of Job bears strong internal marks of hav­
ing bran written et tbe close of the period ju.t 
cited;—its style simple sod forcible—its Ian- 
gu.ge unique—sentiments lull of majesty—its 
subjiofa sublime—its references to surrounding

char, ct >r of Job’s friends — bis position as a 
prince among bis family—the description of snr- 
rounding tribes, (as the Idumea ns who carried <fl 
bis cattle ) —the religion, science .end manner of 
life as portrayed io that interesting book, would 
seem srongly to identify it with tbe times of tbe 
Patriarchs.

As to it# mannert and customs,—no barbarism 
but a primitive simplicity,—without servility, yet 
cberUbing » due respect towards superiors, p in 
tbe case of Elibo whs waited aa it is said “ till 
Job and bis friends bad spoken, because they 
Were elder than be,"— lAeir domestic habile; tliej 
possessed the conveniences and even tbe luxnr 
iej of life,—their commerce ; evident lycoo versant 
with commercial transaction, as we find distinct 
allu.ion le the scales or balances. They prac- 
"tiled the acts* of tpinning and wearing, and in­
deed must have been somewhat skilful in theie 
handiworks, as we read of Joseph’s cost of many 
Colors, and Rebecca's v.iL Their mode of tra­
velling was similar to that we read of as common 

-le that period. They travelled in large companies, 
as we find in the tih chapter an allusion fo tbe 
arrival of the caravans. They were conversant 
with tbe use of mêlait, and with mining opera 
liant, as may be inferred from that strikingly 
beautiful and graphic description in the !8tb 
chapter; and from tbe nature of tbe gifts present­
ed to Jib in tbe return of bis prosperity. They 
were conversent with tbe usual model of war fore; 
at there it mention made ol tbe swoid, tbe shield 
and the buckler, and also the mode of attack and 
defence of towns. They bad muticol initru- 
ments, si we read of I be timbrel, tbe harp, and 
tbe organ. They practised hunting end tporting 
They were vtvsed in many ot tbe fine iris. 
They understood the science of navigation, and 
it is thought from a passage of remarkable im- 
port in the book of Job, that they under­
stood tbe cardinal points. — There is pre­
sented in ibis wonderful book, a sublime 
description of tbe character and attributrs 
of the Divine Creator, and his wisdom and 
powsr, as displayed in bis works. Job must also 
have had a distinct idea of the resurrection ol 
tbe body, and of a future state, as he breaks 
forth in that beautiful exclamation. “ 1 know 
that 07 Redeemer livetb," The revertno 
gentlemen here stated tbit be Wt at first in­
tended to let tbe foregoing suffice, as a general 
outline of tbe merits of this inspired book ; but 
be was induced to make a further research for 
its hidden beauties.

THE SABBATH SCHOOL.

Mb. Editor,—Among those instrument- 
•lilies which are in operation for the evan­
gelization of the world, Sabbath School In­
stitutions bold a distinguished place. In a 
visible manner has tbe broad seal of appro­
bation been placed upon them by tbe Great 
Head of the Church, in tbeir being so sig­
nally blessed, and so highly honored, by that 
abundant success with which they bare been 
crowned. It is impossible to estimate the influ­
ence which, immediately and mediately, they 
have exerted, and must continue to exert, up­
on the world’s destinies ; or bow far they have 
contributed to the honor of the Redeemer, 
and to the spread of bis Redemption glory.

Contemplating the Sabbath School a.- 
merely designed to develop,rand expand the 
intellectual powers of the youthful mind, it 
is worthy of the practical attention of all 
who are interested in the welfare of the ris­
ing generation, or who claim any share of 
patriotic or philanthropic feeling. Num­
bers have become ornaments to society, 
many have become eminent in different de­
partments of worldly distinction,—and some 
have reached an elevation to which tuns of 
Oaford and Cambridge might look up with 
respect,—who, infia Sabbath School first re­
ceived that impulse which has urged them 
on through an active and honorable career ; 
and whose brilliant powers and noble capa­
city of mind might have remained latent 
and unknown, but for tbe advantages there 
enjoyed.

But considered as a system designed to in­
culcate those truths which are able to make 
wise unto salvation—to instil that know­
ledge into the mind, which neither time nor 
circumstances can erase or obliterate—ip 
bring the child under the sanctifying influ­
ences of Divine grace, and to prepare its 
deathless spirit for a glorious iiumuiiahly, 
the Sabbath School a.-sumes a still higher
importance—is invested with still greater in­
terest, and more fully claims the support ol 
every one whose heart has been influenced by 

idolatry exactly corresponding to that age— the- the everlasting love of tbe Redeemer, or
who is desirous to promote tbe glory of God 
m the salvation ot souls.

