ND INGANTRY
ATTACKS MADE

Situation East and West of
the Meuse is Un-
changed.

By Special Wire to the ¢'ourier.

Paris, March 10.—The text of the
announcement given out by the
French war office this afternoon reads
as follows:

“In the ‘Argonne district our artil-
lery has bombarded certain convoys
of the enemy moving along the road
from Mont Faiicon to Avocourt.

_“There has been no ‘change in the
sitnation to the west or to the east
of the River Meuse. The night pass-
éd withoyt the enemy making any in-
fantry ck against our positions.
The bombardment, however, has con-
tinued, both sides taking part along
our front. It has been violent on the
left and on the right banks of the
River Meuse and intermittent in the
Woevre district,

“In Alsace our batteries have de-
molished the German trenches at
Hill No. 425, which is the east of
Thann.

“The night passed quietly on.the
remainder cf the front.

“Dring the day of March 8, French
aviators showed themselves particul-
arly active. French airmen deliver-
ed a number of attacks, most of them
over the lines of the ememy. During
one of these engagements at Etiennes
fifteen German airmen were forced to
flee. Later ten of them were seen to
be descending vertically in the direct-
ion of their own lines.

“In addition to this, information
has been received that two German
aviators, one in .a Fokker machine,
have been overcome in. the Cham-
pagne district ‘and' three others van-
quished in the region of Verdun. The
machines of these five aviators came
to the ground within the German
lines.”

'PLACING THEIR

ilEnemy m Sacrifice
Countless Number of
Men to Win.

London, March 10—Col Reping-
ton, the military critic of the Times,

ing the fact that the Germans on the
western front are determined to se-
cure a great decision, and says that
the temporary relaxation and recrud-
escence of attacks represent
stages in the great adventure.

A delay in following up the first
advance is to be expected, he says,
owing to the mnecessity of moving
the great guns forward.

“The Germans are prepared to sac-
rifice men without counting, to win
success,” he says. “This is to them
the culminating offensive of the war,
but they are acting methodically and
not forgetting that it is to their big
guns that they owed their greatest
successes,

“It is the guns that are playing
the principle role now, and guns un-
commonly difficult to move, especial-
ly such very heavy guns and howit-
zers, in such weather as this, and in
view of the fact that the French
! steadily hold the dominating posi-
| tions and are quick to act on the
slightest sign of a move.

“The capture of Forges, Hill 265
and Fresnes are normal operations of
jadvance, They are undertaken to
deprive the French of useful points
lof support and to draw tighter tho
' chain around the main fortified posi-
tion.

“We must expect these isolated at-
tacks to extend to other regions un-
jtil all the German batteries are 1n
their second position and the signal
given for the resumption of the as-
sault. Then the whole front will
probably be attacked and the weight
| concentrated against the sector Or
sectors selected for the grand assault.

ONLY A BRIDGEHEAD

“It must not be forgotten that the
French position on the right bank of
the Meuse is not considered more
valuable in a military sense than any
other sector. It is an offensive posi-
tion from which, had it been the
present intention to advance, we
might have profited, but in view of
the great German offensive it is no-
thing but a great bridgehead which
helps us to break up the German ad-
vance and cause the enemy heavy
loss. It admirably fulfilled this pur-
pose and will continue to do so. The
price asked for it has not yet been
paid, and if the Germans want it
they must make a" higher bid, but
because public interest centres 07
Verdun for the moment it must not
be supposed that the French will sac-
rifice any vital interest to sentiment
or defend any particular position any
longer than it can usefully be de-
fended.

“Fortresses are dead and real
terest hinges. on preserving an un-
broken front, contesting every inch
of the ground, making the enemy pay
dearly for every yard he advances,
and continuing thg defence in suc-
cessive positions until the foe is ex-
hausted and our massed reserves cin
effectively intervene.”

German look-outs in advanced
posts are wearing new armor-coated
steel helmets, consisting of a head-
piece proper weighing slightly more
than two pounds, with a heavy de-
tachable steel plating which is very
thick and weighs over four pounds.
The total weight of the headpiece
thus is nearly seven pounds., The
helmet is entirely without” ornament
and is of a dull grey color.

PROVINCE TO TAX
FIRE INSURANCE

Action Taken to\Bring Non-
Licensed Companies Un-
der Control.

