never on the Sabbath. Not even in
where he once spent Faster
Sunday, was he tempted to witness the
‘impressive ceremuny ‘conducted by the
pope at St. Peter’s church, but went
quietly to the little Em'hh ‘church,

where he was one of a veéry few wor-
ahlpm, exphiniﬁg that e did  so be-
‘canise Yié thought when memibers of the

other foreign eities. they should be
moré than usually particular to recog-
(rize and nmmgsﬂeir ‘own torm of
faith. :
‘No matter where he happens to be on
Sunday—at gea, or at a German water-
ing place or camping on the plains or
in the country—he has always observed
the Sabbath in the strictest ‘manner;
and when theré is no Church of Eng-
land convenient or chaplain present he
reads prayers himself at the appointed
hour to as many of his companions as
are willing to join him in the service,
Nor does he ever travel on Sunday, ex-
cept at sea. This has been. the rule of
his life, as it was that of his mother,
the late queen, and his father, the
Prince Consort. ==
At Marlborough House in London
and at Sandringham, his country pal-
ace, prayers are read daily in the morn-
ing, the members of the household, the
servants and the guests being expected
to attend, although not required to do
{so. The attendance is voluntary, but
general. The king is not always pres-
ent in London, but seldom fails to ap-
pear at morning prayers while at San
dringham. On Sunday he invariably
attends- morning services; in London
at the Chapel Royal, or at the Chureh
of St. Anne, Soho, and at Sandring-
ham at the beaatifal Chapel of St.
Mary Magdalene, a quaint and vener-
lable structure said-to be more than 400
years old, which was restorred at his
expense for the benefit of his house-
bold and tenants and is filled with
beautiful memorial windows and tab-
lets. The humblest laborer on the es-
tate kneels beside the king and gives
the responses with him, the only differ-
ence ’being that the royal family have
a separate entrance and a section of
pew reserved for themselves’ and thélr
ghests. Pews are alsu reserved for the
sprvants ot the houeshold. The remain-
der of the sittings belong to tenmants ot
the king's estate and their laborers.
The princesses teach in the Sunday
school and Queen - Alexandris has
charge of the musie, drills the choir
and on occasions presides at the organ.
Rev. Mr. Onslow has been the curate
of St. Mary Magdaléne’s for many
years. He was a classmate of King
Edward’s at the University, and as
boys they were in many a scrape to-
gether, He attends to the -spiritual
wants of the temantry ay- well -as the
royal household, but when the king is
at Sendringham the list of - visitors
usually includes the name of some
noted divine, who is expected to
preach ofi Sunday. The late Dean
Stanley, who was the religious precept-
or of the king, and the late Charles
Kingsley were his favorite preachers
and Irequent guests, and Rev. John
Russell, who is commonly alluded to
by unirtendly newspaper writers as
*‘the Sporting Parsou,’’ is one ot the
king’s wmost intimate friends,  Mr.
Russeil, who is a keen sportsmas and
can vide to the hounds with any geiitle-
man in England, once startled the con-
gregation at St. Mary Magdalene by
announcing that he bad choesn for his
text the words of the Savior in the
[ firsts clause of the fifty-eigth verse of
the ninth chapter of St. Luke. —Ex.

~ | and stronger than is direct evidence,
- | You must judge this case¢ from thefacts

which have been brought before yau.
You must judge between this man at
the bar and the crown as to his guilt
or innocence of the murder of Relfe.
Do not in arriving ‘at>yotir'verdict,
take inte consideration the previous
life; character and history of the pris-
oner. You should not have known that
hie was ever arrested until on the pres-
ent charge. It is law in the Dominion
of Canada that a murder may be com-
mitted but mot until the body of the
vietim is recovered and identified can
a verdict be returned against the sus-
pected person. In this case you must
be satisfied that the body recovered and
identified as Relfe's was really his.

His lordship narrated the history of
the journmey of the three men on and
along the journey up the river and un-
til the fatal spot was reached and a
tragedy was committed. Then began
a search, the eminent success of which
his honor took oceasion to thank and
compliment the crown  prosecutor,
Wade, Capt. Scarth, Constable Penny-
cuik, Corporal Ryan and Detective Mc

Guire. The search was unremitting and
many and valuable were thé evidences
collected long before the ice went out,
after which, considering the History of
the treacherous Yukon; it~ looks as
[thongh the hand, of Providefice Was|
visible in bringing to light and into
the possession of the anthorities not
‘one; but-alt three of the bodies; and as |-
to-the ydentification of Relfe and Clay-
son there could be no doubt. Asto
the body of Otsen the identification
was not--so clear, but the evidence of
witnesses regarding his teeth made it
almost sure that the third body found
was that of Olsen.

As to Relfe, could there be any doubt
as to his heving. been murdered?
There were bullet marks in his breast,
another in his head ; both wounds were
pronounced by the doctor conduéting
the autopsy as fatal. As to the question
of Relfe and Clayson being murdered
and as to the identity of the bodies
there was no doubt. That was certain.
As to whether or not O’Brien was
the perpetrator of the crime, the evi-
dence must be examined. Beginning
at Juneau, his- lordship reviewed the
conversation of O’Brien with Witness
Williams and his_ proposition to buy
rifles and come to the Yukon and go
into the holding vp of people on the
trail. This evidence was admitted for
the reason that it was relevant to the
case. The prisoner came to Dawson in
’g8 and a few months after his conver-
sation with Williams., Early that fall
and before the river was frozen O’Brien
was incarcerated and was confined in
jail until in September of the follow-
ing year when he was liberated. Later
he is seen at Circle City but two
months later he was on the Yukon and
at the Orange Grove hotel with a
character whom evidence showed was
another man of probably similar char-
acter as O’Brien. The movements of
the two men on the river, in the neigh-
borhood of Hellgate and the beef cache
were narrated by his homnor. Their
meeting with Pennycuik as detailed.
The two men spoke of one another as
‘“‘my partner’’ and the evidence regard-
ing the actions of the 'men, the dogs
always with them, was conclusive that
the two men were companions and part-
ners. The two men told various stories
regarding their intentions sometimes
going to Pelly and sometimes .fo Big
Salmon, The evidence showed that
the two men were penniless, that all
they had was a few articles and the
evidence also showed that they were
stealing " from scows and .caches.
