“The case for intervention, Sir Al 
Milner says, is overwhelming. Ho adds: 
‘The spectacle of thousands of [British 
subjects kept permanently In the position 
of helots, constantly chafing for redress, 
does steadily undermine the Influence and 
reputation of Great Britain and the re­
spect for the British Government within 
the Queen’s dominions.’

“The seriousness of the crisis Is shown 
by the fact of the British Government 
publishing such a despatch as this 
which, from another point of view, Is 
also unprecedented. Sir Alfred Milner, as 
high commissioner for South Africa, is 
an Independent official, responsible only 
to the British Govern ment, but as the Gov­
ernor of Cape Colony ho is supposed by 
the constitutional theory to act upon the 
advice of his Government, which at the 
present moment is Afrikander, or Eng­
lish-speaking Dutch. Yet, in this dç» 
spatch, he states that ‘language la fro* 
quently used which seems to imply that 
the Dutch have some supçrlor right, even 
In this colonv, to their M}o>Y-citizens of 
English birth.

Joseph Chamberlain, have reconsidered 
their decision to do nothing more to­
wards aiding the Pacific cable scheme 
than to guarantee £20,000 a year for SO 
years, to be used towards making up am 
deficit which might follow the wOrkl 
of the line. Representations which 
Wilfrid Laurier promptly made to the 
Imperial authorities were i-i the direction 
of showing that what Was more necessary 
to the carrying ont of the project was 
active financial ala in its initial stages. 
Reluctance to enter into any commercial 
enterprise, which has always been char­
acteristic of the Imperial Government, 
seems
action of Lord Salisbury and his col­
leagues, but now, thanks to the efforts 
of Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, the whole 
question,is to be reviewed at a oonfer- 

to bo held in London and to which 
the Canadian Administration has been 
asked to send a commissioner. Of course, 
the Canadian Government on receiving 
this intimation did not need a moment's 
thought before settling on Sir Sandford 
Fleming as their representative.

Half an hour later he was 
placed under arrest on the charge of 
high treason and taken to the Chercbe- 
Midi prison, all the time protesting his 
innocence. It is a noticeable feature 
that the order committing him was 
dated the day previous to his arrest 
and examination. On this 14th of De­
cember Dreyfus was arraigned before 
the courtmartial, which was held in 
the Conseil de Guerre buildi 
site his place of imprisommen 
trial was a secret one and lasted eight 
days, when the court found the pris­
oner guilty and sentenced Mm to 
transportation for life, after being sub­
mitted to military degradation. His 
degradation was described in this col­
umn romo months ago, and its pitiful 
details need not be repeated here. He 
was then removed to La gante prison ; 
from there he was taken to La 5—kslle, 
where he was embarked for Ile de Re, 
to await transportation to He da Diable, 
off the coast of French Guiana. There, 
as all the world knows, he has existed 
until July of the present year.

Three months after Dreyfus' trans­
portation Lieut-Cokxnel Pioquart, a 
level-headed, brainy man, wroth the 
courage, of his opinions, discovered “ 
petit bleu,” Successively attributed to 
Col. Punizzardi, military attache of the 
Italian cm I-assy, and Schwa rtzkoppen, 
military attache of the German em­
bassy. This “petit bleu” was addressed 
to Commandant Esterliazy. This con­
vinced l'icquart that Esteihazy was the 
guilty man, and he has maintained his 
conviction steadfastly since. In t 
fail of I89.i M. Bornard-Laza re pub­
lished a first pamphlet showing the 
innocence of Dreyfus. A year later 
the Figaro opened up a campaign in 
favor of u revision of the trial and sen­
tence, and Esterhazy was officially 
charged by M. Mathieu Dreyfus with 
being the guilty author of the border­
eau. In January, 1898, Esterhazy was 
acquitted by courtmartial, and the next 
month “The League of Human and Citi­
zens' Rights” was formed, and shortly 
after Zola, who championed Dreyfus’ 
caure, was sentenced to imprisonment 
and a fine.

Wellington’s battles in the Peninsula, 

fought on a Sunday ; Orthea also 
day battle. Ciudad Rodrigo 

was captured on a Sunday. It Is almost 
needless to say that Waterloo and Inker- 
man were Sunday battles. The outbreak 
of the mutiny — which was, it must be ad­
mitted, not successful ultimately for those 
who took part in it. but which shook our 
dominion in India and exposed us to al­
most as great anxiety ps the present cam­
paign — occurred on Sunday. The great 
stroke which dealt the final deadly blow 
against the cehtre of the mutiny — the 
capture of Delhi—was delivered on a 
Sunday. The fight at Burke’s Drift was 
on Sunday. Both Firkeh and Omdur- 
man were Sunday battles.

to our English fighting during the pre­
sent century. The list might be indefi­
nitely extended if one went tack over the 
great battles of the past. If one were to 
select a day of the week on which the most 
Important incidents of war have occurred,

‘ THE PARIS FAIR.

Tell» Chairman J. H. Seatcherd the 
Half Ha» Not Been Told of the 
Grandeur and Beauty of the Ex»o- 
sltioa at Buffalo.

“Seatcherd, you did not praise It half 
enough.”

So spoke the distinguished statesman 
and famous after dinner orator, Sen­
ator Chauncey M. Depew, as he stood 
in the center of tbe grounds of the 
Pan-American Exposition at Buffalo 
and gazéd upon the beautiful struc­
tures surrounding him on every side 
and now approaching completion.

