ALL STARVING.
Pitiful I in in Nova Beotia — Hopeless 

’ Where Onoe Was Plenty.

Halifax, Dec. 12.— Poverty, desolation, 
starvation.

That is the actual condition of hundreds 
of families on the western shore, between 
Chebncto Head and Chester Basin to-day, 
says the Halifax Chronicle, and unless as­
sistance of some sort is rendered there 
will be many cases of starvation during 
the coming winter months.

For the past two weeks reports have 
reached this city to the effect that the 
fishermen in the vicinity of Prospect were 
in dire circumstances, and on special in­
vestigation by the Chronicle the reports 
have turned out toj)e only too true.

In November, 1889, owing to a failure of 
the fisheries, the people of Terrence (or 
Turn’s) Bay were driven by the pangs of 
hanger to'appeal to their more favored 
fellow countrymen for aid. Halifax re­
sponded nobly.

From that time to the present the fish­
ing industry along the shore has been 
gradually falling off. In the hopes that 
the fish might again “ strike in,” many of 
the men stock to their boats and nets, bat 
hundreds grew discouraged and left their 
homes among the rodm to try and make 
a livelihood in other Waters or on other 
soil.

Five years ago Lower Prospect was a 
village containing some forty-five families. 
To-day it does not contain one human in­
habitant. What is left of the little vil­
lage presents rather a gloomy appearance. 
The windows and doors of the remaining 
houses are boarded up, while a number of 
the cottages have fallen into decay.

The inhabitants of the little village — 
Turn’s Bay — stuck to their homes, how­
ever. They had faith, and by all appear­
ances they are arranging to live on that 

‘commodity daring the coming winter. 
They felt the cruel pangs of hunger in 1889 
and the same experience is now staring 
them in the face. During the last few 
years they have managed to subsist, that’s 
all. They caught enough fish during the 
summer to provide them with provisions 
sufficient to last through the winter, but 
the past summer was an unfortunate 
one for them — the fish failed entirely — 
and at least twenty families have not 
enough provisions to last them over 
Christmas. Several families have not 
enough to last them over Sunday.

Such is the state of affaire as found on 
investigation by a \ Spiels reporter 
Wednesday. ■- /

Turn’s Bay is situated on the Atlantic 
coast, about twenty miles southwest of 
Halifax by road. The village stands al­
most facing the sea, and the surround- 
Lugs are most dreary. The houses of the 
fishermen are nestled among the rocks 
and the land under cultivation does not 
exceed ten acres. There is an Episcopal 
church here, and a Roman Catholic 
church about two miles distant. The 
Episcopal missionary resigned some few 
weeks ago and has taken his departure 
for new fields of labor. The Roman 
Catholic clergyman comes up from Upper 
Prospect about once a month.

This was the home of the late Warren 
Smith, the famous oarsman. His son 
Willie, a bright and muscular little fellow 
of ten years, bids fair to follow in his 
father’s footsteps. He is very fond of the 
boat and can already pull a strong oar. 
With considerable pride he produced the 
belt won by his father in the Halifax 
harbor and felt proud when it was buckled 
around him.

During the summer months school is 
taught, but in the winter is locked up, as 
the children are unable to face the cold 
blasts on account of the want of clothing.

A Chronicle reporter spent all day Wed­
nesday among the people. He visited 
from house to house and made such per­
sonal enquiries as would put him in a 
position to lay the true state of affairs be- 
fore the public. There are several families 
who are fairly well off ; there are a num­
ber who can pull through the winter ; 
half the community have enough to sub­
sist on till Christmas or New Year’s, and 
about seven families are in actual want. 
That is how matters now stand.

One family of eleven members rejoiced 
in the possession of enough flour to last 
through the week. The bread winner 
has tried and tried again to induce the 
finny inhabitants of the deep to come into 
his net, but without avail. When the re­
porter called he was out in his boat. His 
wife, an invalid, was seated before a fire 
made of brush, in a rocking chair made 
out of a flour barrel, and said that hunger 
was the cause of her sufferings.

