Holiness or sanctity is the second 
note which distinguishes the Church 
from all human institutions. Holi­
ness signifies closer union with God 
together with the raufat perfection 
resultng from this union. When we 
say that a society, such as tbe Church 
is holy, we mean (t) that it can pro­
duce holiness in its members, and (2) 
that tbe lives of its members are a 
least in some measure holy.

This attribute of holiness belongs to

During the present year 
some 820,000 of an increase 
will be paid from the Provin­
cial treasury to the school 
teachers That is one fifth of 
the increased subsidy from 
Ottawa, The supplements had 
also been restored, and an op­
portunity afforded the people 
of assisting the teachers. All 
the late Government did in 
the matter of education was to 
appoint a commission at a cost 
of 64,000. The report of that 
commission was never acted 
upon. He commended the 
efferts of Premier Mathieson 
in his efforts to have our Fed 
eral representation restored 
to its initial number of six 
members. Turning to the 
improvements in our tele­
graph service he reviewed the 
history of that service in this 
Province. From this it was 
evident the late Government 
had done nothing to bring 
about improvements in the 
matter. For years we had no 
night accommodation in the 
matter of telegraphic mess­
ages, and the service, such as 
it was, was very expensive. 
Now, up to 7 p. m. at any 
Railway Station on the Island 
a message can be filed and 
the agents are obliged to for­
ward this message to Char­
lottetown and thence it is to 
be sent to its destination dur­
ing the night. More than 
that, it is expected we shall 
SIMM

mendation that under our pre 
sent Government we had re 
ceived more in one year than 
all the increases that had been 
secured under all previous 
Governments. With the car 
ferry, our industries would 
grow in unprecedented fash­
ion . This would be^especially 
true as regards our fisheries. 
He considered the road act 
bad been eminently success 
ful. No complaint had been 
heard in any part of the first 
district of Prince County. He 
considered the school act had 
been well improved, and 
beginning had only been 
made. Greater improvements 
will be made from time to 
time. Referring to the fox 
industry, he was satisfied this 
was an industry that was des­
tined to revolutionize the 
financial conditions of this 
Province. It was his opinion 
that this industry would not 
slump. He thought the de 
mand would last and increase. 
For these reasons he was con 
vinced that there would be no 
deterioration in the demand, 
for a quarter of a century at 
least. He thought the indus­
try would bring millions into 
this Province.

Mr. John A. Dewar con­
tinued the debate. He was 
delighted with the event which 
had occurred here during the 
summer ; the visit of the Duke 
of Connaught and family. He 
praised what had been done 
by the agricultural depart­
ment. The purchase of the 
agricultural building and the 
short course were commended. 
He trusted that in future 
lecturers in this department 
would be selected who could 
speak so that they could be 
heard. He thought the road 
act, so far as his experience 
went, had worked well. Per­
fection had not been reached ; 
but improvements would come 

winter
roads had not been'very good 
and was of the opinion some 
improvement in this respect 
should be made in the act. He 
did not think the dog act had 
protected the sheep industry ; 
something that was expected 
would result therefrom. He 
thought it was the duty of the 
Dominion Government to pro­
tect the sheep. He opproved 
of all that had been done in 
improving our education, and 
hoped still greater improve 
ments would come from time 
to time. He hoped the people 
of this Province would not be 
carried aWay by fondness for 
the golden fox. So far as the 
ques'ion of representation is 
concerned he was pleased to 

a hear the encouraging remarks 
of the Premier. Referring to 
the money received from Ot­
tawa, he had only to say we 
were not receving anything 
that we were not entitled to 
receive. We were contribut­
ing about $ 1,800,000 annually 
to the revinues of Canada,and 
consequently were not receiv 
ing anything that did not be­
long to us.

Mr. Buntain was the next 
speaker. He referred at some 
length to the different phases 
of the speech. He considered 
that great improvements were 
made in our educational 
system, and still greater im­
provements would be effected 
as time went on. Much had 
been done for the advance­
ment of agriculture. The es­
tablishing of the short course 
was worthy of every praise. 
In this, too, but a beginning 
had been made. The advance 
in the oyster fishingTndustry, 
he regarded as of eminent im­
portance to this Province.

He eulogized the 
steel bridge policy of the ad­
ministration, and hoped that 
during the present session 
some further improvements 
would be made in our school 
act. Much had been done in 
this direction ; but he hoped a 
great deal more would soon 
be done.

feet ; but the Montague bridge is 
16 feet wide, besides a sidewalk 5 
feet wide. In addition tp these 
steel bridges the present Govern 
ment constructed a number of 
excellent wooden bridges beside-< 
many expensive repairs. The es­
timates made last year by the 
engineer of the department for 
bridges was $220,000 This will 
give some idea of the condition of 
things which confrounted the 
Government when they assumed 
office. The changed and improved 
condition of the Provincial Build- 
ing affords some evidence of what 
the Government are doing. The 
installation of a heating apparatus 
was not only a vast improvement as 
to appearance, comfort, cleanliness, 
etc. but would effect a saving of 
about one quarter in the matter of 
fue1. All these improvements were 
but a beginning of what the Gov­
ernment intended to do.

— The Provincial 
Legislature reassembled yesterday af 
ternoon, after tbe Exeter recess. The 
Provincial Auditor’s report on the Public 
Accounts, for the fifteen months period, 
Sept. 30tb, 1911, to Dec. 31st, 1912, was 
laid on the table by tbe Premier. The 
total receipts for tbe period were $485 
565.48. The ordinary expenditure for 
tbe same period was $527,220 07, and 
ibe capital expenditure $67,154.66. 
Total expenditure $594,374.63.

Mr. M.C. Deleuey thought it was 
a matter for congratulation that 
the sunshine of prosperity is just 
beginning to glance upon this 
Province. The Leader of ou 
Government had done a great 
work in securing $100,000 addi 
fcioa to our subsidy. The C ->m 
missioners of Public Works and 
Agriculture had also accomplished 
wonders in their departments 
The most important question 
affecting this Province is trans­
portation, and this was about to 
be solved by the building of the 
car ferry. The late Liberal Gov 
ernment could never reduce cur 
debt ; but the speech before us in 
timated that this bad been done 
by the present Government.
