THE COUNTY SHOW.

Aa an noun red bnafiy in our last, the 
Fall Exhibition of the County of Huron 
Agricultural Society took place in this 
town on Tueeday Uat,the 20th lost. The 
day wm the finest we have ever aero on 
such au eooasiro, .and the turn-out of 
fermera, in consequence, eras unusually 
laige. We noticed, besides some of the 
best agriculturists from distant parts of 
tho County, u number of strangers oo the 
mound during the day. Tbe ahow of 
Horace and stock was pionouncod by com­
petent Judges to be better than for aérerai 
years back. The turn-out of carriage rod 
team horaca showed plainly enough that in 
this respect we are making good program. 
There wm a very good display of young 
cattle, rod also of milch rows. Amongst 
the latter our attention was directed to 
the thorough-bred Durham Cow shown 
by Mr. Humphrey Snell She to truly e 
noble animat, and would be ap ornament 
to aoy exhibition ground. Her ealfgives 
promise of rivalling the mother in all that 
goes to make up bovine pet faction. Mr. 
Snell also ezhibited two pros of bis supe­
rior Couwold and Leicester sheep. The 
ahow of sheep and swine generally,although 
not very large, was good, the animals 
being of beet breeds, soià) of the sheep, 
perhape, excepted. It to a matter of 
regret, however, tint eo few of the beet 
farmers of the Qouoty enter into competi­
tion in them branches. There to no reason Tt 
why the ahow should not route up to a nr M 
higher standard, if more interest woreH- 

manifreted in it. The complaint that too 
much of the Society's funds are diverted 
to the horticultural department, to not 
made oo fair grounds, (hr it to well-known 
that the in-door department, in so far as 
ftoit rod lower* are concerned, to nearly, 
if not quite, aelfropporting. The amateur 
gardeners rod others of tho town subscribe 
liberally over and above their annual sub­
scription, and many who take a number 
of prism never ask the Tromarorf.tr a 
cent This to not the root of the trouble. 
Wtanml more unselfish effort ooXhe part 
ol firmer», who should endeavor to pro­
mote the interest* of their noble calling, 
by bringing forward the very best stock of 
the County, irrespect!re of all but the 
honor derived from well-merited auooeee.
If; by roy means, a better classification 
rould be made, such as the reparation of 
thorough-brads rod other grade» into 
proper classes, rod u advance secured in 
the value of premiums offered, it would, 
doubtless, be of great value. To do this 
an increase of foods would be Decenary, 
and we would hove funds in abundance if 
the Society rewired its just share of gov­
ernment support. Would it not bo welt 
for the directors to look into this matter at 
their neat meeting 7

and Wooden Mahaffy Ploughs, Iron Har­
row», field-roller, cultivator, Ac., attracted 
much attention throughout the day, and 
we understand that serural of the article* 
were sold oo the spot. Mr. Grey, of 
Egmoodville, exhibited u very fine Iron 
plough, rod Mr. Show, of Bayfield, hod • 
similar one on the ground. Mr. John 
Pasmore, of Goderich, showed u Iron- 
axle Wagon, which, for beauty of finish 
rod excellence of workmanship, it would 
be difficult to surpaie. The woodro-exle 
wagon shown by Mr. Anton Martin, of 
Goderich, wm also a very superior article 
of tho kind.

As we anticipated acme time ago, the 
Indoor department wm in some respecta 
far inferior to the splendid exhibition of 
Uat year.

The 
uses to which this kind of paper may -be ap­
plied were explained oa the 13th alt., at the 
Pbœou Works, Betleraea:— ... .

There were tubes made of paper which had 
been tested in the most satisfactory manner 
as rocket tubes. Being made of paper, they 

, of coarse, very much lighter then the 
ordinary iron tubes, and they stand the test ol 
rocket firing equally as well as those of metal.
Not less remoraabte were the thick slabs and 
boards made of paper. These boards, of one 
inch in thickness, bud been tvstvd^t y bullet 
nod hall, nua the menât showed that ,their 
power or resistance was equal to ten inches of 
solid oak. The bullet, which hud passed so 
far through the pajier board as to cause a 
j.rojectinj surface at the rear, would have 
g -ne clean through the oak, fracturing it 
and tearing it ini all directions, while 
in the paper board the perforation made waa 
a email, clean round hole. These i nper 
boards are admirably adapted for the sides of 
ships; their specific gravity is somewhat less 
than that of oak, and they are easily fixed to 
the framework of.vessels. They have, how* 
ever, this advantage over timber, they do not 
require copper seating to prevent footing, 
they ore noti-abeorbent, and neither animal 
nor vegetable tile flourishes upon their sur­
face, as is the case of timber or iron. They 
bavé also this further advantage, that they 
me incombustible. No amount of heal will 
set them in a blaze. The application of gieat 
bent will produce combustion in the Immediate 
nfighboorhood of the flame, but anything 
like ordinary bunting is quite out of the ques- 
ton.
