Doctor, are not a great many teeth
ruined by having the enamel worn off
with tooth powders ?

No ; that is a most pernicious fallacy.
I wish all this world knew the truth, that
the enamel of a tooth cannot be worn off
with a brosh and any kind of tooth pow-
der; not if it were scrubbed for five
Lhours a day for 150 years.. More teeth
are ruined bv a fear of scouring them
than by’ all other causes put togather.
The best way in the world to preserve a
a tooth is to keep it highly polished ;
then no foreign substance adhere to it.
These adhesions aud gradual rustlings
are what destroy teeth. If you wish to’
keep a piece of steel polish ‘it. If you
do not, it will rust away. It is precisely
the same with a tooth. = The only danger
that can arise from the use of the harsh-
est touth powders is that theymay injure
the gums. Don’t ever use charcoal or
salt, for, while they are excellent fo-
cleaning, they are rninous tothe gums,
Charcoal is full of little, sharp slivers
that get under the gums or cut into
them and cause trouble; and grains of
salt, you know, have very sharp edges
and corners. Cuttle bone tooth powders
are the best, I think. But by all means
keep the teeth clean and highly polished.

On this account
horses which are fed exclusively on corn
and hay do not receive that kind of
nourishment which appears necessary for
the due support and maintenance of the
animal fabric; hence we must not be
surprised that corn-fed horses show signs
of being languid, by sweating profusely
while being worked, lack of vitality, etc.

STANDARD TIME.

The Alteration of Rallway Time (o Take
Effect November 18,

As some of our readers doubtless al-
ready aware the railway time will change
on the 18th of November to that of the
*‘2nd belt” agreed upon by the Railroad
Convention in Chicago. The time by
which the G. T, R. (and we presume ail
other roads in Ontario) will run is that of
the 75 paralled and the people of Strat-
ford and vicinity, by moving their clocks
and watches seventeon minutes forward
before retiring on the night of the 17th,
will incur no risk of miseing the trains.
It has been suggested that the new 8ys-
tem should be generally adopted, and
time taken from the railroads instead of
from the Toronto Observatory us at
present. Thus just before midnight on
the 17th the town clocks could be moved
forward seventeen mizutes, so that the
hour of midnight would be struck on the
standard time, and it would naturally be
quickly adopted by the citizens. The
important question is :—Shall we retain
our present and always be compelled to
go to meet a train 17 minutes before the
indicated time or change our time gener-
ally to'that of the roads ? In our Jjudge-
ment it would be much better for all to
change and then there would be no con-
fusion. Tt would harm no one to begin
and end the day seventeen minutes

earlier. 1

The
real foundation for the stripes—for it is
made in stripes—is knit of common cot-
ton yarn, and is knit with medium-
sized needles; knit three rows, then draw
through each loop on the next row a bit
of thesilk.

quarts of water. This should be mixed
with water in the proportion of a teacup-
ful to one ordinary-sized pail of water.
Mix thoroushly, and wash soiled gar-
ments in it. For removing spots use a
sponge or clean tlannel cloth, and with a
dry cloth rub as dry as possible. Wool-
len goods may be made to look bright
and fresh by being sponged with this,

Sol. 8, White, of Windsor, appeared for
the prisoners ; Crown Attorney Lyster,
of Sarnia, for the prosecution. Seven-
teen witnesses were examined, the testi-
mony being substantially that Maher
was enticed across the river by the pris-
oners, under the pretext of meeting his
son Tommy Maher, the safe-blower, who
was reported to have escaped from Jack-
son, where he is serving a fifteen years’
term ; that after he went over he was
drugged and robbed, and died from the
effects of the drug. The arguments to
the jury commenced at 7 p.m. At eight
o'clock the jury retired, and after being
out about twenty minutes announced
that they had agreed on a verdict. They
were brought into Court,and amid breath
less silence, rendered a verdict of “‘Guil-
ty of murder,” with a recommendation
to mercy. The finding of the jury caus-
ed the prisoners’ faces to change colour,
and they displayed great nervousness.
They were taken back to goal to await
their sentence. Their action -showed
plainly that the verdict was unexpected.
The firat trial resulted in a disagreement
of the jury, who stood eleven to one in
