Household Notes.
One teaspoonful of clear lemon juice 

taken fifteen minutes before each meal 
and at bedtime is a good preventive 
lor headache if taken when the first 
symptoms appear.

To keep small screws, brads and 
:acks from rusting, it is best to place 
tbeih in a small wide-mouthed bottle 

-tightly corked. The bottles should be 
perfectly dry before using.

Cucumbers turnips and carrots 
should be firm to the touch when fresh. 
Lettuce, if of the headed variety, 
should have firm bleached hearts, 
showing no trace of riist.

The oiled paper which comes around 
butter, lard, etc., should be carefully 
removed and used to line cake tins or 
as a covering for the steamed pud­
ding.

For sunburn and freckles, use half 
an ounce of elder flowers into three 
pints of boiling water and let them in­
fuse for two hours. Strain the mix­
ture thoroughly and use as a wash.

Chiffon can be renewed by spread­
ing a wet cloth over a very hot iron 
and holding the chiffon over the steam 
until it is free from wrinkles. The 
chiffon should be dried quickly.

When the white trimming on a coat 
or dress becomes dingy, wring a clean 
white cloth out of thin starch, place it 
on the trimming, then put a dry 
cloth over that and iron with a hot 
iron.

side as possible, leaving the depres­
sion in the^-centre; then, when the 
cake is baked, it will be level ■ and 
more convenient for icing.

An ordinary candle can be made to 
burn as an all-night lamp if you will 
pack finely powdered salt around the 
wick as far up as the blackened part. 
By this method a clean, steady light 
can be obtained.

When plaster of paris is used to fill 
cracks in the plaster, mix it with vine­
gar instead of water. It will not hard­
en so quickly, whereas if water is 
used the paste will harden before you 
can successfully use it.

Frying fish can be prevented from 
abforbing the grease and becoming 
sodden if the fat is almost boiling hot 
Ik fore the fish is put in the pan. A 
blue smoke will rise from the fat when 
it is in proper condition.

When it is difficult to remove a 
glass stopper, put a little olive oil 
around it an hour or so; if it still 
sticks, place the whole bottle in warm 
water and tap the stopper gently on 
either side. It will surely come out.

A sure way to keep flowers fresh, 
if they are being sent to a distance, is 
to cut slits in potatoes and insert the 
(lower stems firmly in the inserts. A 
potato will keep most flowers fresh for 
two weeks if the temperature is mod­
erate.

A blackboard eraser is the handiest 
thing to use about a stove. Keep it in 
a convenient place and use it to mop 
the top of the stove. Grease and dirt 
can be easily removed, and the hands 
will not come in contact with the 
black grejase.

A very good scouring mixture for 
boards can be made by working into 
a paste half a pound of soft soap, half 
a pound of sand-and a quarter pound 
of lime. Put it on a scrubbing brush 
instead of soap and then wash off with 
plenty of clean water.

When linen has been scorched in 
ironing, make a paste of fullers earth 
and white so) p, moisten with a little 
vinegar and tiie juice from a boiled 
onion. Spread this mixture upon the 
marks, and after the linen has been 
washed no stains will be visible.

To cleanse fine lace, spread the lace 
out on a paper cover it with calcined 
magnesia, place another paper over it 
and put away between the leaves of a 
book for two or three days.

When w e directe I 
the attention of the Government to 
the nature, of these reports, their ac­
curacy was denied. Something was 
doing, and the Booth Company were 
experimenting and investigating, and 
an arrangement was contemplated.

At Independent, Labrador, hj One of 
the Crew. James Brown.

