Opening of
the Legislature.

Speech of His Excellency the Gov­
ernor Delivered in the Legislative 
Council Chamber This Afternoon.

HON. JOHN R. GOODISON, 
’Speaker of the House of Assembly.

Legislative
Proceedings.

Between two and three o'clock yes­
terday afternoon, thirty-five members 
of the House of Assembly took the 
oath-of allegiance before the Com­
mission appointed by the Governor. 
At 2 p.m. they met and took their 
seats. Shortly afterwards the Usher 
of the Black Rod appeared at the bar 
of the House, and it was seen that 
Mr. E. S. Pinsent had taken the place 
of his father," Mr. ('. S. Pinesnt in that 
office. He delivered his summons 
and the members repaired to the 
Council Chamber, where His Excel­
lency’s Commissioners sat. The Pre­
sident delivered the Governor’s mes­
sage directing the members to repair 
to their own Chamber and elect a 
Speaker and present him to His Ex­
cellency on the morrow for approval. 
In going through this old procedure,

' one wonders what would happen 
should a Governor disapprove of the 
choice of the House. In these days a 
House would probably prove obdur­
ate and the Governor would have to 
accept or get out. In practice, how­
ever, there is no difficulty. A Gov­
ernor’s approval of the choice of the 
House is given as a matter of course. 
Like the exercise of the King's veto 
over bills which have passed the 
House of Parliament, it has fallen in­
to desuetude and is as dead as the 
dodo. This by the way. The mem­
bers returned to their chamber and 
on the motion of Sir Edv.’avii Morris 
and Mr. Moulton, elected Mr. J. R. 
Goodison, member for Carbonear. He 
then retired with his proposer and 
seconder and robed himself in official 
dress and was led up to the chair by 
them. The Sergeant at Arms placed 
the mace on the table and the Speak­
er thanked the Assembly for the hon­
or conferred and expressed his inten­
tion of maintaining the high tradition 
of the office, laying partisanship aside 
and showing fair play between man 
and man. Sir Edward Morris and 
Mr. Kent then spoke a few words of 
congratulations to him and the House 
adjourned till 2.30 this afternoon.

The Speaker was born in Carbon- 
ear in 1866 and is the first non­
resident of the city to be elected to 
the office for the past eighty years. 
His father was the Rev. John Goodi­
son. and his mother the eldest daugh­
ter of the late Hon. John Rorke, who 
represented Carbonear for many
years and was in the Executive Coun­
cil from 1879 to 1882. Mr. Goodison 
was educated at the Carbonear Gram­
mar School and at New College, 
Eastbourne. In 1882 he returned to 
Newfoundland, and shortly after-

” wards entered his father’s business. 
From 1891 to 1901, he lived in Boston, 
in the latter year returning to Car­
bonear and entering the employment 
of his uncles, Mr. James and John 
Rorke. In 1904 and 1908, he contest­
ed Carbonear unsuccessful. He was 
returned in 1909 and again last fall. 
His last election has, however, been 
petitioned against. We congratulate 
Mr. Speaker Goodison on his election, 
in the full expectation that he will 
carry on the high traditions of the 
Speaker of the House of Commons, 
and of his own perdecessors.

Mr. President and Honourable Gentle­
men of the Legislative Council :

-Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the
Honourable House of Assembly:
1 welcome you with pleasure at 

this, the opening of the twenty-third 
General Assembly, and I trust that 
your labours under Divine Providence 
will tend towards a continuance of 
the gratifying conditions of prosper­
ity and contentment now so general 
amongst our people.

I availed myself of the opportuni­
ties during the past year to visit dif­
ferent parts of the country and fa­
miliarize myself with the industries 
of the people and the resources of the 
Island. It was a great pleasure to 
me to find the evidences of well-being 
everywhere manifest, and to note the 
industrial progress made in the dif­
ferent localities, and 1 take pleasure 
in expressing the hope that these 
happy circumstances will long con­
tinue, and that still other avenues of 
employment will be opened up, .to en­
able the people further to. improve 
their material position, and to add to 
the wealth of the community. I was 
specially gratified to observe the in­
creased interest in agriculture, and 
to learn that developments in this re­
spect are but the forerunner, it is be­
lieved, of still further efforts,to raise 
at home larger quantities of many ol 
the foodstuffs now partly procured 
from other countries.

