HONORS AftOUT EVEN.
PARIS, Sept. 26.

An ogieial communication issued at 
11 o'clock last night regarding the 
progress of.the battle in northern 
France, paj-s that yesterday morning 
the French troops ip • the region of 
Noyon were compelled to give groufld 
before superior forces, but having 
been reinforced they again assumed 
the offensive, the engagement being 
one of particular violence. The tqxt 
of the statement is as follows: (1) 
On our left wing in the region of 
Northwest Noyon our advanced 
troops, having come in contact with 
superior forces of the enemy were 
compelled yesterday morning, to give 
a little ground.

! PARIS, Sept. 25. (Official.)
At our left wing a general very vio­

lent action is raging between the 
Somme and the OiSe with the army 
corps that the enemy placed in the 
region of Hermonier and St. Quentin. 
These army corps come from the cen­
tre of the enemy's line and from Lor­
raine aiixl toé Vosges, The latter 
havq^eeé transported by rail to Cam­
brai'"'via Liege and Valenciennes.

The 
British artillery officers praise highly 
the gunnery of their opponents. They 
declare that tHe German shells al­
most always burst at accurate range, 
but often too high to do damage. The 
soldiers take occasional spells of re­
pose when in deep trenches, smoking 
.pipes, cigarettes ; rations of .tobacco 
being supplied regularly. Meanwhile 
shells tear by overhead with a sound 
like the ripping of parchment. The 
British officers relate an incident 
which they say occurred during twi­
light last evening. A large force of 
German infantry when charged by a 
British battalion, held up their hands 
as a token of surrender. The British 
approached to take them prisoners, 
when, it is said, the Germans re-open- 
ed fire. The British officers ordered 
their men to lie down, which they did. 
Three British machine guns were 
brought into action, which killed ev­
ery German in that portion of the 
field.

Paper on 
7 he Fisheries.

B) Inspector Duff of Peterhead Dis­
trict, Scotland.

SATURDAY, Sept 26th, 1914.
A very fair audience attended the 

lecture delivered at the Grenfell In­
stitute by Mr. Walty Duff, who has 
been a Fishery Inspector in Scotland 
for the jiast thirty-two years and who 
is now inspector of the Peterhead 
Station. He came here in response 
to an appeal by Sir Edward Morris to 
the British Government to send out a 
man to see for himself the fishery 
resources of Newfoundland and to re­
port on them and the possibilities of 
making more out of them. The Min­
ister of Marine was in the chair and 
on the platform were the Governor, 
the Prime Miister and the Chief Jus­
tice.

Mr. Duff read his paper, which had 
been most carefully prepared. He 
said he had been selected to report 
to the Newfoundland Government on 
the Fisheries generally; what kind of 
fish are to be found; the methods of 
fishing in use, and whether they can 
be improved; on the adoption in New­
foundland of the Scotch cure of her­
ring, and’ on the possible development 
ot trade in fresh fish and the best 
means for its collection and delivery.

He arrived on July 24th and began 
his triiis of observation in company 
with Mr. A. Morgan. Unfortunately 
he- was too late for the caplin season. 
But as the squid came in late, he wit­
nessed the paralysing effect of the ab­
sence, of bait.

He was greatly struck with the 
difficulty of securing bait at the 
period of the year when most required 
when the weather conditions in July 
and August, are the most favourable 
for fishing.

He asks why should this be the 
case?

"Why should fishermen, be lying 
idle for weeks for the want of squid 
when other bait can be easily secured 
at a time when cod are in abundance 
almost at their very door. As a proof 
of this I may mention that one or two 
fishermen when I was at Mortier Bay 
obtained a small quantity, half a bar­
rel or so, of Lance, and caught with 
it no less than 40 quintals of cod, and 
I am convinced that if fishermen were 
possessed of a few drift nets a suf­
ficient supply could be secured'daily, 
to enable them to proceed with their 
work. In Scotland this is effected by 
steam and sail liners engaged in the 
cod and ling fishery, carrying a small 
fleet of nets which are used every 
night for the purpose of catching her­
rings for bait, and they seldom fail to 
secure a sufficient supply. On haul­
ing their nets they at once bait their 
great lines (which in Newfoundland 
are known as bultoWs or trawls) 
shoot and haul them before coming 
ashore, so- that the catching of her­
rings for bait by nets and the fishing 
for cod and ling and other fishes by 
lines, are carried on in conjunction 
with one another. I am aware that in 
Newfoundland, fishermen here and 
there do make an attempt at fishing 
for herrings for this purpose, but pniv 
with a net fixed to the rock side and 
i? no success be met with they never 
think of going out and searching for 
the herring as we do in Scotland, al­
though everywhere we went the fish­
ermen assured us there was no lack 
of herrings, but that they were not 
inside the inner arms but out in the 
deep water of the bays.”
As to the herring fishery he express­

