The Catholic Church 
at Sydney Burned.

It Was a Fine Edifice and Will Take
$30,000 to Replace It—Insurance on
the Church was $9,000.
Sydney, January 3. —The Catholic 

Church at Low Point was totally de­
stroyed by fire yesterday. It is 
thought that the fire originated from 
the furnace, but this can only be a 
matter of conjecture. The flames were 
first noticed in the vestry about _two 
o’clock, and they made such rapid 
headway that all attempts to deal with 
them were fruitless. When Father 
McAulay saw that the church was 
doomed he directed all efforts to sav­
ing the Glebe house, which was only a 
short distance from the church. By 
great efforts on his own part and the 
part of the parishioners, the dwelling 
was saved.

The loss to the Parish is quite heavy, 
as it will take from $20,000 to $30,000 
to put up an edifice giving similar ac­
commodation. The insurance on the 
church is $9,000.

Steps will be taken to have the 
church replaced at as early a date as 
possible.' The church destroyed was 
erected about ten years ago during the 
pastorate of the late Rev. Father Mc­
Kenzie, and was a neat and commo­
dious edifice. The blaze was quite a 
spectacle and could be plainly seen 
from North Sydney and. the upper 
parts of the harbor.

“All our machines are at the front 
and hard at work, and the War Office 
has provided us with a most satisfac­
tory account of their achievements.”

Fifty of the hundred aeroplanes 
have already been arranged for or 
provided. The Newfoundland air­
crafts are numbered 8, 9, 22 and • 23, 
while the one given by the Messrs. 
Reid Bros, is numbered 10.

Lt. Com Randell’s 
Promotion and 

Distinction.

Marvellous
Achievements.

The evacuation of Suvla 
Bay and the Anzac just 
before Christmas was one 
of the most successful and 
biggest feats of the War. 

To repeat it within a few weeks and to 
withdraw all the military forces from 
the Krithia end of the Peninsula and 
thus to evacuate the .whofe Peninsula 
without military loss x^ps a marvellous 
undertaking, and reflects the utmost 
credit on General Mdnro and Lieut- 
Genqral Birdwood and Lieut.-General 
Davies and Admiral de Doebeck, who 
had charge of the gigantic undertak­
ing. The navy met with a loss, hap­
pily not in lives, by the King Edward 
striking a mine, but the whole ship’s 
company was taken off her before she 
sunk. This loss is the biggest loss of 
the official list of casualties. She was 
the first ship put in commission of her 
class, which consisted of seven battle­
ships, King Edward VII, Dominion, 
Commonwealth, Zealandia, Hindustan, 
Hibernia, Britannia and Africa. These 
ships are not Dreadnoughts or super­
dreadnoughts. They were planned be­
fore the dreadnought was experiment­
ed on. The King Edward was Complet­
ed in 1905. Nor are they so powerful 
as the two Lord Nelsons, which are in­
termediary between them and the 
Dreadnoughts. The Lord Nelsons car­
ry four 12-in. and ten 9.2-inch guns. 
The King Edwards carry four 12-in. 
and four 9.2-in. and ten 6-in guns.

Much secrecy was maintained as to 
the strategy which enabled the Suvla 
Bay and Anzac undertaking to be 
made without material loss, and that 
secrecy has enabled the feat to be re­
peated without military loss in face of 
an expectation that it might be repeat­
ed and after the notice of the previous 
achievement. Even though we must 
deplore the failure of the main cam­
paign, the brillancy of these two 
achievements gives confidence in the 
leadership and- the staff which could 
carry off twice in succession such re­
markable achievements.

