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Boy Thieves on Trial,ricnltural Committee ot the response 
received to their appeal tor lands to 
be cultivated. The paucity of that 
response Is disgraceful. Twenty- 
eight and a quarter acres from a place 
like St. John’s 1 It the capital repre­
sents the sentiment ot the Island, and 

’if the Island faces next winter virtual 
starvation, It will richly deserve It 
If one thing Is clear it is the fact 
that our people are asleep to the' true 
state of things, that they are as quick 
to abuse others as they are slow to 
help themselves, and that there are 
some unpleasant surprises in store 
for them. As regards this particular 
matter, we suggest that this Commit­
tee" publish the names of the patriots 
who made no reply to its inquiries. 
The< method of dealing with them is 
simple. They "Deed merely be warned 
that they must choose between cul­
tivating the lands themselves, handing 
them over to the Committee or hav­
ing them commandeered by the Gov­
ernment.

Frederick Hutchings and Thomas 
Moore, two incorrigible youths, who 
were responsible tor filling the town 
with commotion by their sensational
escapade, were to-day Sent to Jail for
nine months each. They were tried 
*t the Magistrate’s Court in the pre­
sence of a crowded court room. Mes­
srs. F. J. Morris, K.C., J.P., and J. J. 
McCarthy, J.P., presided. Hutchings 
was first called to the bar. He was 
charged with feloniously and fraudu­
lently embezzling and stealing $1,241,- 
03 on the 16th Inst, belonging to Par­
ker & Mohroe where the accused 
worked. The lad was given his choice 
of going before the Supreme Court 
and a Jury or being tried summarily. 
He took the latter course and the evi­
dence of Thomas Walsh, foreman of 
Parker & Monroe’s East End branch 
was taken, showing that this amount 
consisting of $696.12 in actual cash 
and $544.91 in cheques, was given to 
Hutchings to bring to the West End 
store, the headquarters of the firm, 
but so far witness said the money had 
not reached its destination. At the 
time of his arrest at Bell Island Ser­
geant Cox found on Hutchings $318.- 
14, goods to the value of $29.45 and a 
five dollar gold piece, totalling $352,- 
19; the balance of the cash he gave 
to Moore and burled the cheques 
which he afterwards recovered for 
the police. He pleaded "guilty’’ to the 
charge. The lad’s record showed 
three convictions already against him. 
In view of this fact he was sentenced 
to six months' imprisonment, at the 
expiration of which term he is to 
serve an additional term of three 
months, in default of paying a fine of 
$100. Hutchings took his sentence 
with a laugh as if he had been highly 
honored.

Thomas Moore was then called to 
the bar, charged with complicity in 
the theft'. He also elected to be tried 
summarily and pleaded “guilty.’’ 
Moore gave the police some voluntary 
statements after his arrest. The con­
fession was read to the Court by Supt. 
Grimes, and stated that the prisoner 
was met by Hutchings on the 16th.' 
Hutchings told him he had thè money 
and asked him to go off and have a 
good time with him. Moore accepted 
the offer and went in the direction of 
the Southside Hill where the box 
containing the money was opened. 
The cheques were hid under large 
stones and $280 in notes given to 
Moore. Both then walked to Topsail 
where he left Hutchings at 8 p.m. and 
walked to Donovan’s station, remain­
ing there until the following morn­
ing. Tuesday the 17th. Moore then 
came to town by train and met a lad 
named Leo Koch and requested him 
to go off to spend the money with 
him. Moore gave Koch $150. They 
both left by train for the Southern 
Shore. The next day Koch lèft him 
to return to town. He (Moore) pro­
ceeded to Mobile where he bought a 
horse from one man tor $80, a cart 
from another for $10, and a collar 
from another for $5. He then return­
ed to town where he was immediately 
placed under arrest. Moore’s past 
record was a very bad one. There 
were eight convictions against him 
for stealing various articles from "a 
needle to an anchor”; also he did a 
term for assaulting his mother. He 
was given the same sentence as 
Hutchings.

The physical signs that the awk­

ward child gives to his heart’s and 
mind’s distress must be treated with 
daily admonition, but it must all be 
most tenderly done. “Don’t lift your 
shoulder, dear,” the mother must say 
when one of them goes clumsily up as 
if trying to hide its embarrassment 
behind the ear. “Don’t scrape your 
foot, dearest,” she must go on as 
placidly when this small member is 
misbehaving and “don’t lift your voice, 
darling," she must add when, under 
excitement the childish tones rise 
shrilly. /.

