$2.40, $3.20, $4.00,slstance, sad In s very short time had 
several streams of water playing on 
the burning building. The Aames Arst 
broke through at the back, near the 
eastern corner, and the root began to 
burn furiously, beginning at the 
-East and working West The two 
top Aats were demolished, both roof 
and walls being razed. The bottom 
Aat was not burned as much, although 
the water did a lot of damage to It 
The end of the Hospital, separated 
from Lynch's Bakery by a lane, eoon 
was weakened and fell against the 
latter building, aflame and burning as 
it was. For a while It looked as If 
this, too, would go. A couple of 
hoses were turned on the fallen wall, 
however, and It was soon extinguish­
ed. Meanwhile the A remen had 
turned their attention to the Eastern 
section of the building, which has a 
brick frame. Water was poured in 
through the windows In inexhaustible 
torrents, and a lot was done to check 
the progress of the Aames. The 
wind was high, unfortunately, and the 
building Itself being high on a bluff, 
was exposed to the wind. Conse­
quently the Aames shot up to the 
heavens, and people outside the city 
limits for miles around could see 
them and the dense clouds of smoke 
that 'rolled blindingly through the 
air. Not many Aankers were in evi­
dence, and people stood near the 
building until well past six o'clock 
yesterday afternoon. It wgji feared 
that the front brick wall of the Bar­
rack section, facing on Water Street, 
would give way and fall across the 
street. Especially as this wall was 
anything but strong and the plaster 
being not very adhesive, the possi­
bility of the wall falling was great 
This did not happen, fortunately.

A very pleasing feature of the Are 
was the splendid service rendered by 
the soldiers themselves. The con­
valescent patients who could work 
were there In numbers and their help 
to the firemen was of great value. 
As soon as word of the fire was re­
ceived at the . Militia Department, 
Lieuti-Colonel W. F. Rendell de­
spatched as many of the Record and 
Pay soldier-clerks as were available 
to the scene, so that they could ren-

The fine, large Empire Barracks and 
adjoining military hospital to-day 
stand a charred and blackened ruins, 
with all their former usefulness and 
comfort gone forever. Passing along 
that way up to two o'clock yesterday 
one would never suspect that within 
a few hours the fine structure—emb­
lem et mercy and comfort as It was— 
would be but a blackened mass of ruin 
and desolation.

As a result of Its catching fire yes­
terday thousand of dollars worth of 
damage has been done; Invalided sold­
iers have been taken unceremoniously 
from their beds and the splendid sys­
tem and orderliness of a hospital and 
barracks lost

Thé two Institutions, one adjoining 
the other, were housed in the one 
bnlhring. The hopsltal was con­
tained In the eastern section and the 
barracks In the western. Some forty 
eight, soldiers were Indoor patients, 
while about ninety others were visit­
ing patients of the hospital. Electrical 
appliances valued at seven thousand 
dollars were kept In the eastern end, 
while an X-ray apparatus, of the new­
est and most modem make, which was 
Installed the day preceding the fire, 
added greatly to the value.

In the barracks were kept four hun­
dred Bnfleld rifles and seven hundred 
German rifles. There were also about 
seventeen machine guns. Besldee those 
there-were a hundred and sixty nine 
thousand rounds of anrunltlon, stored 
In small boxes. Those were not affect­
ed by. the fire, although the boxes, 
which were piled up, were scorched 
and even charred by the flames. Some 
boxes of machine gun cartridges, con­
tained In gun-belts, fell down, and, 
breaking open, enabled the Are to ex­
plod the cartridges. The reports of the 
exploslms could be beard by the thou­
sands of watching people, although 
the greater majority of them were not 
aware of “heir cause. The rifies, or I 
most of them, were burned completely, I 
although some had only the wooden 
stock destroyed. Others, which were 
la wooden cases, and well encased In 
oil and vaseline, were left Intact and 
endamaged, altthough the boxes. In 
many cases, were charred and burned. 
The German rifies were left In a solid 
mass of steel barrels and locks.

The fire broke out at about two 
forty five. One of the orderlies was the 
first to see It, and be acquainted Major 
Knight, who was down stairs, of the 
tact Going upstairs, the latter saw a 
flame, "about the size of the palm of 
my hand," as he himself decribed It, 
to the celling, about twenty feet from 
the wall seperating the barracks from 
the hospital. This was In a sick ward. 
He rushed to the "phone and tried to 
get the Fire Halt This was busy, how­
ever. and by the time he got back the 
ward was In a mass of flames. Mean­
while Mr. C. E. A. Jeffery, who was 
teaching a class of soldiers down­
stairs, called for ten volunteers to re­
scue the patients who were In bed, and 
heroic, work was performed by them. 
The soldiers were taken to Grenfell 
Hall, at the Seamen's Institute, while 
some were taken to the Military Hoe- 
pttal on Military Road. None were In­
jured, excepting one man, who get a 
Might burn on his face.

