discussion of this question, I would,
like to give an explanation of the,
term “Capitalism,” which I shall use
in this article, so: that no one will
think that ¥ am a “Red.”

Capitalism, as yow are wware, 3.,
gifies the present mode of ecenomic,
production and exchange of goods of
all kinds. The fundamental cause of
tiie high cost of living arises frem the
gearcity of gold, which has become
fnsufficient to perform its funmetion of :
means of circulation, and necessi-|
tates the use of imaginary money. |

Here we touch the original and mor-(

tal contradiction inherent in money.
There is a longing on: all sides for !

a general slump in prices, but it is

not reallzed, apparently, that such a

slnmp would mean the complete de'

struction of the economic, social and
palitical order of the presemt day. A
longer lease of life for the things
that are is promised by permitting
inflation, as the need ,of it arises.
Inflation, therefors, it ghall be. How-
ever, a merely transitional form of
society cannot be made permanent
by following one policy any more
tllan another. As all roads lead to
Rome, inflation leads in the end to
exactly the same point as contraction
—+to the social insolvency. A shrink-
age in the value of paper money can-
not be made good by printing more
paper momey. NO matter how much
is printed, the walue of the sum of
the tokens is mot' increased one iota,
while the ¥alue ofeach unit is dimin-
ished. Overwhelmiing Teocessity has,
nevertheless, compelled all coun-
tries to have recourse to this ruinous
proceeding on an immense scale, con-
sidering the shortness of the period.
Yet the same thing was bound fto
happen, theugh, mo doubt, mere
gradually, in the perfectly normal
course of monetary  development.

‘As the depreciatian progresses the
amount of the daily deposits of paper
money increases. The passage of
this money through the bamks accel-
erates the growth of money on ac-
count. The swelling of the deposlu
ealls for a relative increase .of the,
reserves. But the additional re-
serves cannot . come from the in-
ereased deposiu of the depreciated
money. Under the regime of gold,
when this is the measure of value,
the total price of the commodities in
eirculation calls only for a definite
maximum of money. Any. surplus of
gold or symbols thereof find lodge-
ment in bank vaults, and - ‘can stay
there for an indefinite time. But it is
othrerwise under the regime of deprge-
ciated paper.

The issue of tokens has been called
forth by the needs of cirqulation, but
once they are issued in excess of the
economic law, which is the case, they
will not rettre to banks longer tham
pecessary. Their aggrcgate' value is
determined by the aggregate of the
commoditics in cireulation, therefore,
all the units of the token issue-are
at all times meeded in circulation.
Granting that the gold basis has been
abandoned, and that the banks con-
sider their own:notes, or promises to

it s, Molesp.

; plain that (ho gain of reserves by the
banks must be small relatively to the
growth’ of deposits. :

On the other hand, the -strain on
{the bapks become more severe con-
lsuntly. while the reserves grow lit-
tle, the deposits grow much,
i maturally canges a growing demand
‘ot the banks for cach. How are the
'banks to meet the situation? There
'lre two ways. Ome is to pass new
paper money out of the paying tell-
‘ers’ window, This increases priees,—
{ Hence the high cost ef living—which
necessitates the issue of still more
paper. It is now the method adopt-
| ed in nearly- all countries. But it is
a vicious cirele, from which there is
no escape until the value of money is
i destroyed in due course of the pro-
| cess. ;

The other way is for the banks to
: Teduce their loans and thereby their
“deposlts »  This is likewise a ¥xoad
| of thorms. It is clear that if tokens
vhave depreciated, say 50 per cent., the
borrower would need to double his
borrowing to continue the industries
on the established scale. Oa the
contrary, it now has to face the with-
daawal of the loams, to the extent
{ that before producers and mercantile
capitalists ean manage to pay off
their bank debts they must reduce
their operations. By this reduction of
money capital alome, aside from
other diffiqulties, great numbers of
workers are forced into idleness.

But many other industrial capital-
ists are too involved to pay up. Their
entire business is founded on the ex-
pectation of material support by bank
leans. Already the raising of prices
strain their capital. Many failures of
industrial eapitalists of this class
would add greatly to the already in-
creased unemployment. But, what is
much more important in economics,
these failures would go close to the
'henrt of many banks, perhaps all of
"them. Many banks have outstanding
loans to the tune of ten or more
times their cpital and surpluz (one
large bank in England over twenty
times); so that the loss of 10 per cent,
of .their outstanding loans would wipe
out both their capital and surplus
and destroy the “solvency” of such
banks.

