THE POLISH SITUATION.
; 2 . f ARIS, Aug. .1.

The Russian Soviet, army, 
within seventy-five miles ot Warsaw.

the high cost of living; on ^be con­
trary, it’s effect can only be in the 
opposite direction, since more mon­
ey is required to pay the expenses of 
the officials of such boards. The 
Food Control Board didn’t keep down 
the price of sugar. Their excuse for 
not doing so is due, they say. to 
shortage of this article, hut it is no 
such thing. There is more sugar on 
the market to-day than for the last 
six years. The price of sugar has 
gone up for reasons that the Board of 
Food Control neither understand or 
can control, so what is the use of a 
Board of Control, when they cannot 
control anything? You can no more 
regulate the price of commodities by 
Government action, than you can 
regulate the Laws of the Cosmos by 
Government action. Who ever heard 
of an artificial taw superior to a 
natural taw? Something more than 
artificial laws are required to reduce 
the high cost of living, but as we are 
not ready, psychologically, for tMs 
measure, I will refrain from discuss­
ing it •

Some say that increased production 
will solve the whole riddle of the 
high amt of living, but they do not 
suspect that over-production was, 
what philosophers call, a “cansating” 
cause for the high cost of living. 
Speeding up production will only 
make matters worse, since increased 
production calls for the issue of still 
more paper money, which means 
higher prices. Aside from higher 
prices brought about by increased 
production, there is another greater 
aspect to the question, and that ia, 
ovbr-prodnotion, which means Far, 
and we all know from experience how 
war intensifies prices.

Government regulations serves the 
purpose for which they are intended, 
namely, to keep the minds of the 
people àiverted from the real cause 
of the trouble. Governments are 
well aware that It prices are allowed 
to go up without Government action, 
the people would begin to investi­
gate the trouble, and there would he 
a grave danger of them discovering 
the real cause, which, ultimately, 
would render the offices of the 
Jumping-Jack untenable. But so long 
as the people can be made to be­
lieve that the todlvtdsal and not the 
system is responsible * for nil their 
griefs and woes, so long will we have 
grief and woe. But Just as soon as 
the people begin to think for them­
selves they will have shaken off the 
first bond that holds them down in 
the mnek and taire, and the dismal 
swamps at the bottom of the social 

lean.

Though the starfish goes through 
life without a head. It still manages 
to enjoy its meals. It has, however, 
to take them in a peculiar manner.- ;

It likes oysters at meal-times, and 
likes them fresh, so it ÿpens the oys­
ter-shells itself just before partaking 
of the contents. It does this by 
means of the suckers which are pro­
vided as part of its feet With some 
of these suckers it gets a grip of the 
valve of the oyster, and then stands 
on the tips of its other feet, thus ex­
erting a strong pull on the shell.

It’s a real tug-of-war, -but at last 
the strain becomes too great for the 
oyster, and the shell gives. The star­
fish then commences Its meal.

Although this fish has no head, It 
has a small mouth, which is quite 
toothless, and not nearly large enough 
for oyster-eating purposes. It gets 
ever this difficulty by digesting its 
food before eating it. In other words 
it passes a part of its stomach thro’ 
its mouth, wraps it round the food it 
is about to eat, waits until the food. 
Is digested, and .then swallows ft. « 

The slickers of the-starfish are not 
worked by air, but by hydraulic 
power, and the water required for 
-orklng them is drawn in through a 

porous plate, thus ensuring its abso- 
te freedom from even the smallest 

particles of grit.

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Greece and Turkey«

The historic Dardanelles that 
narrow channel separating Eu 
pope from Asia Minor and unit­
ing the Sea of Marmora with 
the Aegean Archipelago, is 
again being used as a bone of 
Contention, over which Greece 
and Turkey are engaged in com­
bat, the fight between these two 
dOuntries revolving about the 
control of this strait, famous in 
ancient as well as in modem 
history. Xerxes, the Persian 
crossed this waterway in *480 
S.C., being bent on the Ooflqueit 
of Europe, as then known, afid 
146 years later 334 B.C.,
Alexander of Macedofi passed 
over it and entered upon his 
successful Asiatic campaign. In 
prose and poetry the Darden 
elles , have been immortalised. 
Who but does not remember 
reading of the famous natatory 
exploits of Leander who nightly 
swam the passage to visit his 
beloved Hero, or the feat of 
Lord Byron in so successfully 
emulating tbeUover of Abydos, 
so many years afterwards. 
Lieutenant Ekenhead accom­
panied Byron on this swim, 
Which occupied one hour and 
ten minutes, the distance gone 
over being about four mile! 
But the romance has faded and 
the Hellespont, the cause of end­
less international heartburn­
ings, is still a source of trouble, 
notwithstanding the League of 
Nations’ Commission, and the 
object for which nations are 
striving to gain exclusive pos­
session. In 1841 a treaty be­
tween the powers and Turkey 
arranged that no non-Turkish 
ships of war were to pass 
through the Dardanelles, on any 
inission, without the express 
consent of Turkey. This agree­
ment was kept by all the parties 
until the alliance of Turkey with 
Germany in the Great War. An 
expedition was sent in 1915 to 
force the passage of the Dar­
danelles, but after some months 
Of unsuccessful warfare it was 
abandoned.

