The convoy consisted
of five or six lorries and an armored
car. The first two cars of the con-
voy were blown up by a mine and a
fierce fight, which Jasted one hour,
ensued. According to the despatch,
an armored car managed to reach
Keantur, from which place reinfroce-
ments were sent to the scene of the
ambush. The attacking party escaped
into the hills.

MORE OUTRAGES.

DUBLIN, March 6.

. A daring attack was made on a
military lorry at noon to-day in Dor-
set Street, off Parnell Square, caus-
ing great excitement. Bomb explos-
ion and rifle fire reverberated, creat-
ing panic among crowds in the cen-
tre of the city. One bomb wrecked
the interior of a store and two civil-
ians are reported to have been wound-
ed. Earlier in the day an attempt
was made to ambush a military auto-
mobile near Clontarf, a suburb of
Dublin, the automobile escaping, but
a private car happening to pass was
wrecked by the bomb. The driver of
the car was killed and a passenger in-
jured.

QUAKE RECORDED.

WASHINGTON, March 6.
An earthquake, deseribed as “pro-
nounced,” and at an .estimated dis-
tance of two thousand miles from
Washington, was recorded to-day at
Georgetown University Seismological
Observatory.

TAKING PRECAUTIONS.

BOSTON, Mass., March 6.

The steamship Mongolia, with a
thousand passengers from Hamburg
and Antwerp, was detained at Quaran-
tine yesterday, pending consultation
in the case of a child in the steerage.
The port physicians said the case had
been diagnosed  as German measles,
and every other person aboard was
well and clean and tkere was little
likelihood that typhus would be
found, but because of the possibility
extra precautions were taken.

DARING HOLD-UP.

CHICAGO, March 6.
Five armed robbers in an automo-
bile last night held up a mail truck,
kidnapped the driver, drove the truck
through the crowded streets to an
outlying section of the city, picked
out six pouches of registered mail and
escaped, leaving the driver locked in
his own truck. The pouches taken
are known to have contained receipts
of several postal substances and the
value of their contents was estimated
at from a few thousand to an amount
not exceeding one hundred thousand.
The inspectors declared it would be
impossible to give the exact sum un-
til it was found out if the missing
pouches contained any bank remit-
tances. The hold-up took place scar-
cely a block from the police station,
the truck being stopped as it was com-
ing from an alley behind a postal sub-
station.

Unfor-
tunately, stocks held locally were for
the most part secured at high prices
and holders will be forced to meet
sharp losses in order to compete with
the recent arrivals of cheaper pork.

Lowér prices are looked
for, however, according to best Ircal
authorities. The tendency of pur-
chasers is to hold off for more favor-
able prices.

Molasses—Reports from Barbados
indicate a very great shortage in the
crop. Local prices of old molasses have
fallen to $1.00 a gallon for fnacy, and
90 cents for choice. It looks like a
loss of about 90 cents a gallon or
$80.00 a puncheon on Molasses im-
ported last year.

Sugar—Raw sugar markets continue
firm. Many dealers express the opin-
ion that the lowest point has been
reached. The reports from Cuba -in-
dicate that the crop will be below aver-
age. This winter a million tons of the
Cuban sugar crop has been sold to
South America, which is roughly about
one-fourth of the product. It is likeiy
that market has passed its ‘lowest
point. Unhappily we are unable to
share in the present attractively low
prices of sugar at point of shipment,
and by the time our local regulations
are lifted, sugar prices may then be
high again.

