Another 
peril of the seal hunt is that the ice in­
tervening between these sealers and their 
vessel may be parted and broken" into 
diminutive calces by a sudden gale; which 
does not give the poor fellows time to re­
turn. If the ice, as frequently happens, is 
completely shattered by the wind, each 
sealer who escapes drowning-is compelled 
to stand for many hours, if not days,Upon 
a small pan of ice while he is immersed 
to the knees in the freezing water. Often 
in vain have those hardy and courageous 
seamen borne signals of distress upon 
their gaffs until they perished from want 
of food. Many of them are found after 
having lived without ft morsel of food for 
three or four days. Then again, scores 
of them are never fourni, and their ves­
sels. return home with half masted llags, 
in mourning for the loss of such valorous 
and useful lives. No scaling voyage closes 
without its. dreary record-of death and 
destruction.
