CARNIVAL COMMISSIONER
Following a meeting of the joint com­

mittee of the hospital hoard and the 
city council, held yesterday afternoon, 
steps will be taken at once to have two 
acres of the present hospital grounds 
staked off for the city, which land is to 
be used for increased hospital accom­
modation. For this two acres of land, 
which will lie just west of the present 
general hospital, the city will pay over 
to the hospital hoard 220,000, to be used 
to pay off the cost of past and preSfent 
improvements to the old buildings.

The resolution covering this agree­
ment came at the close of a long meet­
ing of the joint committee, held on yes­
terday afternoon, and was moved by U. 
H. Riley and seconded by Aid. Costello.

It is the intention to have work on 
the new building start as early as 
possible, and an agreement has also 
been reached whereby the present hos- 
pita board until the validating legis­
lation has been passed creating a joint 
board. As soon as this legislation is 
passed all the holdings of both the city 
and the present hospital board will be 
turned over to the joint board for their 
administration, and the trouble over 
hospital matters Will be at an end.

The composition of the new joint board 
as at present planned is as follows: 
Tiiree members to be elected bÿ the hos­
pital subscribers, four doctors to be 
elected by the medical profession, and 
six members to be elected by the city, 
with the mayor having a regular and 
a casting vote . Whether the representa­
tives for the city shall be appointed or 
elected will be decided by a plebiscite 
taken at the same time as the hospital 
by-law is to be submitted. The $20,- 
000 to be paid over on the receipt of the 
deed to the two acres of land is to be 
part of the $300,000 mentioned in the 
original agreement reached by the city 
and the hospital board three weeks ago.

LOCAL COUNCIL OF WOMEN 
WOULD GO INTO THE MOV­

ING PICTURE BUSINESS 
TO CREATE FUND

There was something in the nature 
of pandemonium among the Local 
Council executive yesterday after­
noon, when, on the president's ask­
ing how the council could obtain 
funds, Mrs. Newhall suggested that 
they build a moving picture show. 
Consternation was writ large on the 
faces of some of the members, while 
interest and even enthusiasm was ap­
parent on others. In making her sug­
gestion Mrs. Newhall stated that she 
had gone round to various shows and 
obtained particulars, even asking 
some of the managers if they would 
co-operate with the Local Council. 
Some of the managers had agreed to 
do so if the women could guarantee 
a sufficiently large attendance, as at [ 
present the daily attendance is on an 
average of 2,000 persons. Continuing, 
Mrs. Newhall said that one company 
had made in the past year a profit of 
$1,000,000, while a personal friend of 
hers in Toronto made $800 per week 
as his share in such a concern. Mrs. 
Harold Riley condemned the Idee. In­
stantly as running against other such 
concerns in the city, but another 
member urged that presently the city 
was trying to have its own gas, 
though another company previously 
provided it, Mrs. Riley thought pic­
ture stiowe immoral, and Mrs. Holton 
agreed ; while Mrs. Newhall stated 
that as they could not be done away 
with, a counter-attraction in the shape 
of one built, provided with films and

censored by the women, should be 
provided. This, she said, would also 
bring out local talent. Mrs. Riley said 
it might be done by the city council, 
but it would not be right for a wo­
men’s council, made up largely of 
church bodies, to consider it Other 
members gave their opinions for and 
against, but it was finally agreed that 
a committee be appointed to look Into 
the matter.

Mrs. English said that a case had 
come to her notice of two slightly de­
mented Scotch girls being sent into 
prison pending transportation, an<j 
during the nine weeks of their stay, 
being herded with eight negresses of 
the worst type.

SIR MAX AITKEN AND RATE­
PAYERS APPROACH AGREE­

MENT ON STREET RAILWAY
Medicine Hat, Alta., April 21.—By a 

unanimous vote this afternoon, the 
city council decided to submit to a 
vote of the people an agreement with 
the Montreal Engineering company 
for the Installation of a street railway 
In Medicine Hat. The date for getting 
the views of the burgesses In tangible 
form was set for May 22. the earliest 
possible after the advertisement.

