The Clio had been up to Friendly Cove, 
Nootka Sound, in search of Capt. Torrens 
and party. Boats were despatched in dif­
ferent directions, but without success, and 
learning from the chief of the Mowitchits 
that a party of seven white men hid gone 
south in a boat, they eearehed in Refuge Cove, 
but did not find them there, and proceeded 
to Barclay Sound, where they found the 
party who had camped on a small Island at 
the mouth of the Sound, being unable to 
weather Cape Beale in their boat. The Clio 
paseed the Island without eeeiug thé camp, 
arid went up to the Alberai Mills, the party 
followed her and wetô rpceiréd 90 board on 
Thursday afternoon.

THE EARTHQUAKE.
When the party were encamped 12 miles 

up the river, they experienced the shock ot 
the earthquake which was felt here about two 
weeks ago. The party were mostly asleep 
and were startled out of their slumbers by a 
violent trembling of the earth similar to the 
feeling experienced on board a screw steamer 
under full steam. The party felt some alarm, 
not realizing at the moment what it was, and 
the scene that ensued was hardly calculated 
to allay their fears. Trees began to fall and 
crash in every direction, and rocks were heard 
to roll down the slopes of the mountains.
The four Indians were greatly terrified ; they 
seized hold of fire-brands and rushed back­
wards and forwards shouting “ mammook 
pooh ” (shoot!) as the Keekylie Tghee (the 
Devil) was coming up with the spirits of all 
the departed Indians, and it was their rush 
that caused the shock and the noise. The 
shock lasted over a minute, and was succeeded 
by two lesser shocks. It was at least ten 
minutes before the Indians could be suffi­
ciently quieted to lie down. Near the mouth 
of the river, wbere the mountains are high 
and precipitous, some immense slides (con­
taining probably millions of tons) cime down, 
tearing trees and everything before hem, and 
causing a noise described by Mitchell, who 
remained at the ckoip, as awfully grand.

A SCENE AT AN INDIAN WEDDING.
At the Muchlat village our informants wit™

□eased a scene that almost baffles description, 
and needs the pen of a Charles Dickens to 
do it justice. A Siwash gentleman from a 
neighboring tribe had concluded the pur­
chase of a bride from the Muchlats, and the 
marriage ceremonial was conducted some­
thing in this wise. About a dozen canoes 
appeared approaching the village in line, in 
which were a number of males bedecked in 
the most comically grotesque fashion that it 
is possible to conceive. # Their faces were 
painted in most fantastic colors and patterns, 
and the majority of them were completely 
smothered in feathers and down.

LOST IN THE WOODS;
While lying at anchor a party consisting of 

the First Lieutenant Carey, Second Lieuten­
ant Elliott, Lord Beresford, Midshipman, and 
about twenty seamen, went on shore for a 
deer hunt, when in their efforts to sweep the 
Island four seamen got astray in the woods 
and were benighted. The night was too 
dark and stormy to make search for them 
and a fire was lit at one end of the Island 
where four of the party remained while the 
rest returned on board ship. On going on 
board the ship was found to be dragging and 
she got up steam, weighed her anchor, stood 
in again and dropped both anchors. At about 
1, a. m., Lord Beresford and a boat’s crew, 
with an Indian who piloted them safely 
through the heavy surf dashing over the reefs, 
pulled back to the camp, bringing a good 
supply of provisions and tarpaulins, as it was 
raining hard.

As our 
knowledge of the country increased, this ex­
traordinary misconception gradually gave 
way, until to-day we find that Vancouver Is­
land has got as large a proportion of cultiva* 
ble land as can be found in the majority ol 
new countries. l,t is not only, however, in 
the extent, but in the. quality of the soil that 
we are led to entertain great hopes of the 
future.

merchant shipping ; the 25th section of .this 
statute enacts that after the lût day of June, 
1863, these regulations shall cotoe into oper­
ation and be of the same fored as if they 
were enacted in the body' of the Act ; thé 
26th section requires the Board of Trade to 
cause them tobe published ; the27th sèctioo 
enacts that all owners .and masters of ships 
shall be bound to take notice .of» and obey 
them ; the 28th section provides ttiRt in case 
any damage to persons or property arises 
from their non observance by any ship such 
damage shall be deemed to have been occa­
sioned by the wilful default of the person in 
charge of the deck at the time ; the 29th 
Motion provides that if in any case of collis­
ion it appears to the court before which the 
ease is tried that such collision was occa­
sioned by the non-observance qf any of these 
regulations the ship which has infringed 
them shall be deemed to be in fault, unless 
it is shown to the satisfaction of the court 
that the circumstances of the case made a
