Twounkaown bodjes were buried
aa Killarney, Five of the recovered bodies
were picked up by the steamer Africa, and
three by the steamberge Enterprise, near
Lonely Island, and sent here by the tug.
Oapt. Noble, of thetug Annie Long, re-

“ports that a large number of bodies are
floating sround near where thess were
picked up, and could be easily recovered if
a tug with appliances for the purpose was
despatohed at once. The remains of Mr,

~ John McDongall, purser of the wrecked

steamer, were interred this afternoon at 4
O'clock. Assoon‘as the remains reached
here they were taken in charge by the
brethren -of the masonic lodges and the
united order of workmen, the deceased
baving'been & member of both associations,
The remains of Frederick Sparks will be
sent to-morrow to his friends at Ottawa,
Jos, Jacksen's rerasins were taken in charge
by his friends and will be taken to Listb.

THE INVESTIGATION.

The iay ion was continued this
morning, and from present indications the
inquiry is not by any means so near its
termination as was supposed.

The first witness examined to-day was
Mr, J. E. Evans, hardware merchant of this
town, who served on the White star line for
& number of years, and also in the East
India and China trade, as well as on the
lakes. He had been on board the Asia,
and considered her to be a very bad model,
the upper works being out of all proportion.
The fogs hamper was too lofty and there
was too much of it. The old style canal
beats were totally unfit for navigating the
Georgian b:{, and were built with the
idea of secu! nﬁ the largest storeroom with
a minimom draft of water. On the
Georgian bay this style of boat was, from
the te, continually exposed to a beam
sea, on account of the prevailing winds
being east and west. He didn’t think the
canal vessels were safe on any open waters.
The Zealand foundered in a beam
sea, as did the Simcoe, the Columbia,
and the Asia. The boats can not steer when
they list. Steamers for the Georgian bay
should be of an entirely different model.
It was a mistake to acquire breadth of
beam at the expense of draft. He consid-
ered the Asia as a vessel of very poor
stability. ‘

The next witness called was Capt.
Alex, McNabb, who said he had sailed on
these upper lakes for 45 years in various
capacities. He was on the Asia on Sef
tember 13 and found her cargo Irincipal y
in the port part of the hold and the fore
part of the main deck. He told Capt.
Savage that the boat was not proper-
ly stowed and she ought to
have had 200 tons of ballast
in her hold to keep her in sailing trim, He
considered the model of the canal boats
very poor, being too full forwsrd and aft
lngthey do not steer well. Thﬁy have too
much hamper for their draft. He thought
the timbers should come right up to the

romenade deck and that the boats should
ge well kneed.

CAMPBELL’'S MARMION.

tested, and contested thoroughly, not only
now, but whenever an election is held, not
for party-reasons merely but on public
groundsas well. It isnot a healthy sign
of public opinion when a seat is allowed to
go by default,or when only a half-hearted in-
terest in a contest isshown. It is chiefly by
means of s spirited campaign that the mass
of voters can be reached, that individual
opinions can be touched, and intelligent and
correct estimates of men and measures
formed. There are issues at stake now in
the province perbaps more important than
any that have arisen since confederation,
upon the settlement oi which the place of
‘Ootario among her cister provinces,
and bker ravk as a self-governing
power, very largely depend. The
verdict which the seven contested con-
stituencies return, if at all a decisive one,
will assist to no small extent in the deci-
sion of these questions, and for this reason
we say we are somewhat surpiised at the
equanimity. with which the situaiton is
being forced by both parties,

MUNICIPAL REFORM.

If anything is to be done in the way of
reforming our system of maunicipal repre-
sentation, now is the time. Legislation
will have to be asked for nexs session of
the Ontario parliament, in order to enable
Toronto tc annex Yorkville in accordance
with the expressed consent of the people of
that village. It is the duty of the ecity
council and also of the council of Yorkville
to consider the matter calmly and see
whether the ward system should be any
longer maintained. If they come to the
conelusion that it would be better abolished
the necessary legislation—if any is needed
—could be obtained.

