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The Commercial Argument Against Chi-
nese Immigration.

The commercial argument against the
Chinese is in brief this—that they zell to
us a great deal of their labor and buy very
little in return. The merchants and re-
tailers of San Francisco, and manufac-
turers in some lines too, have found this
out to their cost. Between the expendi-
ture of a Canadian and a Mongolian—say
that both are earning fair wages—the dif-
ference is ‘“‘continental,” to use an expres-
sion which is curreat over the border just
now. Suppose that there is somewhere or
other, in this country, an amount of work
which it requires a thousand men to do,
and that for this purpose people of our own
kindred are employed. Five is the aver-
age number of a family, so say the statis-
ticiaps: we might correct it by
saying—of a workingman’s family--
bacause, as the old proverb has it
—“a' rich man for luck, and a poor
man for children,” Now the statistics of
the time will not allow us to repeat the oft-
quoted mistake of their being only ome
bread winnper in the family of five,  Per-
haps ome to three would be pretty near
the true average: but, for the purpose of
comparison in the Chinese question, let us
say one to two, letting two children count
as one grown person. i

Every Cainesze worker that we allow to
¢ome in works for himself alone. That is
to iy, unless he has a wife and family in
China, to whom he transmits what hard
cash he earns in Canada, ‘minus only his
own most necessary expenses of living: He
buys very little, only the barest means of
sustenance, On our supposition, which ie
a good deal below the actual truth, every
laborer of our owa race buys for two, him
self and another. Consequently, when he
gets work for himself, he creates work for
symebody else, and so a balance of
employment is kept up. Supposing it to
be true, as stated, that there are two hun-
dred articles on the requisition list of sup-
plies for Chinese laborers on the Canadian
Pacific works on the western slope. We
are still safe in saying that a list of sup-
plies for people of our own race, and their
families, would be a thousand and one, and
more. If you give work to'an Eoglish-
‘man, an lrishman, or a Scotchman, and
pay him for it, he gives work to others,
because he must buy and does buy what
other people have to sell. Give the work
to a Chinaman, and he biys—perhaps to
the amount of from 25 to 50 per cent. of
what you have paid him, Take a man of
our own race, his labor and wages, if he i&
fortunate enough to get both, bring em
ployment, or profit, or what you may
please to call it, to othera. Give the labor
and the wages to & Chinaman, and you get
no return. He wants employment for
himself, but he employs nobody.

This fact has to be kept in mind—that
every laborer who gets his wages, and ex-
pends the same for himseli and family,is po-
+entially an employer of other labor than his
own. When he buys bread he employs
the baker, when he buys meat he employs
the butcher ; he' cannot lay out a dollar in
buying a tove, or furniture, or clothing, or
‘boots and shoes, without creating employ-
ment for somebody. Immigrants into Can-
ada of our own people do this ; the Chinese
donot. That is to say, comparatively.
The Chinese must buy something to live
upon, of course ; but look at the difference.
The charge against them is this, in brief :
that they seek employment for themselves,
while giving employment to nobody else,
The latter is the particular point: they
create no employment, but they do seize
upon what employment we and our civiliz-
ation have created.

Now, we take this position most dis-
tinctly, that the Chinese have no right
whatever to the employment caused by the
wants which we and our civilization have
created.  We have created that employ-
ment and we want it for ourselves, If the
Chinese laborers wan’ employment in
building railways, why not build them in
China? China would be immensely bene-
fitted by railways, but fanaiicism forbids.
Let China adopt European oivilization, to
the extent that it may, then new wants
will spring up and new employment will
be created there, But the employment
which we create at home we want for our-
selves, We make it and we have the
best right to it, This is enlightened na-
tional selfishnpesy and wo dare to eay that
it is christian effishness too.

%he Democratic Address.

as he pleases, with hints that this freedom
has been tampered with. The ‘ pecuniary
difficulties of the democrats are also com-
pared with the well-ﬁmﬁen of the re-
publican party, with sly hints at the
sources from which such wealth was ob-
tained.

