244 votes, a considerably larger Humber 
than any other candidate on either ballot. 
The much-talked-of drain by-l#y was 
practically snowed under, 185 yote§ being 
recorded against it and only ,3§ in its 
favor.

DIET AND DIGESTION,

Length of Time Different Foods Re­
main In the Stomach.

Few people could make an accurate 
guess as to the length of time different 
foods remain In the stomach. The 
popular Ideas as t-> what are the most 
digestible foods are all vVrong, or near­
ly so. In eating chicken, for instance, 
one imagines that hé is sure of a rapid 
digestion, and yet chicken meat re­
mains in the stomach, under normal 
conditions, for four hours. Duck, 
which is generally supposed to be 
much more difficult to digest than 
chicken, remains for only two hours.

A hard boiled egg lasts for four 
hours, which is much longer than the 
average, whereas boiled fish remains 
i*or only an hour and a half.

It is a very common mistake to sup­
pose that well boiled beef is very easily 
digested, while as a matter of fact it 
remains in the stomach for six hours, 
which is longer than any other com­
mon article of food. Tripe, on the other 
hand, remains for only one hour in 
the stomach and is one of the easiest 
of all foods to digest

A period of one and a half hours is 
required for apples, celery, cheese and 
oysters, while twice this time is re­
quired by rye bread, onions, sausage or 
raw milk.—Boston Herald.

PRESERVATION OF TIMBER.

Some Simple Forme ef Treating Planta 
Moderate In Coat.

[Prepared by United Statee department 
of agriculture.]

In many localities the need tor the 
preservative treatment of farm tim­
bers is Imperative. Especially la the 
advisability of using creosoted posts 
Indisputable. If it Is difficult for a 
farmer to treat his own material with 
preservatives, this can be overcome by 
some individual undertaking the work 
for the neighborhood. A small wood 
preserving plant could he profitably op­
erated In connection with a thrashing 
ontfit, a feed mill or a sawmill. An­
other plan Is for several fanners to co­
operate In establishing and operating 
a plant Every agricultural district 
should possess the facilities for Increas­
ing by preservative treatment the du­
rability of farm timbers locally used. 
The process best adapted to this pur­
pose Is the “open tank" process.

A simple form of treating plant con­
sists of a black Iron tank with a fire­
box under'it The firebox and hot air 
chamber are constructed with brick, 
and a sheet iron collar caps the ma­
sonry. The tank Is supported by a 
strong foundation. Such an outfit, with 
a tank three feet In diameter and four 
feet high, made of three-sixteenth Inch 
black Iron, would probably cost from

> FOR BETTER POTATOES.

It Is not generally known that 
best potatoes come from seed 
obtained from a far distant 
point. W. A. Orton, a United 
States department of agriculture 
pathologist, says that a large 
part of the territory of southern, 
south central and western statee 
obtains better results from seed 
potatoes grown near the north­
ern border of Maine, New York, 
Minnesota and other northern 
states.

Replanting diseased seed po­
tatoes In the same localities 
merely brings poor stock. Fresh 
potatoes from distant points, mi­
nus blemishes, will cure the evti. 
The fact that newly Irrigated or 
recently deforested portions of 
Minnesota, Wisconsin and Michi­
gan are being planted to pota­
toes makes the Information more 
valuable. Seeding these new 
patches with sick or blemished 
potatoes spells failure for new 
growers.

The essential thing here as 
elsewhere Is healthy seed pota­
toes, preferably obtained from 
distant points. Thus If a garden 
has been blighted with bad seed 
potatoes, It may eventually be 
purified by better stock, cultiva­
tion and fertilization.

$25 to $30. With such a tank and 
chimney there is little danger from 
fire.

When running a treating plant in 
connection with a thrashing engine the 
heating is done by steam from the en­
gine. The tanks used in such a plant, 
with the necessary piping, would cost 
about $50. The cold bath with such 
an outfit may be a horizontal trough 
large enough to permit soaking the en­
tire post

In using the open tank treatment the 
posts are set in the upright tank, in 
which they are given the hot bath. 
Crude petroleum or any heavy oil (but 
not tar) may be used in this tank and 
a temperature of about 220 degrees F. 
maintained by either building a fire 
under it or by steam. The hot bath 
is run on an average for two hours, and 
the cold bath lasts about one hour. 
The time will vary and must be de- 
terminèd by trial for each case. The 
principle which governs the treatment 
is that the hot bath expands the air 
and moisture in the wood; then by 
placing the. posts in the cold bath a 
contraction takes place, drawing or 
pressing the preservative Into the 
wood.

