to their previous lines to escape the Turk­
ish fire. The Russian troops fought with 
great heroism and suffered considerably 
because the enemy were numerically su­
perior. Six officers were killed,24 wound­
ed and 850 placed hors de combat.”

In the Lower House of the Hungarian 
Diet, yesterday, a petition favoring the in­
tegrity of Turkey was referred to the Gov­
ern nient.

It is stated that five Russia* vessels 
were sold in New York the past week to 
American owners for fedr of capture fry 
Turkish war vessels.

A telegram from an official source states 
that the insurgents of Japnn have been 
dispersed and driven into the province <xf 
Burgo. Tranquility is nearly restored.

Specials state a great battle has occurred 
at Sistova and Nikopolis. Turkish offi­
cial accounts represent that the Ottoman 
troops successfully resisted the Russian at­
tack and repulsed them with great slaugh­
ter. Every availablo man hurried to re­
sist the Russian advance. It is reported 
that the struggle is progressing along the 
whole line of the Danube. Latest reports 
on Saturday state that the resut of the 
battle is unknown.

No crossing has taken place at Turna 
Magureli, but a demonstration there was 
made in such force and with such prepara­
tion as regards boats and material for pon­
toon bridges that it would have been turn­
ed into an actual attack had a fair chance 
of success offered. The appearance of the 
Czar there induced a concentration of the 
Turkish forces and the Russians according­
ly made the real attack at Simnitza. The 
Russian forces were massed at Droga, ten 
miles back from the Danube, and in the 
neighboring villages at about an equal 
disQtnce from Turna Magurelli and Simnit- 
za, enabling a quick concentration upon 
whichever point proved weakest. The 
great camp of Russians is now situated on 
the plateau beyond the sky line of the 
heights. The following is the strength of

A despatch from Galatz says bloody 

fighting is going on at Pyros on the Dan­
ube. Russian troops are crossing en masse, 
and engaging the Turks, who are making 
dcspoiitte resistance. The slaughter on 
both sides is terrible.

A St. Petersburg official telegram of 
Juno 23rd, says the Russians attacked 
Zichlchiard on the Black Sea, north ot 
Batoum. The Turks aided by a monitor 
and an armed population, offered obstinate 
resistance from retrenchments and high 
ground, fighting through the day. To­
wards evening the Russians "captured a 
portion of the enemy's positions. They 
lost a Lieut. Colonel, 16 officers wounded, 
4,000 men killed and wounded.

A special dated Sistova, Wednesday,says 
the Turks were driven back from their 
landing place at the point of the bayonet. 
About 9 o’clock the Turkish infantry,some 
3,000 in number, made an attack on the 
troops which had landed,but were repulsed 
by the musketry of the brigade,which soon 
occupied the heights. Sistova will bo oc­
cupied to-morrow.

An important announcement,through an 
official despatch from the Grand Duke 
Nicholas, says the Russians practically 
command the Danube, having on the 27th 
effected a passage in force at^ Simnitza, 
holding Sistova and all surrounding heights 
The headquarters of the Russian have been 
transferred to Simnitza, the Czar issuing a 
proclamation to the Bulgarians announcing 
that bis mission is to secure to them sacred 
rights of nationality and to protect Chris­
tians from violence.

The Grand Duke Nicholas crossed the 
river at Petrochin and declares that 50,000 
Russians now occupy the southern side of 
the stream. By this passage ot Simnitza 
both Widdin aed Nicopolis are isolated 
from the Turkish quadrilateral.

The Times' correspondent at Bucharest 
sends the following additional details ot 
the Simnitza crossing : At S o'clock even­
ing of the 26th, everything waa in motion 
and at 2 o'clock a landing was effected and 
the fete de pont 
toon was in position at three o'clock, and 
it is extremely probable that the bridges 
at Simnitza and Petrochin are completed 
before this, and that artillery, cavalry and 
munitions were passing over.

Losses in the second affair of Petrochin 
and Simnitza are estimated at less than a 
thousand.

Liverpool, Juno 28.—Upward of 20fl 
gentlemen, including representatives of all 
public bodies in town, attending the ban­
quet given Gen. Grant in the large ball 
room of Town Hall.

A fire last night, caused by friction of 
machinery in the spinning mill of John 
Robertson A Co., Glasgow, though confined 
to the spinning department, entailed loss 
of four hundred thousand dollars ; partially 
insured. Five hundred hands were tlizovn 
out of employment.

Clark & Co.’s thread works, Paisley, 
Scotland, were'"burned yesterday. The 
work people were saved with great difficul­
ty. Loss $85,000.

London, June. 29.—Telegrams to Paris 
papers assert that the Russian losses in 
crossing the Danube were enormous.

Admiral Hassein Pasha is cruising in 
Morean and Ionian waters with four iron­
clads watching a chance for attacking two 
Russian frigates.

The Deputies of the Croatian Assembly 
have sent a telegram to the Sultan, pray­
ing him to send the promised commission 
to examine the question at issue between 
Mussulmans and Christians. The Depu­
ties refuse the Porte's summons to send 
delegates to Constantinople to explain 
their grievances.

A despatch from Bucharest dated the 
29th, says the Russian forces at Hirsova, 
reported to be marching on Silistria, arc 
said to be within 40 kilometres of that for­
tress.

The Turks are apparently concentrat­
ing their troops in the principal forts,where 
they will soon be attacked.

It is reported that the Russians have ta­
ken Batoum.

A forward movement of the Turks wiil 
immediately take place to meet the Rus­
sians who have crossed the Danube.

A despatch dated the 29th says the Rus­
sians attempted to cross1 the river at Niko­
polis on Thursday in fifty lighters; ten 
lighters were sunk by shells, and the at­
tempt failed. The slaughter was fright­
ful.

The “Times" Berlin despatch says from 
Sistova is easy road to Fatura valley and 
town of Tiruova, the ancient captital of 
Bulgaria, where Russians intend establish­
ing new Bulgarian Civil administration. 
South of Tiruova, about six days march 
from the Danube, and accessible both by( 
Tiruova and route from Sistova to Molasch' 
or Malkoicha, lies the town of Gabrova, 
whence commences Shipk Pass, the most 
practical of all Russian roads.

It is stated that the Turks are devastate 
ing a large portion of Bulgarin for the pur­
pose of preventing Russians from provis­
ioning their army.

The College of Romish Candidates have 
ordered the Romish clergy in France to 
support MacMahou’s candidates in the com­
ing election.

The Roumanian forces arc preparing to 
cross the Danube nearKalafat.

It is reported that the Russians stormed 
two redoubts before Kars, and were re­
pulsed with heavy loss.

Turkish Powers assert a great battle was 
fought twenty miles south of Sistova, on 
Friday and Saturday, which resulted in the 
total defeat of the Russians. ' The Turkish 
gunboats completely destroyed the Russian 
bridge between Simnitza and Sistova.

A despatch from Simnitza says Russians 
are reconstructing pontoon bridge destroy­
ed there by storm Friday night. Thirty 
pontoons sunk. The crossing of troops 
meanwhile continues in boats.

A despatch says the English fleet left
