MAY rr IILEASE YOUR MAJESTY:

We, the undersigned Conunissioners appointed under Your Majesty's Sign
lanual for the puirpose of carrying out a scheime of colonisation in the Dominion of

Canada of crofters and cottars fron the Western Ilighlands and Islands of Scotland,
and fron the congested districts of Ireland(I, desire humbly to submit to your Majesty
the following Report:

Reports have been received fron the agent of the Board in Canada relating to the
settlemnents at Killarney, in Manitoba, and at Salteoats in the North West Territories
of Canada, for the year 1896. The former was established in the sunmmew of 1888,
prior to the constitution of the Board, and the latter in the spring of 1889, most of
the famnilies also having been selected before the first meeting of the Board.

Statements are appended containing' extraets from the agent's reports (Appendix A.)
and statistics (Appendix B.) showing the position of the settleinents in 1896, and
giving the acreage under various crops, live stock on the farns, and other information.

ÂKllaney Settleent.

There are 54 honesteads under cultivation in the Killarney Settleient, which
nimlbers about 160 persons. The area under cultivation in 1896 was 2,828 acres, and
the additional area broken and under summer fallow was 913 acres, or a total of :3,741
acres, as compared with 3,604 acres in 1895. Dividing this area among the 30
families forming the settlement, the average is about 120 acres per fanily. It includes
1,130 acres under crop and in sumner fallow, on the homesteads of 20 younger
members of the various families, an average of about 56 acres each.

It will be seen that the yield of wheat in the settlement in 1896 was 27,845 bushels,
as comupared with 49,112 in 1895. There were also 11,075 bushels of oats raised, and
3,415 bushels of potatoes, as compared with 14,588 bushels and 4,226 bushels
respectively in the previous vear. The value of the wheat raised was $16,707, of oats
$1,993, and of potatoes $683, as compared with $19,644; 82,188, and $845 in 1895.

It will be seen that in addition to the animals remaining of those originally
supplied by the Board, now in the possession of the crofters, they have acquired 75
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horses, 38 oxen, 82 cows, 69 heifers, 46 steers, 1 bull, and 149 pigs. The number of
chickens and other poultry owned by the various families is 1,671. These figures
show a satisfactory increase over the previons year, while, as will be seen from the
returns, the increase as compared with 1890 is remarkable.

The families in the settlement have eut 763 tons of hay.

The Board has now obtained possession of all the lands upon which the crofters
are settled. In all except 15 cases-6 heads of families and 9 younger members-
the land lias been leased to the crofters, and will become their property after the
payment of rent for eight years.

The crofters refusing to sign leases have been inforned that unless they reconsider
their decision at once they nmust vacate their fairms.

So far no arrangement lias been made between the crofters and their outside
creditors for the disposal of the debts, so unwisely incurred, which have tended to
retard the progress and welfire of the settlement. Negotiations are in progress,
however, which it is hoped may have a satisfactory termination.

The Board arranged during the present year for Professor Rankine, Q.c., of
Edinburgh, to visit the two settlenents, to report upon their position, and upon
certain representations made by the crofters. The report is now in possession of the
Board, and will be of great service in connection with the endeavours that are being
made to place the settlements in a more satisfactory financial state.

T/he Saltcoats Settlment.

The Saltcoats settlement contains about 90 persons. They had 35 acres under
cultivation.

The crofters have not, it is stated, sown a larger area of grain, because they prefer
to devote more attention to the raising of live stock, which besides being more
profitable, enables them to go out to earn money during the seeding and harvest
seasons.

It will be seen that the crofterg now have 39 horses, as against -21 in 1895; 2 oxen,
83 cows, 78 heifers, 47 steers, 5 bulls, 32 sheep, 15 pigs, and 592 chickens. These
figures show an increase as compared with the previous year.

It is gratifying to the Board to learn that the Saltcoats settlers have not incurred
outside debts to any appreciable extent; that they rarely ask for credit, and that
where credit is given they seldom allow the date of payment to pass without
discharging their obligations.

Legislation lias been passed by the (anadian Parliament to enable the Saltcoats
settlers to take up new locations. Their existing lands will be valued, and -their
accounts credited accordingly. On their new lands they will give the Board
mortgages for the balance of their indebtedness.

All of which we humbly subnit to î our Majesty's gracious consideration.

I have the honour to infori you that the individual
reports and stateients on the Killarney Settlemnent have
been sent to yo under separate covers by registered
niait.

Sùttenntits and ilidndal Reports.

'The various statemnents have been compiled with a
view, of showing the fullest possible information in what
is hoped nay be fond a convenient form for reference.
They contain a record of the lien nîiber, naie, age, and
location of each settler, together with the name and age of
each member of every famîîily. The munuber of acres uider
.cultivation of wheat, oats, and potatoes, average per acre,
yield and niarket value of the sane. Total acres under
cultivation, breaking, backsetting and smuiimer fallow
done during the year, and grand total of acres that can
be broiught under nultivation for the spring of 1897, as
,well as the live stock on each homestead, valne of im-
provements, &c., present approximate value of home-
stead, total approximate value of the Board's security,
dits owing to the mnunicipalities and Ooard. amiioints
paid thereon, and general reimarks.

