m this matter, and while it is probably
truo that they don't misrepresent the
goods, and sell a fire-proof safe only asa
fire-proof safe, still thoy do not state the
wholo truth about it. We think they
should state plain]y to eovery customer
buying a fire-proof safe that it was not
burglar proof in any way and could bo
opened by an expert in fifteen minutes,
and that they took no risk in the matter.
As wo 8aid befora very fow jewelers are
awaro of this fact, and we are certain
that had it been properly represented to
thom at the timoe they would ncver have
dared to trast their all to the protection
of such a sham. In duing this we think
the safo makers would have consulted
their own intorests, for while it would
not have deterred any person from buy-
ing a safa at all, many if not the most of
their oustomers would lave willingly

dollars aro cntrusted overy night in the
full confidence that they can be realiy
dovended upon to keop it in safety, Whon
n victim of this misplaced oconfidence
comoes down to his store somoe morning
rnnd {inds that.he has been oleaned.com-
plotely out during tho night, ho foels like
including safe makors ns well as princes
in the old soriptural injunction regarding
whom to trust. This is a very important
matter and the sooner our safe makers
awako to the gravity of the situation the
better for the future of their business, In
tho meautime in reference to theso firs-
proof safes that the ocountry is flooded
with we think that tho safe manufacturers
should devise some means of rendering
them secure, and.the sooner they provide

the better. This we think they could do
very easily in two ways, each of which
wounld add very much to their seourity at
a very moderate cost. e think that a
plate of chilled steel hard cnough to
resist a drill, should be fastened on the
inside of the door so as to protect the
fook, and that the part of the look that
is now brokan off by the burglar’s punch
and which is made only of cast iron,
should be replaced by one of wrought
iron or stezl. Both of these things could
be easily and cheaply done, and although
they worid not make an ordinary fire.
proof sa. .ato & burglar proof one, they
wonld make it very much stronger and
more frustworthy. We don't think there
is a merchant in Canada who wonld
refuse to have such an improvement
made upon his eafe, were it offered to
him at a reasonable price, and we think
that it would pay every safe manufacturer
to offer to fix safes of his own manufac-
turoat as near cost as possible. So much
for this part of our subject. There is an
old adage and a very trne one which
says that

ing the goods. Aund that is, lt erery B
Jeweler keep an accurate st of every wateh
movement and case hé buys or sells, so that
if at any time he should be robbed he -
can give the police a clue whereby the
goods can ba at once recognized if offered §8
for sale anywhore. As things nowaw,
tho police often get goods into ther ¥
possession without any idea of who the
owner is, but had they such o list of
numbers of watches and cases and such
liko articles they could at once identify
them. In conolusion we can onlyssy
that the danger of burglary is more real J§
than apparent. A burglar hever gives
any premonitory warning. He lays his
plans, strikes and vanishes, and itis only
by accident that the old hands are ever
caught. If any of our friends are over
unfortunate enough to have their safes
burglarized, remember that the first thing
to do, afer notifying your local police, is
to telegraph to the chiefs of police in all
the neighboring towns and along the
border, so that their escape may, i .
possible, ba out off.  Prompt action it

Wo havo received numerous inquiries
of lato from doalers throughout tho
country who aro dositous of knowing
why it is that thoy do not got as good a
quality of rolled-plate goods as formerly.
Sovernl causes combined have hiad n ton-
donoy of late years to induco manufnc.
turers to mako an inferior quality of
rolled-plate goods. The principal one
i. tho largoly incronsed domand for
choap goods coming from outside deal.
ors.  Dry goods merohants havo added
to thoir stocks lines of cheap jowelry,
consisting of sloove buttous, scarf pins,
ladice’ bracolots, pius, cto,, whilo gonts'
furnighing-goods dealers now earry full
lines of gontlomon's jowelry of the
cheapor sort. This is mostly rolled-
plato goods,and theso outside dealers have
been coastautly clatorous for cheaper
goods. Quality possceses Lo menit in
thoir oycs - thoy want cheap guods tlmtl
are attractivo aud will soll readily. Mot
being regularly in tho trade, thoy do not
fear aftor-consequonces for no ono over
thinks of roturning cheap goods bought
ot achoap placo Locause thoy are chenp.
A regular dealer, howaver, must face the
consequences if ho sells guods that do,
not givo satisfaction. To moaet the out-
sido demand for okeap goods, manufac-
turors have been obhiged to reduce the
quality, and, as a consequonce, mnch of |
tho rolled-plate goods to ba found 1n the
market aro far inforior to thoso made a
fow years ago. The plato put npon tho,
Laso metal is not so thick as formorly, |
wlilo the gold embraced in it 13 not of
so0 fine o quality, IEight and ten karat
plate has taken the placo of fourtebn and
sixteon karat, whilo the plate has lost
its thickness and is but tho somblance
of what it formerly was. Those goods
look well whon new and fresh, but they
will ngt woar with any salisfaction.
Rolled-plato gouds of the old sort wore
good for ten or twelve yeavs' woar, but
the modern plate will scarcely woar a
year, and, beside, 1s clumsily made.
Thoto aro some wmanufacturers of rolled
plate who still maintnin the old stand-
ard, and whoso goods are as meritorious
to-day as over, but thero are many others
who have so debased their products that
thoy scarcely possoza & symptom of gold.

