GRAPHITE AS A LUBRICANT.

At the sixth anuual or 82nd meeting of
the Ametican Society of Mcchanical En-
Kiteets, held at the roonis of the Society
in New York City, in Decen.ber, 1835, Mr.
Albert Kingsbury, Durhiam. N. 1., had a
papet on * Experiments on the Friction of
Screws” The tesis were made by the aid
of a.opecmll) drﬂgucd tnachine, built at
the New Humxulmc College shops. It now
forims & prrt of the Iaboratary equipment
of the college. The author did not con-
sider that the tests showed that any one of
the metals developed less friction than any
of the othiere, but the tests are apecially
interesting because of the great leseening
of friction by means of giaphite, as will be
shown by the following :

Mr. Kingsbury, in reply to a questiorn
that had becn asked, said that the graphite
used was from the Joeeph Dixon Crucible
Company. Jersey City, N.J. He said he
did not intend anything in the way of an
advcrtitement. He also said that hie had
tried to purify the graphite, but there was
no gain. In order to satisfacterily employ
the graphite the fit must be loase. Somte!
yoars ago, When Prof. Thurstun was cone

nected with Stevens Institute, he made ni

scries of experiments o determine with
dientific accuracy the value of graphite as,
& lubricant. He found that under lhe
ssmic number of pounds pressure, and tra-
velling at tho vame rateof specd, the bear
ings lubrited with Ihxen's gpraphite,
mixed with enough water to distribute it
over the bearinge, did nearly three Limies;
mere woik than the best qualily of winter
sperm oil. He aleo found that when 15

per cont, by weight, of graphite was added
ta the biest quality of lubricating grense, he
was able to 1un the bearings nearly six
tumes Jonger, at the same high rate of
specd, than when the bearings were lubri-
cated with the same grease, without the
addition of graphite. Furithermore, when
the graphite was used there was no cut-
ting. and the hearings were in perfect con-
dition. Little, 1f any, of the commercial
graphite in the market is fit for lubricating
puspueen, and bearings have been @0 fre-
quently ruined by its use, that has been a
very strang prejudice against its adoption
by master mechanics and superintendents
having charge of expensive machinery.
It is safe to say, however, that when gra-
phiie is praperly prepared, it will not only
reduce friction much better than any oil
or grease alene, but furthermore will per-
ceplibly reduce the cost of lubrication.