As a field of usefulness, tbe Sabbath 
School is admirably adapted to bring into 
exercise, and to afford ample tcopè lor the 
raried abilities of those members of the 
Church, who may be able to devote their 
lime End talents to a work of so vast im­
portance. To those who refuse to render 
1 hat assistance, which is plainly their duty,
1 he subject is one demanding solemn and 
prayerful consideration. It may he, that in 
the School connected with tbe Church of 
which you are a member, there is a lack of 
teachers—instances are not wanting. You 
have been pressed to juin the ranks—tbe 
heart of the superintendant almost bleeds to 
-hink of classes neglected—yet you make no 
practical response to a call so loud. Where­
in do you exemplify that mind which was in 
Christ—where is that burning love and Self- 
sacrificing charity, by which you profess to 
he influenced ? W hen tbe reckoning day 
comes : will the Master say, well done, tbou 
bast been faithful in a few things ? Will 
tbe Lord bold him guiltless, who refuses to 
obey the plain command : Go work in my 
vineyard ?

The Sabbath School bas been called tbe 
nursery of the Church. As such it demands 
diligent and careful oversight, and all tbe 
pastoral attention which can possibly be be- 
lowed. Then those early instructed in tbe 

Holy Scriptures, early taught the story of 
be cross, and the love of Jesus, may rise up 

to become ornaments and pillars in the 
Church. It is here, the ranks of God’s Sa­
cramental host receive tbeir finest recruits. 
Looking along the front ranks of this mili­
tant army—unrolling the list of its titled 
warriort—numbering those who “ bend tbe 
bow of steel,” and “speak with the enemy 
in the gate,”—we find a large proportion 

ere from tbe Sabbath School, and whose 
minds there received an impress, ever re­
tained in alter life.

In connection with the Wesleyan Church 
in Fredericton, we have a decidedly superioi 
School ; probably unsurpassed in tbe British 
Provinces. Tbe number of scholars is up­
wards of three hundred. Many of the 
classes are, at present, composed of intelli­
gent youth, and possessing such an amount 
of Bihlicsl knowledge as to make the Tea­
cher feel he has need of all bis preparation, 
information, and tact, to clear up the knotty 
points, and puzzling questions which may 
be proposed for consideration and discussion 
during tbe course of the lesson. Altogether 
the condition of the School is such as to in­
spire the most hopeful feelings with respect 
to tbe future Method ism of this city,—is 
such as to reflect the highest credit on those 
who take the management, and who spare 
neither labor nor expense to make it effec­
tive. Those, who, with untiring zeal, are 
toiling on, week after week, in this work of 
faith and labor of love, bave abundant proof, 
that their efforts are not in vain in the 
Lord ; nor need they fear as they still "go 
forth weeping, bearing precious seed,” wbat-

yet treated in such a manner as to make 
even the less advanced classes feel that they 
are addressed, and that it is intended they 
should understand. A number of dia'ozues, 
published by the British and Foreign B.ble 
Society, have been obtained for the purpose 
of illustration, and will aid in giving a more 
intelligent and impressive knowledge, of the 
suhj-ct to the youthful audience. The open­
ing lecture has been given by the Hon. Judge 
W il mot, who has the management of the 
School : Subject—“ The Rose'ta Stone”— 
showing its importance as the key to those 
hieroglyphics! inscriptions, in which the na­
tional records of some of the greatest em­
pires of the world were made—tbe wii-dom 
of God in causing so many “ stone books” to 
be written—their importance in confirming 
the historical and prophetical parts of the 
Bible—the strong probability that those 
mystic inscriptions in the wilderness ol 
Sinai, written with an iron pen, and engraven 
on the tablet of the rock, would yet tell ot 
Israelitisb wanderings, and would prove a 
memorial ot God’s dealings with His people, 
during their long sojsu n in that desert land 
—the wonderful manner in which the evi­
dences of Christianity are accumulating dur­
ing this age of progress and ecu mille disco­
veries—tbe massive and magnificent ruins 
of long-lost cities qntombed from their 
mighty sepulchre, to prove the truth of tbe 
spirit-inspired volume, to confute tbe sceptic, 
and to confound the scoffer.