Toronto, March 10.—The Ontario
Government will impose a tax >f
one per cent. on all payments of fire
insurance losses in Ontario by .non
Ontario companies not licensed in the
province. What the amount of the new
tax will be cannot be even estimated
owing to the absence of any data as
to the amount of business done by
these companies in Ontario, but it

{is expected to be cotisiderable.

. The necessary legislation was laid
before the House just before adjourn-
ment yesterday by Hon. I. B. Lucas
asapartof an amending bill to the
Fire Marshals Act. The new tax,
while expected to be a real revenue
producer, was primarily designed to
equalize the conditions under which
Ontario companies are now compet-
ing with corporations whose head-
quarters are in ~the United States.
For a long time, and particularly
during the past few years, a numbezr
of the big New England fire insur-
ance companies have been coming
into the province and by cutting
rates have gathered in a large
amount of business. They have not
become licensed in Ontario and sub-
ject to the new heavy taxation, and
the difficulty of exercising control
over them has given them a distinct
advantage in getting business.

By placing a one per cent. tax on
claims paid in the province will make
them bear a. fair share of taxation,
since in order to get business in the
future they will have to reduce rates
to induce the person insuring to ac-
cept the possibility of shouldering the
tax.

An American company is now re-
ported to have made overtures for
the street car franchise, Several
months ago, an English and French
combination was bidding for the street
car privileges in Peking and at one
time it was reported to have enterec
into a contract with the government.
The minister of the interior, Chu
Chi-chien, who is acting director of
the Peking municipality, has called a
general meeting of officials for a dis-
cussion of the proposed street car
lines. The Chinese are eager for an
improved transportation system.

Peking has two railway stations
which are on the opposite sides of the
city, a distance of four miles apart.
This trip requires nearly an hour in
a rickshaw. In the days when times
was of little value to the Chinese,
suggestions concerning electric street
railways were ignored. But now time
has come to be more of a factor in
Chinese life, and there seems to be
little opposition to electric cars.

The summer palace, which is prob-
ably the greatest show place in the
vicinity of Peking, is about twelve
miles from the legation quarter, and
in the. vicinity of Tsing Hua College,
which is sustained by the Boxers’ in-
demnity funds remitted by the Am-
erican Governmgnt. These two
points of interest are much sought by
tourists and will probably be con-
nected up by electricity when the city
gets a street car system. The Ming
tombs the Nankou Pass on the Great
Wall, and scores-of other points of'm-
terest less than one hundred miles
from Peking, afford a great opportun-
ity for an electric inter-urban system.
Tien-tsin, the seaport for Peking, is
only eighty miles away.

SINPLE WAY OF
" SAVING MONEY

Investigation Shows Super-
fluity of Zinc Lining in
Shell Boxes.

Paris, March 10.—(Correspondence
of The Associated Press)—The Par-
liamentary Committee on Economy,
which has been investigating ways
and means of saving money in the
public service, tells in its latest report
how a member of the committee was
one day struck by the fact that all
the ammunition sent to the front was
packed in zinc-lined boxes. The atten-
tion of M. Thomas, minister of muni-
tions, was called to the fact, and ne
suggested that inquiries’ should be
made at the front. If the zinc was
superfluous it would be suppressed.

Two members of the committee ac-
cordingly followed a box of cartridges
from Vincennes up to the front
trenches, but failed to find out where
the zinc was necessary. They consult-
ed everybody enroute from generals
and colonels down to privates, .but
without result. At last the general
commanding the Fifth Army solved
the puzzle—the zinc was used, he said
merely because it had been used for
the last sixty years.

DEATH OF AN~
ARED SCHOLAR

Pioneer in Introducing
Western Civilization to Ja-
pan Passgs Away.

Tokio, March 10 (Corrcspondence
of tl}; Associated Press)—Baron Hir-
oyuki Kato, one of Japan’s greatest
scholars and one of the pioneers in
the introduction of Occidental civili-
zation into Japan, died on February
9, at the age of 81 years. For a long
time he was president of the Imperial
University here and was virtually the
founder of that institution, A philoso-
pher by nature and by attainment, Dr
Kato devoted himsclf to the intro-
duction of western philosophy into
Japan, being himself an advocate oi
the teachings of Darwin, He trans-
lated many volumes and was himself
the first Japanese to learn the German
language.