Senator Depew had come to Buffalo 
to deliver an address. His first desire

NEW YORK STATE BUILDING, 
on arrival In the city was to be driven 
to tbe grounds of the Exposition. The 
remark quoted above was addressed to 
Chairman John N. Seatcherd of the 
executive committee of the Exposition, 
who had told Senator Depew of the 
progress made In the building of the 
Exposition when they hod met In Eu­
rope lnst'^Bummer. Mr. Seatcherd had 
dwelt long, and eloquently upon the 
success wblAi bad attended the organi­
zation and construction of the Exposi­
tion, and “Our Chauricey’s” expecta­
tions were high. Nevertheless antici­
pations are not equal to realization.

Looking upon the scene before him 
from the sight of the grand Triumphal 
Bridge, he saw to h& right the stately 
proportions of the United States Gov­
ernment buildings, to tbe left, across 
the spacious Esplanade, the charming 
architectural effects of tho Graphic 
Arts, Horticultural and Mines build­
ings, while the vast Machinery and 
Transportation building, now almost 
complete, was seen In the background 
to the left Opposite It, across the 
Court of Fountains, was the Manufac­
tures and Liberal Arts building, and 
the Electric Tower could be seen ris­
ing skyward In the distance nt tbe far 
end of the vast court, with the towers 
and minarets of other buildings out­
lined against the horizon. Mr. De­
pew took In this Impressive scene the 
exclamation burst from his lips that 
the half had not been told.

B. B. Lo­
pez, editor nnd proprietor of La Corj-e- 
spondencla de Porto Rico, has become 
so enthusiastic over the Exposition 
that he writes to the Press Department 
that he Is about to come to Buffalo to 
see for himself the progress made In 
the development of -the Exposition. He 
will be accompanied by his family. 
Many other editors of the Lntln-Amerl- 
can press have also announced their In­
tention to attend the Exposition, and 
Inquiries are pouring In frotn these 
countries regarding steamboat nnd rail­
road routes. Many editors nnd corre­
spondents from Central nnd South 
American countries have already vis­
ited the Exposition grounds.

Forty millions would this 
venture have cost, but the principal har­
bor of Chile would have been rendered 
safe for all time. The Chileans feared 
Meiggs’ rapid strides to wealth and de­
manded a large price for the rental of 
the sheltered side of the breakwater.

“In 1870 the financial world was 
amazed by the magnitude of a contract 
entered into between Meiggs and the 
Peruvian government. This called for 
the construction of a complete Peruvian 
railway system, even to a line crossing 
the summit of the Andes. Meiggs was to 
deliver the lines ready for operation and 
receive the sum of $125.000.000 In gold, 
payable in installments as the work pro­
gressed.

“At first the money came- promptly, 
then Peru was forced to borrow to meet 
the Meiggs contract, and finally, when 
European loans could not be effected, 
Meiggs accepted the obligations of the 
Peruvian government until he practically 
owned the republic. Even the assassina­
tion of his friend. Colonel Balta, then 
president of Peru, failed to interfere 
with the railway plans.

“Finally Peru could do no more, and 
Meiggs’ own fortune was tied up in the 
building of the railways. So for lack of 
money the work was stopped. Negotia­
tions for a further loan from Europe, 
with Meiggs’ assistance, were almost 
consummated when, in 1877, deaths cut 
off the most remarkable career of any 
Yankee in South America. With his 
death the loan negotiations failed, and 
then followed Peru’s unfortunate war 
with Chile. Until 1884 the Meiggs rail­
way operations slumbered. In that year 
when peace came to the two republics 
the firm of W. It. Grace & Co. took up 
the Meiggs contract.

“In spite of his success Meiggs never 
revisited the state of California. His 
trials there seemed to have created in 
him an aversion for the place. Even a 
resolution passed by the California legis­
lature asking him to return failed to in­
fluence him to visit the state.

“One of the peculiarities which char­
acterized this brilliant operator 'was that 
he always worked alone. There never 
was a partner in his dealings, and be 
never sought advice. He looked into the 
future through no mind save his own, 
and when once his course was shaped 
he never changed it. Neither of the 
American continents will ever show an­
other career exactly paralleling 
this daring operator.”

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach 
added, that tne Government expected 
to have to borrow Afo.OOO.OOO 
(#76,000,000) to meet a deficiency ,1» 
the next quarter, and unless the sug­
gested better security could be forth­
coming the money market might be 
seriously discomposed.

During the s discussion of the 
the Government was severely criti­
cized by various members. regarding 
its policy in Europe and in China. 
It was alleged that Lord Salisbury 
had quarrelled with France and
Spain, had alienated Turkey, had
driven Italy into the arfas of France, 
and bad failed to resist Russia, while 
nerelsteotly 4^yting Germany with 
obsequious compliances and one-sid­
ed secret treaties.

In the course of a general reply, 
Viscount Cranborne, Under Secretary 
of the Foreign Office, made an illum­
inative reference to the treaty with 
Germany by saying that if a secret 
existed it was secret, therefore it fol­
lowed necessarily that the Govern­
ment could not publish the terms 
thereof. He denied the alleged quar­
rels with European powers, declaring 
that the position of Great Britain 
was In no way insecure, and that her 
influence was high.

The Government was striving, said 
Viscount Crantierne, to restore a nor­
mal state of affairs in China as 
speedily as possible. He thought the 
sooner Shanghai was avacuated by 
the international forces the better, 
ns there was no reason why they 
should stay. The Government had 
proposed evacuation to other powers 
but it was quite impossible for 
Great Britain to evacuate alone. In 
that, as in all other respects, Great 
Britain must have the most favored 
nation treatment. The Government 
hud hoped that negotiations for a 
commercial treaty would be success­
fully concluded before now,