“ Has the gentleman brought any bread, 
mamma ?” This was from a little tot 
who entered the room in which the re­
porter was seated in one of the houses. 
The head of the house was in Halifax, 
looking for work, his wife said, and their 
dinner that day consisted of half a loaf 
supplied by a neighbor. “ That is all the 
food I have in the house,” said she, tak­
ing the heel of a loaf from the cupboard,
“ and it must do for supper. God only 
knows where breakfast will come from.”

In another house were found five young 
children. They were endeavoring to 
kindle a fire when the reporter entered, 
and they said that their father had gone 
to the States and that their mother had 
walked to Halifax to try and get them 
something to eat

“ Yes, we are pretty hard up,” said a 
young woman, “ but we would rather have 
work than take charity. We will do any­
thing to earn enough to keep us alive.”

“I have a ton and a half of hay, and if 
I could sell that I could pull through,” 
said the father of nine children. A ton 
and a half of hay down there would not 
be worth more than $15. On that amount 
he felt able to feed his family all winter.

Still the men fish, or try to fish. Some­
times they catch a few cod which they 
sell. Fifty cents’ worth of fish is now 
considered a good catch. Sometimes the 
men will labor for a week without cap­
turing as much as a tom cod. One man 
said he had five nets out all summer and 
his total catch was seven mackerel.

One old weather-beaten fisherman -still 
had hopes of the fish returning. “ They 
will come back, who ever lives to see the 
day,” he said. “I can remember when 
the fish left us years ago, but they came 
back again.” Thus hoping against hope 
the people have held on till the wolf is at 
their doors.

The alternative is to get out. The fish­
ing failing, there is nothing for them to 
turn their hands to. They cannot farm 
for the simple reason that they have no 
land. Already this fall about eight fami­
lies have left the place. They are now in 
Halifax, but are faring little better than 
those they left behind.

The men all seemed anxious to work. 
They said they could make nets and 
seines, and the women offered to make 
mats and do knitting. In spite of their 
poverty they generally manage to keep 
their little homes snug and tidy.

The fishing bounty will not help this 
locality very much. In order to be en­
titled to the bounty a man must catch 
2,500 pounds of fish during the season. 
Thus the number of fishermen at this 
place, and indeed along the whole shore, 
who will receive the bounty of $3 each 
will be small.

The only grievance of the fishermen is 
that the steamers running along the shore 
destroy their nets.

CHINAMAN’S “YELLOW OATH."

One of the strangest judicial proceed­
ings, perhaps, ever witnessed is that of 
the Chinamen taking what he is pleased 
to call the “ yellow oath.” The “ oath,” 
or declaration, is always written on a 
piece of “ sacred ” paper and is as follows :

“ This is to call the spirits, both good 
and evil, to descend and watch over the 
trial of------- , who is charged with mur­
dering ------- . If I swear falsely and tell
one untruth, or do not make statements 
according to the facts in the case, I humbly 
beg the celestial terrestial spirits to re­
dress the wrong done to------- and to
punish me immediately for having been 
a false witness ; to arrest my soul in its 
flight ; to make me perish by the sword, 
or to cause me to die while on the sea far 
from home. This is my true and solemn 
oath, Uttered by my own lips, and signed

She was a colored wom­
an, and had a two-inch iron cylinder 
passing through her breast. When Sarah 
was very small this passage appeared as a 
simple dent or cicatrice ; at the age of six 
years it was sufficiently large to admit the 
thumb of an adult and extended entirely 
through the child’s body. At a later 
period, at about the age of thirteen, a 
local physician inserted a metal tube as a 
protection to the girl’s internal antatomy. 
When the size of the cavity or passage in­
creased, the cylinders loosened and then 
dropped out, whereupon larger ones were 
regularly inserted. When Sarah died 
(from other causes) at the age of twenty- 
three, the cylinder was a fraction over 
two inches in diameter and passed through 
her breast between the lungs, coming out 
at the junction of the shoulder-blades.