On August 19th. the fish having 
slacked off. the captain decided to go 
north as far as the Turuavtcks. On 
the 22nd a storm of northerly wind 
raged which destroyed a lot of gear. 
With one trap still in the water at Hun­
tingdon on the morning of the 23rd. 
and eight moorings on the back of In­
dependent. all the crew, except the 
captain, went to Huntingdon and took 
up the trap. On the second trip the 
skipper with five men (Azariah Dawe 
v as among the number) have a little 
business to transact at Huntingdon, 
went there and look up the moorings. 
There were still left the moorings on 
the back of Independent Island.
5.10 in the afternoon Wm. Dawe. Win. 
Sneucer. Richard Jackson. Edward 
Spencer. Richard Jackson. Edward 
and James Holmes got in the boat and 
left the vessel to take these in. Aza­
riah Dawe, James Brown. Wm. Par­
sons. a boy. and Ellen Russell, of 
Country Road were left on board. Aza­
riah Dawe. with his suit of oil clothes 
under his arm. was about to get down 
in the boat to go with the others when 
the captain told him he could stay and 
help James Brown shift some fish in 
the hold. Cp to about 4 o'clock the 
day was fine and calm, but at that 
hour the wind came up from the south 
ant’ there was a sea running. They 
should have been back to the schooner 
bv 7 o'clock, and when S o’clock came 
and they did not return we began to 
g't uneasy. We remained on deck in 
a state of anxiety for about an hour, 
and at 9 o’clock we went on hoard the 
Energy and reported the matter to 
Captain Kelly. Returning to our own 
schooner we walked the deck until 10 
o’clock, when James Brown notieed 
something like four sticks drifting to­
ward the vessel. It being very dark 
the object could not be distinctly dis­
cerned an dthe two men got in the 
beat and rowed toward it. After row­
ing about a gunshot their boat struck 
what they discovered to be a part of 
the trapboat the five men had been in 
They knew then that some misfortune 
had befallen their romradrs. and the 
only hope was that they may have 
climbed on some rocks or clung to 
part of the boat and drifted shore- 
wards.

Capt. John Kelly’s crew hoarded the 
Maritime shortly afterward, and being 
told of what was seen they rowed to 
shore and informed Mr. James Dawe 
the captain’s brother. About 11 o’clock 
he and eight of his men manned their 
beat and started for the scene, but the 
wind and sea was so strong they were 
forced to retreat. Returnng to the 
Maritime they took some lanterns and 
totches and walked to Mark's Point 
the scene of the tragedy. There they 
discovered part of the broken boat and 
oars thrown ashore on the rocks.

Saturday, the 24th. the wind blew 
a hurricane and no boat could put out. 
so they went again to the place by land 
but could find nothing but the wreck­
age of the trap boat. The following 
day i Sunday I was fine but a heavy sea 
was running. Wm. French, a brother 
in-law of the captain, walked out to the 
peint by land, and seeing part of the 
siern of the boat in the water, he re­
turned to the harbour, and getting a 
trap boat he and some men went again 
to the scene. Attached to the stern of 
the boat was a fishing line, on which 
was found the body of Edward 
Holmes. The line was caught in the 
moorings of Henry Brown's trap, about 
15 or 20 fathoms from the point.

Monday and Tuesday was still 
stormy. Wednesday, Aug. 2Sth, the 
fishermen gave up fishing and nine 
beats went to search for the bodies 
until Sunday Sept 1st. On that date 
four boys—George Brown. Arthur Kel­
ly and two Mesher’s—went to the Cove 
and found the body of Richard Jack- 
son in the beach. Search was still 
kept up until the following Sunday, 
when the body of James Holmes was 
discovered in Mark's Cove, some dis­
tance from water-mark.

Seartli was continued for the bodies 
of Wm. Dawe and Wm. Spencer, but 
up to the time the Maritime left (Sept, 
lfith) no trace of them had been dis­
covered, although everything has been 
done and will be done in the hope of • 
finding their bodies. If they were not 
killed by the sea It is thought they, be­
ing good swimmers, held on to part 
of the boat or oars and was carried 
some distance away from where the 
other men were drowned. The two 
spreads and the sculling oar were not

Total Catch Off Scotland Coast Esti­
mated at ï 3.500.000.

Three million five hundred thousand 
pounds -or herring! That is the high­
ly satisfactory result of the fishing 
season on the north east coast of Scot­
land. which is now rapidly drawing to 
a close.

During the last four months the 
nightly labors of fishermen in the 
Minch and in the Pentiand Firth have 
been attended with considerable sue 
cess, and at Lerwick. Stronsay. Peter­
head. Fraserburgh and all the other 
leading centres of industry the land­
ings show a considerable advance 
compared with that of last year.

Vp to date the landings, on the 
north coast of Scotland reach the 
substantial total of 1.430.000 crans. 
The cran measure contains about 75o 
herrings, so that during the 1912 sea­
son no fewer than 1.072.500.000 indiv­
idual fish have been landed—enough 
to supply some ten dozen "caller 
herrin" fresh drawn from the sea 
to every famfl? in the Vnited King­
dom.