Feeling confident that in so doing i 
was hut voicing the wishes of the 
Legislature and the people of New­
foundland, I recently extended an in­
vitation to their Royal Highnesses 
the Duke and Duchess of Connaught, 
to visit this country during the com­
ing summer, if their engagements 
will permit, and you will rejoice tc 
know that they Lave promised to dc 
so if it is at all possible. I am con­
fident that, should they find them­
selves able to come to Newfoundland 
they will receive the whole hearted 
welcome that always goes out tr 
members of the Royal Family from 
the people of the Oldest Colony.

You have been summoned thv~ 
early in the year in the belief that r. 
session at this season, when virtually 
undivided attention can he given to 
public business, will operate to the 
general advantage.

The General Election held in Oc­
tober last was, it is pleasing to note, 
marked on the whole by a continua­
tion of the good order and peaceful 
discussion characteristic of such con­
tests hitherto, a fact affording strong 
testimony to the law-abiding charac­
ter of the people.

The fishing industry last year in its 
various branches was, I rejoice to 
say, attended with success. The 
catch of codfish was about an aver­
age one, and the prices realized were 
good. The returns from the seal 
fishery were considerably in excess of 
those of 1912. Though the lobster 
pack was small, the very high prices 
which ruled, helped to offset the 
shortage. The outlook in the foreign 
markets, moreover, is encouraging, 
and the recent change in the Ameri­
can tariff law by which our fishery 
products are admitted free to the 
markets of the United States will 

i help materially to maintain prices as 
well as stimulate the export of green 
fish.

The agricultural prospect, viewed 
in the light of last year's operations, 
is most gratifying. The number of 
agricultural societies is increasing, 
and the stimulus imparted to the in­
dustry by their activity warrants the 
belief that, as the years go by, this 
pursuit will- be much more widely 
practiced. The results of the distri­
bution of improved stock and seeds 
during the past few years are becom­
ing apparent, and each season in­
creasing numbers of our people are 
widening the scope of their activi­
ties in this regard, as disclosed by 
the encouraging exhibits at the series 
of exhibitions held in the various 
districts, some of which exhibitions 
it was my good fortune to open, v

The volume and value of our ex­
ports are being swollen each year by 
the constantly increasing output of 
the mining companies at Bell Island 
and of the pulp and paper companies 
in the Exploits Valley, while, of 
course, the high prices obtained for 
our fishery products are a chief con­
tributory to our economic stability. 
The output of iron ore for the calen­
dar year amounted to one million, 
four hundred and fifty-eight thous­

and, five hundred and twenty-five 
tons, valued at one million, six hun­
dred and four dollars, against one 
million, one hundred and seventy-six 
thousand, five hundred and ninety- 
tons for the previous calendar year, 
and a similar increase is estimated 
for the year just opened. The ex­
port of pulp and paper for the last 
fiscal year amounted to two million, 
four hundred thousand dollars as 
against çtne million, six hundred thou­
sand dollars for the. previous year 
and figures for the past six months 
show an output from this source val­
ued at one million, nine hundred 
thousand dollars, so that the exports 
of these commodities will probably 
represent a very large increase at the 
end of June next aver the shipments 
for the twelve months which ended U. 
June, 1913.
Mr. Speaker anil Gentlemen of the

Honourable House of Assembly:
The revenue for the fiscal year 

1912-13 was substantially in excess 
of that for the previous year and re­
sulted in a surplus of over one hun­
dred and fifteen thousand dollars 
The revenue for the first half of the 
current fiscal year is below the esti 
mate, the removal of the duties fron 
certain necessaries of life last ses 
sion haxing had the effect of lessen 
in g the Customs receipts. As the ex­
pected increase in duties paid on ad 
ditional imports of other articles hat 
not been realized, proposals will lx 
submitted to you at an early date it 
adjust the equilibrium between rev 
enue and expenditure, without, how­
ever, departing from the principle 
embodied in last session’s enactment 
namely, that the producing classes 
should have, so far as possible the ne­
cessaries of life untaxed.