ed the conviction from his own obser­
vations and from the information he 
was able to acquire there seems to 
me no doubt that properly handled, 
the herring fishery may become al­
most as important and as valuable as 
the cod. The Newfoundland herring 
art excellent herring, the main dif­
ficulty is the careless and defective 
method of curing and stHI more the 
want of proper and reliable barrels. 
The same difficulty was experienced 
at one time In Scotland. The total 
catch for that country in 1809 was 
only 34',701 barrels, about half as 
much as that which, was .obtained in 
1913 in the Bay of Islands and Bonne
Bay, namely ' 65,534 barrels. The
price then paid to fishermen in Scot-

land being very, poor only about CO 
cents per barrel.

The Fishery Board soon after its 
establishment in that year introduced 
stringent regulations for the guidance 
of theTrade, and from that time the 
catch moved onwards and upwards in 
leaps and bounds. The trade then 
was mainly in the hands of the Dutch, 
and the first thing the Board did was 
to find out the details of the Dutch 
cure and to insist upon their being 
strictly conformed to in Scotland.

Owing to the reluctance of the New­
foundland fishermen to abandon their 
methods, and to the careless and de­
fective way in which some of them 
have attempted the Scotch cure, the 
herring industry in Bonne Bay and 
in the Bay of Islands and indeed all 
over Newfoundland is on the whole in 
an unsatisfactory and declining con­
dition, although one or two American 
and Canadian firms have been able to 
make it fairly profitable.

But there is no reason why the 
herring fishery of Newfoundland 
should not grow in the same ratio as 
that of Scotland, if the Newfoundland 
Government will in like manner in­
sist upon the details of the Scotch 
cure being strictly observed. For the 
presence of large shoals of herring 
along the coast, in the bays and in the 
arms which project from them, al­
most the whole year round, at one 
part of the Island or other, hold out 
the prospect of a very remunerative 
branch of the herring industry being 
established in the Colony. The in­
crease of the herring fishery in Scot­
land has been due mainly to three 
causes:

First—The system of fishing long 
distances from shore ;

Second—The great extension of the 
Winter and Spring herring fisheries;

Third—The adoption of steam drift­
ers and motor boats.

I would strongly impress upon the 
Government the desirability of en­
couraging fishermen and fish-curers 
to bring their products up to the pre­
sent requirements of the market, and 
in the initial stage of development of 
the curing of herring, this could most 
easily be effected by the introduction 
of practical men from Scotland where 
the industry has been brought to a 
higher point of perfection than any­
where else, and where a special study 
has been made of the requirements 
and tastes of the consumers in the 
various markets of the Continent and 
America. By bringing the ideas of 
ther countries into actual operation 
the local people interested would 
come gradually to realize the import­
ance of adopting modern methods, 
which would go to build up an indus­
try which might in time be unequal­
led in any other part of the world.

The great body of the fishermen of 
England and Scotland devote them­
selves exclusively to the work of 
reaping the harvest of the sea, but in 
Newfoundland the fishermen catch 
the herring and cure them also, and 
in such an unpalatable way that only 
the poorer classes of people who caù- 
not afford to purchase a better quality 
will buy this article. These herrings 
are in some cases put up in pork bar­
rels (which renders them unfit for the 
Jewish trade) or in any other pack­
age that comes to their hand, quite 
regardless of whether it will contain 
the pickle or not. There is conse­
quently a want of uniformity in the. 
cure and in the barrels and their con­
struction. Moreover the fishermen in 
Newfoundland invariably split the 
herrings and take out the milt and 
roe, which are considered of great 
value in most countries, and instead 
fill the bellies with salt, which as the 
phrase is, burns the fish and deprives 
it of its flavor and shbstances.