We congratulate Lieut.-Commander 
John T. Randell, son of Capt. John 
and Mrs. Randell, of Port Rexton, on 
winning the Distinguished Service 
Cross. He is a veteran of the Boer 
War, and the South African Medal 
was pinned on his breast by the pre­
sent King, when as Duke of York, he 
visited St. John’» on H.M.S. Ophir,, in 
1901. Before that war, he was first 
officer on a steamer, which he gave 
up to fight for his country. After the 
war he took his master’s certificate 
and for a time was a Revenue Officer 
on the Gold Coast of Africa. Having 
married and the trying climate not 
suiting his wife, they returned to 
Britain. At the time the Great War 
broke out he had a good position in 
Scotland, which he gave up and join­
ed the navy. He has been promoted 
from the rank of Lieutenant to that 
of Lieut.-Commander and given the 
Distinguished Service Cross ' for 
meritorious service, which ■ includes 
the destruction of three German 
steamers, a Swedish steamer, bound 
to Germany with ore, and the capture 
of a Norwegian steamer ore laden. 
As the latter was claimed to have 
been captured in Norwegian waters, 
he had to give it up to a Norwegian 
gun-boat. He is now in command of 
ait armed patrol boat, with a fleet of 
smaller ships under him. He is re­
ported to have said to his brother 
after one of his trips, in reply to a 
query as to how he was doing, as giv­
ing the typical Newfoundland an­
swer : “Only a few old hoods, this 
trip.” According to letters received 
by relatives, he had been granted ten 
days leave for Christmas, and it is 
believed he would receive from the 
hands of His Majesty when he was in 
London, the decoration he won last 
September. Trinity Bay has reason 
to be proud of the good work of her 
sons. Lieut.-Commander Randell, 
who won the D.S.C., and Leander 
Greene, the D.S.M. This with the 
Military Cross won by Lieut. Don­
nelly, and the D.S.M.'s won by Pri­
vates Hynes and Greene, gives point 
to the general good work being done 
by the Newfoundland soldiers . and 
sailors in the Great War.

The Coal Problem 
—Action Taken.

It will be seen from the letter which 
the Colonial Secretary addressed to the 
coal dealers that the Government has 
decided to arrange for the importation 
of coal. This wras done after the fail­
ure of the coal dealers to agree to the 
proposition made to them last Wed­
nesday. On Saturday they were ask­
ed to agree to sell stocks imported be 
fore January 1st, at $8.00; and on fail­
ure to do so, they were notified that 
the Government would take over their 
stocks. We understand they declined 
to sell at that rate, but that they would 
honour the orders sent by the Govern­
ment or its committee, to the extent 
of the coal that was not under con­
tract. It is littely a committee will be 
appointed to grant orders to those who 
wish to purchase coal in small quan 
ties and who must purchase during 
the next few weeks.

Suvla Bay, 
1|12|15.

Dear Mrs. Fitzgerald,—I want to be 
one of the first from the firing line to 
write and console you on the loss of 
your son—Jack—who has been dis­
penser and dresser for me since Cap­
tain Carty handed him over to me 
on the Magnetic in the Mediterran­
ean. I need not touch on his sterling 
upright and honest character, for I 
found him in all our relations at work 
the essence of reliability, but I feel 
I must tell you of the noble death 
he died this morning. Some men 
were shot by snipers behind our lines 
this morning, and though, as dispen-. 
ser, he might have sat still and let 
the stretcher hearers bring in ' the 
wounded, he was on his feet at once 
and rushed out to render first aid
SF’’',Tif'n<a, .

In doing so he fell a prey to the
deadly sniper. While he was dressing 
sergt. McLieod he was wounded, hut 
still went on with his work, receiv­
ing, unfortunately, three or four more 
wounds, one of which proved fatal. 
His loss, while It must be a great blow 
to you, will be felt almost as deeply 
by the officers and men of the First 
Newfoundland Regiment, who join 
with me in sending you their sincerest 
sympathy.

MINISTERS AND THEIR SALARIES

The Government seems at last tcy 
be realising that in thé matter of 
economy example Is better than pre­
cept. I hear that the new thrift cam­
paign is ilkekly to be Inaugurated In 
the most striking manner by the vol­
untary surrender on the part of mem­
bers of tira Ministry of a portion of 
their salariés. The Cabinet, I believe, 
lias already considered the question 
on the Initiative ol the Prime Minis­
ter, who suggested a sdheme«whereby 
salaries should be reduced by one- 
third. Such a proposal, If adhpted, 
would do more to Impress the coun­
try with the need for rigid economy 
than many columns of speeches, even 
although the actual amoutit saved 
would constitute a relatively small 
Item In the nation’s balance-sheet. 
Excluding the Household appoint­
ments. the total, amount received by 
all the members of the Ministry, In­
cluding the Lord Lieutenant of Ire­
land, is about £170,000. Should it be 
decided to cut down Ministers’ salar­
ies there Is no doubt—indeed it Is part 
of the Government’s plan—that mem­
bers of the House of Commons will be 
asked to make a similar sacrifice. 
Many people think—the point has not 
escaped the attention of audiences who 
have been urged by M.P.'s to econo­
mise—that the salaries of members 
should be stopped altogether during 
the war. but if this extreme self-denial 
does not commend itself to our Par­
liamentary representatives they should 
at least consent to forego a larger 
proportion of their salaries than Min­
isters. The circumstances are not 
analogous, and ought not to be treat­
ed as if they were.