These defects and countless more 
may be smoothed away with time and 
patience, though it must bo remember­
ed parents and not the brothers and 
sisters should do the correcting.

Sensitiveness may not always go 
with Fhe awkward, self-conscious 
manner, but rather with an abnormal 
self-esteem which has little fineness 
of Nature to back it. In that even, Jim 
may need » little taking down occa­
sionally—be shown the way as it were, 
toward more humility of thinking.

But for thp child who suffers acute­
ly, who has some slumebrin» notions 
of justice—who feels somehow that it 
has a right to be itself—only the ut­
most care will bring about improve­
ment.

THE MAYFLOWER.
Two hundred and ninety-seven 

years ago the good ship Mayflower 
landed its precious cargo of Puritan 
fathers and mothers on Plymouth 
Rock and also discharged a large 
quantity of iron-bound, rock-ballasted 
conscience which was not allowed to 
play outside the yard at home.

It has always been a mystery why 
the Mayflower landed at Plymouth, 
instead of picking out some place 
where there was a good hotel with 
modern conveniences, like Palm 
Beach or San Diego. It must have 
been a cheerless sight which greeted 
the eyes of the Pilgrim Father as he 
left the Mayflower _and saw nothing 
spread out before him but a large, 
three-cornered rock totally lacking in 
vegetation of any kind except the sim­
ple, untutored red man and his feet. It 
was an uninviting spot. Good table 
board was scarce, the steam laundry 
had not shown up and the first open 
saloon had yet to protrude its ehy 
head into the landscape.

Despite these drawbacks, which 
would dismay the stoutest heart in 
these days, the colonists who came 
over on the Mayflower did not falter. 
After sitting around on Plymouth 
Rock for a few days, in order to re­
move the seasickness from their legs, 
they went briskly to work and built a 
meeting house, where they could as­
semble on Sunday and listen to 12,000 
feet of sermon. Earnest efforts were 
made to convert the red man and in­
duce him to wear something besides 
a scalp lock, but not much progress 
was made in this direction, owing to 
the tendency, of the red man to fill his 
visitor full of arrow heads before the 
subject was properly introduced.

The Mayflower was a small boat, es­
timated at about 54 per cent, water­
tight, and when caught in the trough 
of the sea refused to sit upright. It 
took several weeks for the Puritans 
to reach Plymouth, and at times they 
were out. of sight of land. We would 
like to ask how many people to-day 
think enough of their conscience to 
undertake a trip like that, if they were 
able to locate it in the first place?

This statement ap­
plies especially to the railway and to 
its extension to Heart’s Content. From 
Whitbourne the line connects with 
New Harbor and then on to the Cable 
Town. From Carbonear the line runs 
to Old Perlican. By this means a 
great boon has been conferred upon 
Bay de Verde district, and upon part 
of the south side of Trinity Bay dis­
trict. But the question arises, why 
was this intervening shore of thirty 
miles not included? By its omission 
the break in travelling is most awk­
ward, and the trade of the place has 
been disappointed and seriously 
handicapped. To intensify the incon­
venience of the situation some of the 
harbours which lie within the area are 
unsafe for anchorage during eight 
months of the year, and because of 
this drawback, the railway was all the 
more necessary, and therefore wuold 
have been all the more welcome. It is. 
Indeed, a great mistake that the line 
was not continued right along the 
shore and right on to connect with 
the Bay de Verde line at Old Perlican.

This portion ot Trinity Bay between 
Heart’s Content and Old Perlican has 
very much in its favour, and the won­
der is that the population is not real­
ly larger than it is. There is abund­
ance of wood, and a rich and bountiful 
supply of pure water. Perhaps the 
visitor from the city sees these bene­
fits more so than the residents of the 
locality, but

and several of them were being work­
ed by oxen, and the stock looked of a 
fairly good breed.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

We overthrew and pushed them to 
the southern outskirts of Vaudesin- 
court capturing 150 prisoners. In 
Argonne a German attack was easily 
nailed. Elsewhere intermittent shell­
ing.

THE Ü. S. TONNAGE.
WASHINGTON, April 20.

Vigorous steps are being taken by 
the Government to make the seized 
German ships ready for sea and also 
to prepare to take over the ships be­
ing built for neutrals in American 
yards. Nine of the seized German 
ships will be made ready for sea 
within the next 30 days, others are 
to be hurried into condition. Despite 
die destruction wrought by the Ger­
man crews, American engineers have 
met the situation in a fashion prob­
ably little expected by the Germans. 
Various members of the shipping 
boards conferred with other officials 
to-day to hurry the plans along.