The recent railway strike is calcu­
lated to have cost the country close 
on £ 50,000,000. This Includes the 
loss In wages and trade, which natur­
ally was hit very heavily through the 
upsetting of transport

This is hy no means the heaviest 
loss due to a strike. The railway 
and transport strikes of 1911 cost the 
country oVer a hundred millions be­
fore they were settled.

The worst year for strikes In re­
cent years was probably 1908, when 
there were more industrial disputes 
than there had been for many years 
past. Engineers, shipbuilders, and 
cotton-spinners all went on strike 
that year, as well as numbers of 
other small trade unions. The three 
big unions lost over £2,000,000 in 
wages alone, and the loss to trade is 
hardly to be estimated. It mustn’t be 
forgotten that the loss of one pound 
before the war Is equivalent to the 
loss of two now.

It has been said hy Mr. Thomas 
that the recent strike came as near 
civil war as any strike In England. 
The great series of Russian strikes 
which broke out in St. Petersburg in 
October, 1906, actually did ' lead to 
civil war. In Moscow and Odessa 
there was hitter fighting between the 
strikers and the troops. In all some 
15,000 people were killed, and the ac­
tual property destroyed was officially 
put at £20,000,000. This, added to 
the loss of wages, trade and credit, 
probably created a record In* costly 
strikes.

“But who knows about Quiberon, 

one oC- the greatest of sea fights?”

And Hawke’s total casu­
alties were only two boats, which ran 
on the rocks!

As Ferrero says:—
He had only to make use of the 

enthusiasm of Italy, all the more 
overwhelming because it was Inevit­
ably short-lived, to return to Rome 
and attack the great problems of the 
age—to adjust the old republican in 
stitutions to a mercantile society, to 
consolidate liberty with Imperialism, 
Latin traditions with the new de­
mands of Eastern luxury and culture.

But Caesar met Cleopatra, and their 
meeting profoundly affected • the 
course of Roman and of world his­
tory. Caesar wanted money. He al­
ways wanted money, for the art of 
government, In Rome during the last 
century before Christ was the art of 
bribery. The politican hungry for 
power was forced to embark on a 
war of conquest to obtain the where­
withal to buy patrician votes and 
plebian acquiescence. Caesar was tij 
Syria. Ptolemy owed him money, and 
was fighting with his sister, Cleopa­
tra. Caesar decided to go to Alexan­
dria to collect the money and settle 
the quarrel. Thus the meeting.

À Bald-Headed “G.BJS.”
Mr. Bernard Shaw has written an 

entertaining comedy round the meet­
ing. He has drawn Caesar as a bald- 
headed G.B.S. in a toga, and Cleo-

patra a reckless hoyden. As a mat­
ter of fact, Caesar was a man tired 
for the moment of wars and con­
quests and public affairs, and ready 
to be amused a^d flattered and ca­
joled by a pretty woman. He had 
been In the centre of intrigue since 
his youth. He had been compelled to 
fight ceaselessly for his own hand, 
and his very success had wearied 
him. He wanted to forget for a1 
while, and Cleopatra well knew how 
to conjure up forgetfulness. Ferrero 
says of her:

"Herself utterly cold and callous, 
insensitive by nature to the flame of 
true devotion, Cleopatra was one of 
those women gifted With an unerring 
Instinct for all the various roads to 
men’s affections. She could be the j 
shrinking girl, too shy to reveal her 
half-unconscious emotions of jeal-. 
ousy and depression and self-aban­
donment; or a woman carried away 
by the sweep of a1 fiery and uncon­
trollable passion, fehe could tickle 
the aesthetic sensibilities of her vic­
tims by rich and gorgeous festivals, 
by the fantastic adornment of her 
own person and her palace, or by 
brilliant discussions on literature 
and art; she could conjure up all 
their grossest Instincts with the 
vilest obscenities of conversation, 
with the free and easy Jocularity of 
a woman of the camps.”

An Autocratic Empire.
Caesar stayed with Cleopatra, was j 

besieged in Alexandria by her bro­
ther, and altogether spent nine 
months in Egypt, Caesar returned 1 
to Rome in the early autumn of the 
year 47 B.C. But he only stayed 
there four months. One more Pom­
peian army remained to crush, and 
he had to hurry across to Africa. 
During those four months he at­
tempted to allay popular discontent 
by cancelling all rents under a cer­
tain figure for one whole year. The 
campaign lasted six months, and he 
went back to Rome to consolidate 
his authority. He had made many 
promises. Some at least of them had 
to be kept.