In the first part of this article, I
“said that the high cost of living is not
! due to. profiteering. This is an over-
' statement. What I mean to say, is
' that the high prices asked for goods
to-day are pot the real cause of the
high cost of living; this is rather the
effeet of what the same shouters
against the profiteers call legitimate
profif. Now, since we are satisfied
with the present system of business,
we should not grieve when .this sys-
tem works itself out in such a way as
to pinch us. The root cause of the
trouble lies in one of those contradic-
tions. of which capitalism is so full
He who wants to understand the
cause of the high cost of living will
need to probe deeper into economics
than blaming it all on the “blood-
sucking” merchant. The merchant is
compelled to ask high prices for his
goods whether he likes to do so eor
not. He is forced to do so by.forces,
which . I.am.'doubtful whether many
of them are very familiar with.

opposite direction, since more mon-
ey is required to pay the expenses of
the officials of such boards. The
Food Control Board didn’t keep down
the price of sugar. Their excuse for
not doing so is due, they say, to
shortage of this .article, but it is mo
such thing. There is more sugar om
the market to-day than for the last
gix years. The price of sugar has
gone up for reasons that the Board of
Food Control neither understamd or
can control, so what is the use of a
Board of Control, when they cannot
control anything? You can no more
regulate the price of commodities by
Government action, than you ecan
regulate the Laws of the Cosmos by
Government action. Who ever heard
of an artificial law superior to a
natural law? Something more than
artificial laws are required to reduce
the high cost of living, but as we are
not ready, psychologically, for this
measure, I will refrain from discufs-
ing it

Some say that increased productiom
will solve the whole riddle of the
high cost of living, but they do not
suspect that over-production was,
what philosophers call, a “causating”
eause for the high cost of living.
Speeding up | preduction. will only
make matters worse, since increased
production calls for the issue of still
more paper money, which means
Ihigher prices. Aside from higher
prices brought about by increased
producticn, there is another greater
aspect to the question, and that is,
over-production, which means War,
and we all know from experience how
war intensifies prices.

Government regulations serves the
purpogse for which they are imtended,
namelr, to keep the’ minds of the
people diverted from the real cause
of the trouble. Governments are
well aware that if prices are allowed
to go up without Government action,
the people would begin to investi-
gate the trouble, and there would be
a grave danger of them discovering
the real cause, which, ultimately,
would render the offices of the
jumping-jack untenable. But so long
as the people can be made to be-
lieve that the imdividual and not the
system is responsible * for all their
griefs and woes, 80 long will we have
grief and woe. But just as soon as
the people begin to think for them-
selves they will have shaken off the
first bond that holds them dewn in
the mnck and mire, and the dismal
lnmpa at the bottom of the social
ocean,

Though the starfish goes through
life without a head, it still manages
to' enjoy its meals.. Tt has, however,
to take them in a peculiar manner.

It likes oysters at meal-times, and
likes them fresh, o it gpens the oys-
ter-shells itself just Defore partaking
of the contents. It does this by
means of the suckers which are pro-
vided as part of its feet. With some
of these suckers it gets a grip of the
valve of the oyster, and then stands
on the tips of its other feet, thus ex-
erting a strong pull ‘on the shell.

It's a real tug-of-war, but at last
the strain becomes too great for the
oyster, and tkhe shell gives. The star-
fish then commences its meal.

Although this fish ‘has no head, it
has a sinall mouth, which is quite
toothless, and not nearly largé enough
for oyster-eating purposes. It gets
its
food before eatfng it. In other words
it passes a part of its stomach thro’
its mouth, wraps it round the food it
is about to eat, waits until the food
is digested, and’then. swallows it.

The suckers of the’starfigh-are not
worked by air, but by hydraulic
power, and the water required for
-orking them is drawn in through a
porous: plate, thus ensuring its abso-

te freedom from even the smallest
particles of grit.