The price of Pork, Lard, and in fact 
all meat products are declining, and 
Pork went .off $L60 to $2.00 a barrel. 
The tendency to downward values 

.seems to have permanence in it, and 
there is justifiable ground for believ­
ing that we shall have cheaper Pork 
the coming fall.

The present change will not affect 
the 'prices of the stocks held here, as 
they were bought when prices were 
high, but in August and September 
imports of Pork, there-is no- doubt 
that the favorable change will be no­
ticeable, and fishermen will be able 
to get cheaper Pork for the coming 
Winter by many dollars than last sea­
son. -

.now remain. The Shore Fishery is 
poor on the whole in Newfoundland 
so far, but there seems to be a good 
fishery on Southern Labrador down to 
Grady. There is no prices fixed yet 
for new fish and buyers here are un­
able to reply to the many enquiries 
from markets abroad, but we under­
stand the Advisory Board with the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries are 
endeavouring to fix the minimum price 
of No. 1 Shore fish at $11.00 a quintal, 
and No. 2 at $10.00. In localities where 
it will not be possible to cull, when 
loading, the fishermen to be given the 
option of $10.00 to let the fish go tal­
quai, but the desire is to do away 
with this system altogether. As there 
is no Labrador offering yet, and will 
not be till September, no price has 
been named. The price fixed then will 
of course, depend on the quantity of 
fish that is caught

COMMON COD OIL. — Buyers are 
holding off looking for still lower 
prices. There is so little moving in 
the local market these days that we 
are unable to give any accurate and 
reliable figures as regards price. It 
is reported that $200.00 per ton is eas­
ily obtainable at present, but whether 
even this figure will hold, it is impos­
sible to say. There was none export­
ed since the 23rd - inst., when 1,426 
gallons were sent out.

COD LIVER OIL.—The competition 
of Norway Is being felt all round, and 
consequently there has been a cut In i 
prices in all the foreign markets. We 
still believe, however, that $1:50 per 
gallon will be the average price for 

i this season, and that there is small 
; chance for any advance this year.

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President’s Petition

The Romantic Story
of Sugar.

In 1914, granulated a agar cost two­
pence per pound; loaf sugar, two­
pence farthing.

To-day they arc respectively Is. and 
Is. 2%d. per pound—a rise of 600 per 
cent To-morrow the price may be Is. 
Sd.

There is a possibility of a sugar 
famine, unless grown-up people cut 
down their allowance, leaving their 
share for the kiddies. The reason is 
that the demand is greater than the 
supply, and countries arc bidding one 
against the other for the crystal that 
sweetens the cup of tea. We might 
have been paying Is. 9d. per lb. ere 
this If we had not bought big stocks 
when the price was low.

These, however, won’t last indef­
initely, and the tact that the sugar 
crop in Cuba, Which rules the world’s 
sugar markets, is 250,000 tone short 
this year, emphasizes the necessity 
tor stricter rationing. America is will­
ingly to pay almost anything for 
sugar. Prohibition of intoxicants has 
brought about a huge demand in the 
States for sugar for the chocolates 
and soft drinks which are now want­
ed!

In Java, another country, on which 
the world relies to a great extent for 
cane sugar, the production has fallen 
by over 400,000 tons; and although 
the output of cane sugar has increased 
in such colonies as Jamaica, Trinidad, 
Barbados, India, Ceylon, and parts of 
Australia and Egypt, the fact that 
J.usaia, Poland, Hungary, and Ger­
many are no longer exporters of beet 
sugar more than counterbalances the 
jicrease.