Yesterday afternoon, at the closing
of the Mission, His Grace the Arch-
bishop, addressed the very large num-
ber of Cathedral parishioners who
were attending the service. Beginning
the Archbishop said that he was im-
i pelled by a two-fold motive to ad-
»dress them. In the first “place, he
wished to express to them the plea-
sure it had given him to witness the
spirit in which they had gone through
the exercises. of the past week, and
he trusted that the lessons impres-
sed upon them by the zealous Fathers
 Would bear abundant fruit and would
lhave an elevating and purifying ef-
,tect on their lives. The Archbishop
! felt that it was unnecessary for him
to indicate to them t.he second mo-
tive that prompted him to address
them. This large gathering of the
men of the Cathedral parish would
not unnatura.lly expect some refer-
eace to the disastrous fire at the
Palace, which had occurred within
the past few weeks. Whilst the loss
of the Palace had come home direct-
ly to the Priests and tp himself, he
knew that it caused as well universal
regret and distress amongst the peo-
ple. Every stone in its massive old
walls was dear and sacred to the
hearts of the Catholic people of St.
! John’s, who had grown up for genera-
tions under its shadow. To him, per-
' sonally, the destruction of the Palace
came as-a crushing blow, not so
much because of the heavy financial
loss involved, and the weighty re-
' sponsibility now added to his other,
burdens, but because he felt deeply
.and keenly that this old building—
lone of the oldest of its kind in the
country, should have been destroyed
'durlng his Episcopacy. It was true
that the old building would of neces-
sity in the course of a few years have
had to be taken down, but the out-
'standing fact to him was that the
 Palace, which had been regarded as
a sacred shrine by the people, which
had’proved a veritable mother to.suoc-
cessive generations of their Priests,
which had been the home of their
Bishops for nearly seventy ' years,
had been, in the spacs of a few hours,
reduced to a heap of smouldering
rpins.  His Grace proceeded to say
that he had been greatly touched by
the evident concern of the people,
and the many generous offers of as-
sistance that had been made, and in
%hanking the people on behalf of the
Priests, as well as on his ‘own, - he
assured them that the widespread
sympathy expresed, and the more
widespread sympathy unspoken,
which he knew was there, meant
more to him than any words could
express, The Archbishop then pro-
ceeded to deal with the practical as-
 pects of the question. They would
appreciate that it was premature yet
to announce. any definite plans of ac-
tion. He might say, however, that a
meeting of the Finance Committtee
had been held, and certain prelimin-
ary arrangements made. When they
had taken time to discuss the matter
at length, the decision arrived at
would Be communicated to the con-
'gregation. After going into some de-
tail as to the enormous task that
they had in hand in the repairs of
thé Cathedral, His Grace said that
the work of repairs must not be in
any way affected by any decision
come to with' regard to the restora-
tion of the Palace. ‘Already a very
Jarge sum had been expended within
the past year and a half, and a still
greater expenditure would be neces-
sary within the next few years, 'if the
Cathedral were to be kept in a state
of preservation. Concluding, His
Grace said when plans were fully ma-
tured and the work ready to go on,
it was hi§ desire that the burden
would bear evenly and fairly on the
whole congregation, and he thought
that some scheme of finance would
be devised which, whilst not pressing
unduly on any individual, would at
the same time enaPle them to finish
and pay for the work within a few
|'years; as the Palace was not only
the Rectory of the Cathedral parish,
but also the Episcopal residence for
, the Diocese, an appeal would be made
to every parish to contribute towards
its rebuilding.. He had no doubt the
people of the Arch-diocese gener-
ally would do their share towards re-
placing the building that had been
destroyed. Meanwhile, with the men

The Irish Question.

THE VERDICT OF HIGHER CIV-
ILIZATION.

“There can he no doubt in the mind
of any educated man that literature
and art are the aighest floweriing of
the civilization of a couriry. When,
therefore, we want the supreme and
permanent impression of the mind of
contemporary man on any political
or historical impression of the mfind
of contemporary man on- any poli-
tical or historical phase, we go to the
art and literature of that period. The
poets and the novelist, the historians
and the painters, crystalize for all
ages contemporary ideals and
thoughts. Their approval is a ver-
itable’ canonization, their condem-
nation is a sentence of eternal re-
probation. It is good, therefore, to
know that British’ rule in Ireland, at
present, has been tried and condemn-
ed before this inexorable and terrible
tribunal. A large body of English
artists, historians, poets and profes-
sors have got together, and have set
the mark of their horror and repro-
bation on the work of Lloyd George's
and Hamar Greenwood’s Black-and-
Tan mercenaries in the unfortunate
gister isle. The following is their
protest against the wanton savagery
of the forces of the Crown:—

“We, the wundersigned, practising
the arts, the humaner letters, and
the abstract sciences, or belonging to
the churches and the learned profes-
sions of this country, being neither
active nor interested politicians, view
with profound humiliation the pres-
ent state of the Kingdom of Ireland.

“We see our c~untry, which in the
past, and until very lately, made great

sacrifices, thinking that it made them'

for the cause of oppressed peoples,
now presenting to the world the as-
pect of a land hardly equalled in the
past for ignorant and unavailing
coercion—that coercion being prac-
tised upon a nation that co-equally
with ourselves has inherited our tra-
ditions of individual liberty.

“This is not because of any native

ferocity, greed of gain, or thirst for |
rapine in< our people, but because of ;

irresolution, incapacity and misread-
ing of facts by those who hold the
reins of our Government.

“We therefore call upon the pres-

ent Ministry to find immediate means -

of arbitration or mediation between
ourselves and the people of Ireland.

“And if the organized shedding of
blood, whether by the natives of Ire-
land or His Majesty’s forces, or ar-
sons, robberies and requisitions by
either  party shall continue, we de-
marid the resignation of H. M. Gov-
ernment, and declare ourselves re-
solved in that case to leave unmade
no effort to substitute ome that will
have for its first and .most wurgent
business that of finding the means of
mediation until permanent peace
shall be restored to the sister king-
dom.”

THE CARIBOU ISSUE—In 1918,
shortly after the Armistice was sign-
‘ed, the Postal. Authoritfes decided to
commemorate the work done by our
Regiment in the Great War by a
special issue of stamps.

It ;was further decided that all the
stamps of the issue would bear the
,same design, a new departure for
Newfoundland, at least, that is since