For the last six or eight months the 
city’s representatives have been en­
deavoring to reach an agreement for 
a contract with th§ representatives of 
Sir Max Altken, who is interested in 
the Montreal Engineering Corpora­
tion. Several times the contract has 
been sent back and forth, the city 
having the advice of the best legal 
talent, not only locally, but In Calgary 
and Winnipeg, to look after the In- I 
terests of the city, and It Is believed I 
that a contract that will be entirely 
equitable and fair to both sides is the 

j result, and which will be voted on in '
; less than a month,

A day or two ago the agreement was 
; finally received from Montreal, duly 
I signed, and last evening, at the re- j 
! quest of Mayor Spencer, a general 
; meeting of the board of trade was held.
! After full discussion the board of 
trade unanimouslydecided that the 
matter should be referred to the vot­
ers, and the council took the neces­
sary action to that end today.

The franchise is for 2d years, with j 
the privilege of renewal for five years, , 
the city to have privilege of taking i 
over by arbitration at the end of ! 
either period. If the former, then to ■ 
pay 36 per cent in addition to valua- j 
tion, payment to be made in the city’s 
five per cent debentures at the mar- I 
ket price. Work is to start within I 
three months of passing the bylaw, r 
and three miles to be completed with­
in nine months, three more miles with­
in nine month?, and an additional 
three miles In twenty months, all 
routes to be by resolution of the coun­
cil. Three routes are to be arranged 
at first, namely, city hall to fair 
grounds, city hall to Canada Cement 
company’s site, and city hall to Maple 
Leaf mill site.

Power will be purchased from the 
city, either in the form of electricity 
or in that of natural gas, the latter 
at the rate of five cents per 1,000 feet, 
and the power house must be located 
in the city limits. Many other provi­
sions are contained in the agreement, 
including use of poles by city, rights 
for tearing up streets, schedules of 
running, equipment with 80-pound 
rails, extensions, paving, forfeitures, 
arbitration, etc. An important fea­
ture is that the company will pay the 
city five per cent on the gross earn­
ings with taxes after the city reaches 
a population of 40,000 by police cen­
sus, and after it has a population of 
100,000, the rate is ten per cent and . 
taxes.

While some have thought that the 
city should install its own street rail­
way, the entire city council, with the 
expensive experience of other Alberta 
cities le front of them, and with 4 
program that will require millions in 
the next Yaw years for general public 
expenditures, did not feel like recom­
mending a municipal railway to the 
voters at this time. The concern will 
likely be known as the Medicine Hat 
Electric Railway, and with the im­
portant financial interests identified 
with it, It is believed that it will not 
only provide much needed transpor­
tation here, but will attract many new 
Industries to be added to the list 
which is now lengthening monthly.

Most everybody now knows considerable 
about Captain Amundsen’s discoveries, 
but comparatively few know much about 
the man.

Roald Amundsen was born at Borge, 
near Sarpsburg.

w* recoamlze^he fact that if the Califor­
nia, Legislature passes the Allen Land 
Lc.ws the business relations of the two 
countries will be disturbed. In the event 
f#ie laws should be passed we believe 
yiapan would have recourse to diplomacy 
i rather than to arms.

“Our country will appeal to Washing­
ton for fair play. We believe that the 
proposed law will be found to be a breach 
of the treaty between this country and 
Japan, and that It can be shown to be 
such. Our people also take the view that 
ithe alien laws would not stand the test 
.in the supreme court of the United States. 

“Too Little -a Thing for War”
“The only way that cordial friendship 

can be guaranteed between the United 
States and Japan is for us to be permit­
ted to become citizens and own land, but 
even if the proposed laws should pass and 
continue in force there would be no war, 

;I am sure. It would be too little a thing 
•for a great war.

“About one-half of the Japanese In 
California are engaged in agricultural or 
horticultural pursuits, either as the own­
ers or lessees of land or as farm laborers.