‘Sangreals Holy' Quest” in the ‘introduc-
tion to Canto I is diemissed with two or
three lines of “information, while such a
phrase as * for Britafa’s sins”” is explained
at equal length.” ‘An esquire is described as
the attendant of a knight, but we are told
nothing of the romantic position and duties
of a squire, information which woald catch
the fancy and open up & new interest in the
text. The notes on these points should be
a8 refreshing wells from which the student
could draw. The same sin of omission can
be found in the explanation of *‘ pnrsui.
vant,” ““giust,” “stirrup-cap,” ‘‘Benedic-
tine school,” *‘palmer,” and a number of
other phrases. In Canto I the following
verses are let pass with jut even one of Mr,
Armstrong’s brief notes ;

‘“We saw the victor win the crest
He wears with wortby pride,

And on the gibbet-tree reversed
His foeman’s s.utcheon tied.”

Then joust is described as a ‘‘ mock
fight.”

OUR MEDIOAL SOHOOLS. |

Trinity medical school opened yesterday,

and the Toronto school of medicine opens
to-day, both under favorable suspices and
with promise of incressing prosperity. So
far we oongratulate the faculties and the
Bat Toronto will never become
8 first-class centre of medical teaching un-
til certain radical changes sre effected.
The medical schools must be brought near-
er to University college and the school of
practical science ; and the doctors of the
rival schiools must come to see that there
is room for only one first-claes school.
A While there is something in the idea
that competition is the life of trade, we fail
to see its sppropristeness in the mainte-
nance of two medical schools whereone wonld
do better. Nothing is gained in the way of
the realization of the principle of the divi.
sion of labor im the case of two schools.
There are two professors, one for each
school, in esch subject with half the num.
ber of subjects ; while if there was one
school there could be jast as many profes-
sors with twice the number of sabjects, as
there would then be s scientifié’ division of
labor. A good desl of the work mow at-
tempted by each school is perfunctory.
‘They bave not the appliances and, what is
more, they have not the students, The
anited energies of the two schools in the
way of professors, appliances, cases and
special work would no more than make s
first-class school.

And then as to our other point: the
medical students should be near University
college and the sobool of practical science,
where a pumber of subjects adjunet to a
thorough medieal training are taught much
more fully and perfectly than in the medi-
cal schools. It is only folly to attempt to
teach chemistry, botany, zoology and rike
subjects in the two medical schools when
they are better taught in the city else-
where, The medical schools, just as much
as the theological halls, should avail them-
selves of the resources of University eollege
wherever possible, and put all their energy,
men and means where they will do most
good, viz , in the departments of anatomy,
surgery, medicine, Jobstretries, ‘clinics, ete,

We do not say that all these things can
be done in a day, but their ultimate attain-
ment should be the aim of every dector who
has the sdvancemert of his profession at
heart. The present hospital could be sold
to the government for an asylum, or to
some charity, or to the city ; a new one
eould be built if it is gone about in the
right way ; and to meet the increased de-
mands upon them University college and
the school of science would have to be
enlarged, But all these things coumld be
brought about, and when they are consum-
mated Toronto would be in = position to
put forth a claim as & centre of medical
and surgical knowledge of the first-class.

OVERLOADING.

One sensible lake captasin we hear of.
Captain Jobn Hurley of the schooner
Blazing Star, who recently made the run
from Detroit to Kingston in four days, and
from Oswego to Detroit in three days amd
four hours—a quick round trip, by the way,
which speaks volumes in favor of the new
Welland cansl. Captain Hurley says he
hss begun reducing his cargo for she fals
storms, teking now about 1,000 bushels
less than he did during the summer months.
If more captains would act on this principle,
says a contemporary, there would be fewer
losses reported every fall ; to whizh we say,
ditso, ditto. The evidence in the Asiacase
goes to show that, independently of the
vessel being seaworthy or otherwise, she
wes outrageously overloaded on her last
and fatal trip.