On the whole, however, the address is
moderate, aud one or two important topics
are discussed. The chief of these is tax-
ation for paying the interest on the debt
and for protective purposes. Blaine, it
says, takes the credit of imposing duties
for protection. But it points out that

It was necessary to lay largely increased
duties on all imports in order to provide for
the annual interest on this indebtedness and
fm'thelinkh:f funds intended for its red
tion. These duties, increased for the purpose
of providing for the public indebtedness,
afforded protection to all forms of
industries, and stimulated its

growth. Such protective duties, but perhaps
more wisely apportioned, must have been laid
if Mr. Blaine had never been born or if the
republican pm‘{ had ceased to exist.

he national democratic party has expressly
declared that in revising the present appor-
tionment of duties it will proteot the labor and
capital involved in existing industries, and
that it will always protect erican labor,
and enable it to compete successfully with
foreign labor.

European Colonization.

Should anything tend to 'disturb the
present fairly friendly relationships exist-
ing betweenthe nations of Europe it will in
all likelihood be something without the
limits of that country, not any internal
cause of grievance. The Franco-Prussian
war is probably the last of those springing
from (supposedly) purely internationa]
complications, for the Russo Turkish effair
arose from sources in veality exterpal to
both., To judge from the directions in
which European powers are at present ex-
tending their energies, it will be from their
colonial or their aggressive—according to
the view taken—policies that peace will be
broken. Thus, Germany has her eyes
upon other territories than Angra Pequena,
and her colonization schemes, though in-
itiated some dozen years, have of late re-
ceived an impetus that causes her neigh-
bors to be on the alert. France,
besides her ill - defined object in
China and Madagascar, has decigns
upon Tajurah, Sagallo, and Redali
in ‘the gulf of Aden. Russia’s pol-
icy in pushing her troops further and
further towards Afghanistan iz unmistaka-
bly aggressive. In short, overcrowded
population, popular restlessness, natural
propensities for progress hindered by dis-
advantageous circumstances, together with
the necessity of obtaining proper fields for
the growth of maritime commerce and
naval power have combined to make
Europe keenly alive to the absolute necee-
sity of providing some outlet for these
symptoms of an ebullition which only grows
more dangerous in proportion to the pres:
sure under which it labors. But the rami-
fication of the different interests of the
different powers are so intricate and exten-
sive that unless they proceed with exces-
give caution there is every likelihood of
more than mere complaints of infringe-
ments of rights,

Another claimant to a title has appeared
in the person of a Mr. Fraser of Carnarvon
who contends that he is heir to Alexander
Fraser, son of Thomas, Lord Lovat, who
died in the seventeenth century. This
Lord Lovat, he asserts, had two eons, the
elder of which concealed himself in Welsh
coal mines fearing the consequences of a
murder committed by him, and from this
son Mr. Fraser claims descent.

A CAKE OF COMMON 804P

Sccures the Pardom of a Condemued
Murderer from Jail.

NEw YORK, Oct. 20.—~A despatch from

Caledonia, Minn., says : Joseph Marco is

about to be tried for the murder of Mrs,
Joseph Enos several years 2go. Marco
was arrested, ‘tried and convicted, and
sentenced to the state prison for life for
the murder of Joseph Enos, and was par-
doned by Governor Hubbard, after serving
about six years, on the recommendation of
the surgeon in charge of the prison. Marco
was said to be dying of consumption, and
could possibly live only z few weeks.
After getting his freedom, he gained
rapidly in - health, anda was pre-
paring ‘to enjoy life again when he
was rearrested and agsin confined in
the Caledonia’ jail for 'the murder of
Mrs., Enos; who was killed at the same
time as her husband. His heslth sgain
failed rapidly, and at the opening of the
court in May he was so reduced that it re-
quired the aesistance of two ‘deputiez to
support him while he again made a plea of
not guilty, He was sguin remanded to
jail, and has bzen ‘considered convalescing
until & short time ago, when it was noticed
that his health was failing with alarmicg
rapidity, or. in other words, that he was
preparing for court. Dr. McKenna began
to look around for the cause, which was
found to be a cake of common hard soap,
upon which he was feeding himself, and
which had so completely brought about
the desired effect that when he was called
upon to'appear in court-he had to be car-