The best treatment is that which will 
give the deepest penetration in the 
shortest time with a reasonable ab­
sorption. An economical treatment for 
a post five inches In diameter would 
be an absorption of not over four- 
tenths of a gallon if only the butt is 
treated and six-tenths of a gallon if 
the whole post is treated. The amount 
absorbed by a well seasoned post can 
be determined by weighing the post 
before and after treatment It is not 
advisable to treat such woods as cedar, 
locust white oak and black walnut be­
cause they are very hard to treat and 
are naturally durable, so that treat­
ment does not greatly lengthen their 
life and does not justify the expense.

Posts should be peeled and seasoned 
before treatment Under favorable 
conditions the average period required 
to season posts is five weeks, although 
this varies with the species and the 
season of the year. The tops of the 
posts should be beveled, so that the 
moisture will run off and not penetrate 
the post

Its Quaintly Shaped Rocks Formed by 
Plunging Waters.

At Taylors Falls, the terminus of the 
Taylors Falls branch of the Northern 
Pacific railway, the dalles of the St 
Croix form a most interesting feature. 
The St Croix river here tumbles over 
a bed of trap rock. The theory of its 
production is that a great outburst of 
lava was overwhelmed by a glacier. 
This very hard rock has been weath­
ered into a great many quaint and cu­
rious shapes, and the vertical cliffs of 
from one to three hundred feet In 
height form a little canyon where the 
water is very deep.

Among the quaintly shaped rocks are 
the Devil’s chair and Pulpit rock, in 
proximity to each other. These are on 
the Minnesota side of the river, and 
the trains pass beside them. On the 
Wisconsin side of the river is a re­
markable profile rock. It is known as 
“the Old Man of the Dalles” and has a 
resemblance to the profile of George 
Washington. Minnesota and Wiscon­
sin have set aside the land bordering 
the river as an international park.

Among the Interesting features of 
the place are the cistern-like holes, 
known geologically as potholes. These 
range from one and one-half feet 
in diameter and six feet in depth to 
ten feet in diameter and ninety or a 
hundred feet deep. These potholes in­
dicate the presence of former rapids 
high above the present surface of the 
water. The stream by its great erod­
ing power and carrying pebbles and 
stones in its circular movement slowly 
excavated these potholes.—Exchange.

ANCIENT FOOTWEAR.

And the Old Ceremony of Baring the 
Feet at Worship.

The India Hindus and Mussulmans 
alike wear both sandals and shoes (slip­
pers) and the latter boots also. The 
sandal (the word is Persian) was evi­
dently the original covering for the 
feet over all southern and eastern Asia, 
while the shoe was probably intro­
duced into India by the Persians. Af­
ghans and Mongols, together with the 
“tip tilted” (Hittite and Etruscan) boot.

Both are usually made in India of 
leather, but never of pigskin, and, while 
the shoes are always colored red or yel­
low, the boots are generally brightly 
particolored, both among the upper 
classes being also richly embroidered 
in gold and silver and variegated silk 
thread and with bangles, bugles and 
seed pearls after the manner of the an­
cient Persian boots represented on 
Greek vases.

But, of however rare and costly elab­
oration, the invariable rule is to re­
move them after entering a private 
house Just when stepping on to the mat 
or carpet on which the visitor takes his 
seat They must be cast off, the right 
boot or shoe first, before the worshiper 
enters a temple or mosque, and It Is 
«till regarded as an Absolute profana­
tion to attempt to enter either fully 
shod.—Westminster Gazette.

” TOWER OF LONDON.
It One, Had a Menagerie With a Mur-, 

deroua Orang Outang.
It la not generally known that until 

the year 1834 there waa a menagerie of 
wild beasts In the Tower ot London. 
In his book, "London Survivals," the 
Rev. P. EL Ditchfleld writes:

“A word or two may be said about 
this collection ot beasts. It commenced 
with the present of three leopards from 
the Emperor Frederick to Henry III.— 
an appropriate gift as our sovereign 
bore three of, these animals on his 
shield of armsi and then a white bear 
was added, for which the sheriffs of 
London were ordered to provide a muz­
zle and an Iron chain to secure him 
when out of the water and a long, stout 
cord to hold him when fishing In the 
Thames. We fear his successors at the 
zoological gardens do not enjoy the like 
diversion. Then came an elephant In 
the time of Edward II. there was a 
lion, for which the sheriffs, who must 
have deemed these creatures trouble­
some beasts, had to provide dally a 
quarter ot mutton.