A comp a rative statement bas been aldded for the years
1890 and 1896. This statement shows that the total
acres brought under the plough in 1899' was 2,182, and
for 1896, 3,741k, an increase of L559), or an average of
over 69 acres to eaci settler ; also that the total number
of acres imîder cultivation for 1890 was 1328, and for
1896, 2,828, an increase of 1,505 acres. li 1890 the
acreage under w'heat vas 1,239, with an average yield of
15 bushels ; and in 1896, 2,246, ith an average vield of
over 12 bushels to the acre. hi 1890 the awreage under
oats was 74 acres, with an averagc yield of over 29
bishels to the acre ; and iI 1896, 5G2 acres, wvith an
average yield of over 19 lushels to the acre. The
nuiber of acres under potatoes in 1890 was l, with an
average yield of over 176 huishiels to the acre : and in
1896, 20 acres, wlich yielded 3,415, or over 17o hushiels
to the acre.

The settlers could have founîd a ready narket for their
crops during the autunn of 1896, at an average of 60
cents for wheat, oats 18, and potatocs 20 cents per
busliel.

It will be seen, by compariig the statement with the
one received by you last year (1895) that although the
settlers lad a larger area of wlheat and oats umder
cultivation, the yield was iucli less. Although the
Settler's (rops have not yielded as much per acre as they
did in 1895, they have received at least one tlhir'd more
per bushel for their grain.

It will be further observed that-in 1890 the crofters
purcliased 1 horse, and in 1896 they lad in their
possession 75, an increase of 74. The agent regrets to
say that with few exceptions the settlers still owe sone
of the purciase noney on their horses.

In 1890 the numiber of oxen (1.C.1B) ias 57 : and in
1896,,11, a decrease of 46. During the year oxen were
supplied to Nos. 1, 4, 14, and 36.

Agaii in 1890 the crofters purchased 24 oxen and in
1896 they had in their possession 38, an in crease of 14.

in 1890 the settiers lad 37 of the original cows sup-
plied to them by the Board ; and in 1896, 3, a decrease
of 34. Cows purclhased by settlers in addition to those
supplied by the Board in 1890 nunbered 25 and in 1896
this nunber w'as increased by 57.

The number of young stock, &c., is as follows -

Heifers, 1890, 50; 1896, 69 ; an increase of 19.
Steers, 1890, 37; 1896, 46; ,, ,, 9.
Bulls, 1890, 5 ; 1896, 1; a decrease of 4.
Poultry, 1890, 813 ; 1896, 1,071 ; an increase of 858
Pigs, 1890, 38 ; 1896, 149; ,. ,, 111.

The cause of the decrease il the live stock origiiallysapplied to the settlers is accouited for by death and
sale.

F"oreelo.inaq Prioceediny.s

Witlh few exceptions title to those lands on which the
Board made advances to the settlers, have reverted
minder the foreclosing suits to the Hoard.

Crofter leports and statemnents have been sent to you
under separate c over by registered mail.

The varions statements have been compiled with the
view of showing the fullest-possible information in what
is hoped iay be found a convenient formi for reference,
aind contaim a record of the lien nniber, age, and loca-
tion of eaci settler, together' with the name and age of
each inember of every family. The number of acres
mider cultivation of w-heat, onts, and potatoes, average
per acre, yield and imarket value of the- saine. Total
acres iniier cultivation, breaking, backsetting and
sumamer fallow, donc duîring the year, and grand total of
acres, that can le brought under cultivation during thesprig of 1897, as well as the live stock on the farms,
value of improvents, &c., oi each honestead, present
approxuinate of the Board's scrity, amiouint of principal
aidvanced by tlc Board, and general renarks.

A comparative statement has lbeen added for the year
1890 and 1896, which shows that the total acres brought
under the -lough, 1890 was 188, and for 1896, 35, a
decrease of 153 acres : also that the total number of
acres under cultivation for 1890 was 129, and for 189;
3;, a decrease of 94 acres. 1n 1890 the acreage under
vheat was 47), which vielded over 16 bushels, and in

1896, 4, a decrease of 43i acres. In 1890 the number of
acres under oats was 73,1 acres, and in 1896, 18, a
decrease of 55¾ acres. In 1890 the acreage under liotatoes
was 8X whIich yielded 1480 biushels ; aid in 1896, ¡13
acres, whiclh yielded 2,549 bushels. The settIers found
a ready market for thîeir farmi produce at the following
figures :-Wlcat 60 cents, oats 20, and potatoes 20 cents
per bushel. As pointed ont in the agenmt's 1895 report,
the cause of the settlers not sowing a larger area of
grain i explained lby the settlers havinglpractically givei
up grain growing and devoting their attention to the
raisuîg of live stock which thîey contenid " pays best and
allows us to go out and earni oney during the sowing
and harvest saos

The comparative statemieit further shows that in 1890
the crofters liad io horses, and in 1896 they had iii
their possessio 39 horses. In 1890 thme nmunber of
Colonsation Board oxen wrere 28, and in 1896, (;, a
decrease of 22 ; again in 1890 they lad no other oxen,
than those supplied to theni by the Board ; while in
1896 they had two. Colonisation Board coNs 1890
nmîmîbered 19, and in 1896 6, a decrease of 13 cowvs.
Cows purchased by the settlers, in addition to those
supplied by the Board in 1890, niumbered 6, and in 1890
this number was increased to 83, an increase of 77 cowvs.

The cause in the decrease in the live stock, originally

supplied by the Board to the settlers, is explained by
death and sale.