Tho romedy for this lies 1n patronizing "
only those manufacturers of rolled plate |
guuds who maka & guud acticle, and wno
do not sock the orders of outside dealors,
but confine their sales striotly within the

—

trado. Thoro ure many manufacturers,
who do this, and such mun aro entitled
to the oconfidonco of tho trade, They
make bheap goods to bo sure, but thoy
soll them for just what thoy are, and to
moet o logitimate domand. A etill bot-
ter way to mcot the ovil compluined
of is to oducato tho peoplo to an appro.
ciation of tho botier grades of goods,
to tench them the differonco betweon
chenp and flashy jowelry and goods
possessing intrinsso valne combined with
beauty of dosign and cloganco of work.
wanship. Fortnwately, the poople aro
rapidly acquiring this kuowledge, and
the demand for the better grades of
goods hins nover been so great as now.
But there will bo a demand for rolled
plate goods, aud it is unfortunate thai
a cortain class of manufacturcrs aro so
debasing tho quahty of them as to bring
thom into diseredit, Some of the rolled
plate jowelry now in the market is- littlo
better than fire gilt, and will tarnish
almoet as quickly. Legitimate dealers
in tho trade should refuse to buy such
goods, but should leave their sale ox-
clugively to the deslas in furnishing
goods and Yankce notions. In France
the law will not permit iwitation goods
to be eold in tho-spme shop-twhere genu
ine goods are kept. It is not possible to
apply such a law to the trade inthis
country, bnt retailors themselves -should
draw a broad line of demarkation between
jowelry proper and the “ cheap and nasty"
stuff that is sold by dry-goods merchants,
fancy goods dealers, and curbstone vend-
0... There is a distinction between the
goods broad enough for anyone to see,
and they will find it to their intersst in
the ond to refuse to be identified with the
latter olass. Thoe trade in rolled.plate
goods is legitimate, for there is a legiti-
mate demand for them; but the traffic
in *“sgkin goods will not be counten-
anced by deslers of respectability.—-

WORKSHOP NOTI#S.

CarsoLic Actb ox MeTAL CuTTING TOOLS.—
Carbolic acid is recommeaded for moistening
the tools with which metals are worked. The
efficiency of the grindstone is even said to be
wncreased by the use of the 2cid. The dark
and impure acid can be used for this purpose.

GoLp-CoLorED VARNtsH.—For preparing a
gold.colored vamnish, pulverize 1 drachm of
saffron and onehalf a drachm of dragon’s
blood, and put them into 1 pint of spirits of
wine. Add 2 ounces of gum shellac and =2
drachms of Soccotrine aloes. Dissolve the
whole by gentle heat. Yellow painted work
vornished with this mixture will appear almost
equal to gold.

RE-SuarresiNG Orp FiLms.—First clean
well with scratch brush, then with benzioe: see
that the file is thoroughly clean, thea place it
in a bath of the following solution: Ose part
acid, five parts sulphuric acid. Let it remain
for three or four days or until the edges of the.
file are fnlly restored. Wash thoronghly with
water to remove the acid, when the file will cut
as good as new.

RB-LACQUERING BRass Orxangxys.—The
following is a good method for re.lacquering
brass ornaments. Wash the objects ina hot
solution of potash {(made pretty strong). When
the lacquer is removed the articles should be
washed and dried, then re polished before lac-
quering: clean well and wipe with lime. Then
when fres from rust or dirt, warm on a stove
unfil just hot cnough to hold, then lacquer with
either brush or picce of raw cotton.

Russiax  Nistio. - The compontion of the
Russian tola or nicllo silver has hitherto been
kept a sectet to the Berlinar Tageblatt. The
firm of F. Zacher & Co., n Berlin, have dis-
covered the method of manufacture and have
made it in large quantities. It consists of nine
parts silver, one part copper, one part lead, and
onc part bismath, which arc melted together
and saturated with sulphur.  This mixture pro-
duces the gorgeous blue which has often been
crroncously spokea of as steel blue.

Bairtie Goro.—The goldsmith is oiten
puzzled tosoften gold 30 it can be forged out
thin withoct cracking aand breaking. Some
gold can be forged out easily while othersis
very hard and brittle, because the impuritiet or
alloys such as a little lead or zinc, tend to
make it so. Molting over a stone coal fire

would dottesame. Gold should be mitlted over
charcoal or coke, and, if of Jow grade, should
not be exposed to tho heat too jong. If it has
no “grain " melt agaitn. If it does not take

_grain then melt again and add a little saltpetre,

and, a hittle later, some borax. For ordinary
meltings fuse with borax, stir well and adda
little sal ammoniac just before pounng it cut.
In forging gold it should.be annealed a8 often as
it begins to get hard and. brittle. Low grade
gold needs ananealing oftener tban finer gold.
Heat red hot and let cool without tempering.

AN Inpiax Broxze.—The Hindoos possessa
remarkablo ability for making alloys of iron,
copper, zinc and tin. Let us cite the Biddery;
the alloy is called after the city where it is most
prepared and found in all its purity. The
eminent qualities of this alloy are that it is
non-oxidizable in and even if the latter is
charged with humidity, uader the burning
tropical .sor, It is perfectly malleable and
dces mot crack except, perhaps, by violent
blows. Objects of art manufactured from this
alloy are colored black by plunging them into a
single solution of saltpetre and sal-ammonia or
sea salt and blue vitrol. One receipt for pre-
paring the alloy reads as follows: 16 parts
copper, 4 lead and 2 tin, melted together.
Zinc is combined with this mixture ina pro-
portion of 3 to 10. Doctor Hamilton gives
anothsr formula : zinc, 126 parts; copper, 460;
lead, 414 ; no tin, Theseingredients are finely.
crushed and inclosed in a crucible with a
mixture of beeswax and resin, to prevent cal-
‘cination and to-simply effect fusion, The
fusing alloy is run into an earthen moulc and
shaped into 1be desireds form. To .give it a
black color, a solution of sulpbate of coppér
is used,