The Rev. Mr. Brewster is appointed to 
give the next Lecture, on tbe •• Manuscript 
Ages,” and which wilt, I have no doubt, 
prove interesting and instructive,

But though the Sabbath School is doing 
a noble work, and though every effort is 
made to give it greater efficiency, yet it is 
evident, that at present, with re«pect to the 
young men—for it does not apply to the 
female part—the number in Church-com­
munion does not bear nearly an < quel propor­
tion to the number trained in the school.— 
This may partly be accou-tcd for by the 
many removals to ohtr p'ncea ; ?nd the se­
ducing and depraving influence-», to which 
in this city they are expo.-ed, when about 
the age at which they generally leave the 
school. This subject lias lately occupied 
the serious attentions and pruyetful deliber­
ation of the Pastor and leading members of 
the church. As best adapted 10 supply the 
desideratum, a “ Young Men’s Bible C.ass” 
has been organized : to its interests, Mr. 
Brewster will devote one evening each 
week. Upwards of forty have joined tbe 
class, and. already it gives promise of suc­
cessful results.

Oue case is of more than ordinary inter­
est. A young man educated in the Roman 
Catholic Faith, has come Io reek instruction. 
He was Irom early life serious, conscien­
tious, and careful tu attend religious duties, 
strict in the observance of sacnimenfs, pen­
ances, and other foolish and wicked mummer­
ies which disgrace the worship of a corrupt 
church. Having obrained access to a Bible, 
his mind was disturbed, by learning the ab­
solute manner in which Idolatry is forbid 
den, so that when making the required ado­
rations to the pictures, cros.-es, lighted cau­
dles, etc., the command was uppermost in 
bis mind : “ Thou shall not bow down to 
them nor worship them.” His position was 
more painful as be ’kai one of those boys 
who wait at the altar. Being determined 
to know the certainty of the things where­
in he had been instructed,” and having ob 
tamed that excellent book “ D Aubtgne's 
History of tbe Reformation,” he read i s 
contents with eagerness and avidity. Hit 
parents were disturbed, and look the book 
to the Priest to have h:s opinion respecting 
if. With that Catholicity which is rbarac 
teriatic of what has been called the “ Holy 
Catholic Church," influenced by the lame 
spirit which has so often led that Church to 
seal up the fount of useful knowledge, to 
cripple tbe noblest energies of the unfolding 
mind, to inscribe upon her ” high places," 
on her temples, on her altars, on her varied 
institutions, ” Ignorance is the mother of 
devotion''—he consigned the volume to the 
fl tines, and advised the parents to send 
a » ay their son from under the paternal 
roof, lest he should bring them into disgrace, 
by his heretical opinions, Th's unnatural 
advice was attended to, and tbe young man 
was obliged to leave the home of his child­
hood.

After coming to this city, being informed 
that Mr. Brewster was in-trueting young 
men in B blical and Theological knowledge, 
be at once sought admittance. A Bible 
was presented to him, which he prizes 
very highly. His account is : '• I rend the 
Bibb with care, and with earnest prayer, 
that the Holy Spirit may teach me and 
guide me into all truth. I love Jrsus, he 
has given me strength to confess his name, 
and I wish to consecrate myself to His ser­
vice.”

1 might add, in conclusion, that a Bible 
class tor Young Ladies has been formed, 
is num-rously attended, and is likely to 
produce good results.

My earnest prayer for these, and all other 
instrumentalities which may be employed, 
is, that they may be crowned with abundant 
success, and that as a church we may be 
favored with •-showers of blessings," while 
to the Head of the chorch we would as­
cribe the praise. “ Blessed be the Lord 
God, the God ol Israel, and blessed be His 
glorious name for ever ; and let the whole 
earth be filled with His glory.

spoke to others of her regularity at elasa, 
her rich experience, and ber ferrent prayers.

Site was kleo greatly attached to tbe 
Sabbalh-schooi. in which she laboured for 
a number of years. Tbe souls of the chil­
dren lay very near her heart. Often ha* 
she pleaded with them until every girl has 
been in tears, and prayed with them apart 
from the school until some have cried for 
mercy. On returning from these labours 
she has retired to her room, and on her 
knees has wept before God in behalf of the 
souls committed to her care. Several of 
those young persons are now consistent 
members of our Society, and teachers in 
the tame school.