A FORTUNATE CAT.
A cat which patronizes the soda water 

fountain is an attraction of a drug store 
in sixth avenue, near Jefferson market. 
It it a fine plump animal, with a layer of 
fat for each of its thirteen years, but be­
tween its age and weight it is most de­
liberate in its movements. Its teeth are 
not what they once were by any means, 
and so it gets along most easily with 
liquid food. Long ago it discovered that 
the “cream” of the fountain suited its 
tastes, and it has a habit of going up to 
the counter and waiting until it is served 
with light refreshments in its own par­
ticular saucer. Then it sits in the sun­
light and blinks contentedly, the envy of 
all the small boys in the neighborhood, 
whose visits to the fountain are limited 
by ciscumstances over which they have 
no control.—New York Times.

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HR. BLAIR AND YORK.

The banquet given to Mr. Blair by his 
friends at the Queen hotel on Thursday 
evening, Wâ8 a most successful and happy 
event The large number of representa­
tive citizens who assembled to do honor 
to the distinguished guest of the evening, 
shows conclusively that Mr. Blair still 
retains the confidence and esteem of the 
great majority of the people of Fredericton. 
The many sincere expressions of regret 
and sorrow at the circumstances which 
induced him to seek fresh fields for the 
future, leaves no room for doubt that he 
occupies the first place in the hearts and 
affections of the people of his native city. 
Indeed, the only thing which in any way 
marred the happiness and good feeling 
which prevailed on all hands, was the 
knowledge that the personal and political 
friends of York’s foremost son were as­
sembled together, not only to fittingly 
recognize his eminent services as a public 
man, but to commemorate his departure 
from the city and county to which for 
nearly twenty years he had given a faith­
ful and devoted service in the councils of 
the province, to listen to his valedictory 
to the true and tried friends of a life time, 
and to wish him farewell and Godspeed 
to his adopted home.

It is easy to understand that expressions 
of regret and sorrow at the departure of 
Mr. Blair from Fredericton, should throw 
a shadow over an otherwise happy oc­
casion. It was in Fredericton that Mr. 
Blair was bom and educated. Here he 
entered upon the practise of his profes­
sion, married, and settled, apparently, for 
life. In the course of time his abilities 
and aspirations marked him out for a 
political career. His first two appeals to 
the people were unsuccessful. The third 
time, 1878, he was elected, and from that 
period until Oct. 22nd, 1892, he continued 
to be York’s representative in the as­
sembly of the province. In the year 1883, 
as leader of the opposition, he succeeded 
in overthrowing the party to which he 
was opposed, and was called on to form a 
new government. From that time until 
the present, he has been the leader of a 
ministry which has had, in a larger de­
gree than falls to the lot of most govern­
ments, the confidence and support of the 
province. That during these years he 
was a good friend of York, there is ample 
evidence on all hands. The influence 
which he exerted in the council chamber, 
naturally placed him in a position to 
guard and forward the interest of the 
county he represented, in all legitimate 
ways, and it was nothing more than 
natural that when any public favors were 
to be bestowed, York came in for the 
lion’s share. This fact seemed to be 
generally recognized by all the counties 
of the province, and while there were at 
times, and particularly during elections, 
many complaints at the patronage which 
went to York, it was generally taken for 
granted that as long as Mr. Blair remained 
the premier of the province, York was 
bound to have a pretty good show.

Until last October, York seemed to re­
cognize and appreciate these services, and 
over and above all, to be proud of her 
son who, by honest work and ability, 
had won for himself a dominion repu- 
reputation, and who was easily recog­
nized as the foremost public man of the 
province. Great then was the surprise 
over the whole province when the news 
went abroad that York county had de­
feated Mr. Blair. Keener was the disap­
pointment among the better thinking and 
more level-headed portion of the county, 
when the conviction was forced home 
that their leader had been rejected for 
other men. When the smoke of the bat­
tle field had cleared away, and it 
was found that the leader, who had led 
his army to a magnificent victory, 
was among the fallen, the peo­
ple of York began to realize that 
they had made the mistake of their 
political lives. They saw that they 
had been deceived and blinded by the 
enemy, and that in a whirlwind of fanatic­
ism they had struck down their best 
friend. When they realized this fact, how­
ever, it was too late ; the blow had been 
struck, and the man who had served them 
faithfully and well for fourteen years, 
who had championed the cause of York 
as no other man before him had ever 
done, who had given to them the best 
years of his life, and the best efforts of 
his skill and ability, was lost to them 
forever.