No official statement of the prices 
realized has yet been issued, but it is 
an excedingly conservative estimate to 
put the average value per cran at 25s. 
On that estimate the fishermen have 
recived for the herring landed in 
Scotland this season £1.790.000. But 
that by no means represents the ac­
tual value of the herring fishing to 
Peterhead. Fraserburgh. Lerwick and 
the other ^centres of the important in­
dustry. To the sum mentioned must 
be added the wages of carters, tteh 
curers. laborers, coopers, clerks and 
the little army of fish sales men. 
middlemen and retailers. The usual 
estimate is that about 100 per cent, 
must be added to the prices paid to 
the fishermen in order to obtain the 
actual value of the herring harvest 
to the country. On that basis the 
total catch on the north east coast 
of Scoland represents the substantial 
sum df iT3.500.000.

Many of the Highland fishermen 
have already returned to their native 
glens with well filled purses, having 
earned enough to keep them in tol­
erable comfort until the opening of 
the spring fishing next year.—Pall 
Mall Gazette.

Then Resuscitated.

Experiments jfitli Animals Successful.
May Revolutionize Meat Export.

St. Petersburg. Sept. 26.—Experi­
ments made by Prof. Bachmetieff. for­
merly of Sofia, and now of Moscow 
University, have proved, it is announc­
ed. that animals may be frozen alive 
and then resuscitated none the worse.

Prof. Bachmetieff calls this process 
"Anabiosis." The first experiments 
were made with cold blooded animals 
and insects, and afterwards warm­
blooded animals and mammals were 
experimented on. Two hundred tests 
were made. Nearly all succeeded.

Eats were refrigerated and kept 
"dead * for a long tilne. and later com­
pletely restored. These experiments 
open out remarkable prespects for 
the future.

Incomes for
Nothing.

Great Britain pays away between 
$125,000 and $150,000 a year in annui­
ties and pensions, and the majority of 
the recipients have done nothing to 
deserve them. They get the money 
because they happen to be the de­
scendants of individuals who, long 
ago, were awarded these annuities.

Among the largest of these perpet­
ual pensions is that received by the 
Duke of Richmond and Gordon, which 
runs into $90,000 a year. The origin 
of this payment goes aw ay back to the 
days of Queen Elizabeth who received 
a duty of 24 cents on every chaldron 
of coal shipped out of the River Tyne 
and used in England. This duty was 
paid to her successors until Charles
II. gave it away to the first Duke of 
Richmond. He and his heirs receiv­
ed it for more than a century, till in 
the time of George III., it was com­
muted for the present yearly sum, 
which is known in the Exchequer as 
the “Richmond Shilling.”

Another instance is that of the 
Schomberg pension which William
III. bestowed on a favorite Hollander 
of that name for his military services. 
He granted the sum of $20,000 a year 
to this family in perpetuity and, 
though portions of it have been com­
muted or sold in a lump sum to the 
Government at different times, there 
is\ still paid out over $3,500 yearly to 
people who are in some remote way 
connected with the original Schom- 
bergs. Another of the same King's 
annuities is still being paid to the 
heirs of Lord d'Auvrequerque, Henry 
de Nassau, liis heirs and assignees, 
for ever, in consideration of his 
“many and faithful services,” even 
though they were of a rather sinister 
political nature. Ten thousand dol­
lars was the original sum, but that 
has been commuted by successive 
heirs till, at the present day, the 
yearly annuity is reduced to $1,850.

In the reign of Charles II. a duty 
upon Reported wine was presented to 
the first Duke of Grafton, Henry Fitz- 
roy. In the beginning of the last cen­
tury the then Duke commuted this 
duty for the yearly pension of $35,220, 
and his fortunate successors yet re­
ceive this ample income, for which 
they have done nothing.

A conspicuous case is that of Lord 
Nelson, who is paid $25,000 a year by 
the nation just because he is the hold­
er of the Nelson title, though not de­
scended directly from the famous ad­
miral. This comfortable annuity is 
assured to “all antj every the heirs 
male of the title to whom of Earl 
Nelson shall descend."

As “ancient fees” the sums of $340 
and $100 yearly are respectively paid 
to the Duke of Norfolk and the Duke 
of Rutland, though no one can accur­
ately say how they arose, nor do 
these annuities incur any obligations 
whatever except the pleasant one of 
receiving them.