The Estimates for the Public Ser­
vice will be laid before you in due 
course. They have been prepared 
with regard to economy and the effl­
uent administration of the Publiée 
service.
Mr. President and Honourable Gen­

tlemen of the Legislative Council: 
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the

Honourable House of Assembly :
. In view of the increasing cost o'! 

coal to our people, the price of whiet 
has been enhanced because of the ad­
vance in the wages paid to those min­
ing it in Cape Breton and the evei 
growing demand for coal in Canada 
the Government, have decided to make 
a further effort to determine whethe1 
our own coal deposits are commer­
cially workable, and have invited 
Professor Dunsten, Director of the 
Imperial institute, London, to visi* 
this country and thoroughly examine 
our carboniferous areas. He has 
promised to come here early this sea­
son, and besides undertaking this 
duty, will also study the possibilities 
of our oil shale, of which extensive 
deposits exist near*the line of rail­
way now being built to Bonne Bay. 
The requirements of the British Ad­
miralty for oil fuel for the navy 
make it evident that, if those shale 
beds are what we hope, an industry 
of immense magnitude may be inaug­
urated.

The lack of an assured supply of 
bait is one of tho greatest drawbacks 
to the expansion of our codfishing in- 
try, and now with the employment 
of motor boats, which is becoming 
more general, the possibilities of a 
much larger annual catch are in­
creased ,and the Meed of an adequate 
bait supply becomes all the greater. 
My miinsters are giving attention to 
this matter, and have already taken 
steps towards securing the fullest in­
formation as to how Norway and oth­
er countries are grappling with this 
problem, and it is proposed, as soon 
as this information is completed, to 
take such action with regard thereto 
as may seem desirable in the endeav­
our to meet the situation in our own 
midst.

Railway’ extension during the year 
has been rapid and eminently satis­
factory. The equivalent of sixty-four 
miles of railway has been completed. 
The Trepassey branch has been all but 
finished, and is now being operated to 
Renews on schedule time. The early 
summer months ought to be sufficient 
to have this line brought up to con­
tract specification so that the autumn 
may see the entire branch operated. 
The Heart’s Content branch has also 
been practically completed, and will 
be operated early in the present year.

The Bay de Verde branch has been 
graded, the rails and ballasting far 
advanced, and some of the stations 
built It should be ready for, oper­
ation in the early fall. The Fortune 
Bay branch has been graded for six­
teen miles, and rails laid to the fif­
teenth mile, but not yet ballasted. The 
Bonne Bay branch was commenced 
late in the season, and the work done 
to date is but preliminary.

It to encouraging to observe that 
your efforts to attract the attention 
of outside capitalists to the varied 
and natural resources' of the country 
are gradually bearing fruit. My Min­
isters are at present in negotiation 
with the representative of a large 
group of British investors with a view 
to the utilization of some of the vast 
water powers of Labrador and the es­
tablishment of very large industries 
calculated to afford permanent em­
ployment to numbers of our people, 
and to reproduce in that land the 
transformation that has been effected 
in our own Island in recent years.

My Ministers hgve also been for 
some time and are at present en 
gaged in negotiating with British eapi 
talists for the construction of a rail 
way from Notre Dame Bay to Bay of 
Islands, and for the establishment of 
a train ferry service between Bay of 
Islands and the eastern seaboard of 
Canada, for the. purpose of establish 
ing better transport facilities and of 
developing the fishing industry of the 
Island.
It is now something over fifteen 

years since the prosecution of the 
whale fishery was revived in this 
country. During that period a feel­
ing has grown amongst our fishermen 
that the carrying on of this industry 
is detrimental to our great fishery, the 
cod, as well as to our bait supplies 
of caplin and squid. It is important 
that thi^ question should be promptly 
enquired into, and, if the fears of our 
people are well grounded, measures 
must be adopted to remove the evil. 
My Ministers propose to have an in­
vestigation made into this matter im­
mediately.