He recommends a, policy similar to 
that pursued by Scotland and the ap­
pointment of skilled instructors to 
carry it out. He would suggest that 
four centres to place instructors in 
would be sufficient to begin with, and 
other centres would no doubt, gradu­
ally follow. The centres which he 
would-propose are Bonne Bay, Bay of 
Islands, Green Bay and some other 
suitable place in either Placentia Bay 
or Fortune Bay. He made It his busi­
ness to see for himslef in a practical 
way when visiting the bays and set­
tlements, if the herrings caught at 
certain periods of the year are suit­
able when cured for the Continental 
and American markets. He found 
them very satisfactory, and in every 
way calculated to obtain as high a 
price, if not higher than the Scotch 
product. On visiting the Bay of Is­
lands he learned that the quality of 
the herrihgs caught there in the fall 
is particularly rich, the fish being fat 
and full of flavor, and quite as palat­
able as any that can be found in the
North Sea. He saw samples both of 
spring and of tall fish, and certainly 
the fall fish Is a more suitable article
for herring markets generally than 
the spring herring, and he is hopeful 
of a great future of the same in the 
markets of Russia. The American 
market will also be a growing one es­
pecially for herring of this quality, 
cured after the Scotch manner, now 
that the tariff in the United States 
has been removed. The spring her­
rings are more developed, full of milt 
and roe, and though less rich in fla­
vor than those caught in the fall, are 
more- acasptaWirta the German mar­
kets. The fall herrlngst to my mind 
have the appearance of what we call 
in Scotland “Matgie” which command 
such a high figure in the Russian 

arkets. They are herrings found in

St; Petersburg. These different kinds 
would be dealt with by'the Inspectors 
who would affix the Government 
Brand applicable to each kind. It is 
for the satisfaction of these foreign 
buyers that the Government Brand is 
used; it denotes the quality of the 
herrings, and .prevents one class being 
sold for another class which may he 
inferior. The cost of administration 
of the Scotch method of curing and 
supervision (will eventually become 
profitable and self supporting after 
the trade has been nursed into 
strength. The most essential thing, 
however, is to get the cure up to the 
highest standard of perfection, and 
thte can never be done if it is to be 
left' to the fishermen’s judgment to 
put up the herrings as they choose. 
Nothing but practicable men capable
of putting up a good, careful and
Superior cure in good and well con­
structed barrels, will suffice.

TJte herring fishery of Newfound­
land is practically untapped and pos­
sesses the greatest possibilities. He 
tested1 the pickled herrings in various 
parts of the Island both in a raw and 
cooked state, and the fresh herrings 
fried, and considered them for flavour 
and qaulity superior to the bulk of 
herrings caught in Scotland. Indeed 
the herrings of Newfoundland remind 
me of those caught in the West or 
Atlantic side of Castlebay, Barra, 
Scotland, the finest In quality and 
flavour in the British seas, which, be­
ing cured and selected with great 
care, are esteemed a delicacy and sell 
for 20 and' 30 dollars a barrel.

. The question is how can these mo­
tors be obtained, and ought state as­
sistance to be given for that purpose? 
In Ireland State loans have been 
made for the obtaining of boats with 
motor engines, and with very satisfac­
tory results; btit the majority report 
of the Committee above refered to 
considered, this to be undesirable in 
Scotland in as much as the Scotch 
herring fishery is already in so pros­
perous a condition that It needs no 
further stimulation, on the other hand 
the minority report advises, it even in 
Scotland, for the following reasons: 
—“It is because we think it of great 
importance to the well being of the 
industry as a whole that a type of 
boat Intermediate between the bare 
sail boat and steam drifter should be 
evolved to be used in the great her­
ring fishery, that we recommend the 
assistance from public funds tor this 
purpose?” (p. 176). They were of 
opinion that if this be not done the 
Scotch herring fishery must in time 
be restricted to the fishing communi­
ties which have already provided 
themselves with considerable fleets of 
feteam drifters.

“We doubt,” they stated, “whether 
the community can afford to regard 
so great a change with equanimity. 
It will mean that the fishing com­
munity as a Whole will be divided be­
tween employers and employed.” (p. 
174).

In Newfoundland such an eventual­
ity will be easier to prevent than in 
Scotland, the conditions being almost 
identical with these existing in Nor­
way, where the fishermen are not 
hired hands, but form an independent 
and “bona fide” class of fishermen.

“In Norway,’’ the Committee states 
“the principal fishing is ia inshore 
waters, which are however, of un­
usual extent, in view of he abnormal­
ly long coast lines of Norway, and of 
the number ot deep penetrating fjords 
and the area of sheltered water with­
in the- Island belt which fringes the 
Norwegian coast” (p. 9).

“Thé great majority of the boats are 
small, and accordingly the property 
of the actual fishermen.; the average 
crew of open boats engaged In cod 
fishing is four or five. A large pro­
portion of the fishermen are farmer 
and crofter fishermen who follow 
fishing part of the year. The protec­
tion of the island belt, however, en­
ables the Norwegian fishermen, even 
with their small undecked boats, to 
go great distances to follow the chief 
fishings.” (p. 10.)

There could not be a more accur­
ate description than this of. the fish- 
eremen and of the coast line of New­
foundland.