forces. He sums up by saying that 
the problem is extremely difficult. But 
even more remarkable than this frank 
discussion of the military policy of the 
Allies in the Balkans Is an article by 
M. Clemenceau In Ills paper “L’Homme 
Enchaîne” on the recent Franco-Brlt- 
I eh War Council at Calais, M, Clem­
enceau also discusses the question of 
the Salonika expedition, and his crit­
icisms of the part played by England, 
Italy, and Russia are very frank, par­
ticularly his references to the British 
proportion of the expedition and to 
the Inaction of Russia and Italy. This 
new freedom of the French press may 
be good or bad—probably it Is both, 
hut at all events It is a new fact. It 
is worth considering whether It does 
not call for a responsive frankness on 
the part of the English press. A 
frankness which, of course, would al­
ways be restrained here as in France 
by loyalty and courtesy towards our 
Allies.

THE FREEDOM OF THE FRENCH 
PRESS.

The French press is at present the 
freest in Europe; it is altogether free 
from political censorship. When the 
present Government was formed the 
Socialists nad Radicals stuck out for 
a political free press, and a censor­
ship strictly limited to things of mili­
tary significance. The batch of French 
papers just arrived here from Paris 
show many remarkable signs of the 
new regime. -One may take, for ex­
ample, two articles. One is an article 
in “l'Humanité” by M. Renaudel, who 
succeeded after the assassination of 
Jaurès to the leadership of the French 
Socials. It discusses the proble/n of 
Salonika, and states the arguments for 
and against the complete withdrawal. 
The arguments, which M. Renaudel 
states against evacuation are that it 
would be an open check to the Allies, 
that it would be the abandonment of 
Serbia, as a “gage,” and that Rumania 
would thereupon attack Russia. In 
favor of evacuating Salonika M. Ren­
audel adduces the danger to the Allied 
forces and the magnitude of the enemy

LONDON GREEKS AND THE BRIT- 
ISH CAUSE.

The attitude of the King and Gov­
ernment of Greece may be dubious, 
but there has never been any doubt 
about the sympathy of the mass of 
Greeks in or out of Greece with the 
Allied cause. I am told that on De­
cember 4th the Greek community in 
London placed orders for nine fully 
equipped ambulances of the army 
standard, which are to be presented 
to the British Government for use 
with our army in the Balkans. The 
London Greeks, many of whom are 
well-to-do merchants, have been gen­
erous donors to our war funds. The 
Ambulance Fund is being well sup­
ported, over £6,000 having been giv­
en already. Many Greeks here were 
born in England. The only son of M. 
Grannocopulo, the treasurer of the 
Hellenic community, is a lieutenant 
serving at the Dardanelles, and Lieu­
tenant Rodocanânchi has ' won the 
Military Cross.

RUSSIA AND RUMANIA.
, In view of the present position of 
Rumania, and the many conflicting 
rumours concerning her policy, spec­
ial interest attaches to a statement 
recently issued by the Foreign Office 
at Petrograd, the text of which has 
just been received here. This states 
that Russia desires a strong and in­
dependent Greece, and is ready to 
recognise on her behalf the territori­
al enlargements she needs to this end 
in Europe and Asia Minor, and pro­
ceeds; "The relations between Rus­
sia and Rumania, which during the 
last decade had been placed on the 
basis of good neighborly relations 
and common interests, became 
stronger still during the second Bal- 
charest Peace Treaty. Rumania is a 
kan war, and by reason of the Ru- 
great country, which has a right to

realise her national Ideal. Russia has 
declared herself, prepared to recog­
nize the justice of these ambitions. 
Several Rumanian statesmen have re­
commended action by Rumania on the 
side of the Quadruple Entente. \When 
the hour for a confraternity of arms 
sounds, we are certain that tno 
thought will be shared by all Ruma­
nia, and that It will be crowned with 
the same success as attended the last 
war with Turkey.”