IN CONFERENCE.
PARIS, April 20.

WAR VOTE APPROVED.

The Senate and House in Commit­
tee on^the $7,000,000,000 war loan bill, 
agreed to-day to the measure virtual­
ly as it passed the Senate. The 
agreement will be reported to the two 
Houses as soon as possible, so thât 
the bill may be Sent to the President 
for approval.

WILL ASSIST RUSSIA.
WASHINGTON, April 20.

Plans for America’s War Commis­
sion to be sent to Russia give prom­
inent place to political representa­
tion, as well as to finance and com­
merce. More than passing signifi­
cance Is attached to the fact In view 
of the struggle of the new Russian 
democracy in establishing the Gov­
ernment. The Commission will offer 
aid, and if acceptable It Is believed 
will not only strengthen Russian fin­
ances in promoting trade relations, 
but also in assisting the Government 
in military undertakings. A plan for 
sending a party of railroad men to 
Russia to rehabilitate the demoral­
ized transportation system, is await­
ing word from Petrograd as to whe­
ther they are needed now.

REPORTED SINKINGS.
BUENOS AYRES, April 20.

WELLS RUPl BLIt’A NISINti
BRITAIN.

” London; 'Tb-day.
The Times to-day prints' conspicu­

ously under the heading “A- Republic 
Society for Britain," â letter from H. 
G. Wells, novelist, who is equally 
prominent as a Socialist propagandist. 
Wells suggests that the time is ripe 
and it would be a thing agreeable to 
our friends and Allies of the republi­
can democracies of France, Russia, 
the Uuited States and Portugal to give 
some clear expression to the great 
volume of republican feeling that al­
ways exists in a British community. 
Wells in his letter admits that the 
general republican hitherto has been 
satisfied with the idea that Britain is 
a crowned republic and doubts wheth­
er even in Ireland there is any con­
siderable section of the people who : 
would be disposed to go beyond the 
implications of that phrase. The writ­
er contends, however, that it will be 
an excess of civility to the less accept­
able pretensions of Royalty and grave 
negligence of our duty to liberal as­
pirations throughout the world, if the 
thinking ones of the British commun­
ity do not now take unambiguous 
steps to make clear to republicans in 
Europe, Asia and America that these 
ancient trappings of the throne and 
sceptre are at most mere historical 
inheritances and that our spirit is 
warmly and entirely against the dy­
nastic system which so long has di­
vided, embittered and wasted the 
spirit of mankind. The writer does 
not contend directly for the establish­
ment of a republic in Britain, but 
looking to the future he argues in fav­
or of encouraging the adoption of a 
republican form of Government in Po­
land, Bulgaria and Greece and says 
that for the advancement and encour­
agement of this same immediate or­
ganization is required in Britain to be­
gin with. The letter continues that it 
might take the form of a series of 
loosely affiliated republican societies 
centering in our chief towns which 
could enroll members and organize 
meetings in sympathy with our fellow 
republicans abroad and form the basis 
for more definite and purposeful ac­
tivities. Such activities need not con­
flict in any. way with one’s free loyalty 
to the occupant ot the throne of this 
crowned republic. The Times denotes

HINDENBURG UNEASY OVER 
STRIKES.

LONDON, To-day.
A message sent by Von Hindenburg 

to General Greener, head of the 
German Munition Department, with 
reference to the strikes in industrial 
communities, has been received here 
by wireless from Berlin. Hinden- 
burk says he recognizes that the pop­
ulation has been hit hard by the re­
duction of the bread ration, but that 
undoubtedly the increase in meat and 
the regular delivery of potatoes will 
compensate therefor, while he is con­
vinced that the authorities will see to 
the proper distribution of food stuffs. 
The Field Marshal says: “I am there­
fore quite unable to see how the food 
ration can be made the ground for 
strikes by workers, while our present 
position op the western front, which 
must be fought out there, demands an 
unlimited production of war supplies 
ot all kinds. This is the first task 
and takes precedence over all others. 
Every strike, however small, may be 
the means of an unjustifiable weak­
ening of our defensive force and is 
an inexcusable crime against the 
fighting forces .especially those in 
the trenches, who bleed in conse­
quence.” A Reuter despatch from 
Amsterdam says that Von Hindenburg 
concludes his message by asking Gen. 
Groener to see that all means are 
employed to continue the production 
and despatch of arms and munitions, 
and also to have a necessary explana­
tion given to the armament workers 
to that end which “in my opinion ap­
pears the principal condition for at­
taining our great aim."