His ambition Is very evident It 
was to build an autocratic empire on 
the basis of popular prosperity.

Cleopatra came to Rome at the end 
of the year 46. She brought the son 
she had had by Caesar with her. 
She whispered to him of an empire 
greater than any that the world had 
yet seen, ruled by a dynasty that they 
should found. Meanwhile he distri­
buted largesse with a generous hand, 
and initiated a scheme of sane and 
moderate social reform.

But he lacked capable backing. 
New difficulties continually arose, and 
the man himself was worn out. He 
grew irritable. He never rested. He 
was overburdened with work and 
responsibility.^ His connection with 
Cleopatra was bitterly resented by 
the whole peëple. The attacks of 
epilepsy, to which he had always 
been subject, 'became more frequent 
and more violent He had been ap­
pointed perpetual dictât' v, which 
meant in effect that the republic was 
dead and that the empire had begun, 
and he became obsessed wjth the 
necessity of strengthening his posi­
tion by the annexation of Parthia.

Caesar was inventing the Caesar­
ian dream which afterwards came to 
Napoleon I., Napoleon III., and the 
ex-Kaiser Wilhelm—conquest abroad, 
social reform at home, as the two 
props of an autocratic throne.

Caesar was a very great man. 
Mommsen has said, "No doubt Caesar 
was a great orator, a great writer, 
and a great general, hut he became 
all these because he was a great 
statesman.” An Itallah writer has 
described him as “an Incomparable 
opportunist.” Certainly he was an 
amazingly shrewd politician to whom 
Tammany Hall could have taught 
nothing. He knew his people and he 
knew how to manage them. He was 
tremendously sure of himself. And 
his self-control was, until the last 
few months of his life, almost super­
humanly complete. He suited the 
means to the occasion. Sometimes he 
was the very soul of forgiveness. 
Sometimes he was pitiless. His whole 
life wâs governed by considerations 
of policy, until he met Cleopatra and 
lost hie head at the dangerous age of 
fifty-two.

He was a man without Illusions 
even about himself. His personal 
life was generally abstemious, and he 
cared nothing for luxury. He loved 
glory, hut he despised flattery. The 
difficulties that faced him in 46 and 44 
were tremendous. The task that he 

jhad eft himself was as perilous 
Napoleon's invasion of Russia, hut he 
would almost certainly have succeed­
ed If he had not been sick and worn 
out. Caesar In 44 was a sick maà, as 
Napoleon'was in 1812. He was only 
fhe shadow of the man who had con­
trived to f «natch victory from defeat 
In Gaul and to write the "De Bello 
Galileo” In two months.

A Great Destroyer.
While Çaesar dreamt of Parthia, 

Italy was living in a state of econ­
omic chaos. Every class was eaten 
up with discontent, and the discon­
tent came to a head in the aristocrat­
ic conspiracy engineered by Cassius 
and Brutus, and culminated in the 
assassination of the dictator in the 
~ irum on the Ides of March, 44 B.C.

To Ferrero, Caesar is nothing but 
a great destroyer.

LAND.

IN RHINE-

An the laden troops train steams 
out of Cologne Station with our de­
parting soldiers, the sworded and 
blue-uniformed German police heave 
a sigh of relief and twirl tlietr brist­
ling moustaches with revived vigour.

The German minions of the law 
have had a strenuous time endeavour­
ing to restrain our soldiers’ truly 
British love of practical joking. These 
diversions have facts all the more 
humorous on account of the fact that 
the square-headed Teuton has no 
sense of humour hor.self.

On a never-to-be-forgotten night 
last January, one has memories of a 
cordon of distracted German police­
men endeavouring to prevent a statue 
of the ex-Kaiser being embellished 
with red paint A number of British 
soldiers, under cover of darkness, had 
scaled the plinth, and, with the as­
sistance of hefty brushes and pails of 
Ordnance paint, were greatly adding 
to the festive appearance of the All- 
Highest If there were eny British

Recited the Hymn of Hate.
The spectacle of a burly Prussian 

In the sergeants mets of a famous 
regiment of the Guards, chanting the 
notorious Hymn of Hate, is an occur­
rence which few people would have 
predicted.

A particularly bombastic monu­
ment, glorifying Prussian militarism, 
excited the interest of a number of 
soldier humorists a short time back. 
It stood in a secluded spot on the 
Rhine hank, and late one night an 
Army lorry halted close to this un­
popular erection.

Within an hour a strong steel cable 
had been placed round the monument, 
the trailing length of which was at­
tached to the motor vehicle. The 
lorry commenced to move steadily 
down the road, and the practical jok­
ers, at a safe distance, waited to see 
the German emblem dragged from its 
plinth into the dust But they had 
underrated the efficiency of the Ger­
man masons. The statue remained 
stationary and the cable snapped.