The historic Dardanelles that
farrow channel separating Bu=
rope from Asia Minor and unit-
ing the Sea of Marmora with
the Aegean Archipelago, is
again being used as a bone of
dontefition, over which Greece
and Turkey are engaged in com-
bat, the fight between thesé two
gountries revolving about the
gontrol of this strait, famous in
ancient as well as in-modern
history. Xerxes, the Persian
crossed this waterway in 480
B.C., being bent on the conduest
of Europe, as then known, and
146 years later 834 B.C,
Alexander of Macedon passed
over it ‘and entered upon his
successful Asiatic campaign. In
prose and poetry the Dardan-
elles _have been immortalised.
Who but does not remember
reading of the famous natatory
exploits of Leander who nightly
swam the passage to visit his
beloved Hero, or the feat of
Lord Byron in so successfilly
eémulating theslover of Abydos,
86 many yeaps afterwards.
Lieutenant TEkenhead accom-
panied Byron on this swim,
which occupied one hour and
ten minutes, the distance goné
over being about four mile§.
But the romance has faded and
the Hellespont, the cause of end-
less  international —heartburn-
ings, is still a source of trouble,
notwithstanding the League of
Nations’ Commission, and the
object for which nations are
striving to gain exclusive pos-
gession. In 1841 a treaty be-
tween the powers and Turkey
arranged that no non-Turkish
ghips of war .were to pass
through the Dardanelles, on any
_ mission, without the eéxpress
consent of Turkey. This agree-
ment was kept by all the parties
until the alliance of Turkey with
Germany in the Great War. An
&pedltlon was sent in 1915 to
force the passage of the Dar-
-danelles, but after some months
of unsuccessful warfare it was
abandoned. Everyone only too
well remembers the bungled,
ﬁtched and resultless Gallipoli
~ eéampaign. It was one of the

and reflected no great credit on
%ose who ordered it.

'Ihel;e. is a possibility of a sugar
famine, unless grown-up people cut
down their aillowance, lcaving their
share for the kiddies. The reason is
that the demand is greater than the
supply, and countries are bidding one
against the other for the crystal that
sweetens the cup of tea. We might
have been paying 1s. 9d. per lb. ere
this if we had not bought big stocks
when the price was low.

These, however, won't last indef-
initely, apd the fact that the sugar
crop in Cuba, which rules the world's
sugar markets, is 250,000 tons short
this year, emphasizes the necessity
for stricter rationing. America is will-
ingly to pay almost anything for
sugar. Prohibition of intoxicants has
brought about a huge demand in the
States for sugar for the chocolates
and eoft drinks which are now want-
ed.

In Java, another country, on which
the world relies to a great extent for
cane sugar, the production has fallen
by over 400,000 tons; and although
the output of cane sugar has increased
in such colonies as Jamaica, Trinidad,
Barbados, India, Ceylon, and parts of
Adustralia and Egypt, the fact that
Jussia, Poland, Hungary, ‘and = Ger-
any are no longer exporters of beet
sugar more than counterbalances the
Hicrease.

It is estimated that the world’s pro-
duction of sugar is 2,000,000 tons less
than before the war, and by the irony
of circumstances we are suffering now.
from high prices and shortage because
we allowed Germany to get:control of
the best sugar industry. Less  than
fifty years ago we controlled the
world’s supply of sugar. When war
started the monoply was held by the
Germans.

In 1913, 1,969,259 tons of sugar were
imported into.the United Kingdom. Of
this amount only 72,019 tons were ob-
tained from the 'British Empire.. Thus
no less than 1,296,401 tofis of sugar
had to be imported from Germany and
Austria, and 600,839 tons from other
countries. In other words, we were
forced to rely upon foreign countries
for 95 per cent. of our necessary sugar
supply.

So keen was the German to “corner”
the world’s sugar supply that he sub-
sidized his merchants, so that they
were able to send beet sugar here at
iess than cost price. There we paid
2d. a pound for the same article for
which the German people paid 3d. a
pound.

The consquence was that, although
tho richest sugar-cane growing coun-
tries are found within the British' Em-
pire, and the article can be manufac-
tured from cane as cheaply as from
beet, or any other vegetable, British
planters were unable to compete
against Germany.

It is interesting, by the way, to re-
call the story of how Germany grasp-
ed the opportunity “to become the
world’s biggest supplier of beet sugar.
A hundred years ago we. were at war
with Napoleon, and~ blockaded . his
ports, with the result that sugar be-
came so scarce that tn Paris it sold at
12s. 6d. per pound; for at that period
the whole of the world’s supply of
sugar was cbtained from cane, and it
came entirely from British Colonies.

Napoleon looked around for a sub-
stitute, and German chemists, who
had extracted small quantities  of
sugar from beet, supplied it. French
chemists copied their methods, factor-
ies ‘were set up around Lille for ex-
tracting sugar from beet, and later
the Germans so improved on these
methods that they were able to dump
sugar on the market at a price which
made it impossible for our own plan-
ters to-compete without Government
support. The result was that thou-
sands of planters were ruined or com-
pelled to retire from the market, and
so the Germans established a monopo-
ly which we are.now trying to break
down.