How Germany Best Us.
It Is estimated that the worlds pro­

duction of sugar is 2,000,000 tons less 
than before the war, and by the irony 
of circumstances we are suffering now 
from high prices and shortage because 
we allowed Germany to get control of 
the beet sugar industry. Less than 
fifty years ago we controlled the 
world’s supply of sugar. When war 
started the monoply was held by the 
Germans. -£

In 1913, 1,969,259 tons of sugar were 
imported into the United Kingdom. Of 
this amount only 72,019 tons were ob­
tained from the British Empire. Thus 
no less than 1,296,401 tofls of sugar 
had to be imported from Germany and 
Austria, and 600,839 tons from other 
countries. In other words, we were 
forced to rely upon foreign countries 
for 95 per cent of our necessary sugar 
supply.

So keen was the German to •‘corner’’ 
the world’s sugar supply that he sub­
sidized his merchants, so that they 
were able to send beet sugar here at 
less than cost price. There we paid 
2d. a pound for the same article for 
which the German people paid 3d. a 
pound.

The consquence was that, although 
the richest sugar-cane growing coun­
tries are found within the British Em­
pire. and the article can be manufac­
tured from cane as cheaply as from 
koet or any other vegetable, British 
planters were unable to compete 
against Germany.

It is interesting, by the way, to re­
call the story of how Germany grasp­
ed the opportunity to become the 
world’s biggest supplier of beet sugar. 
A hundred years ago we were at war 
with Napoleon, and' blockaded his 
ports, with the result that sugar be­
came so scarce that in Paris It sold at 
12s. 6d. per pound; for at that period 
the whole of the world’s supply of 
sugar was obtained, from cane, and it 
came entirely from British Colonies.

Napoleon looked around for a sub­
stitute, and German chemists, who 
had extracted small quantities of 
sugar from beet, supplied it French 
chemists copied their methods, factor­
ies were set up around Lille for ex­
tracting sugar from beet and later 
the Germans so improved on these 
methods that they .were able to dump 
sugar on the market at a price which 
made it impossible for oar own plan­
ters to compete without Government 
support The result was that thou­
sands of planters were ruined or com­
pelled to retire from the market and 
so the Germans established a monopo­
ly which we are. now trying to break 
down.

Honorable Sir,—The undersigned 

residents of the vicinity of Long Pond 
and the city of St John’s (East) here­
by petition the Government against 
the encroachment qn their rights by a 
private Corporation doing business in 
St. John’s under the name of the 
Trade Bakery Limited.

WHEREAS The above named Cor­
poration has constructed a permanent” 
concrete dam at the outlet of Long 
Pond which has the effect of prevent­
ing the natural flow of water from the 
lake thereby at times flooding the 
margin of the pond which is the pub­
lic right of way. This margin is avail­
ed of by hundreds of Citizens partic­
ularly women and children during the 
sommer season for purposes of 
healthful recreation and is frequented 
as much by citizens of the East End 
of the city and suburbs as Bowring 
Park ts in the West End. The use of 
the pond for bathing and fishing is al­
so obstructed by the flooding of the 
resorts along its banks, and

WHEREAS The flooding by this 
dam prevents farmers from raising 
bog at the head if the pond as well as 
sand for building purposes, which is 
procured there, and from the carting 
of which several farmers make a liv­
ing. Among the names of your peti­
tioners are those of several men who 
cut ice from this pond, and owing to 
the shifting from time to time of the 
water level during the freezing sea­
son, the formation of ice is interfer­
ed with. The road regularly used for 
carting ice from the pond in winter 
also has to be abandoned from the 
same cause, and

WHEREAS This pond being re­
cognized as one of the few lakes con­
taining pure water near the city from 
which ice is taken for manufacturing 
and food purposes, we submit that 
its water should be protected against 
contamination from sewers by those 
living near it. IN CONCLUSION we 
would point out that Long Pond is 
from several standpoints one of the 
most valued assets belonging to the 
citizens of St. John’s East and sub­
urbs, and is frequented by thousands 
of our people, and we humbly submit 
that it should be Jealously and sacred­
ly safeguarded against the encroach­
ments from time to time of different 
private interests who seem to selfish­
ly ignore the rights and claims of the 
public who own this point. We have 
every confidence however that "when 
this infringement on the Public rights 
is brought to the notice of the share­
holders of the Trade Bakery they-will 
be disposed to emulate the generous 
impulses and public spirit of Hon. 
Sir Edgar Bowring and the late 
esteemed Mr. John Mnnn who have 
set the pace in Newfoundland by their 
munificent donations in bringing clos­
er together that friendly feeling be­
tween ail classes which splendid senti­
ment should be still further encour­
aged in the Public interest. When they 
consider this they will no doubt be 
willing to set this matter right and 
see it from the public viewpoint. 
Trusting you will favorably consider 
the prayer of this petition, and take 
measures to cause the removal of the 
dam above metioned, your petitioners 
as in duty bound will ever pray.