“There were about one thousand Jap-, 
anese in California in 1890. It was about

that time that the California farmer» be­
gan to rapidly substitute the Japanese tor 
the Chinese laborers, who were growing 
old and weak. From that ;date the Ja^ 
anese has Increased rapidly in nQmbere.

JAPAN INVOKES GOLDEN RULE
Tokio, April 24.—Announcement that 

President Wilson and Secretary of State 
■ Bryan are making efforts to bring about 
a compromise in the proposed California 
legislation with respect tor the Allen Land 
Ownership Bill, and that Governor John­
son is opposing the bill, has-softened Jap­
anese ire. 'Public opinion now bas be­
come more optimistic.

The alleged unwillingness of the Am­
erican missionaries, to assist in resisting 
the bill is the subject of a harsh criticism 
in the Japanese papers, but after a .con­
ference which Count Okuma, the Jap­
anese premier, held with the nebitirters, 
the latter dispatched telegrams to Cali­
fornia, the exact nature of which 4s not 
known.

Count Okuma reminded the misstonaitee 
that Japan owed Its first lessons In for­
eign humanitarian principles to the Th&t- 
ed States.

“Now the duty has devolved upon 
. Japan,” he added, “to teach the Cali­
fornians the same principles.”

The Japanese consul at Vancouver. C. 
Tada, who has arrived here, has Caused 

a some excitement by the statement that 
-.anti-Japanese legislation is pending In 
the Canadian provinces of British Ootom- 

: bia, Saskatchewan and Manitoba.

VICTOR
SUGGESTS TARIFF COMMISSION

Washington, April 24-—A tariff com­
mission with power to elicit information 
was urged, reasonable reduction of any 
fluty obviously excessive was advocated 
■and radical reductions not founded on 
Adequate information were opposed in a 
minority report presented to the house 
tday by Representative Victor Murdock 
of Kansas, the Progressive member of 
the ways and means committee.

Mr. Murdock, in his report, asserted 
that If there had been wanting proof at 
the necessity of a tariff commission, the 
pending Democratic tariff bill alone would 
supply it. He charged that, as a result 
of the methods ^used in its preparation, 
the few men who drafted it “are not 
warranted in feeling certainty as to Its 
effects and most of those who have in­
dorsed it in caucus as a party measure 
can not have other than a «superlative 
knowledge of its provisions.’'

The Democratic revision, he said, had 
been undertaken in defiance of a uni­
versally popular demand that “the tariff 
-should be revised scientifically, a sched­
ule at a time u$>on data that are not ex- 
T>arte with full right of debate and amend­
ment without, seqrecy _&nd com­
mittee and w'itàadnt closure >ln xspngress.”

Thus, he said, was repeated the error 
which characterized the earlier stages of 
preparation of the ,Payne-Aldrich tariff 
act Mr. Murdock declared that the

Democratic party has proposed a tAlfff 
which will be injurious to :mairy indus­
tries and may be destructive to maze.

“Under the guise of reducing the ooet 
of living,” he sold, “it may destroy the 
very basis of our industrial prosperity. 
Proposing and promising to cheapen the 
food and clothing of the workingman* it 
may take from him the very means by 
-which he may earn his livelihood. Pror 
claiming in one statement ttmt it 
-cheapening the articles used by the 
farmer in the next statement it opens 
the American market to foreign agrleeri- 
tural and dairy products.

“The Progressive party’s poeltinn on 
the tariff is distinct. It dpes not. be­
lieve in the Democratic position, which 
proposes to remove all protection except 
that incidental to revenue. It does not 
believe in the Republican position. Which 
proposes to keep the duties prohtrKUye.
It believes in a protective tariff which 
shall equalize the conditions of compe­
tition between the United States and 
foreign countries, t*ofh for the farmer 
and -manufacturer, and which shall main­
tain for kUbor an adequate standard of 

j living This realtcomg*tit!ve .
'tariff. The Progressive party would 
contruct a tariff Mil, one scheduled at 

>a time, in the open, free from the dis 
tortlon of designing interests and sel- 

ifish purposes.”