Referring to the working of the Plimsoll
act in Eogland, the Globe gives these
figures as the record of six years since it
came into force—53 iron steamships de-
tained as unsafe ; 404 ssiling vessels de-
tained or stopped altogether as unseaworthy;
and besides these 228 cases of overloading,
the far greater umber of the vessels de-
tained for overloading having been steam-
ers. It is not enough that lake steamers
carrying passengers be inspected to see
whether they be unseaworthy; but also
that all cases of overloading be sharply
looked after and summarily dealt with,

OCOMPETITION IN PROSPEOT.

The report comes from Mentreal that
last week three influential gentlemen from
near the border Jine between Menitoba to
the north and Minnesota and Dakois to
the south wers in that city on an
important railway mission. This mission
of their's is nothing less yfm the promo-
tion of arrangements for the opening up of
anew line of railwsy into Manitobs, in
connection with certain Ameriean railways
and the Grand Trunk, to compete with the
Canadian Pacific. In order to make con-
nection a considerable length of new road
would bave to be buvilt from West Lyone
on the boundary eighty miles to Grand
Forks, thencs in" as direct a line as possi-
ble to Duluth, with whick both land and
water communication with the seaboard are
already secured. The gentlemen from the
far west say that they are bound to have
the new route, whoever builds and operates
it,. and they offer to the Grand Trunk the
first chance of taking up the scheme.

The question now is, will the Grand
Trunk take it up or stand off and decline ?
In the absence of informaticn from inner
circles, we should say that the Grand I'runk
will most probably take hold of the scheme
and push it through. This surmise of ours
may he promptly discredited by the next
batch of telegraphic dispatches ; but we may
say at present that to take hold of this en-
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terprise of competition with the syndicate

Per-
haps the thing which we have thus outlined
is not destined to be; but we ses no sub-
stantial reason why it should not he. As
great railway projects are in these days
driven ahead vith railway speed, the public
may not have long to wait for the settle-
ment of all doubts with regard to this im-
portant matter,

ABOUT LOAN COMPANIES.

We do not know that those persons are
far wrong who hold that lesn companies
have been an unmixed evil to Canada.
The whole eountry is mortgaged up to the
eyes so to speak: farm, city and town
property alike. If a loan is too dear it is a
direct loss, and we hold that in far too
many instances the money advanced to our
people by these loan companies has been
got at too high a price. Besides the
straight eight per cent—until recently the
lowest rate—there are lawyers’ fees, and
loss of time. If a farmer who raises money
on his place counted up the time 'he lost
in “running to town” about his loan, the
fees he had to pay the lawyers and the valu-
stors, the registrars and the one and
another, he would find that twelve per cent
rather than eight per cent was the rate he
paid on his loan.

One reason why interest is so high is
that the loan companies are extravagantly
administered. Directors and managers are
paid large salsries, palatial offices are put
up and rash financial ventures are made—
the cost of all which have to come out of
the borrower.

We must have cheaper utarut—tnnn
atlantic rates as nearly as possible-—and we
must have cheaper management,

A NATIONAL CURRENOY.
From the Meaford Mirror.

A revision of Canadian currency is, we
believe, an absolute 'necessity in the in-
terests of the people. We were unqualified-
ly glad to notice a week or two since that
some of our ablest newspapers, notably
the Toronte World, the 8t. Catharines
Journal, the Montreal Shareholder, and
others, were interesting themselves in the
matter and supplying facts oo money for the
digestion of the electorate. We have no
wish to be classed amongst alarmists, but
if there be one thing more than another
that we require for the financial safety of
the people of Cabada it is that the federsl
government shall issue all money 'and
everything ‘intended to ‘pass current as
money. Under the present system *‘shav-
ing" is the rale, not the exception. Youre-
ceive a bill of the banks in Nova Scotia
and it is subjected in Ontario to a discount
of 3 per cent,; and the same for a bill of
the Prince Edward Island banks; 7 per
cent. - on a British Columbia bill; 50n a
Newfoundland note, and very often the
Qaebec bank bills are refused, except at
s discoufit. But this is not all. The gov-
ernment which charters the banks does not
even make the motes they jpsue legal tender,
and a consequenee of tr-u is that unlees
you present gold or dominion notes to the
receiver-general you cannot get small bills,
which are only issued by the dominion.
And the resuit of all this is that bank
notes do very little towards regulating
the circulating wants ‘of the country. In
Meaford itself, small as its business is com-
pared with that of some of the cities, the
inconvenience arising out of this state of
things is felt severely. Week after weék
pasces and ove seldom sees auything in
the way of a bank note except those of
the denominations issued by the bsnks—
from $5 to $50. Again, in the Ubited
States Canadian bauk biils are subj.cted to