is afterwards handed to the city treasurer
as a tax on the charch, or pays a greater
tax upon his own. property..in order that
the church may be exempt. Asae fact,
some men who own property do not go to
church nor contribute anything to church
funds. The exemption system .virtuaily
taxes them for the maintenance of an insti-
tution they.domot patroniza. Itis claimed
in rebuttal that the churches exert a moral
influence which diminishes ciime and
raises the value of property, and that the
non-church going property owner is thus
paid for his involuntary contributions,
Believers in the voluntary principle of
church maintenance, and in the absolute
independence of the church as regards the
etate, will prefer that the churches should
be taxed; and even those who are willing
to see church buildings and graveyards
exempt are pretty well agrecd with regard
to the propriety of that change in the as-
gessment law by which vacant lands, held
by church - corporations for speculative
purposes, were made liable to taxation.

A NEW DRESS REFORM.

'Thousands. of Germans Now Wearing

Woolen Clotbing Only.

From the London Times.
The doctrine starts with the funda-
'mental principle that, being animals, we
ishould wear animal clothing, The ab-
sorption by vegetable life of poisonous ema-
nations from animal life is a process not
{limited, it would appear, to living plants,
but continued by vegetable fibre, such as
icotton, linen, etc., with the difference
that, while the living plant assimilates
these emanations, the dead fibre cannot
do so, but exhales them again when
wetted or warmed. Thus our clothes,
in consequence -of their vegetable char-
acter, attract and retain those nox-
ious principles which should, on the con-

trary, he thrown off with the greatest pos-
sible promptitude. On the other hand,
animal material, such as wool, is made by
nature to protect animal life, and will not
| prevent, but assist the evaporation of the
'emanations coming from the body. This
can readily pe proved by the sense of
gmell, It suffices to wear clothes of pure
,wool throughout, and there is at once an
end to the unpleasantness noticed in the
linen underclothing, the cotton linings of
the coat, ete. From these facts Dr. Gas-
tav Jaeger, professor of zoology and physi:
ology at Stuttgart, deduces his medical
theory, which has won innumerable disci-
ples in an incredibly short time.

Dr. Jaeger points out that the human
body is most susceptable to disease when
it contains too large a quantity of water
or of fat, The presence in excess of these
substances can be tested by the specific
weight and the rapidity of the nervous
action. But the specific weight must be
given in proportion with the cubic measure-
ment of the person, and this latter is not
eusy to ascertain. By the immertion of
the body ina meacured tenk we have a
rough-and ready method of guaging its
cabic capacity, which muet correspond
with the displacement of the water. Dr.
Jaegte, however, has constructed an air-
tight chamber where a column of mercary
records the amount of compression brought
to bear upon the air by the introdrction
of a foreign body or person.

Qut of sixty-five men thus measured Dr. |
Jaeger found that the litre weight varied
foom 764 to 1060 grammes, a difference of
almost 40 per cent. To test the nervous
activity o stop-watch is employed which
can record the two-thousandth partof a
second. ~The operator sets the index
hand in motion, which has then to be im-
mediately stopped by the person under-
going the test. The difference between the
two readings records: the time needed for
the excitation, produced by the s'ght of
the moving handle, to run its course
through the eye, the optic nerves,
the brain, the nerves of the arm,
and finally to reach the muscles which ac
tuate the finger which stops the watch.
'Experiments conducted in this manner
showed in one instance that the rapidity
of action after a Turkish bath increased to
the extent of 13 per cent.

What is now known as Dr. Jaeger’s #a-
nitary woolen clothing is so contrived as to
ob¥¢iite these evils. The clothing consists,
for men, of tight-fitting stockingette un-
dergarments made of pure undyed wool
fastened over the shoulder, and of
double thickness over the breast. The
coat or jacket is doubie-breasted, buttoned
well on up to the throat, contains no lin-
ing nor padding unless of pure wool, and
is either undyed or treated only with un-
injurious fast dyse,  The same rule applies
to the trousers, while the waistcoat is
either dis&mnsed with altogether or it forms
an inner flap affixed to the side of the coat.
Inside the sleeves and the trousers legs
there is a contrivance which, fastening
tight round the limb, prevents up-dravghts;
for cold, rheumatism, lumbago, etc., are
caught by the sudden rush of cold air to
one particular part of gthe  body,
and not by the gradual cooling of the
entire system, The feet are clad in pure
woolen socks with divisions for each toe,
while the upper part of the boot is made of
folt, the lower part also of felt or of porous
leather, and the iiner soles consist of per-
forated leather and layers of felt, Thus
the boot is thoroughly porous, and the
fect are consequently kept as clean and as
pure as the hands.