“Paul Hentzner saw here In 1608 
three lionesses, a lion of great size- 
called Edward VI. from his having 
been born in that reign—a tiger, a lynx, 
a wolf, ‘exceedingly old.* a porcupine 
and an eagle. James I. often visited 
the menagerie and used to enjoy halt­
ing the lion with dogs or seeing a fight 
between a bear and a lion. In 1754 
there were two ‘man tygers’—orang­
outangs—one of which killed a boy by 
throwing a cannon ball at him.”

One Way to View It.
Queen Victoria made a visit to the 

Trossachs In 1859. On the road be­
tween Callender and Kilmanog the 
Laird of Leny displayed a number ot 
banners bearing words of welcome. 
But on the return to Callender the mot­
toes were indecipherable through the 
backs of the banners. Some one sug­
gested that with a little extra expendi­
ture “Welcome, Victoritt," might have 
been inscribed on both sides. “There’s 
nae need o’ that," said old James 
Buchan of Kilmanog. “The queen will 
Just think that the English letters as 
seen through the bunting are Gaelic.”— 
London Express.

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DRYING OUT GASES.

Various Methods by Which the Mois­
ture Is Eliminated.

In the manufacture of gases like 
oxygen, acetylene or Illuminating gas, 
to be used immediately in chemical 
processes, It is often necessary to free 
them from all moisture.

One of the commonest means is to 
bubble the “wet" gas through con­
centrated sulphuric add or through a 
heap of glass beads covered with this 

.liquid. Concentrated sulphuric acid has 
a powerful tendency to absorb mois­
ture from other substances—a prop­
erty which Is aptly Illustrated when a 
splinter of wood Is dipped Into the 
liquid. The add extracts from the 
cellulose (which is the prlndpal con­
stituent of wood) all the hydrogen and 
oxygen, which cellulose contains in 
Just the proper proportions to form 
water. The only other component of 
cellulose is carbon, and this alone la 
left, leaving the wood charred as If 
by fire.

Another way to dry a gas is to pass 
it through small chunks of calcium 
chloride. This extracts water or vapor 
from everything.

The most efficient of all methods is 
that adopted by the bureau ot stan­
dards at Washington, where a machine 
Is used which, by lowering the temper­
ature of the gas passed through It,, 
freezes out all the moisture and leaves 
the gas absolutely dry.—St. Louis Post- 
Dispatch.

Working Butter.
Butter Is worked enough when the 

salt is evenly distributed. Just when 
this point has been reached cannot 
always be told from the appearance 
of the butter immediately after work­
ing. But butter that bas not been 
sufficiently worked will show white 
streaks or mottles after five or six 
hours. Whenever such streaks occur 
the butter must be reworked until all 
the streaks have been removed. To 
avoid' mottled or streaky butter the 
only safe role to follow is to work the 
butter twice. The first time It is 
worked lightly, just enough to fairly 
distribute the salt It is then allowed 
to stand six hours or longer, when 
white streaks will be noticeable. The 
butter is then worked again until the 
color is uniform.—Chicago News.

DIET AND DIGESTION.

Length of Time Different Foods Re­
main In the Stomach.

Few people could make an accurate 
ruess as to the length of time different 
foods remain in the stomach. The 
popular ideas as tv what are the most 
digestible foods are all wrong, or near­
ly so. In eating chicken, for instance, 
one imagines that hé is sure of a rapid 
digestion, and yet chicken meat re­
mains in the stomach, under normal 
conditions, for four hours. Duck, 
which Is generally supposed to be 
much more difficult to digest than 
chicken, remains for only two hours.

A hard boiled egg lasts for four 
hours, which is much longer than the 
average, whereas boiled fish remains 
for only an hour and a half.

It is a very common mistake to sup­
pose that well boiled beef is very easily 
digested, while as a matter of fact it 
remains in the stomach for six hours, 
which is longer than any other com­
mon article of food. Tripe, on the other 
hand, remains for only one hour in 
the stomach and is one of the easiest 
of all foods to digest.

A period of one and a half hours is 
required for apples, celery, cheese and 
oysters, while twice this time is re­
quired by rye bread, onions, sausage or 
raw milk.—Boston Herald.