Her constitution was consumptive, and 
she was seldom free from pain ; yet this 
has rarely kept her from her missions of 
mercy and labours of love. However, in 
December, 1854, she was compelled by 
increased suffering to relinquish her delight­
ful work ; and even then she urged her 
scholars, in writing, to give their hearts to 
God. For nine months her suffering* were 
of the most painful nature ; Vjl uer patience 
was vety remarkable. Never ha* she been 
heard to murmur, but hat often repeated 
that touching stanza,—

“ should plains sSekMM woMt away 
By 'll* le prenwtur* dotty,
My foun-r. Mill I'I *n»o to my,

•1117 wilt ho do*!'"
During her affliction the was seldom able 

to speak, or be spoken to ; but as her end 
drew near, a change enabled her to converse 
rather freely, and tbe often spoke of her 
love to the Saviour, and her desire to be 
with him. She desired us to pray for her 
removal ; but afterwards, fearing this to be 
sinful, she prayed for patience to suffer all 
tbe Divine will, and said, with much feel­
ing, “ He ii too good to be unkind." She 
was sometimes furiously assaulted by Satan, 
but a few Lours before she died she seemed 
in ecstasies, praising the Lord. u Oh !" she 
said, “ help me to praise Him—I will shout 
bis prai*e when I gat home;" and then 
shouted as loud as possible, “ Hallelujah ! * 
Her friends were weeping around her bed ; 
while with her remaining strength tbe sang 
with much fervour :

“ Here we nufftt jrrief and pals ;
Heie we m et eo part «yua ;
In Heaven we pett no more.

O. thwt will be Jo* fat,
Joyfu',joyful, joylnl!
When «• meet to part no more.**

Her desire for death tcernei to increase, 
and she frequently asked, "Ii this deathf— 
Shall 1 be lung? I do want to go. What 
is it keeps me back ? Oh ! that I could go 
just now !” Again she prayed. “ Come, 
Lord Jesus, come quickly !" "Now, now 
Lord lettest thou thy servant depart in 
pence, for mine eye» have seen thy salva­
tion.” “I hiu going," she said ; "the gates 
are opening! Lord Jesus, receive my spi­
rit ” And soon after her eager soul escaped 
10 the realms of bliss, and her emaciated 
body fell quietly without a groan or strug- 
g e into the arms of death, September 11th, 
1855, aged 27 years.

Thus passed away this bright Christian 
orb;—alter blessing sll around by her beams 
her sun went down while it was yet day. 
— but it was a glorious sunset. And though 
she has left her friends, tbe school, and 
church, in gloom and sadness, yet we rejoice 
that she is new shining in the kingdom of 
her Father. The Church paid an unusual 
tribute to her memory ; and in three of our 
chapels funeral sermons were preached— 
one from our appropriate motto, by her faith 
ful friend, J. WlNTBNBOTHAX.

Miss Ball, tbe sulject of the following 
britf memoir, was born in the month ol 
May, 1629. She was favoured with en 
early training which led her regularly to 
attend the house of God, and at tbe age of 
seventeen tbe became deeply convinced of 
sin and her need of pardon. This she ear­
nestly sought with prayers and tear», until 
she “ rejoiced in a sin-pardoning God," and 
immediately became a member of the Wes­
leyan Society. She soon exhibited proofs 
of her conversion by a consistent and useful 
career; and during the writer’s long and 
intimate acquaintance with her, be beheld 
many examples of piety worthy of notice. 
Her disposition was that of practical sym­
pathy for every sufferer, and genuine affec­
tion for all she knew. Often bas she sought 
the habitations of the poor and the cham­
bers of the sick, to admini«ter relief and 
comfort.

e Mr Dear Sir, — 1 have to request the 
earliest insertion in a prominent part of your 
columns, of the following communication 
from tbe Honorable J. J. Rogbrsox, on the 
mournfully interesting subject of the last 
illness and death of the estimable Chesley.

Amid the deep sorrows end sympathies 
which this loudly monitory event has awak­
ened in the hearts of thousands,—thanks be 
unto God, the sepulchre which has closed 
over the hallowed dust of our deceased 
Brother, is moistened wuh no tears of 
bopeleu anguish. A voice from Heaven

Protestantism its Italy—Retrospective View nf
its History—The Wald entes—Their Constitu
linn and present State—The Revolution vf

When tbe great reformation of the siateenth 

century arose, and swept like a tornado over all 
Europe shaking tbe papal empire to ity very 
foundation, tbe Italians did not remain indifler- 
ent Many of them joined with enthusiasm this 
greatest ecclesiastical movement since the foun 
dation of tbe Christian Church, and miny dour 
■riling Protestant congregation sprang np.

It ne- ded all tbe terror* of tbe Inquisition to 
quench the new spirit. In Italy, however tbe 
cruelties ol Rome proved successful, and toward, 
the end of the sixtaan'.’i century Italian Protea 
tanlism was extinct.