No wonder that the wiser portion of 
the county was surprised and dissapoint- 
ed. Each one felt that the defeat of Mr. 
Blair was a severe loss to York, and a 
public calamity as well. While all recog­
nized the right of York to choose whom 
she would to represent her, there could 
not but be a widespread feeling, 
that in rejecting Mr. Blair and his 
ticket for the men who are to 
take their seats in the house of assem­
bly, on the issue that was raised, the 
county had made a mistake. Indeed, it 
is safe to say that this is now the general 
feeling among the better class of the 
people ; and that if York had a chance 
to-morrow,she would reverse her disgrace­
ful and suicidal verdict of October last. 
What she did do, however, and what she 
would do, are two different things. She 
has taken her choice, and she must be 
content for the next four years with what 
she has got.

From a local standpoint, to Mr. Blair’s 
friends this is a melancholy satisfaction in 
seeing him sit for another county. From 
a provincial standpoint, the people of 
York, in common with the people of the 
province, are glad to see him still at the 
head of affairs. They have full confidence 
that under his wise and prudent adminis­
tration, the affairs of the province will 
continue to be managed well. And while 
unable to claim him any longer as their 
representative, while it is not for them 
in the future to look upon him as their 
own, while they will be deprived in 
coming years of the privilege of 
lighting for him personally at the 
at the polls, they will never forget that he 
is still York’s foremost son, and as long 
as he continues to lead the fight in the poli­
tical arena, he will have in his old county 
of York a strong and loyal band of friends 
and workers, who will strive in the future 
as they have in the past, to give him a 
liberal support on the floors of the house 
of assembly.

Socially Fredericton’s loss by the re­
moval of Mr. Blair and his estimable wife 
and family, will be very great. During 
his life-long residence here he has proved 
himself a good citizen and a warm friend 
to all. In all the bitter battles he has 
been called on to fight, with the relent­
less persecution to which, as a public man 
be has bcçn subjected,] no one of his

enemies has been able to say a word 
against his character. He leaves the 
people of Fredericton without a stain 
upon his public or private career. We 
bid him farewell, and he may rest assured 
that wherever his lot may be in the 
future, whether in the arena of local 
politics, in the seclusion of private life, or 
in the higher sphere of political useful­
ness, for which his reputation and ability 
qualify him, and toward which the line 
of duty seems to lead the way, he will al­
ways have the best wishes of the people 
of his native city of Fredericton for his 
success.

To-day was the last day for protesting 
Mr. Blair’s election in Queens. The 
petition, however, foiled to materialize. 
It would now be in order for the party to 
follow the Gleaner’s sound advice and 
throw up the sponge.

HE HAD NO FRIENDS

But Be Wanted an Office.

The following letter which was handed 
The Herald for publication is a very in­
teresting piece of reading :

Joggins, Oct. 26,1892.
Dear Mr. Temple :

Now that the Blair party are about ex­
tinguished, I suppose there will be a turn 
over in various offices. As I have no par­
ticular friends among those that are com­
ing in, I would be much obliged if you 
would use your influence on my behalf. 
I would like, if possible, to get some berth 
that would not oblige me to go away from 
home. Yours sincerely,

It will be observed from the date of«the 

above that it was penned shortly after 
Mr. Blair’s defeat in York. It is written 
by a well known Citizen of Fredericton, 
whose country residence is on a hill back 
of town, and is called the “ ridges. ” It 
is addressed to our able representative at 
Ottawa. It starts out with the statement 
that “ the Blair party are about extin­
guished,” and it would also seem to indi­
cate that it was the intention of the party 
who are “ coming in ” to make a “ turn 
over in various offices.” Under the cir­
cumstances the writer of the letter is 
willing to serve his country. The saddest 
part of the thing is that he does not seem 
to have any “ particular friends ” among 
the dispensers of the spoils of war. He 
does not allow that, however, to cool his 
ardour. He is even willing to take “some 
berth ” that he could work at around 
home.