But commoners as well as dukes 
and lords have their share of the 
“swag" for doing nothing. The Law 
Courts alone pay over $70,000 in 
annuities, many of which are for com­
pensation of abolished offices.

Tobacco.
BY h. L. .RANH.

Tobacco is one 
of the earliest 
American inven­
tions, although 
very little of it is 
grown in this 

mmWrn country without 
being disguised 
with Spanish 
nicknames or la­
beled as the 
product of the 
Turkish empire. 
As a result of 
this practice, mil­

lions of discriminating smokers are 
paying 50 cents per smoke for tobac­
co grown near Potosi, Wisconsin.

Tobacco was discovered one day by 
Sir Walter Raleigh, who used it to 
subdue the Virginia mosquito. Lord 
Raleigh found that by smoking vigor 
ously in the face of a mosquito and 
theh striking him several times in suc­
cession with his fist, he could impair 
the animal's usefulness to quite an ex­
tent. When he returned to England 
he took a large quantity of tobacco 
with him, and some of it is still being 
smoked in the hotel lobbies.

Men never use tobacco except when 
requested to do so by their physician. 
It is a never-failing remedy, and will 
cure a patient of everything except 
secreting his personal correspondence 
and perfumed billet doux in the bot­
tom drawer of the chiffonier, under­
neath a stack of socks.

Tobacco comes in three sizes—the 
pipe, the cigar and the cigarette. It 
doesn’t require much tobacco to fill a 
pipe, hut it requires several boxes of 
matches to keep one going for any 
length of time. When a pipe-becomes 
old, it begins to wheeze, and has to 
be stoked with great frequency. It 
also exhales a very robust and per­
vasive aroma, before which a vacuum 
cleaner is as helpless as a refrigerator 
without ice.

The cigar is a form of compressed 
tobacco, of which there are two kinds 
—cigars which make men smoke, and 
cigars which they give away. A gift 
cigar seldom burns for any distance 
without making the smoker cross­
eyed in an attempt to maintain the 
draft.

The cigarette is composed of tobac­
co which is a cross between soft pine 
shavings and timothy hay, and is roll­
ed in a deft manner at the rate of sev­
en a minute. The Egyptian cigarette 
is an expensive variety made in Ho­
boken, New Jersey, and equipped with 
gold tips and the smokee's monogram. 
When used to excess, the cigarette will 
make a man's mind as flabby as the 
stock handshake of an undertaker.

Must Pay Well.
Buffalo. N. Y., Sept. 28.—Warren 

House, who caused the death of Valen­
tine Ludowski, a fellorv workman a 
few months ago while playing a prac­
tical joke, will begin at once the serv­
ing of an unusual sentence, imposed 
by Justice Marcus, in the State Su­
preme Court here. The sentence plac­
es House in charge of a probation 
officer, for an indefinite period and 
compels him to pay $3 a week, towards 
the support of the family of the dead 
man, until the children are able to 
support their mother. It is estimated 
that the fine will cover a period of 
about ten years, amounting in all to 
more than $1,500. House turned a 
compressed air hose on his fellow 
workman in fun. The pressure was so 
great that Lukowiski was instantly 
killed.

An Irsh Bride.
Lady Augusta Gregory, the able and 

ardent apostle of the modern Irish 
movement, is fond of telling the fol­
lowing real Irish story:

“It was the wedding day of Pat and 
Bridget, and they were having a 
church wedding. It was a grand af­
fair. Pat was dressed with patent- 
leather shoes, white vest, and flaming 
tie. Bridget Shone attractively in 
many colors. The ceremony was over, 
and the happy pair walked down the 
aisle and out into the street, where a 
great crowd greeted them with de­
light.

Once seated within the cab, Brid­
get leaned over to Pat and said, in a 
loud whisper:

“ ‘Och, Pat, if we could only have 
stood on the pavement and watched 
ourselves pass, wouldn't it have been 
Heavin?’”

So long as mothers send their girls 
beyond the influence of home; so long 
as fathers permit unguided and un­
guarded children to challenge the 
world ; so long as they make ostriches 
of both their offspring and them­
selves. and neither teach the plain 
truths nor give such counsel as will 
rouse the instinct of self protection;