A Misapprehension.
We call attention to an error which 

occurs in Mr. Coaker’s letter of Mon­
day in regard to the. publication of 
Sir Robert Bond’s manifesto and the 
publication of Capt. Yates’ letter. Mr.

SKiAKITS LTNIHEXT FOB SALIT

Story of the
Rescuers.

Special Evening Telegram.
HALIFAX, To-day.

Capt. McKinnon, of the steamer 
John L. Cann, says he was bound to 
St. John, laying at Westport on ac­
count of the storm. At 3.30 pjp. yes­
terday he got word that the steamer 
Oobequid was on the Trinity Ledges. 
He left for the scene, arriving at 
"VIO and found the Oobequid laying 
with head to Westward, bow down, 
stern up. The main deck was 
awash and a high tide was running. 
F rom what he had been told, the 
steamer filled in three minutes after 
she struck. When the -Cann arrived 
from Westport and had taken two 
boat loads aboard, a third was on the 
way to her. He took the Cann to 
windward to make a lee for the boat, 
so she could have smoother water. 
Then she went nearer the wreck, 
picked up the last boat which left the 
ship transferring the passengers. The 
fourth engineer was Washed over­
board, but was rescued. All the life­
boats were more or less smashed in 
transferring and were allowed to go. 
He went as near the ship as possible, 
but nothing more could be done, as 
those aboard had no other boat avail­
able in which to leave the ship. The 
steamer Lansdowne is lying by and 
will take them off this morning. As 
to the reasons the ship was so far off 
her course, none of the officers would ; 
make a statement. It was gathered, 
however, she had stopped frequently 
while going up the bay to take sound­
ings to find Iter position. A strong 
current and heavy wind drove her off 
her course. She must have passed up 
inside the Lurcher, although the 
Lightship was not seen. The captain 
was on the_ bridge and the mate had 
gone aft to sound, when breakers 
were seen ahead. The captain at once 
seized the wheel, threw it hard down 
in an attempt to get clear, but it was 
too late. The vessel is now lying en­
cased in ice to her mastheads.

PASSENGERS AND 
CREW LANDED SAFELY

Another Triumph for Wireless.
Special to Evening Telegram.

HALIFAX, .fan. 14.
A wireless from the steamer Lady 

Laurier, reports she has located the 
ill-fated Cobequid, on the Trinity 
ledges, above the entrance to Yar­
mouth, eight miles south of Cape St. 
Mary's, and five miles from lancf. 
Her' stack and spars are visible, the 
seas making a clean breach over her. 
Many steamers are in the vicinity, 
waiting to render assistance when 
possible.
y, LATER.—News comes that the pas­
sengers and crew of the Cobequid are 
safe. The steamer Cann has taken off 
60 and landed them at Yarmouth; 
others on board, numbering 102, will 
be taken off by other steamers stand­
ing by. It was on Trinity ledges 
where the Cobequid met disaster.

LATER.—The entire crew and pas­
sengers have been landed safely at 
Yarmouth. There is no danger of the 
steamer breaking up, if the weather 
remains as at present.

YARMOUTH, X.S., This a.m.
One hundred and six persons are 

aboard the steamer Chebucto, safe. | 
Ninety-four of the Cobcquid's passen­
gers and crew are here. Two rescu- , 
ing ships, thé Westport and John L j 
Cann, commanded by two brothers ! 
McKinnon, arrived here to-night with 
72 and 22 persons, respectively. There 
are 12 men, including the captain and 
wireless operator, still aboard the 
I'obequid. The navigating officers of 
the ship have refused to talk. There 
were three of the Company’s officials 
aboard when the steamer struck, Cap­
tain M. Hicks. Marine Supt., and Mes­
srs. Alsop and Kenney, two directors 
who were too exhausted to give a 
statement to-night. The junior offi­
ce is and members of the crew say the 
ship struck during a dense storm at 
u.15 yesterday morning, and filled in 
a very few minutes. The wireless 
operator was able to send bne call for 
help before his aerials icèd up, after 
which he was helpless. The furnace