The geographical conditions being 
the same, it may be inferred that the 
measures, including state aid, which 
have been adopted with so much suc­
cess for the benefit of the fishermen 
in Norway might be adopted equally 
advantageously in Newfoundland for 
the Newfoundland fishermen like the 
Norwegians, are keenly desirous to 
retain the ownership of the boats in 
their own hands. Full particulars of 
these measures and of the state loans 
made to the Norwegian fishermen fqr 
the purchase both of boats and of 
motors will be found in. Appendix ‘B’ 
of the report.

They are too detailed to be set out 
here, but briefly stated they are as 
follows:—The Board of Trade admin­
isters the fund, but the loans are only 
forthcoming upon a certificate of the 
Fishery Inspectors. The rate of In­
terest is 2% per cent-and the general 
period of repayment is ten years, and 
for the first year no interest is charg­
ed.

I will quote finally before leaving 
this subject the conclusion set out in 
the Majority Report:—“On the Whole, 
however, it seems clear that the fish­
ing funds in the three Scandinavian 
countries have served a useful pur­
pose. They have enabled the fishing 
industry in these countries to ad­
vance from somewhat the stage of the 
pure inshore fishery, and secured a 
wide diffusion off the benefits of the 
advance among the fishing commun­
ity. Probably this progrès» would not 
have been made as it has with us, if 
it hpd been left to private enterprise 
in the three countries, and in any
case its result would have beep prob­
ably lees generally diffused," (p 164), 

This conclusion seems to be very
applicable to Newfoundland.

The Future

is With Us.
For a fortnight now the battle has 

been • waged - along the Aisne. No 
material progress appears to have 
been made by either side along the 
front, but fierce efforts are being 
made on the flanks. The Germans are 
trying to turn the flanks of the allies 
in the neighborhood of Verdun and 
seemed to have gained much, but they 
are up against great lines of fortresses. 
On the other hand the allies are mak­
ing great elforts to turn the right 
flank of the Germans and to get on 
the rear of Von Kluck’s army. The 
Germans have rushed up great rein­
forcements to check this movement. 
But the fact of fighting in the neigh­
borhood of St. Quentin and the fact of 
British and French cavalry cutting 
the line of communication between St. 
Quentin and Cambria show that the 
movement of the Allies met with some 
success. This effort will be watched 
with the keenest interest for if it is 
successful it will force Von Kluck to 
withdraw from the hill country at the 
angle between the Oise and the Aisne 
and to evacuate the strongly fortified 
positions about Soisson, Noyon, La 
Fere and Layon and force the Ger­
mans back on the Sambre and render 
their advanced positions at Douai, 
Tournai and Valenciennes unsafe. 
The success of this movement de­
pends of course on the re-inforce- 
ments the allies can bring up and 
until such re-inforcements are avail­
able, it appears to be hopeless to ex­
pect to see the Germans vacate the 
western line of the Aisne. It is now 
eight weeks since the Germans com­
menced the invasion of Luxemburg 
on their way to France, and it is illu­
minating to compare their successes 
so far with the success they met in 
the campaign of 1870. In eight weeks 
in the latter campaign, all the armies 
of France except that defending Par­
is had been broken. With this excep­
tion the French debacle was com­
plete, and they were on the eve of 
commencing the siege of Paris. To­
day the armies of the allies are vir­
tually intact and their resources are 
gradually being tapped to strengthen 
them. The German blow on Paris has 
failed, and it is taking them all their 
time to hold on to their present lines. 
Every week will see the strength of 
the allies, grow and every week 
should see the Germans weakened. 
The future is therefore with us. The 
German army, howèver, has not been 
hro.ken and a long, difficult and costly 
war Is before us to break it.

THE SINKING OF THE CRUISERS.
Special Evening Telegram.

LONDON, To-day.
The facts concerning the sinking of 

the British cruisers Aboukir, Hogue 
and Cressy by a German submarine 
or submarines are contained in an 
Admiralty statement issued last night. 
The reports of Commanders Nichol- 
sen of the Creccy, and Norton of the 
Hcgue, state that the Aboukir was hit 
by one torpedo and sunk in thirty-five 
minutes. Three torpedoes were fired 
at the Cressy, one of the explosives 
missing narrowly. The Hogue was 
struck twice, ten to twenty seconds 
elapsing between the torpedoes, and 
went under in five minutes. The 
Cressy fire* on the submarine and 
some of her officers were confident 
that her shots sank her. Commander 
Nicholson says that the three tor­
pedoes directed against his ship 
might have been fired by the same 
submarine, and that there is no real 
proof that more than one was engag­
ed. Reports show that the greatest 
discipline was maintained and that 
acts of heroism were performed, but 
the Admiralty has established a rule 
that such affairs must be governed by 
the same laws as prevail in naval and 
other actions, and that disabled- ships 
must be left to their own resources 
rather than that other ships would be 
jeopardized by rescue work.