LONDON’S RECRUITING RUSH.
London last week palpably awak­

ened to the need for proving itself 
thoroughly alert in the matter of re­
cruiting, and as the days have worn 
on the rush to the attestation stations 
has become increasingly greater. As 
business men went from their subur­
ban homes to their city offices on Dec­
ember 9th they saw longer queues 
than before standing outside these 
places, waiting their turn to see the 
doctor ; and though the bright frosty 
air gave place to a miserable rain, 
they patiently stayed for their turn. 
This was the case not only in the su­
burbs, but the West End, for it seems 
at length to have been borne in upon 
the young single men, as well as on 
the younger married and as yet child 
less, that the path of safety, to say 
nothing of patriotism, lay along the 
road of attestation. Even those who 
have been accustomed to boast that 
they would come “if they were fetch­
ed”—though the number of such 
boasters has, for sensational press 
purposes, been greatly exaggerated-- 
obviously felt that there would be no 
doubt as to the fetching process If 
they, and such as they, did not pre­
sent themselves before December 11. 
No official statement to Parliament 
regarding the net result is to be look­
ed for before December 16th, and 
meantime it will be well to receive 
with caution any precise statements 
concerning It professing to come 
from "well-informed1 quarters," The 
War Office keeps Iti own counsel on 
tills all-important issue and only 
when the secret Is properly reveal­
ed can any true estimate of the Imme­
diate future In this particular he 
made.

THE TWO SCHOLARS.
A dramatic Instance of conversa­

tion in the trenches was given to me 
by an officer In the Highland Light 
Infantry, whose pre-war years had 
been spent in a very . different way. 
He is a scholar and a philosopher. He 
was one of a party which captured a 
number of Germans who had been 
holding the end of a trench which 
the British had previously captured. 
He had himself captured- a German 
officer, and at the end of the affair 
was sitting over him. In this unus­
ual relationship they held a conver­
sation about the psychology of 
Shakespeare. It began by the Ger­
man, who had recovered his breath, 
asking my friend what was his own 
business apart from war. My friend 
told him that he was a schoolmaster. 
The German said that he was a schol­
ar, too, and in a few minutes they 
were discussing the psychology of 
Shakespeare. The German impres- 
ed him as a man who had given a lot 
of patience and thought to the sub­
ject. Shells were hurling overhead 
and hand-grenades were bursting up 
the trench while ,the animated conver­
sation on this interesting subject was 
going on. The British officer was 
not unimpressed by the German’s 
range of idéas, but—as he explained 
—a good deal of his own attention 
was taken up in watching the move­
ments of his learned colleague. He 
had once been stabbed by an erudite 
German prisoner, and he was not tak­
ing any chances. He kept his revol­
ver handy all the time, and steered 
the conversation clear of Ihgo.

THE GIRL IN THE CITY.
The shortage of men in the City 

suddenly became much more acute 
about the middle' of November. The 
young men have gone, and their typ­
ists are taking their place. The typ­
ist is glad of the chance, and does not 
usually get—or expect—any extra 
pay. As yet there seems very few 
openings in the City for the highly 
skilled woman who lost her work at 
the beginning of the war, unless she 
is willing to begin all over again. The 
girls who were there already and 
knew the ways of the firm have been 
given their çhance, and the new ones 
are all untrained and unskilled work­
ers. The*fficel boy is now a girl, and 
g> is the commissionaire. The late 
office boy Is now running the "town 
order” department, which is con­
ducted over the telephone, and he is 
now not even a junior clerk, but a 
clerk. One hears tills sort of conver­
sation going on: "What about that 
parcel I offered you this morning? 
Yes, 10 per cent advance on last week. 
Why, my dear sir, In the present state 
of the market! You ai?e adamant? 
Well, 1 am afraid It is the best I can 
do.” The speaker is about 15, and his