Napoleon Cult Dies.
Military “Geniuses” Did Net Prosper 

In the War.
The troth Is about to be untaizzjed. 

For four and a half years She has 
been in quarantine. The public has 
been spoon-fed with an official diet, 
prepared sometimes to deceive the en­
emy, sometimes to deceive ourselves, 
sometimes to protect a reputation, 
sometimes to destroy a reputation, 
rarely without any ulterior purpose of 
some sort altogether unrelated to the 
fact, says an editorial in the London 
Daily News. Now the troth la about 
to come out Into the daylight and1 open 
her lips. She will be very unlike 
what we thought her to be—very un­
like the fiction that has flaunted itself 
in the public eye. She will have some 
surprising revelations to make, ànd 
as they hurt a good many people and 
reverse a good many Judgments we 
must expect to see desperate effort 
made to silence her or discredit her 
beforehand.

Among the Illusions that will go 
are the Illusions about that foul and 
filthy thing called war. The Idea that 
It Is “God’s medicine” will not survive 
the tremendous balance sheet of loss 
and gain—the record of the sacrifice 
of the flower of the world’s youth, the

material ruin, the spiritual desolation, 
the opening of the flood gates of hate, 
the carnival of passion, the release of 
all the basest elements In human na­
ture, the wolfish rapacity and uncon­
trolled lust,, the submergence of every 
humane and kindly emotion and of 
every Instinct of truth and justice un­
der the torrent of greed and ven­
geance exploiting themselves as pat­
riotism. War Is not “God’s medicine," 
hnt the devil’s poison.

And if the troth about the war end 
the fictions about war, it will also end 
the Napoleonic cult. The age of the 
demi-god of war Is done, and there is 
nothing cheaper in the world to-day 
than military reputations. War has 
-become too vast and cosmic a thing 
for the inspiration of a single genius. 
It is the sum of infinite forces, and 
if we want to find the sources of its 
Judgments we have to trace it to men 
sitting in offices as well as to generals 
sitting in camps, to scientists in their 
laboratories and manufacturers in 
their factories, to civil servants con­
trolling transports and keeping fam­
ine at hay, to the inventors of poison 
gas and all the artifices of death, to 
the courage of merchant seamen, and 
a thousand other springs all contrib­
uting to the great sum of the decis­
ion.

The war has not left one great mill-

The failure of Von Kluck at the be- 
ginning—perhaps the crucial failure 
of the war—struck the keynote. 
Moltke, itlndenburg, Falkenhayn, Mac- 
kensen, Ludendorff—one after another 
they rose like giants and set in fail­
ure. And the history of the Allies is 
hardly less strewn with the wreckage 
of reputation s. Sir Douglas Haig 
survived the test, not by Napoleonic 
qualities, but by his plain virtues of 
honesty, steadfastness, good temper 
and sound sense. Marshal Foch comes 
nearest to a supreme reputation, hut 
he had the good fortune to “arrive” 
late, when the struggle had reached 
its climax, after Joffre had been suc­
ceeded by Nivelle and Nivelle by Pé­
tain, and when the hour for reaping 
the harvest of four years of effort 
had come. Had he had thé supreme 
command at the beginning can we be 
quite sure that he would have escaped 
the fate of the others?

American Notes.
(Special Correspondence.)

The Battle at the Polls passed, 
would a few notes from Boston be of 
Interest? Newfoundlanders abroad 

• enjoy news from home, and there are 
friends at home who would welcome 
news from abroad.

This Is a live country, yet a coun­
try seething with unrest which poli­
ticians say is but the reaction or 
aftermath of the war. The Boston police 
strike had scarcely subsided when 
the racial riots at Omaha followed. 
A week ago the bituminous coal 
miners' strike had reached a critical 
stage, but on Monday morning, after 
an all-night conference, when the 
miners decided to return to work, 
probably open warfare between capi­
tal and labor was averted. Even on 
Armistice Day several war veterans 
in the parade were shot down in cold 
blood by some "Reds” in Washing­
ton.

Armistice Day was observed as a 
holiday, but more of the usual holi­
day desertion was evident than on 
November 11th, 1918.

In the Senate another reservation 
has been passed on the Peace Treaty, 
this time Article 10 is the stumbling- 
block. The President denounced the 
act and declared it meant the death 
of the Treaty. The outcome remains 
to be seen.

Recently, the Boston Herald asked 
whether Newfoundland was wonder­
ing if the U. S. was also importing a 
hangar with the large dirigible now 
being shipped from England to- the 
Navy Department "Newfoundland 
answers either that, or get I.C.M. to 
show them how to moor it in a gale 
of wind.