Honorable S8Sir,—The undersigned
residents of the vicinity of Long Pond
and the city of St. John’s (East) here-
by petition the Government against
the encroachment qn their rights by a
private Corporation doing business in
St. John’s under the name of the
Trade Bakery Limited.

WHEREAS The above named Cor-

concrete dam at the outlet of Long
Pond which has the effect of prevent-
ing the natural flow of water from the
lake thereby =at times flooding the
margin of the pond which is the pub-
lic right of way. This margin is avail-
ed of by hundreds of Citizens partic-
ularly women and children during the
summer season for purposes 'of
healthful recreation and is frequented
as much by citizens of the East End
of the city and suburbs as Bowring
Park is in the West End. The use of
the pond for bathing and fishing is al-
so obstructed by the flooding of the
resorts along its banks, and

WHEREAS The flooding by this
dam prevents farmers from raising
bog at the head if the pond as well as
sand for building purposes, which is
procured there, and from the carting
of which several farmers make a liv-
ing. dmong the names of your peti-
tioners are those of several men who
cut ice from this pond, and owing to
the shifting from time to time of the
water level during the freezing sea-
son, the formation of ice is interfer-
ed with. The road regularly used for
carting ice from the pond in winter
also has to be abandoned from the
same cause, and

WHEREAS This pond being re-
cognized as one of the few lakes con-
taining pure -water near the city from
which ice is taken for manufacturing
and food purposes, we submit that
its ‘water should be protected against
contamination from sewers by those
living near it. IN CONCLUSION we
would point out that Long Pond is
from seveéral standpoints one of the
most valued assets belonging to the
citizens of St. John’s East and sub-
urbs, and is frequented by thousands
of our people, and we humbly submit
that it should be jealously and. sacred-
ly ‘'safeguarded against the encroach-
ments from time to time of different
private interests who seem to selfish-
ly ignore the rights and claims of the
public who own this point. We have
every confidence however that when
this infringement on the Public rights
is brought to the notice of the share-
holders of the Trade Bakery they- will
be disposed to emulate the generous
impulses and public spirit of Hon.
Sir Edgar Bowring and the late
esteemed Mr. John Munn who have
set the pace in Newfoundland by their
munificent donations in bringing clos-
er together that friendly feeling be-
tween all classes which splendid senti-
ment should- be still further encour-
aged in the Public interest. When they
consider this they will no doubt be
willing to set this matter right and
see it from the public viewpoint.
Trusting you will favorably consider
the prayer of this petition, and take
measures to cause the removal of the
dam above metioned, your -petitioners
as in duty bound will ever pray.

ception of the “London Gazette,” is the
oldest  -existing London newspaper,
was started towards the end of the
seventeenth century by a certain Ei-
ward Lloyd, at whose coffee-house .in
Lombard Street merchants and others
used to meet to arrange marine in-
surances. These covered allesorts.of
contingencies, but gradually the ip-
surance of shipping became the chief
business of the frequenters of Lloyd's.

Lloyd - was an -emergetic man. In
order to develop the operations of his
customers, he produced, in 1696, a
daily newspaper - called “Lloyd’s
News”, which .contained information
concerning the movements of ships.

For a while the paper was suspend-
ed, through Lloyd publishing a refer-
ence to the proceedings of Parliament,
which he refused to withdraw, it being
illegal at that time to make any such
reference. 1t resumed publication in
1726, when Liloyd, or at any rate ihe
then proprietor of Liloyd’s coffee-
house, started it again under the name
of “Lloyd’s List.” After a time Lloyd’s
moved to the Royal Exckange, where
it still carries on the underwriting
part of its business.

A specially . con-
trived ‘clock switches its acetylene
beams on and off with the utmost
precision; -during - fog &  compressed
air fog-signal installed therein is
enabled: to ring a bell on shore to in-
form officlals that the’ lighthouse is
functioning properly.

The Attention of the Pnblic is called to
the following provisions of the
* FOREST FIRE ACT:

1.—Any person who sets out, makes or starts a
FIRE for any purpose whatever, between the Fifteenth
Day of April and the First Day of December, in or near
woods, or without selecting a place free from dry trees,
underbrush or other inflammable material in which to
make or start such FIRE, or fails to remove all such
dry wood, brushwood or inflammable material within a
distance of ten feet from such fire in every direction,
or fails to completely extinguish the same before leav-
ing.

2.—Throws or Drops any Burning Match, Ashes of
a Pipe, Lighted Cigar or any other burning substance.

8.—Or fails to totally extinguish any camp fire be-
fore breaking camp, shall be liable to a Penalty of not
less than $50 nor more than $400, or imprisonment for
a period of twelve months.