Gallipoli Hero’s
Fatal Accident.

Lieut George Leslie Drewery, R.N. 
R., V.C., one of the heroes of the 
Gallipoli landing, was accidentally 
killed at eea in northern waters on 
August 2, 1918, through a block fail­
ing from the end of a derrick and 
striking him heavily on the head, 
causing very severe injuries, from 
which tie died shortly afterwards. 
Lieut. Drewery gained the Victoria 
Cross when a midshipman for con­
spicuous bravery during the attempt 
tojorm a bridge of lighters from the 
transport “River Clyde’’ to the shore, 
for the .landing of troops in Gallipoli 
in 1916. He was given charge of a 
hopper and was steering it towards 
Cape Hqllee when the bombardment 
began. There was a gap in the Intend­
ed bridge Btifl -the troops could not 
cross it, so Drewery Jumped overboard 
and waded ashore. Meeting a wounded 
soldier ta the water he and another 
soldier tried to carry him ashore, but 
the wounded man was again shot in 
their arms. He afterwards waded out 
to the lighters aqd climbed aboard 
one, when a piece of shrapnel struck 
him on the head. Though stuhned and- 
bleeding.i and under rifle fire, he, with­
out hesitation, Jumped overboard 
again, swam from lighter to lighter, 
and eventually succeeded in com­
pleting the bridge. Returning to Eng­

land Lieut. Drewery was the first 
naval officer from the Merchant Ser­
vice to receive a sword of honour in 
recognition of his bravery from the 
Merchant Service Guild at Liverpool. 
Only 23 at the time of his death, he 
was the son of Mr. Thos. Drewery, of 
the P. and O. service, -and his home 
was at Claremont Road, Forest Gate, 
London. Educated at the Merchant 
Taylors’ School, he.left it at the age 
of 14 to go to sea, and in 1912 joined 
the P. and O. service, with which he 
voyaged to China, Japan, and Aus-* 
tralia. He had joined the Royal Naval 
Reserve in 1913, and when the war 
broke out was appointed to Hji.S.‘ 
"Egmont,” guardehip, at Malta, as a 
midshipman, being transferred first to 
the torpedSvgunboat “Hussar,"' ahY 
then to the "River Clyde.'

Some Bowling Feats. A Keeperless Lighthouseception of the "London Gazette," Is the 
oldest existing London newspaper, 
was started towards the end of the 
seventeenth century by a certain Bid- 
ward Lloyd, at whose coffee-house in 
Lombard Street merchants and others 
used to meet to arrange marine in­
surances. These covered all «sorts of 
contingencies, but gradually the in­
surance of shipping became the chief 
business of the frequenters of Lloyd's.

Lloyd was an energetic man. In 
order to develop the operations of bis 
customers, he produced, in 1696, a 
daily newspaper called “Lloyd’s 
News", which contained information 
concerning the movements of ships.

For a while the paper was suspend­
ed, through Lloyd publishing a refer­
ence to the proceedings of Parliament, 
which he refused to withdraw, it being 
illegal at that time to make any spell 
reference. It resumed publication in 
1726, when Lloyd, or at any rate the 
then proprietor of Lloyd’s coffee­
house, started it again under the name 
of “Lloyd’s List.” After a time Lloyd’s 
moved to the Royal Exchange, where 
it still carries on the underwriting 
part of its business.

The Attention of the Public is called to 
the following provisions of the 
FOREST FIRE ACT:

Ford Owners, Attention !
1. —Any person who sets put, makes or starts a 

FIRE for any purpose whatever, between the Fifteenth 
Day of Apijl and the First Day of December, in or near 
woods, or without selecting a place free fçom dry trees, 
underbrush or other inflammable material in which to 
make or start such FIRE, or fails to remove all such 
dry wood, brushwood or inflammable material within a

» distance of ten feet from such fire in every direction, 
or fails to completely extinguish the same before leav­
ing.

2. —Throws or Drops any Burning Match, Ashes of 
a Pipe, Lighted Cigar or any other burning substance.

3. —Or fails to totally extinguish any camp fire be­
fore breaking camp, shall be liable to a Penalty of not 
less than $50 nor more than $400, or imprisonment for 
a period of twelve months.