& heavy discount, and not withont some’

show of reason. The baoks of issne in the
dominion are so numerous and are scat-
tered over so wide an extent of territory
that it might be fairly argued that it
would be a loss to the United States people
to accept them at par. There is no sound
reason why this should not all vé changed
by an extension of the dominion note sys-
tem, first introduced by Sit Alexander Galt
in the face of fierce opposition from the
banks—a system which, so far as it goes,
bas been of wonderful advantage to the
trade and commerce of the dominion,
There should be only vne bank of issue in
the country. The power t» issue notes
should rest solely in  the ' domi-
nion government. Our money would
then assume a npational  character,
aud, if the anamoly of dominion
notes redeemable im Halifax being
shaved if preseuted for redemption in To-
ronto were remedied, our carrency would
be the same from oue end of this great

country to the other. And that is mot
all ; the notes so iseued, backed as they
would be by the credit of 'the entire nation,
besides the amonut of specie held ftor their
redemption, would soon be as good as gold
in the United States and very shorily in
England. On the minor point—the addi-
tional issue of fractional currency—we per-
fectly agree with our contemporaries. And
especially with the World in its remarks
on this Yolnt. It says; *‘For the want
of small bills our merchants suffer
considerable los. We in' common
with  the other Toronto papers
rpeak on this question with experience
[s0 can we].  Every week we receive a

iutend to pay for. The fact is there is no
more erying want an ong storékeepers than
plenty 6f fractional currency to make small
change.

The 25 eent shinplaster, which we owe
to the finamcial genius of Sir Franeis
Bincks, as his method of ridding the com-
mercial community of the silver nuisance,
was & boon that I often think has never
been  appreciated and = acknowledged
as it ought to have been. Time was when
every hundred dollars of silver was su*ject
to a tax of two, three and four dollars,
before it could be converted into bankable
«money. Yet the man who relieved the
trading community of this tax has pever
had his act appreciated or acknowledged ;
while the {lc is ever ready to wouhlp
at the throne of the millionaire who
amasees a fortune for himself.

-Moreover, concerning this 25-cent shin-
plaster, it is to be taken into account that
there are hundreds of them destroved in
circalation and which never therefore re-
‘tarn for redemption, and are to that ex-
tent clear profit to the government.

MORE OF ROSFNBAUM’S WORK
GIRLS.

(To the Editor of The World.)

S1r : With reference to an article which
appeared in your issue of last Saturday
headed ** How our shop girls are treated
and paid,” I must confess it was not a
very oreditable or business-like act of this
Hebrew stalioner to engage the young
woman in question a week or so before the

There are two sisters at present in his
employ who have done this, and not hav
ing ‘relatiovs in the city paid $2 50

r week for board, and are only receiv-
ing from $4 to §4 50 per week wages and
long hours at that, & paltry wmount for
young women to pay board swd washing
and appear respectably dressed., as they do
t» theireredit, for they are veryjsteady, in-
dustrious young women, wel’ deserving of
& more erous and worthy emplover
Another instance of Rosembaum’s sell
n ss : there was a young womau in his em
ploy last winter who served four weeks
without pay for her services, and was pros-
trated om a bed of sickness for weeks
through. being compelled to stand outside
(to solicit customers into the shop), ex-
posed to the severe cold winds of the ar-
cade, and strange to say he was not man
enough to offer her employment after she
recovered from her illness; still such men as
this are patronized by our citizens.  Ta con-
clusion, I am surprised that the working
girls of our eity shculd be so dilatory in
making their wrongs known, wben they are
well aware that the columns of the press are
open to the warking class,

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THE TORONTO WORLD
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TuE TRANSIT OF VENUS.