* By doubly protecting the front of the
body where the blocd vessels converge
these are stimulated; and, as an even
temperature throughout is maintained, the
necessity for greatcoats is obviated, rain
or damp having little or no effecs,
for in every caso gradual and even
evaporation is insured, While they
are the best protection against cold, these
clothes are alzo the coolest in summer,
Little or no change need be made between
winter and summer, at least in the tem-
perate region; and means have been found
by which this system can with equal
facility be adopted by women. Nor can
& ‘““woolenite” be ecasily distinguished
rom the *‘ weodenites,” as the wearers of
vegetable fibre may be called. The substi-
tution of a collar made of unsterched white
cashmere for the customary starched linen
collor is the most conspicuous feature in
the dress; otherwise it would be difficult
to detect the disciples of this system. The
cashmere collar, however, is not only mest
comfortable, but is a preventive of throat
disorders.
& All these precautions taken during the
day must be continued at night. The bed
must also be free from vegetable fibre.
The linen sheet must be replaced by wool-
en blankets or camel-hair rugs, with white
cashmere sheets if preferred. The mattress
and pillow should also be stuffed and cov-
ered with wool ; but when thus protected
the ~sleeper need fear neither cold
nor change of temperature snd fis,
therefors, u to keep . his = window
well open at night.

AND NATIONAL SUCIETIES,

———

A Simpler Law of Land Transfer—The
Sons of Enziand- Me. Lowell's \ddress
on Demescracy.

From The Week.
MUNICIPAL REFORM.

It is not to be expected that the people
will consent at once to a radics! change;
but they may consent to imp rtant im-
provements, such as election {or longer
terms, and overlapping, so as to ¢ ve more
coatiounity and steadiness to the adminis-
tration. A council willing to co-operate in
such reforms and to promote the resessary
logislation is the first requisite, and this by
an effort may be obtained.

THE- TORRENS SYSTEM.

The death of Sir R. R. Torrens hss
closed the career of a man who in
«n unobtrusive way was no small bene-

_ factor of soeiety, and whose work,

it may be coufidently said, will live.
In Australia, Sir R. R. Torrens was able
without much resistance from rooted cus-
tom to introduce a system of land registra-
tion and transfer under which dealings
with land are ss simple as dealings with
«hipping, on the analogy of which his plan
is based, and thus to fulfil the aspiration of
Mill, who said that to ‘“make land as
easily transferable as stocks would be one
of the greatest ecc ical improv ts
which could be bestowed upon the coun-
tecy.” A simple land law is to be de-
sired on political as well as oo economical
grounds : the best antidote to agrarian
socialism is facility of purchase.
THR SONS OF ENGLAND,

Instead of absorbing the French element
sritish Canada is in some danger of being
absorbed by it, and she is certainly gov-
erned by it to a very undesirable degree.
Next to the French element in sectional in-

- flaence is the Irish; which, though it does
not like the French form a compact mass
or retain a language of its own, is intensely
c'annish, and is held together by its priest-
hood "and by its separate schools. To
these two nationalities all the politicians
pay their court. The English are not
clannish, and therefore they are weak and
despised. That they should be clannish is
not to be desire?, but neither is it to be
desired that they should be above all
others weak and despised. They ara not
the lowest of all the nationalities nor that
which has done least for civilization on
this continent. The best thing of all
wounld be entire absence of sectionalism,
tne next best thing is e¢quality between
the sections, We want no nation-
ality or religion to be in any way
deprived of its rights, but at the
same time we want none to domineer.
Bat if politicians should again take into
their heads to angle for the fenian vote by
assailing England in the rear when shs is
struggling against insurrection in her front,
it is not unlikely that the members of the
Sons of England society may offer them
some arguments on the other side.

MR, LOWELL ON DEMOCRACY.