PRESERVATION OF TIMBER.
Some Simple Forme of Treating Plants 

Moderate In Cost.
[Prepared by United States department 

of agriculture.]
In many localities the need for the 

preservative treatment of farm tim­
bers Is Imperative. Especially is the 
advisability of using creosoted posts 
Indisputable. If it is difficult for a 
farmer to treat his own material with 
preservatives, this can be overcome by 
some Individual undertaking the work 
for the neighborhood. A small wood 
preserving plant could be profitably op­
erated in connection with a thrashing 
outfit, a feed mill or a sawmill. An­
other plan Is for several farmers to co­
operate in establishing and operating 

plant Every agricultural district 
should possess the facilities for increas­
ing by preservative treatment the du­
rability of farm timbers locally used. 
The process best adapted to this pur­
pose is the “open tank” process.

A simple form of treating plant con­
sists of a black Iron tank with a fire­
box under it The firebox and hot air 
chamber are constructed with brick, 
and a sheet iron collar caps the ma­
sonry. The tank is supported by a 
strong foundation.

When running a treating plant In 
connection with a thrashing engine the 
heating is done by steam from the en­
gine. The tanks used in such a plant, 
with the necessary piping, would cost 
about $50. The cold bath with such 
an outfit may be a horizontal trough 
large enough to permit soaking the en­
tire post

In using the open tank treatment the 
posts are set In the upright tank, in 
which they are given the hot bath. 
Crude petroleum or any heavy oil (but 
not tar) may be used in this tank and 
a temperature of about 220 degrees F. 
maintained by either building a fire 
under it or by steam. The hot bath 
Is run on an average for two hours, and 
the cold bath lasts about one hour. 
The time will vary and must be de­
termined by trial for each case. The 
principle which governs the treatment 
Is that the hot bath expands the air 
and moisture in the wood; then by 
placing the posts in the cold bath a 
contraction takes place, drawing or 
pressing the preservative into the 
wood.

The best treatment is that which will 
give the deepest penetration in the 
shortest time with a reasonable ab­
sorption. An economical treatment for 
a post five Inches In diameter would 
be an absorption of not over four- 
tenths of a gallon if only the butt is 
treated and six-tenths of a gallon if 
the whole post is treated. The amount 
absorbed by a well seasoned post can 
be determined by weighing the post 
before and after treatment It is not 
advisable to treat such woods as cedar, 
locust white oak and black walnut be­
cause they are very hard to treat and 
are naturally durable, so that treat­
ment does not greatly lengthen their 
life and does not justify the expense.

Posts should be peeled and seasoned 
before treatment Under favorable 
conditions the average period required 
to season posts Is five weeks, although 
this varies with the species and the 
season of the year. The tops of the 
posts should be beveled, so that the 
moisture will run off and not penetrate 
the post

- FOR BETTER POTATOES.

It is not generally known that 
best potatoes come from seed 
obtained from a far distant 
point. W. A. Orton, a United 
States department of agriculture 
pathologist, says that a large 
part of the territory of southern, 
south central and western states 
obtains better results from seed 
potatoes grown near the north­
ern border of Maine, New York, 
Minnesota and other northern 
states.

Replanting diseased seed po­
tatoes In the same localities 
merely brings poor stock. Fresh 
potatoes from distant points, mi­
nus blemishes, will cure the evil. 
The fact that newly irrigated or 
recently deforested portions of 
Minnesota, Wisconsin and Michi­
gan are being planted to pota­
toes makes the Information more 
valuable. Seeding these new 
patches with sick or blemished 
potatoes spells failure for new 
growers.

The essential thing here as 
elsewhere Is healthy seed pota­
toes, preferably obtained from 
distant points. Thus if a garden 
has been blighted with bad seed 
potatoes, it may eventually be 
purified by better stock, cultiva­
tion and fertilization.

DALLES OF THE ST. CROIX.
Its Quaintly Shaped Rocks Formed by 

Plunging Waters.
At Taylors Falls, the terminus of the 

Taylors Falls branch of the Northern 
Pacific railway, the dalles of the St 
Croix form a most interesting feature. 
The St Croix river here tumbles over 
a bed of trap rock. The theory of its 
production is that a great outburst of 
lava was overwhelmed by a glacier, 
This very hard rock has been weath­
ered into a great many quaint and cu­
rious shapes, and the vertical cliffs of 
from one to three hundred feet in 
height form a little canyon where the 
water is very deep.