One branch only survived, tbe Waldenies, in 
Piedmont. Every true Protestant cherishes tbe 
name of these heroic sufferers lor evangelical 
Christianity. They existed Ic na before German 
ProtestAn-ism was born, and as they out-lived all 
other anti papal movements in tbe Catholic 
Church of the middle ages, they maintaiued 
themselves when Protestantism was crushed out 
in tbe rest of Italy. Tbeir history before tbe 
sixteenth centu-y, is not yet wholly cleared up; 
many works (e. g., tbe be-t work on tbeir history 
by Prof. Herzog, of Erlangen, •* Tbe Romanic 
Waldenses," Halle, 1858) deny that they were 
at that time, Protestants in the modern sense ol 
the word. But, at ill events, they were faithful 
and steadfast opposera of Romanism, which, ever 
since 1184, when they were excommunicated by 
Pope Lucius III., persecuted them most era 
elly. In 1532. on tbe Synod of Agrogna, they 
declared themselves openly as Protestants Tbe 
papal governments under which they had tbe 
misfortune to live, did not weary in efforts tc> 
gain them over to tbe Church of Borne. Bo' 
their fidelity to the principle* of Protestantism, 
that is, to tbe principles o( the Gospel was uncon­
querable. Tbe ^persecutions occasioned, several 
times, a large emigration, and in tbe Kingdom of 
Wirtemberg scree emigrated colonies ol WaV 
dense* hive maintained ih easel re* up to tbe. 
present day. But the stock of the people re­
mained in its old borne, the three recluse valleys. 
Luseroa, Perosa, and San Martino, about sis 
(geographical) miles from Tarin. Formerly 
these valleys were exclusively inhabited by 
Waldenses ; at present, however, soma two I bou­
sed Roman Catholics have settled io their 
midst. Sioee the time of Cromwell they have 
received pecuniary aid from tbe English govern­
ment. Napoleon favored them, but after the 
restoration of 1815, they were thrown back un­
der tbeir former oppressions. Finally, on Feb­
ruary 17th, 1848, they obtained, by a decree of 
Sardinia, religious liberty, and equal civil and 
political righ's with tbe Catholic population.— 
Our late letters in this paper Irom July, give a 
sketch ol their emancipation.

Tbeir consuluttoo resembles mueh that of the 
Reformed Church ot Vromoo. la 1*48 tbere 
were «iteen parisbeo, each having one minwter. 
Tbe pesters with two laymen from every con 
gregitlon, who, however, cast only so equal rots 
with 1 be ministers, form ■ synod which regular­
ly *30venes every fifth year, with occasionally 
an extraordinary session. Every parish has a 
consistory, composed of tbe clergymen, one elder, 
and one deacon, the lat'er of whom, has the care 
of the poor. Over those local consistories is 
placed a supreme consistory, which they call 
Za Table, consisting of three clergymen and two 
layman.

Since 1848 the Waldenses have made great 
pregresr. Tbeir Synod ol 1855 was attended 
by thirty-six numbers, and tbe official repott, 
published in Turin, (“ Precis Historique du 
Synods de CEglise Evangtliijut Vaudoise,") 
shows the Church to be io a very flourishing 
condition. Tbe) have extended tbenuelves tar 
beyond tbeir three valleys, having new ceonre- 
gat iocs in Turia, Genoa, Nixao, Chambéry, 
Novara, and, in general, in all tbe large town* 
of the kingdom. Even among the country pro 
pie tbeir doctrines are spreading, and a number 
of rural congregations have been formed. Tbe 
proceedings of the Synod of 1855 mention in 
terming items of Church extension. In Pi;ne- 
rol tbeir congregstiont has commenced witbou 
foreign aid, to build a new church. In Tarin 
the liberal loan of » benefactor has enabled tbe 
congregation to build a new bouse on tbe donor's 
grounds. In Genoa tbe site for » new ehunh 
has already been purchased, end n building baa 
been commenced ; and in Niasa preparations 
have been made for laying the foundations of 
Chapel. The present number of the Waldenses 
is estimated at shoot 80,000.