We would gather from the above letter 
that it was the intention of the party who 
were “ coming in ” to create a Home office 
or something of that sort. Mr. Stopford 
was probably to be general around Home 
man. Whether the chief duties of such a 
dignitary were to rock the “ cradle of 
state,” or chase out the hens, does not ap­
pear.

The Drummond coal mine in Pictou 
county, one of the largest and wealthiest 
in Nova Scotia, is on fire. Efforts are 
being made to confine the flames to one 
pit.

A daisy in full bloom may be seen in 
councillor Read’s garden on Church street, 
Amherst, N. S. The like was never seen 
in Nova Scotia, it is safe to say, on the 
10th of December.

Phillip DA.rmour has presented Chicago 
with a five story building to be known 
as Armour Institute for manual training, 
science, and art. He also gives $1,400,000 
for its support.

W. McLaughlin, cut a pine tree, last 
week, for McClelan & Turner, Albert 
county, measuring 975 feet. It made four 
logs of a total length of sixty-four feet, the 
first log was twenty-three inches at top.

Dr. Graves, who is under sentence of 
death in Colorado for the murder of Mrs. 
Bamaby, is so confident that he will 
finally get clear that he has signed a con­
tract with a bureau to go on a lecturing 
tour.

The will of the late Jay Gould was of­
fered for probate in New York. The pro­
perty in that State consists of two million 
dollars in realty and seventy millions in 
personalty, the bulk of which goes to his 
children.

About 500 live turkeys were shipped 
from Sussex on Tuesday last for. some part 
in the United States. The reason for 
sending the living turkey is that the duty 
is very much more on the dead than on 
the living foul.

Liberals of the imperial parliament have 
been successful in their attempt to unseat 
Sir Price Jones, conservative M. P. for 
Montgomery district The contest was 
based on the charges of bribery, etc., in 
the late election.

A pauper named Sheridan, an inmate 
of the Lambeth workhouse, London, has 
come into a fortune of £300,000 by the 
death of an aunt, Mrs. Blake. Sheridan 
has two sons, both of whom emigrated to 
America a number of years ago. ,

The Naples Courier states that the 
Jesuits are trying to arrange a matri­
monial alliance between Don Jaime, son 
of Don Carlos, and Infen ta Mercedes, 
daughter of the late King Alfonso. Don 
Jamie is 22 years of age and Mercedes 10 
years younger.

Hanlan and Gaudaur will row in New 
Orleans shortly for a purse of $2,000, of­
fered by the New Orleans aquatic associa­
tion, and the championship of America. 
Hanlon, in accepting, fills O’Connor’s 
place, as the dead champion had decided 
to row this race.

The Canadian government has invited 
the imperial government to send a com­
mission to Canada to inquire into the sani­
tary condition of Canadian cattle, at Can 
ada’s expense. It is expected the result 
will be the removal of the embargo on 
Canadian cattle.

A movement is now on foot to take the 
original Uncle Tom’s cabin fronk the 
southern states to the world’s fere at Chi 
cago next year. The cabin is 16 x 18 feet, 
nine logs high, with a pitch roof. The 
whole structure' is covered with rough 
sawn cypress boards. All of the material 
is yet sound. The building has not been 
used for twenty-five years.

Eugene Crampon, the murderer of two 
men, was publicly executed by the guillo­
tine in Paris, Friday morning. Crampon 
was in an agony of fear. When he saw 
the guillotine he became terrorized and 
dropped shrieking to the ground. The 
executioner’s assistants were forced to 
carry him to the instrument of death and 
place him in position thereon.

A communication was received at the 
department of justice Wednesday stating 
that the prisoner “ Jim,” now in Dorches­
ter penitentiary, has admitted that his 
confession that he shot constable Stead­
man was a lie. He says he made the con 
fession with the object of saving “ Buck’s” 
neck, but he admits that the evidence was 
too conclusive against Olsen.