fires were put out in a few minutes, 
and the passengers and crew wen 
forced by the rapidly rising water tc 
the boat deck, where they took re­
fuge in the captain’s quarters. Foi 
24 hours, ’midst oue of the worst 
storms that ever swept this coast 
with the thermometer hovering 
around zero, and mountainous seas 
sweeping over the ship and breaking 
her up beneath them, the passengers 
and crew remained huddled togethe; 
expecting every minute the vessel 
would go to piedes. Trinity Ledge 
where the steamer struck, is almost 
dry at low water. The rise and 
fall of the tide is about 14 feet. It is 
a shelving ledge, only about fifti 
feet square, with a hell buoy quite 
near. All around is bold water, ant 
had the Cobequid gone 100 yards ont 
way or the other, she would havt 
gone clear, though she would have 
probably struck the land. The parti 
arrived here with nothing but what 
they stood in, and ten men had to be 
sent to hospital suffering from fros" 
bites and minor ’ injuries. One sea­
man named Hurley, had a broker 
arm, and a leg badly cut. Chief En 
ginecr Douglas, interviewed, said the 
ship had encountered a series o 
heavy gales and snow squalls, anc 
earticulariy so on Monday night. It 
.is opinion the bottom has gone ou; 
rf the ship, but above the water she 
:s intact except that her hatches art 
washed off.

NAGAZAKI, Jan. 14.
A party of refugees arrived to-dai 

and reported that the inhabitants o' 
GOO houses, composing the village o' 
Seto, on Sakma Island, had lost theii 
way while trying to reach the sea­
shore, and that probably all had 
perished together. They believe that 
many others were drowned while 
trying to swim across the Gulf tc 
Kagoshima. The volcano is said tc 
have completely changed its form, 
several new craters having opened. 
The hail of ashes ceased here after 
lasting 36 hours.

Fogs.

Author of “At Good Old Siwash.”
A fog is a thick spot in the at­

mosphere, makes it only about as 
transparent as a street car window.

Fogs are caused by a disagreement 
between the earth and the atmos­
phere. When the earth is warmer 
than the air, it sends up vapor which 
the air does not want and tries to re­
turn by condensing it. The warmer 
earth, however, keeps it from return­
ing and so the poor stuff hangs be­
twixt and between like Harry Thaw 
hunting for some country which 
wants him.

Fogs are very inconvenient, blot­
ting out familiar landmarks and rail­
road signals and causing trains to 
wander through each other in the 
same block with the utmost of aban­
don. Navigating the North river,

off New York, in a fog and a fefry
boat at the same time, is more excit­
ing than dodging automobiles on 
Fifth avenue ; while no traveler who 
has crossed the Atlantic in a dense 
clammy fog, with the whistle tooting 
once a minute and Providence putting 
on extra help to keep the rocks and 
ice bergs out of the way, can regard 
the stuff with anything but intense 
Hostility.

Fogs are a great curse on the 
ocean, and each year dozens of ships 
iiv to butt their way through the 
British Is1 es with the most harrow­
ing results while burrowing through 
the opaque horizon. The most 
famous fogs are those of London, 
which are adulterated with coal 
smoke and bus drivers’ language, and 
which are so thick that the puzzled 
pedestrian leaves a wake behind him 
like a steamship, as he cruises warily 
from curb to curb.

However, the densest fog is the 
one which surrounds Washington 
during a session of Congress. It is 
so dense that a Congressman is often 
unable to see the situation in his dis­
trict even by reading the home news­
papers.

If fogs could be trained and man­
aged by the weather department, they 
would be a great blessing. If a per­
manent fog could be trained around 
the tops of some of Chicago’s most 
utilitarian skyscrapers, they would 
not cause the lover of good architec­
ture to gasp so painfully as he passed 
them.

This 
storm will long be remembered by a 
great many people, especially by the 
neighbors of our settlement. This 
storm caused these two poor crea­
tures to stray away from the right 
path which led them out to Northerr 
Bay, a distance of about 1% miles 
from their home. Instead of cominf 
homeward these .poor people took the 
opposite direction and went inwart

for some distance, and some time dur­
ing the night perished from expos­
ure and exhaustion.