I. C. MORRIS.
O star of Euroi>e"s peace!
O gentle dove so much admired; 
Rase men have clipped thy wings, and 

curbed thy flight.
A great heathen writer has stated 

that “as all men are human, then all 
are brothers.” A great Christian au­
thor stated when speaking to the 
Athenians on Mar’s Hill that “God 
had made of one blood all nations of 
men to dwell on the face of the earth." 
The royal singer of ancient Israel 
said: “the earth had He given to the 

.children of men."
In thesê' three statements we have 

one fundamental truth—the truth of 
human brotherhood. Men’s skin dif­
fers in color but blood does not dif­
fer. It is red the' world over: in 
black and white alike. The human 
organism of every man is the same, 
and the longings of the human heart- 
tell but one tale. These yearnings 
aepire upward; and though beaten 
down by conditions, and battered by 
sin, they still strive for the mastery, 
and struggle for expansion.

They know 
that humanity has suffered enough by 
the scourge of war, and that the re­
cord of the centuries has bèen deep 
died by the blood of its warriors.

They know all this. They know it 
because they have felt its bitterness, 
because they have suffered its hor­
ror, and endured its tragedies; and 
that into their soul the Iron of its re­
lentless heel has entered.

stupendous fact—the fact of absol­
ute and uncontrolled authority being 
placed within the power of one man, 
or of one class of men.

The war is on and he world cannot 
step it, and the sovereign power of 
the people is set at naught. And this 
is the idolized, and boastful, intelli­
gent twentieth century. The age, 
when, on every hand, the claims of 
democracy are propounded, and the 
voice of the people is supposed to be 
heard. During the reign of peace 
these claims seemed to count for
something, but now that war is ablaze 
they appear to have forfeited their 
right. The war te a blunder of one 
extreme; but the extreme of demo­
cracy would prove just asgreat an evil. 
Poor fallen humanity has long been 
the victim of its own extremes which 
have kept it so far apart that it <joct 
not take time to look into the face 
np its fellow and learn that all men 
are brothers. Only the few recognize 
this. The heathen philosopher saw it. 
Paul pneached it, and David sang of 
it, but nineteen centuries have not 
proved sufficient to impart the lesson 
to the world.

The angels sang of peace when 
heralded forth on the midnight 
silence their heavenly song, and their 
message was caught by the 
of the humble shepherds: “Peace on 
earth,” said they, “and < good-will 
men” continued they., The 
herds, we say, caught the song, and 
they interpreted its strain®, and in 
joyful obedience they hastened away 
to Bethlehem to find the “Prince of 
Peace.”

Royal Engineers
DARED DEATH-VT S01SS0NS.

Havre, Sept. 19.—The blowing up 
of the bridge over the Aisne at Sois- 
sons In the long retreat from Mons 
was accomplished after eleven British 
engineers, one by one, had given their 
lives in a vain effort to light the fuse. 
A twelfth man tried and died, but 
not until after he had accomplished 
his mission. The story of heroism 
equalling that displayed at the de­
struction of the gates of Delhi was 
told here to-day by Gaston Bossier, 
a private in the 66th Cuirasseurs bet­
ter known as “Darina," a singer at 
the Comedie Française."

“We were together, the Cuirasseurs 
of France and the British Royal En­
gineers," he says, “as we retreated 
across the Aisne as Soissons, before 
the tables were turned by the battle 
of the Marne. The Germans advanc­
ed rapidly, trying to rush masses of 
soldiers across. Bridge after bridge 
had to be blown up. The German 
sharp-shooters were firing at us from 
a clump of trees, and the mitrailleuses 
were working havoc among the allies.

“Suddenly a party of British engin­
eers rushed toward a bridge. They 
lost heavily, but succeeded in laying 
powder sufficient to destroy it. Be­
fore they could light it all of them 
were killed. We waited while another 
party of brave engineers crept near 
the bridge. They took to cover, but 
the Germans got the range and con 
tinued a deadly fire.