Preparations for Observing it at the ob.
servatory — Puliing a Telescope in
Posttion,

Great preparations are being made just
now at the Toronto observatory for the
ouming transit of venus scross the sun's
dise, from which the exact distance from
the earth to the sun is to be determined.
Most of our citizens will doubtless remem-
ber the old square stone tower south of
university college which has been there many
years and which used to carry on the top an

instrument consisting of a set of four hemis-
pherical cups revolving on an axis, gener-
ally looked upon by the public at large as
a sort of play-toy to smuse the employees
of the observatory, but known to the sci-
entific as an anemometer, and usad to
measure the velocity of the wind. This
tower has been oon:sloul altered ; the
roof has been remov. % lng on ths top has
been built & circulsr wooden wall about
five feet high. Above this sgain has been
added a cupola which is capable of rotation
by means of a set of wheels running
in & groove of metal attached to
the top of the ciroular wall,
This cupola is an exact hemispherical shell
of radius seven feet, so that the dismeter
of the circular wall is fourteen feet, and the
curved rafters which support the cupola
and which converge to & point above are
also constructed on an exact radius of seven
feet. In thecupola is a slit sbout two feet
in width running from top' to bottom,
which admits light to the tramsit instru-
ment within. This transit is to be placed
on a stone dpier built independent of the
building and quite free at the floors from
the building. This stone pier is about four
feet square and runsto the bottom of the
cirenlar wooden wall and extends moreover
several feet into the earth. The object of
all this is to prevent any vibration  of the
.nstrument which would otherwise arise if
mmdaponvhichitmphoedwen in
connection with the floors, etc. It will
easily be understond now how the work is
to be conducted.  The transit is placed on
the menolith and the obseryer adjusts it to
suit his range of height or vision. By
means of the slit above-mentioned the in-
strument is capable of being moved up and
down in a vertical plane and as the cupola
is rotated on the groove the observer can
also rotate the transit snd by thus keeping
it always directed towards the slit can ob.
tain a view of any portion of the heavens,
The work is being very neatly done and all
the oonltruetiong under the direction of
Mr. Menzies, the observatory carpenter.

What lle Earned as Literary Editor of the
N. Y. Tribune—Horace Greeley.
After the breaking up of the Brook Farm
Community—a catastrophe: mainly due to
a want of sufficient capital, Mr. Ripley
was thrown altogether on his literary re-
sources. He moved to Flatbush, on Long
Island, where Mrs. Ripley earned somothing
by teaching, while he endeavored to obtain
literary employment in New York. His
connection with the Tribune, which began
immediately, was not for a long time lucra-
tive, for the paper itself was youug and
or, and as yet, moreover, thére was very
mtle of systematic eriticism of current lit-
eratnre in daily journals. Kven in the first
haif of 1849, when he had removed to
New York from Flatbusb, and spent a fow
hours daily in, the office of the Tribune
as - literaty = assistant, he - Teceived
only five dollars & week, and there
were some weeks when there was
nothing for him to do, and accordingly be
earned mothing, ' In July of the year
named a weekly stipend of ten dollars was
given ' him.and continned at that figure
until April, 1850, when it was raised to
#fteen dollars.  In September, 1851, Mr.
Ripley was placed upon the pay roll at a
regular weekly salary of twenty-five dol-
‘ars, and this he continued to receive dur-
ing the next thirteen years. - For the two
years between January, 1864, and January,
1866, he was paid_thirty dollars, and sub-
sequently te the\last mentioned date, tifty
dollars up to January, 1871, when his
weekly compensation was made seventy.
five dollars, at..which &)oint it remained
until his death _in’ 1880, In connection
with the final increase of the stipend paid
o Mr, Ripley, who itmust be remembered
had been a stockholder in: the Tribune as-
sociation sinee 1849, Mr. Frothingham
cites ‘mn interesting ~extract from the

tioa of the p ingrease. Mr, Greeley
said that his geueral opposition. to raising
the salaries of stockholdefs was well known.