Hereditary government is gone. Dosmo-
cracy has come, This is the moral of the
century. It is doubted by no calmstudent
of the political situation. Nor do many
doubt that where adcquate capacity for
self government exists the change is
franght both with elevation of character
and with increase of happiness for the
masses of mankind, Certainly he is not a
christian who, whatever his station in life,
will recoil out of selfish fear from a new
and better dispensation. Still democracy,
as all reasonable men think, has its perils
and needs its safeguards. Its perils are
the greater and it needs ite safeguards the
more because ite advent coincides with a
general decay of religious belief, a conse-
quent disturbance of the morality of which
hitherto religion has been the basis, and
the opening of social questions, the agita-
tion of which, blending with the political
revolution, shakes as with volcanic foice
the foundations of the social system
Hearty acceptance of democracy, combined
with a clear perception of the necessity of
so regulating it in the interest of all classes
alike #s to make it a government
of reason and not of passion, must be
the basis of statesmanship at the pres-
ent day. Ihe state of things there is,
in the main, sound and hopeful. But the
observation is not less true than trite that
the American experiment has been tried
under economical advantages not shared
by old and crowded countries, which, in
their transition to democracy, have given
Lirth to the commaunist, #ths intransigent
and the anarchist. 1t bhas been tried,
moreover, with the very flower of a race
peculiarly fitted and trained for self gov-
ernment. Let it not be forgotten that
democracy is liable to suicide as well as to
excesses, Twice, under the fatal gaid-
ance of public sycophants who made the
people a god, it has committed suicide in
France ; por is it yet secure against self-
destruction, To anarchy scciety will al-
ways prefer a government of force; and
there is more force in one battalion of dis-
ciplined soldiers than in the undisciplined
democracy of London or New York,

“Order,” sang the crier as the crowd
rushed into the criminal assizes yesterday
in order to secure goed positions to hear
the continuation of the evidence against
Christina Leslie, charged with causing the
death of an infant. Angelina Woods, who
was examined yesterday, was recalled and
underwent cross examination, but no evi-
dence of importance was elicited from her,
Mrs. Elizabeth Alexander said that she
had visited Mrs. Leslie’s place on July 25,
and found Mrs. Leslie in bed, and. a child
lying beside her. The' place was very

irty, and prisoner asked her to look aftet
the children and clean tte place up. The
children were dirty and sickly looking,
and the Stoker child was covered with
maggots, She fed the children, but the
Jones child would not eat.

The evidence of Ruth Beasley, & neigh-
bor, taken at the police court was ad-
mitted, as Dr. Mackenzie testified that she
was not able to be present, being confined
to her bed through illness. She said that
on July 27 there were nine children in the
premises, and on the next day ten.

Inspector Archibald stated that he had
visited the prisoner’s house on July 26,

whom had died. She could only give the
names of two of the mothers of the chil-
dren, They appeared to be sick.

Cairo, Nov. 1.—A special despatch to
the khedive from Dongola conveys the
graphic recital of Chinese Gordon’s capture
as told by an arch sheik who left Shendy

on Oct. 7.

As long as seven weeks ago, runs the
story, Khartoum was surrounded by a hest
of rebels from the Nile country. ~ On ac-
count of the scarcity of provisions serious
disaffection arose among the garrison,
This teeling, though largely among the
men, was shared by the officers, who in a|
body informed Gen. Gordon that they be-
lieved the time had come to give in. Gen.
Gordon’s answer angered the officers. They

accused him of deceit, of putting them in
peril of their lives to add to his personal
glory in case he withstood the repeated
assanlts of the rebels until the relief should
comé, Gordon tried to calm them by say
ing that the relief expedition had reached|
Dongola, They demanded that he orde
an advance to meet it. Gordon finall
agreed to this, and ordered Col. Stewart
to prepare the boats: - Before this brave
officer had completed his arrangements
some 8000 of the garrison went over to th
rebels, and Gordon found himself wit
about 2000 whom he could trust. It was
now clear to Gordon that nothing was lefy
but retreat, and with the remnant of his
force he dropped down the Nile towards
Shendy. The banks immediately swarme
with rebels, who after a few miles had been
passed threw confinuous showers of spear:
and arrows at the retreating forces, Many
were wounded and some quite seriously
Thousands of natives poured down fron
the mountains, where they had long bee
in waiting for the final struggle. The
harassed the troops by pouring volleys in
them from rifles that they secured b
treachery.