Among the quaintly shaped rocks are 
the Devil’s chair and Pulpit rock, in 
proximity to each other. These are on 
the Minnesota side of the river, and 
the trains pass beside them. On the 
Wisconsin side of the river is a re­
markable profile rock. It is known as 
“the Old Man of the Dalles’’ and has a 
resemblance to the profile of George 
Washington. Minnesota and Wiscon­
sin have set aside the land bordering 
the river as an international park.

Among the interesting features of 
the place are the cistern-like holes, 
known geologically as potholes. These 
range from one and one-half feet 
in diameter and six feet in depth to 
ten feet in diameter and ninety or a 
hundred feet deep, These potholes In­
dicate the presence of former rapids 
high above the present surface of the 
water. The stream by its great erod­
ing power and carrying pebbles and 
stones in its circular movement slowly 
excavated these potholes.—Exchange.

TOWER OF LONDON.
It One# Had « Menagerie With a Mur-, 

deroue Orang Outeng.
It Is not generally known that until 

the year 1834 there was a menagerie of 
wild beasts in the Tower of London. 
In his book, “London Survivals," the 
Rev. P. EL Dltchfleld writes:

“A word or two may be said about 
this collection of beasts. It commenced 
with the present of three leopards from 
the Emperor Frederick to Henry IIL— 
an appropriate gift, as our sovereign 
bore three of these animals on his 
shield of arms, and then a white bear 
was added, for which the sheriffs of 
London were ordered to provide a muz­
zle and an iron chain to secure him 
when out of the water and a long, stout 
cord to bold him when fishing In the 
Thames. We fear his successors at the 
zoological gardens do not enjoy the Uke 
diversion. Then came an elephant In 
the time of Edward II. there was a 
lion, for which the sheriffs, who must 
have deemed these creatures trouble­
some beasts, had to provide daily a 
quarter of mutton.

“Paul Hentzner saw here in 1508 
three lionesses, a lion of great size- 
called Edward VI. from his having 
been born in that reign—a tiger, a lynx, 
a wolf, ‘exceedingly old,’ a porcupine 
and an eagle. James I. often visited 
the menagerie and used to enjoy bait­
ing the Hon with dogs or seeing a fight 
between a bear and a Hon. In 1754 
there were two ‘man tygers’—orang­
outangs—one of which killed a boy by 
throwing a cannon baU at him."

DRYING OUT GASES.
Various Methods by Which the Mois­

ture Is Eliminated.
In the manufacture of gases like 

oxygen, acetylene or illuminating gas, 
to be used immediately in chemical 
processes, it Is often necessary to free 
them from all moisture.

One of the commonest means Is to 
bubble the “wet” gas through con­
centrated sulphuric acid or through a 
heap of glass beads covered with this 
liquid. Concentrated sulphuric acid has 
a powerful tendency to absorb mois­
ture from other substances—a prop­
erty which Is aptly illustrated when a 
splinter of wood is dipped Into the 
Uquld. The acid extracts from the 
cellulose (which Is the principal con­
stituent of wood) all the hydrogen and 
oxygen, which cellulose contains in 
just the proper proportions to form 
water. The only other component of 
cellulose Is carbon, and this alone is 
left, leaving the wood charred as if 
by fire.

Another way to dry a gas Is to pass 
it through small chunks of calcium 
chloride. This extracts water or vapor 
from everything.

The most efficient of aU methods Is 
that adopted by the bureau of stan­
dards at Washington, where a machine, 
is used which, by lowering the temper­
ature of the gas passed through it,, 
freezes out all the moisture and leaves 
the gas absolutely dry.—St. Louis Post- 
Dispatch.

And the Old Ceremony of Baring the 
Feet at Worship.

The India Hindus and Mussulmans 
alike wear both sandals and shoes (slip­
pers) and the latter boots also. The 
sandal (the word is Persian) was evi­
dently the original covering for the 
feet over all southern and eastern Asia, 
while the shoe was probably intro­
duced into India by the Persians, Af­
ghans and Mongols, together with the 
“tip tilted” (Hittite and Etruscan) boot

Both are usually made In India of 
leather, but never of pigskin, and, while 
the shoes are always colored red or yel­
low, the boots are generally brightly 
particolored, both among the upper 
classes being also richly embroidered 
in gold and silver and variegated silk 
thread and with bangles, bugles and 
seed pearls after the manner of the an­
cient Persian boots represented on 
Grqek vases.

But of however rare and costly elab­
oration, the Invariable rule is to re­
move them after entering a private 
house just when stepping on to the mat 
or carpet on which the visitor takes his 
seat They must be cast off, the right 
boot or shoe first before the worshiper 
enters a temple or mosque, and it Is 
etUl regarded as an -absolute profana­
tion to attempt to enter either fully 
«hod.—Westminster Gazette.