Tbe political movements of 1847 and 1848 
had, in Italy, as in other countries of Europe, 
more a political thin religious character The 
leaders of the revolution aid no great sympathy 
with tbe core of Brangehcai Protestantwm- 
Yet all of them were sincere advocates ot religi­
ous liberty, and strenuous opposer* of toe eecle-

It is not so much ibat the tevenue pro­
duces small return»,—tbeseare, perhaps, as touch 
es might be expected on the opening of a new 
line ; but, that me expetses bear such an euor- 
mou« proportion to the receipts, as to leave very 
lilile clear gain. According to tbe icport. just 
mentioned, the total receipts, for the year eod- 
intpMh June, 1856, have been £295.000, while 
the working tapeuses for tbe same period 
amount to £v70 000.—an enormoo* sum indeed, 
and one calculated to excite to tbe gravest ap­
prehensions. On an ordinary well managed line 
the woikmg expenses seldom rise above fitly or 
at most sixty per cent ; these however swell up to 
beyond ninety pci cent ; and present very nearly 
the appearance of a business whose whole profit 
is swallowed up by its expense* Out of £295,- 
000 received only £25,000 ia available to pey 
interest end dividend. It is evident that this 
cannot be suffered to continue, for it it does this 
magnificent railway will remain for ever a bur­
den upon tbe Piovincce which, is now interest­
ed :o the extent of nearly £3,500 000,—three 
millions five hundred thousand pounds. This is 
the sum the people of Canada bave at stake in 
the enterprise, aud it will be at tbeir peril they 
neglect, or suffer tbeir repesentalives to negleqt 
to keep a watchful oversight of its affairs, 
Splendid ae is the line of railway, and unexam­
pled as are the benefits it may confer, these may 
be purtbatsed too dear, Tbe addition of » prac­
tical financier, Mr. Itidout, to tbe hoard of direc- 
tien aoguis well; and tbe next good step would 
be to separata the direction from connection 
with the Government, which, as its present 
iffims are distributed, cannot probably give at­
tention to it.

Curious Experiment in Botany-
In Sicily there grows a wild grass, which, 

when ri|ie at the end of summei, la gather­
ed by the peasantry, lied m bundles, aud 
sel on fire ; not however, to be consumed, 
out lor a mere scorching. The flame flies 
rapidly through the light husks and beard 
of tin plant, and leaves the seeds slightly 
ma ted, in which state they are eaten with 
considerable relish by numbers of the rural 
population What Hie Sicilians do with 
iheir grass might he done with oilier grasses, 
and ill oilier countries, were it not ihat the 
seeds generally are ton small to repay the 
trou be ol producing th-. in lur food, ll all 
were but a, large ns those ol the maize, or 
even wheat and barley, we should hear but 
hw complaints el dear bread.

Ileie was already a difference, best under­
stood when we remember that in its wild 
stale the Æjilops seldom grows higher than 
f'1’111 six to nine inches with curved stalks, 
bearing a small flat rudimentary ear con­
taining one or two grume. The stalks are 
extremely brittle, aud when luily ripe the 
ears turn black eud fall off like the leaves 
born a tree- lo ihese latter respects, M. 
Fibre’s crop of 1*31) retained ns original

bathe in a spring of any desired emperature, 
or plunge mio a cool lake and swim to Ihe 
region of a hot spring in the bottom, guid­
ed by the steam on the surface. In olher 
lands you step into msrblc palaces that are 
lined with precious stones, and find here­
ditary legislators making laws to keep the 
people in subjection ; heie you see a g-ass 
giown amphitheatre where an elective Con­
gress met and legislated in the open air 
for nearly a thousand years.

In 
other tsnds, coal sod wood fires enliven 
every hesrth, and mines o( iron, lead, cop­
per, silver, sod gold, reward the labor ol 
the delver ; but here, not • particle of coal, 
not one single mineral of value, and not 
one slick of wood larger lhan « walking 
oatiecan be found. Many of the mountains 
are clad in eternal snows, and some pour 
out rivers of fire several times every cen­
tury. But, though sterile the soil and 
scanty the productions, our knowledge ol 
the country must he limned it we consider 
it barren of historical facts and literary 
reminiscences. A country like this nearly 
as large as England, must possess few agri­
cultural and commercial resources, lo have 
at tins lime, nearly one thousand years alter 
its first settlement, a population of only 
sixty thousand souls. Yet the Icelanders, 
while laboring under great disadvantages, 
are more contented, moral, and religious, 
possess greater attachment lo country, are 
esa given lo crime and altercation, and show- 

greater hospitality and kindnevs to strang­
ers, lhan any olher people the sun shines 
upon. Their contentment and immunity 
trom crime and offence do not arise from 
sluggishness aud indolence of chancier, 
nor ate thev noted alone for iheir negative 
virtues. They possess a greater spirit pf 
historical research and literary wqeiry, heye