Miles Geldert, 84 years of age, was 
killed on the I. C. R., at Pictou tending, 
Saturday evening. The supposition is 
that he got off the train at a stop which 
was made before the station was reached 
and was walking down the track when 
the train overtook him. Mr. Geldert was 
deaf and did not hear the advancing cars, 
and was knocked over and instantly 
killed.

At Malaga Mines, Queens county, N. S.i 
Thursday, Joe Francis and two others, 
Wambolt and Simpson, were sent to drill 
a hole in the rock in the mine, and had 
placed the dynamite in the hole. For 
some reason the dynamite foiled to ex­
plode at the expected time, and Francis 
went to draw it out, when it explo ded, 
killing Francis and seriously injuring the 
others.

The Morning News says Mrs. Langtry 
has offered a reward of fifty pounds for 
information as to the origin of an unpleas­
ant story about herself. She was the 
heroine, this story has it, of a dissreptu- 
able scene at supper at the Savory hotel, 
when, it is alleged, she threw butter at a 
number of gentlemen and was requested 
to finish the meal in a private room, and 
then to quit the hotel.

Monday evening Andrew O’Connor, 
who resided on White street, off Water­
loo, St. John, was stabbed in the chest by 
a half brother. It appears O’Connor was 
moving to St. Patrick street, and the half 
brother, who was assisting him, was some­
what under the influence of liquor. They 
had a row and the latter drew a knife 
and inflicted two dangerous wounds in 
O’Connor’s chest. Officers Anderson and 
Welsh were soon on hand, but the half- 
brother had fled. O’Connor was removed 
to the general public hospital and his 
wounds were dressed.

Henry Braithwaite, the noted trapper, 
has killed two fine moose on the head­
waters of the Dungarvon. The horns of 
one of them measured six feet across. He 
has also taken about $100 worth of furs, and 
expects to be out of the woods for a breath­
ing spell at Christmas.

The 
sheriff in a most fitting address referred to the 
occasion as one of mingled joy and sorrow, 
and pointed out briefly what Mr. Blair had 
accomplished for York since his first elec­
tion fourteen years ago. The hon gentle­
man had had ten years tenure of office and 
now he was the head of the strongest gov­
ernment that had administered the affairs of 
the province since confederation.

The rising of

HON. MB. WT.ATTL
was the signal for renewed cheering, and 
the wierd strains of the orchestra were 
drowned by the thundering chorus of “ He’s 
a jolly good fellow” that came fr,m the 
banquet hall. Mr. Blair, who was very 
deeply affected, spoke as follows :

Mr. chairman, vice-chairman and gentle­
men : I think I must express to you the 
thought which at this moment is upper­
most in my mind, and say to you, sir, and 
this goodly assemblage present, how unmer- 
rited I regard the tribute which you have 
been so kind to pay me. Such words as I 
could employ would entirely fall short of 
conveying to the friends whom I see before 
me the cordial and heartfelt appreciation 
which is mine for the manner in which you 
have responded to this toast. To say that I 
am happy and proud to-night—happy in re­
ceiving such an expression of your esteem 
and friendship, and proud in having had 
so notable an honor paid to me, is I feel to 
use but poor and meagre language by which 
to represent the depth and force of the 
sentiments which I entertain towards you 
ali. I am proud and I am happy in being 
able to stand before my friends and among 
the people with whom I have lived all my 
life, and to hear and recognize what I be­
lieve has been the sincere expression of 
their feeling towards me. But while I am 
proud and happy, and while, perhaps, 
these ought to be the dominant sentiments 
in my mind, I think you will pardon me 
if I say that these feelings are mingled with 
other emotions which almost overpower 
and supplant the others to which I have re­
ferred. While I cannot but be gratified at 
the altogether too flattering and compli­
mentary terms in which my health 
has been proposed. I cannot forget that 
the occasion which has brought you 
all together is that you may express 
your regret that I am leaving this dear 
old city of Fredericton where I have 
lived so long, and that I am about to sever 
the connection which has existed so long 
and happily between us. Surrounding
as we do this convivial board, so ex-members, by Messrs. Wilson, Colter and
bountifully supplied with good cheer, the 
occasion is «ne where it would be. ex­
pected that we would look on the joyous 
side of things ; but I am sure that I will 
be pardoned by my friends for saying 
that I cannot entirely shake off the 
thought that circumstances, in which 
I have had no hand, have made it 
desirable and necessary that I should sever 
in a large measure the pleasant relations 
that have existed between ns in the past. 
The public tie that bound us has of course 
been severed, but it is the severing, in a 
large degree at all events, of the private tie 
that has bound us that lends a sombre hue 
to the otherwise cheerful coloring of this 
occasion.