“Then we Frenchmen watched what 
we must remember to our dying day. 
One engineer suddenly dashed alone 
toward the fuse. He was killed be­
fore he reached half way there. A 
second followed and fell almost upon 
the body of his comrade. A third, a 
fourth and fifth ran in succession the 
gauntlet of merciless German fire and 
met the same death. In the same 
way each followed his comrade until 
eleven had been killed,- ’

“The German fire seemed to slack­
en for an instant, and in that instant 
the bridge was blown up, for the 
twelfth man, dashing across the space 
lined with bodies of his comrades, 
reached the fuse and lighted it. The 
bridge went up with a roar as the en­
gineer fell before the German rifle 
shots.”

Bossier was a prisoner of the Ger­
mans for some time, but was rescued 
by the British. He told shocking 
details witnessed. He himself, al­
though wounded in the leg, was drag­
ged on his knees with his-hands tied 
behind him, while a lancer thrust his 
lance against Ms back. Drivers of 
transport waggons often cut at, him 
with their whips as he passed.

Machine Guns.
By GERGB FITCH,

Machine guns came into style about 

the time hard work of all sorts be­
came unfashionable.

Killing men by hand during a war 
was a tedious- and costly process. The 
soldier had to load his rifle after each 
execution, and sometimes a slow 
worker could only shoot two or three 
of the enemy at a time. Then sci­
ence stepped In and provided the ma­
chine gun, a neat and clever little 
mechanism which can produce as 
many obituaries in ten minutes as 
the old-fashioned piece-worker could 
cord up in a week.

The machine gun loads and fires it­
self and shoots two or three hundred 
large, ruinous bullets per minute, 
with one man to feed loiig strings of 
cartridges into the gun and another 
to aim it where the enemy Is thickest. 
More widows and orphans can ,bè 
created in an afternoon than could he 
made by one hundred knights of old 
in a two weeks’ campaign.

There were no machine guns in the 
Civil War and upwards of a million 
soldiers had to be shot by hand. This 
job took upwards of four years, while 
the Japanese and Russians got 
through with almost as much of the 
same kind of work in six months.

Each year better and deadlier ma­
chine guns are being invented, but the 
pay of the soldier has not gone up any 
since 1860. For the same old amount 
per month he has to march boldly up 
a hill while a hundred machine guns 
are cutting the atmosphere into cold 
slaw, and when he expires, with 
thirty-seven assorted bullet hole® in 
vital spots, his widow draws the same 
little pension, and the stay-at-home 
statesmen yawp as loudly as of yore 
over the extravagance of the govern­
ment in giving it to her.

This makes it evident that the com­
mon soldier ought to unionize. If he 
were to charge $14 a month for be­
ing shot by hand and $250 a month for 
machine gun work, war would soon 
stop for lack of ability to meet it® 
payroll.

An Act Respecting Stamp Duties.

[Passed September 7th, 1914.] 
Be it enacted by the Governor, the 

Legislative Connell and House of‘As­
sembly, in Legislative Session con­
vened, as follows :—

L From and - after the commence­
ment of this Act there shall be .paid 
for the use of His Majesty, His Heirs 
aud Successors, upon the several in­
struments mentioned in the Schedule 
hereto, the several duties in theqpid 
Schedule specified.

2. No such -Instrument executed 
after the commencement--of this Act 
in this Colony, or relating wherever 
executed to any property situate or to 
any matter or thing done or to be 
done in this Colony shall, except in 
criminal proceedings, be pleaded d: 
given in evidence or admitted to tie 
good, useful or available in law dr 
equity unless it is duly stamped in. 
accordance with the provisions of 
this Act.

3. Nothing in this Act shall apply 
tb any Bank note payable to bearer or 
on demand, issued or circulated by 
any Bank doing business in the Col­
ony.

4. If any Bank doing business in 
this Colony or any branch of such 
bank cashes any cheque not duly 
stamped, the manager of such bank or 
branch shall be liable for every of­
fence to a penalty of Ten dollars, to 
be recovered in a summary manner 
before a Stipendiary Magistrate.

5. Every instrument to which this 
Act applies shall be stamped with ad­
hesive or impressed stamps of value 
equal to the duty payable thereon, and 
for the purpose of so stamping any 
of the instruments in the Schedule 
hereto, either stamps provided or 
procured for the purpose of the Act 
61 Vie.. Cap. 14, entitled "An Act re­
specting the Payment of Certain Fees 
and Charges by Stamps.” or ordinary 
postage stamps may be used.

4L In this Act “Instrument” means 
any paper or writing mentioned in 
the Schedule.

’ 7. An instrument shall not be deem­
ed to be duly stamped unless the 
stamp affixed thereto is cancelled.

8. Ail the provisions of the Act 61 
Via, Cap. 14, entitled “Aq Act < 
specting the Payment of Certain 
Fees and Charges by Stamps” shall 
apply to this Act and the Schedule 
hereto, and this Act and the Act hi 
Vic., Cap. 14, may be cited together 
as “The Stamp Acts, 1898-1914.”