Working Butter.
Butter Is worked enough when the 

salt is evenly distributed. Just when 
this point has been reached cannot 
always be told from the appearance 
of the butter Immediately after work­
ing. But butter that has not been 
sufficiently worked will show white 
streaks or mottles after five or six 
hours. Whenever such streaks occur 
the butter must be reworked until nil 
the streaks have been removed. To 
avoid mottled or streaky butter the 
only safe role to follow is to work the 
butter twice. The first' time it Ls 
worked lightly, just enough to fairly 
distribute the salt. It ls then allowed 
to stand six hours or longer, when 
white streaks will be noticeable. The 
butter Is then worked again until the 
color ls uniform.—Chicago News.

So far as is definitely known, there are 
150 survivors of the disaster The1 vessel’s 
normal complement was 781 officers and 
men.

The Daily Chronicle states that survi­

»nd aft early Friday morning and sank 
almost immediately, giving the crew 
baldly time to escape.

Jan. 4.—No decisive engagements are 
, noted in the latest official communica­

tions issued by the various governments. 
The situation in Belgium and France is 

- not materially changed m several weeks 
past, while in the east the reports are at 
variance.

From Petrograd it is announced that 
the Russians have successfully repulsed 
the German attacks on the Bzura and 
Rawka rivers, while the Germans an­
nounce the capture by their forces of 

; Borjimow, a strong Russian point of sup­
port, in which a thousand prisoners were 
taken, and that to the east of the Rawka 
river the German attack is proceeding 
steadily.

Jan. 5.—Upper Alsace seems to be the 
centre ot the most important fighting in 
the western theatre of the war. Engage­
ments of a violent nature are being 
fought out in the region of Sennheim. 
which the French call Cernay, lying 
about eight miles northwest of Muelhau- 
sen. The French forces have occupied 
the heights around Sennheim, and in 
addition have driven the Germans out of 
Steinbach, a village farther to the north.

Both Russians and Germans admit that 
no important change has taken place of 
late on the front along the left bank of 
the Vistula. In West Galicia the Rus­
sians are making steady progress, and, 
according to their official statement, have 
captured many Austrian prisoners.

Russian troops have crossed the Crown 
land of Bukowina and occupied the town 
of Suczawa, within a short distance of the 
Austro-Ronmanian frontier.

It was a German submarine which 
sank the British battleship Formidable 
on New Year’s day in the English Chan­
nel. This announcement was made from 
Berlin, which was so advised by a wire­
less dispatch from the submarine. The 
Formidable, according to the same 
authority, met with disaster off Ply­
mouth.

Petrograd, Jan. 6.—A complete and de­
cisive victory over the Turks operating 
in the Caucasus was announced here to­
night. The entire Turkish forces have 
been routed at Sari Kamysh, the war 
office says. The 9th Turkish army corps, 
(42,000 men) was surrounded and forced 
to surrender.

Turkish positions are now said to be all 
held by the Russians, and enormous 
quantities of supplies, ammunition and 
guns have been captured.

The victory «followed the arrival of

ig 1
the Turks being split in two.

The Cossacks are now pursuing the re­
treating Turks.

Another of the three Turkish columns 
which crossed the frontier has also met 
with disaster. This is the foree which 
two days ago captured Ardahan.

Paris, Jan. 6.—The following official 
communication was issued by the war 
office to-night

Last night our troops took possession
of a quarry situated at the crossing of the 
road from Rouvrais to St. Mihiel. and
that from Maizey to St. Mihiel, and also 
some neighboring trenches.

“There is no other operation to report. 
The weather continues to be very bad, 
with incessant rams.”

The afternoon statement, after an­
nouncing advances of from one-eighth to 
one-tbira of a mile, near St. George’s, 
Belgium, the successful bombardment of 
the enemy at La Suippe, Perthes and 
Beausejour, says

“In Alsace to the southeast ot Col. 
(Mount) De Bon Homme, we have enter­
ed the hamlet of Crux d’Argent, two 
kilometers west of Orbex, where we are 
organizing our position. The gains re­
alized by us on the road from Thann to 
Cernay have been maintained at a dis­
tance of one kilometer to the east of 
Thann. Further, the fire of our heavy 
artillery at a point two kilometers east of 
Purnhaupt le Haut, silenced the arli lery 
ot the enemy.