Several friends have said to me : 
Why don’t you face the political disaster 
that has overcome you ? Why don’t you 
stand up and wait the passing of the storm 
like Wilmot and Fisher and other public 
men who have encountered defeat in the 
past? Let me say to you that the gentle­
men who have given expression to this 
well-meant advice have not done me jus­
tice. I am not taking my departure from 
among yon because I met with a political 
defeat. I am well aware that the people 
of the county of York, under the in­
fluence of a momentary spasm, concluded 
that they would prefer to be represented 
by others in preference to myself and col­
leagues, but it is not the truth to say that 
my present action is dictated by resent­
ment towards my old constituents. I have 
had the honor to represent a county which 
it has always been deemed in this province 
an honor to represent too many years to 
forget that other men before me have en­
countered a similar fate, and that it would 
be utterly unworthy of me to cherish such 
a sentiment towards those who have once 
given me their confidence and who, in the 
exercise of a mistaken judgment, have been 
led to withdraw that confidence. I know, 
myself, too well, to believe that I could be 
impelled by any feeling of pique to sever a 
connection which to me has been a source 
of such unbounded pride, and which has 
enabled me to associate my name (though 
unworthily it may be) with the names of 
Wilmot, Fisher, Hatheway and Allen, and 
and my immediate and honored predeces­
sor judge Fraser. I make bold to say that 
York has been represented in the past by a 
galaxy of able and patriotic men, of which 
any constituency in the world might be 
justly proud, and I shall always have the 
satisfaction of knowing that this county, 
which I shall represent no more in the 
future, for a period of fourteen years en­
trusted me with its confidence and placed 
my name alongside of the names that have 
done it so great an honor. (Applause.)

I trust, therefore, that no man will sup­
pose that the action on my part which has 
eventuated in this expression of your 
esteem and friendship to-night, has been 
the product of any feeling of pique or 
wounded pride because of the result of the 
recent election in this county. Far, indeed, 
from it; but I may say that circum­
stances for a long time have been pointing 
me towards the course I have concluded to 
take. I have been led to believe that L

would be to my personal and professional 
interests if I were otherwise located than in 
the past, and I think no friend of mine 
should complain, now that my public con­
nection with this constituency has been 
severed, if I avail myself of what appear to 
me to be the improved professional induce­
ments which exist elsewhere.

In leaving this city of Fredericton, which' 
certainly must always hold the warmest 
place in my heart, as the place where I was 
bom and where I have lived until past the 
méridien of life, my feeling is one of the 
very deepest regret. For the old city on 
the banks of the river I shall always enter­
tain the fondest and warmest recollections. 
It is true, Mr. Chairman, in my case, as in 
the case of others, that while I have had in 
this city a legion of warm friends who at 
all times and under all circumstances when 
I have appealed to them, have come with 
alacrity to my aid, I have also had to face 
the bitterest of enemies. Perhaps the ex­
periences I have passed through have been 
almost without a parallel in the history of 
public men who have come to the front in 
this province, but I have no regret even 
with regard to that. I have had to en­
counter very active and often malignant 
enemies, but I ieel that that has only served 
to bring out the more strongly and heartily 
and warmly the enthusiastic assistance of 
my friends. It has knit us more closely 
together, as evidenced by this assemblage 
to-night.