9. The Governor in Council shall 
make rules and regulations as to the 
alfixing of stamps to all instruments 
under this Act and the cancelling of 
the same. All such rules and regu­
lations, when published in the Royal 
Gazette and one other paper publish­
ed in the Colony, shall have the force 
and effect of law.

H). This Act shall come into opera­
tion on the 1st day of October, 1914.

A RIGHTEOUS CAUSE.
“There is one thing that is perfect­

ly clear in all this matter—those who 
go to fight will go to fight in a right­
eous cause. (Loud cheers.) We are 
fightitig fdr the independence of Bel­
gium against a Power which guaran­
teed it and has destroyed it; We are 
fighting for the freedom of France, a 
friendly Power whe is allied with 
ourselves ; but we are also fighting 
for the sanctity of the public law of

Europe—(loud cheers)—which, If our
enemies be the conqiferors, is torn up
and destroyed for ever.

"When the German Foreign Secre­
tary was asked if he was really going 
to infringe the neutrality of Belgium,
he said: ‘You are not going to war 
for that—going to war for a scrap of 
paper.’ A great Power that treats 
‘scraps of paper’ like that is not un­
likely to be scrapped herself. The 
German Chancellor, when he vindi­
cated this policy in Parliament, said, 
‘We knew we were doing wrong in 
invading the neutrality of Belgium, 
but we were compelled to do wrong.’ 
A nation that begins a great war by 
declaring that its foundation is wrong 
and that it is obliged to do wrong, 
Is likely to fare badly if there be a 
God in Heaven. (Great cheering.)

“Then we are not merely fighting 
for Belgium, France and the sanctity 
of public law, but' we are also fight­
ing for ourselves. We do not fight to 
gain an acre pf territory, we do not 
fight to gain any advantage for our­
selves; we only fight to .secure our 
oWn liberties against an oppression 
which would be intolerable.

“I know that we have

“vain was punished by the destruc­
tion of the city.”

Misrepresentation, no doubt, like 
the- reports of Prussian mutilations of 
wounded Belgians and Britons; news 
colored to prejudice humanitarians 
against the Fatherland ! ' But no—the 
German Embassy at Washington is­
sued this damning news. Prussia is 
no more ashamed of her Louvain atro­
cities than of her airmen who threw 
bombs upon women and children in 
Antwerp and Paris. Now, this war is, 
of course, founded upon a brutal cyn­
icism and total disregard of vows and 
pledges—that Berlin diplomats refer

to sneeringly a* “scraps of paper,”
But what is the conceived advantage
even In a war like this, of turning 
more than forty thousand human be­
ings Into homeless vagrants? Was it 
to punish the boys who fired from be­
hind hedges and chimney pots at the 
despotiers of their countryside? If 
there Is any law of nations governing 
war, Germany put herself beyond the 
pale in violating neutrality. Should 
we, all the same, reserve judgment? 
In justice,' be it avowed, , our news 
from Louvain is not yet complete.

Did 
they burn the schools of Louvain 
which have given so many Americans 
their training?' They destroyed the 
ancient library and 'the university, 
founded almost five centuries before 
Bismarck and Moltke collaborated in 
fastening Prussia’» military yoke on 
poor Germany’s shoulders. Even to­
day. under other asupices than Prus­
sia’s, Germany has a great future. 
But to-day we mourn Louvain—that 
held more beauty within its unforti­
fied zone than all the German Empire 
has evoked since it rose from battle 
smoke, forty-three years since, on the 
fields of France. We mourn the forty 
thousand homeless ones—the fathers 
who have lost their children, the 
motherless ones, all the victims of 
Uhlan blood lust. 'When we re-read 
the history of Europe in the Dark 
Ages we shall understand the Got.hs 
and Vandals better than before; that 
much, at least. Prussia is teaching us 
to-day.—Collier’s Weekly. —-

Lord Rosebery's
Thrilling Speech

St. John’s Meat Company,“WE ABE FIGHTING TO PREVENT
A SHAME AND DEFEAT SUCH

Lord Rosebery delivered a thrilling 

speech on the war last Saturday at 
Broxburn, Linlithgow.

“We have met,” he said, “at a very 
solemn moment in the history of this 
country—more solemn, I think, than 
any that has occurred in the history 
of the world—and yet a month ago, 
say on the 1st of August, we were all 
at peace, with scarcely a thought of 
war. Within a month our armies 
have been hewing their way through 
desperate odds. We have had two 
lists of casualties and may soon have 
a third or fourth. Our fleet has been 
in action. The whole face of Eu­
rope Is convulsed, as by an earth­
quake, with the march of millions of 
armed men. What a change, and in 
how short a time, and how did this 
change come about?