Berlin, Jan. 6.—The following official 
statement was given out to-day :—

“In the western arena of the war, at a 
point north of Arras, we have blown up 
a French trench 200 yards in length ; we 
also took some prisoners. The counter­
attack of tne enemy at this point failed.

“In the Argonne we repulsed several 
French advances.

“A French attack between Steinbach 
and Uffholz was repulsed after a bayonet 
encounter.”

A Perilous Feat That For a Time En*' 
tombed Him In a Narrow Tunnel of 
Solid Rock and Came Near Putting L' 

Premature End to His Mortal Career.
In his youth Swinburne was a fa­

mous swimmer, and for years he used 
to retire In summer to the picturesque* 
little village of Etretat, on the tioir- 
mandy coast, there to breast the waves 
and to wander about the chalk cliffs 
and gaze forth from some coign of van­
tage upon “the blown, wet face of tbe 
sea.”

One day he met with a singular ad­
venture, which has never been told In 
print, and came near putting a prema­
ture end to his mortal career.

At one point of the coast a vast natu­
ral arch nearly 100 feet in height Is 
formed by a flying buttress at right an­
gles to the general line of the cliffs, 
iwhlch plants its foot below high water 
mark on the shingle beach. The cen­
tral mass of this buttress fell or was 
eaten away by the waves in prehis­
toric ages, leaving a pointed gothic 
doorway of remarkable symmetry and 
mightier than any ever built by man.

It to a famous landmark of the coast 
and to to be seen in countless marine 
pictures painted in the latter half of 
the last century.

The outer springer or pier of this 
gigantic arch is submerged at flood- 
tide, but when the water recedes it Is 
feeen to be pierced by a small hole or 
tunnel, also of natural formation, pass­
ing clear through the substance of the 
fchalk from one side to the other. This 
bole is partly choked up with the flint 
pebbles of which the bçaeh to com­
posed, but bpace enough remains for a 
frnan to crawl through.

The passage is about sixty feet In 
length, but is bent in its course^ so that 
when halfway through daylight cannot 
be seen in either direction. It was a 
local feat of the athletic young fisher­
men of the region to wriggle their way 
through the tunnel at low tide.

Swinburne had witnessed one of 
jthese performances and made up his 
blind to attempt the passage himself. 
He chose a day following one of the 
fierce storms of late August When he 
reached the spot the sun was setting 
hnd the beach was deserted. He did 
hot think it worth while to remove any 
of the rough tweed outing garments 
that he wore, but got down on his 
hands and knees and began worming 
himself into the darkness of the hole.

At first all went well, but as he pro­
ceeded tbe passage narrowed and the 
slimy walls of the chalk rock so im­
peded his movements that he was un­
able any longer to use bis arms freely, 
but could only push with his feet and 
undulate his body. He had reached 
the bend of the tunnel and the dark­
less was absolute. He still pressed on, 
but only to find himself wedged in yet 
more tightly.

A minute more and he realized with 
horror that he could no longer move 
an inch either forward or backward. 
The waves had heaped the pebbles up 
in the center, and he was now. firmly 
embedded within a hundred thousand 
tons of solid rock.

It was evening. There was no 
chance of any one’s coming to his res­
cue. No one had seen him enter the 
tunnel, or had been informed of his 
purpose. His presence there might not 
be discovered in days or weeks, and 
meanwhile the tide would have risen 
and fallen many times, and he would 
have been helplessly drowned 
■ In black darkness, powerless to stir, 
he must lie and wait for the certain 
end. The recession and rise of the 
tide would take, he calculated, not less 
than six long hours, and his best hope 
xvas that madness would render him 
unconscious long before the end came.

with no protection from leaching and 
other detrimental actions of nature, 
and more flinn tiO per cent of the fer­
tilizing strength of the manure Is lost 
Put down a bed of earth and on tills 
pile the manure, spreading a thin eoat 
of earth occasionally, and finally when 
the heap la completed, cover It with 
a thick coat of earth. The result has 
been that only about 2 per cent of the 
fertilizing strength of the manure has 
been lost Tested In the field, earth 
preserved manure has been found to 
yield on a potato crop three times us 
much as the carelessly kept and unpro­
tected manure.

Soon the cattle will be In the stalls 
for winter feeding and the time for 
making the manure heaps will begin. 
This Is a year when conserving every 
tiling that Is useful that has been going 
to waste should command the atten­
tion of the farmer.—Home and Farm­
stead.