A SPARE IN THE MAGAZINE.

“We shall not know for some years 
to come the secert history of what 
brought about this war. We know 
the simple outside facts—the simple 
surface facts that Austria declared 
war against Servia, that Russia de­
clared she must stand by Servia, that 
Germany said she must stand by 
Austria, and that France said she 
must stand by Russia. It was really 
a spark in the midst of the great 
powder magazine which the nations 
of Europe have been building up for 
the last twenty or thirty years—a 
spark alighting in that tremendous 
powder magazine which, with infin­
ite toil—misapplied toil, as I think— 
the nations of Europe have been con­
structing. ,

“When you go on building up ar­
maments against one another, there 
comes a time when either the guns 
go off themselves, or else the people 
say: ‘We can no longer bear this 
.burden of suspense. We had better 
make an end of it and come to blows 
at once.’

HOW WE COME IN. ‘
“How do we come in? (Cheers.) 

Ail through the correspondence that 
led up to the declaration of war you 
will see that our Government, and, 
of course, its mouthpiece and skilful 
agent, Sir Edward Grey—(cheers)— 
was skilful and energetic and untir­

ing in trying to suggest methods by 
which peace might be preserved. 
(Cheers.) ‘ I do not think that he had 
a fair chance, because the time was 
too short, and all the time the armies 
were being mobilized, and when ar­
mies are being mobilized war becomes 
almost inevitable. But, at any rate, 
that was our part in the general con­
tentions of Europe—pence. (Hear, 
hear.)

“Our second was this—honor. 
(Cheers.) We were parties to a trea­
ty, to which France and the kingdom 
of Prussia were also .parties, guaran­
teeing the independence and the in­
tegrity of Belgiunj. We determined, 
rightly or wrongly, wisely or un­
wisely, but I think rightly and wise­
ly—(hear, hear)—that so long as any 
power remained in the arm of Great 
Britain she was bound not to go back. 
upon her pledged word to Belgium, 
and she was determined that if Ger­
many were determined to violate her 
word Great Britain would not violate 
hers.

Belgium is at this moment a welter 
of fire and blood and destruction, the 
work of one of the Powers that had 
sworn to guarantee her independ­
ence. How long would the British 
people have endured such a spectacle 
at their doors as that? We should 
have gone in then, and gone in too 
late, and should only have had the 
remorse of our first hesitation.

WORLD’S GREATEST WAR.
“This is the greatest war that the 

world has ever seen—beyond all com­
parison the greatest war the world 
has ever seen. The Battle of Leipzig, 
In which. Russia, Austria and Prussia 
fought against the Emperor Napoleon 
and crushed him, was called the Bat­
tle of the Nations, but it was not the 
battle of the nations; it was the battle 
of great armies. It was reserved for 
this war to be pie Battle of the Na­
tions. ‘Every man on the continent 
of Europe who can bear arms is un­
der arms at this moment, excepting 
in a few countries. Among all the. 
Great Powers of Europe, except Italy 
every man at this moment is under 
arms. But we are not in that posi­
tion. We have never gone in for 
conscription; we have never demand­
ed that every man should bear arms 
for his country. But remember this: 
that by the common law of Great

seen wars 
in our time in which the loss of a 
province or two ended the war. That 
will not be so in this. We have seen 
wars in which an indemnity of money 
put an end to the war; that will not 
be so now.

go under for a moment—(cries of 
‘Never!’)—but if you are not going 
under every man who is capable of 
defending his country is bound to 
step into the breach. (Cheers.)

“Just think! Try and imagine 
what It would' be if we were beaten. 
I do not suppose we should be annex­
ed as a province. That is unthinkable 
—to see foreign uniforms, foreign po­
lice, foreign laws, foreign taxgather- 
ers in our country. That I discard as 
absolutely impossible. But there is 
another very improbable contingency 
which might happen—which would 
happen if we were defeated—which is 
that we would be reduced at once to 
an inferior Power, living at the good­
will of our superior lord, living on 
sufferance, our Army limited, our Na­
vy limited, our Empire cut up and 
divided among the plunderers, a posi­
tion so abject that we can’t realize 
it now.

“If we were to sink to be a third- 
rate Power, In the .position that I 
have described, I for one would from 
my heart and soul rather that all our 
people as they now exist were to pass 
into exile and into deAh, and leave 
this island vacant for some superior 
race.