HORSES AMERICA.

A» Good Stock Can Be Raised Here as 
Abroad.

[Prepared by United States department 
of agriculture.]

The best breeds of draft horses are 
now so well established In the United 
States that experts of the United 
States department of agriculture be­
lieve that the European war, which 
has Interfered seriously with Importa­
tions, will not Injure breeding In this 
country. It is, In fact, asserted that 
the American people will now have an 
opportunity to see for themselves that 
as good stock can be raised In this 
country as any that can be Imported.

The leading characteristic of good 
draft horses is massiveness, for their 
chief usefulness is the hauling of 
heavy loads. In consequence power, 
not speed, is desired. To possess this 
power a horse should be compact, low 
set, or short legged, and be able to 
throw a great deal of weight into his 
collar without losing a secure footing. 
A draft horse of the best type should 
therefore weigh at least 1,600 pounds, 
and in localities where the heaviest 
breeds are common any animal under 
this Is classed as a light drafter. In 
good drafters the chest is deep and

No farmer who has not tried it should 
engage In the cattfe feeding business 
on a large scale at the start He will 
find, and generally at pretty high cost 
that experience and good Judgment are 
needed as much as corn to lay the fat 
on a bunch of steers at a profit 

The power of production In a cow Is 
Inherited. If the cow Is a good dairy 
animal by Inheritance and is given 
good care and feed she will become 
more productive ea she Increases in 
age. The quantity rather than the 
quality of her milk Is influenced by 
feed.

It costs Just so much to put a pound 
of meat on an animal, and if it is lost 
during the winter, from low feeding or 
exposure. It is Just that much extract­
ed from the owner’s pocket It Is 
much more profitable and sensible to 
retain every pound of flesh gained and 
also If possible to keep each animal 
Improving all through the winter.

Pure bred dairy cattle will often be ■ 
the keynote to great profit from tbe 
farm. What is the’ use of keeping an 
indifferent nonproduCing animal of 
any description when one that will 
make a handsome profit will take no 
more room, no more care and no more 
feed? 1

Kid Gloves.
The majority of the fine kid gloves 

used In this country are Imported from 
France. The superiority of French kid 
gloves over all others, according to an 
Importer, Is due above all to the per­
fection of the skins, the kids being 
reared in villages by poor peasants 
who own only a few goats and there­
fore take great care of them.

Another reason is that In France one 
workman takes the prepared skin and 
manipulates It himself right up to the 
finished glove. In Germany, on the 
contrary, division of labor Is extensive 
and great factories turn out in two or 
three hours what requires two days’ 
labor on the part of the French work­
man.

The best kid gloves still come from 
France, but the factories of Stuttgart 
are a formidable rival—New York 
World.

Woolwich Arsenal.
Woolwich arsenal owed Its establish­

ment to an explosion which took place 
at a foundry In Moorfields. Until 1716 
the government obtained Its ordnance 
from private manufacturers, but In 
that year the explosion decided it to 
build a foundry of Its own, and Wool­
wich, already famous as a naval sta­
tion, was chosen as tlie site. Woolwich 
was only a small fishing village until 
the sixteenth century, when Henry 
VIII. laid the foundations of Its pros­
perity by making It the royal dockyard. 
—London Chronicle.

broad, the girth large and the body 
broad, deep and comparatively short, 
with well sprung ribs. The muscles 
of the hind quarters and thighs must 
be well developed, for It is these that 
furnish the chief drawing power, the 
front legs acting largely as weight car­
riers. Good legs and feet, with clean, 
heavy bone, are very essential. In ac­
tion the draft horse should walk with 
a rapid stride of good length, the feet 
being carried straight forward. This 
kind of action covers considerable 
ground in a short time. The ability to 
trot well is also desirable, but the walk 
is the draft horse’s gait 

Today the Percheron probably out­
numbers in this country all other 
breeds combined. , In fair condition a 
mature stallion will weigh from 1,800 
to 2,000 pounds, though many exceed 
this. In height It runs from sixteen to 
seventeen hands and In color Is usual­
ly either black or gray. The Perche­
ron station has proved very popular 
for crossing with ordinary mares, and 
grade Percherons are great favorites 
In onr markets. i

Bows In Warfare.
The bow Is first seen depicted on 

Egyptian monuments about 2000 B. C. 
Its form then did not differ greatly 
from that In nse among boys at the 
present day. It was used In European 
warfare as late as 1640 and was deem­
ed quite as effective as the arquebus 
then employed.
