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EDITORIAL NOTES.

The consecration of the great charch of Montmartre, Paris, as an act of
pepitence for the irreligion of the nation, is justly taken as proof that the
1eligious spitit has not ceasod to exist in France, No less than one million
pounds sterling have been subscribed to the great undertaking initiated by
Cardinal Guibert.

The Democratic Convention of Ohio, which re-nominated Governor
Campbell as its candidate in opposition to McKinley, the Republican nomi-
~ee, adopted the following as one of its planks ia its platfoim of principles:
““\We favor closer commercial relations with our Canadian neighbors, and
the removal of the embarrassing and annoying restrictions, which only vex
our people without yiclding any substantial rcvenue to the government.”
This s sound common scnse, and if the same resolutivn shoald be cariied
into the Democratic presidential platform we might scon sce reciprocity an
accomplished fact. The United States is entirely 1o blame for the accessity
of the National Policy in Canada. They have been the sggressors allalong,
and are th. parties to make advances for freer commercial intercourse, All
former efforts of the Dominioa were rejected, and the National Policy was
s measure of gelf-preservation.

Every dollar’s worth of work done by our own pecople in our own
Province adds materially to the common wealth., This truth is forcibly pre-
sented by Our representative in his article upon the establishment of Messrs.
Clayton & Sows, which'is published elsewhere in this issne. We confess
to 2 fecling of honest pride in the fact that willing, cnergetic girls have it
within their power to make a living at home, without being obligéd to go
tc the Goited States, there to wander in the border land of uncertainty. If
our githy could butzealize that one dollar made in this country is as good as
two “ollara carned in Boston, and that the hours of work here are less than
those in the Hub, they would be coatent to do the work their hands find to
do, and with thrift they would soon roll up a credit in the savings banks.

In recent Russian trials to test the adaptability of snow breastworks
against an enemy's fire, it was found that a thickness of six feet wos a peor-
fect pretection against bullets fired at 300 paces. Packing the snow and
pouring water over it to make a crast of ice was found to keep bullets out
when the thickness was only three feet and one-half.

A new electric arc lamp is said to bave been invented by a Pittsburg
manufacturer, in which instead of the carbons being made pencil-shaped, °
they are made in the form of wheels, which are placed at right angles to
cach other, and by an automatic arrangement withia the lamp they are kept
constantly revolving. The lamp is said to be cheaper and simpler than the
old lamps, while its endurance is greater, tho claim being that the lamp
will burn continuously 500 hours without the removal of the carbons.

According to a Montreal journal a number of the cattle shippeniof that
city have this year turned thoir attention to hay, of which they are now
exporting hundreds of tons weekly to Glasgow, Scuilaad. The business is
considered as paying well. Iay costiog eight dollats a ton in Moatreal
and twenty-five shillings (§6.08) freight, fetches £4 (319 47) in Scotland,
The demand for Canadian hay is stated to be very good, and a considerable
trade is in process of formation. Hay is especially the crop of Nova Scotia,
Surely our men will not allow the Montrealers to control the whole trade,

We have been particularly flush of money for the past few weeks, and
have surprised scveral collectors by payiog them off hand instead of inti-
mating that they had better call next weeck. This promptness on our pard
is due to the fact that some of our subscribers have realized that we cannot
run a paper of the standard of THe Crizic upon air, and have remitted
their subscriptions upon the receipt of the bills.

Tho census returns for the population of the City of Halifax bave not
yet been made public, but estimating that the inceease in popalation duting
the past decade has at least equalled, i not exceeded, the percentsge of
increase during the seventies, Halifax should have at the preseat time a
population of not less than for:y-five thousand. Thisiacrease is,duc in nosmall
part ta the growth of our manufacturing iodust.ies, which give employment
directly and indirectly to hundreds of pzople in the city, as well as giving
work to those resident in suburban districts. It is safe to aesert that the
growth of the population of the city, while not phcaumenal, will prove to
be steady and satisfactory.

Brother Jonathan always has his eyes on the boundary fence of his home-
stead. The people of the Unitcd States are now beginning to cast longing
glances toward the Spanish island of Cuba. Its great agricultural capabili-
ties are made manifest by the immense value of the prodacts of the small
portion which is now under cultivation ; for while only fiftcen per ceat. of
the land has as yet been adapted to agricultural uses, still the remaining
part is just as worthy of attention, and the Yaokees expect that under their
pushing policy the whole country may bs made to yicld as largely in pro-
portion as the five million acres which are now contribating so greatly to
the commerce of the world. The island is likewise possessed of great
mineral wealth, which is as yet undeveloped, and its forests of rare timber
are ssid to be very fine.  Altogether itis thought to bs an essentiai comple-
ment to the industrial, agricultural, commercial and military syatems of the
United States, a fact which it is contended should lead our neighbors to its
carly acquisition. What has so far retarded Cuba’s progress, has been the
bad colonial system of the Spanish Governmeat.
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The announcement comes from London that an clectrical machine has
been iuvented which will not only grind meat and stuff a sausage, but will
also turn it out cooked snd smoking hot to the consumer. Great Heavens
The winged bolt of Jove has been harncesed and made to run a sausage
machine. It is a degencrato age.

Mr. Parnell's evident hopes that his marriage with Mre. O'Shea would
restors him to his old position as the leadcr of 8 united Irish party now
appear doomed to disappointment. In the face of almost incuperable dilli-
culties he unflinchingly fought the Home Rule ciuse in Parliament and on
the stump until Home Rule and Parnellism were almost synonomous terms.
The cause was bound up in him, and when he fell, Home Rule may also be
said to have fallen with him. His fatal wcakness was in not retiring from
the leadership as soon as the scandal became public, as his fiercs fight to
retain the position in spite of the defection of the large number of his fol-
lowers has forever ruined his chances of again leading a united and
aggressive party.

The recent successful execution of four condemncd criminals in New
York State by electricity, has separated capital punishment from one of s
worst features, the uncertainty of speedy death by the usual penslty of
hanging. The law of the State, excluding the public, and reporters in
particular, from witnessing executions, is also a move in the right direction,
as it prevents the publication of sensational accounts in the papers of the
harrowing and nauscating particulars which pander to the morbid curiosity
of the public and do undoubted harm. Iu these cases death seems to have
been instantaoeous, and so robbed of the prolonged agony which too often
accompanies hanging, and on this account electrocution from a humane stand
point bas much to recommend it.

It may not be commonly knowa that in the inferior races the head ceases
-t0 grow after twenty years of age. In tho superior races the head of the
otolligent and educated man increases in volume until thirty-five, forty and
fosty-five yeara, The gkull has reached it maximum development when the
bones composing it ste welded together, so as to render the sutures invisi-
ble. Once the sutures are solidified, the further growth of the brain is
impossible, which is said to explain the insurmountable difficulty expe-
riexced in trying to teach illiterate adelts. The solidification varies sccord-
ing to the investigating activity of the brain. It takes place between
twenty-two and twenty-five years in the taskworker, between twenty-eight
and thirty-five in the middle-class manual professions, and after thirty-five
in educated persons who practise intellectual professions,

The visit of the Emperor William to Englsnd was much more than a
pleasure trip, as it is believed that he has succeeded in enlisting the sympa-
thies of the English Government with the Triple Alliance. No formal
sgreement could well be made, but it is understcod that should Ruseia and
¥rance move, England will side with Germany, Austria and Italy. A signi-
ficant occurrence, and one that tends to strengthen this opinion is furnished
by Mr. Smalley, the foreign correspondent of the Tribune, who cables that
the echoes of the British cannon which saluted the Emperor of Austria at
Fiume had hardly died away, when British guns were once more thundering
out their welcome to the King and Queen of Italy in the Adriatic. The
King's speech at the luncheon on board the Benbotw, and her captain's reply,
have attracted great attention on the continent. The King did more thun
.0 propose the Queen’s health, *“I drink,” ssid his Majesty, “to her
glorious and powerful fleet, the representatives of which I see Lere with joy.
In this, my toast, I know the entire Italian pcople join with me.”” Those
words, uttered by the King of Italy while the German Emperor was the
guest of the Queen of England, bear, says a Berlin paper, the character of
a prearranged demonstration, which removes the last vestige of doubt respect-
ing England’s attitude towards the the Triple Alliance. France recognizas
this, and is in 2 bad bumor with Eogland and herscif.

Mr. Secretary Blaine’s health is just now greatly agitating the newspapers
in the United States, his politicsl enemies reporting that he is a doomed
msu, while his friends and supporters 8s the next Presidential candidste of
the Republicsns assert that bis health is not in danger, and that he is
simply seeking rest at Bar Harbor from his arduous duties as Secretary of
State. His success in negotiating reciprocity treaties, by which the raw
ssterials of non-manufacturing countrics are admitted free into the United
States in return for the free admission of the manufactures of the lauter
country, has made him very popular with his party, one wing of which, how-
ever, still pins his faith to Harrison and McKinleyism. Blaine, as as w2l
kpown, opposed the McKinley bill, and therefore can have no sympathy
with the Ohio Republicans who have made McKinley their candidate fur
Gorveraor, and who have adopted a bigh tariff platform. The contest in the
latter State is therefore most significant. If McKinley wins, his wing of the

rty will be in the ascendent, and Harrison will most likely bz re-nom-
snated for the Presidency with every chance of suffering defeat. But if
McKinley is defeated the party will have to fall back on Blsine aod his
olicy ; and if they do this and nominate him for the Presidency, the
ocrats will find him a bard man to beat, as he and his policy arc very
poEuln Hoeis the only man the Democrats foar, and his removal from the
political arena by death or the breaking down of bis health would be a
serlous blow to the chances of the Republicans in the next ciection. On
this account the reported breaking down of his health has caused morc than
the usual amount of comment,

Professor Roberts-Austiu has diecovered a new alloy of gold and
aluminium, the precious metsl being present in the proportion of 78 per
cent. Itis described as © the most brilliantly colored alloy ss yet known,”
Iis color is rich purple, and by the reflection of light from one surfaco of
the alloy to another bright ruby tints are obtained. The facility with which
aluminium unites with most metals has long been known, and the fact has
been turned to profitable account ip many industries, notably in the manu-
facture of steel, Hercules metsl and other aluminium bronz2s. Otheralloys
of the metal with gold have also bien known. Oae per cent, of aluminium
gives the precious metal the color of *green gold,” and there is the very
white and hard alloy containing ten per ceat of gold,

At last the strects, or some of the leading business thoroughfares of
Halifax are to be paved, but the wiy the city has started at the work does
not spesk well for its business methode. The first step was to contract
with a Bolgian Company for a large quantity of porphyry paviug blocks
which were.imported last winter, and which, after oae or two handlinga are
now mostly stored in the field adjoining the \Vanderers’ Ground:, from
where they will have to be re carted when used. The conntry abounds in
granite und other suitable rock for paving stones and blocks, and this impor-
tation fronf Belgium seems indefensible, and savors very much of a castly
job. Grauite bloclks are now coming from Shelburne for part of the work,
and abundant material is at hand, but the summer months are slipping away
and the work of paving, if progressiag at all, is doing so with snail like
slowness. Wake up, Aldermen, and push thic much needed work to
speedy completion.

The Zimex’ Paris cosrespondent has caused a groat sensation in England
and on the Continent by his report of an asserted interview with Count
Muaster, the German Awbassador to France. The Count is represented to
have declared that General Von Caprivi had been originally designated by
the Emperor Willism I as Prince Bismarck’s successor. The Vassische
Zeitung, while re erving comment until Count Muaoster has had an oppor-
tunity of being beard on the subject, declares that when General Von
Caprivi left the the post of Minister of Marine a general impression existed
that he was destined to fill & great political post. The journal further avers
that the Emperor William T himself said that it required all his firmness of
will to keep Prince Bismarck * within the bounds of reason.” Couant
Munster has since denied that he had made the statement attributed to him
by the Times’ correspondent, but the report has oponed up the question of
Bismarck'’s true relations with the Emperor William I, and much new light
is likely to be thrown on a very interesting historical point.

It i3 gratifying to note that the finances of the Dominion are in 2 mosat
satisfactory condition, and that there isa large surplus for the year just
ended. The Canada Gasetle contains the statement of revenue and expen-
diture for the month of June, and enables a calculation to be made of the
r.venue and expenditure for the whole fiscal years 189o-91. Tae total
receipts for the month amount to $2,848,764. The -expenditure during the
wonth was $1,989,135, upon consolidated fund account, and $247,710 on
capital account, giviog a total of £2,236,845, and showing a surplus on the
month of 8§611,919. The totsl revenue for th~ fiscal year was $37.689,130,
against which is 10 be charged a total expendi:ure of §34 948,585, showing
a surplus over and above all expenditure of $2 740,545. ‘I'ne above expen-
diture includes £4,039,395 spent upon capital account. If that is deducted
the surplus for the year of revenue over ordinary expenditure is foond to be
£6,779,960. This amount may be somewhat reduced when all the payments
for the year are made, but the net surplus will be about as stated by the
Finance Minister in his Budget speech. Eich item ia the receipts for June
shows ap increase over the corresponding month last yesr, the total baiug
above $§300,000. The debt statement showa the public dzb? at the end of
June to have been £233 530,221, a decrease of §612,150 on the month and
of §1354,530 for the year.

The Conservative party in Canada have now enjoyed 2 long lease of
power, and its record uader the leadership of Sir John Macdonald is a
proud one. From the start a thoroughly Nationsl Policy was adopted, and
the couniry soon catered on an era of prosperity that has steadily increased,
until to duy the Dowigion is in a state of the greatest prospenty, and the
future is bright with promiss., The successful copstruction of the Canada
Pacific, muca within the sp.cified time, was alone enough o earn for the
adrrinistration the lasting gratitude of the country, but 1n addition, a great
syste m of public improvements was inaugurated and carried out 1n all parts
of the Jomnion, the benefits of which will be felt for all time to ~oma.
But th, long leass of power has also hid its disadvantages, aund the
greateat of these has been the great increase of hangers on, that like leeches
are doing their best to suck the very hfe blood of the party. To them and
their iusatiable demands fur place and rewards for fictiious services, the
present deplorable scandals vow beiog unearthed st Outawa are mainly du-.
"They cannot all be provided for dirsctly, and evidently indirect and, strictly
speaiing, illegal methods bave been devised by the deputy heads of depart-
ments through which they have been paid for occasional services. If the
Cobscrvative party fall from power, its fall will be more duc to this army
of hangers on than to defects in its lcaders or policy, as the former are
admittedly able, and the latter will hkely have the support of the courtry,
if ot overshadowed by the paramount issue of honesty in handling the pub-
lic funds.

“ Do you find the wemen in country districis do as good work in their
homeos as the city women do 1 )

“ Qur work done out of town gives every satisfsction, snd we are always
ploesed to have any new applicants from the country.” .

Thenking Mr. Morriscey for his attention snd information, wo wished
bim good-morning and wwent our way, feeling that an old subject, that of
how to employ our girls at home, bad been pretonted to us in & new way.

Now we bavo for years givon this question a large amount of thought
and attention, and feel deeply the necessity of Halifax being able to supply
employment for the girls of the surrounding districte, Firatly it is a good
thing for our city, forof courseif our country peopls receive their wagoes hero,
it means that a grest desl of the money will be spent here. Lying outside tho
city of Montroeal aro numerous villages which are wholly supported by work

5| from the largo manufaciories in the city. Now why not the outiying dis-

tricts of Halifax as woll as thoze of Montreal.

Thon for the girls—almost cvery woekly boat from Halifax to Boston
carries away a bovy of our fair maidens, who, attracted by the large stories
of almost fortunes being mado by those who have gons before, and feoling
they cannot content themselves at home depondent on hard-working parents,
start off with bigh hopes and great expettations, only to find on arriving.in

o Boston and having obtained ecmployment, that to live at all thoy must

buddle in crowded second-class boarding houses, snd oven theh pay almost
all thoy oarn for board. Now this i3 just what wo object to. 'We waat our
gitle at bome. Not off wo know not whord, away from the pure life and
whelesomo influonces of our country homes, cxposed. to temptations they
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novor dreamed of whon thoy loft us, Wo aro willing and anxious to do all
in our power to solve tbis problern—** how csn we keop them with us.”—pnd
after tho convoraation wo have given above took plico, wo wero fqrclbly
jmpreasod with tho fact that giils can really oarn much botter livings in our
own Provinco than in the factories and stores of the Statee. .

If thoy must go away, how much better for them to start ofl armed thl_)
a good trade, than to go just lookiog indefinitely ** for somothing to do ;"
how verv much moro indopendent they will bo if thoy cin say, for instauco,
“I om a good tailoress.” . .

We would heartily adviso girls who are anxious to carn their own livivg,
and who are planning to leave home for other laude, to stop and consider a
little while before ticy docido that Nova Scotis is too small fur them.

HONORABLE COMPETITION.

aro striviog for money, somo for place and power, some for rank or name or
applausc, some for promotion in busineas, some for excollence in art or
ecience or litoratore., But there is a vast difference in tho spirit with which
the striving is done. Just as, in tho raco, the vim and energy of cach run-
ner is brought out by that of his competitor, so, in the manifold exertiors of
tho world, the powors and faculties of moan and women are constantly sharp-
ening snd strengtbening each othor by honorable contest.

Not all contest, however, is honorable. Much of the cifort mado is
simply to get ahead of some ovn elso, at all beziutds and in every way ; il
pot by fair and honost endeavor, then by trickery and unfair advantage.

He who ame sses wealth, not as an equitable return for valuo given, but
by undethand dealing, or oppression of the poor, or gambling on a high or
low scale, has been engaged in no honorable competition. e who climbs
into power, not by proving himsolf tho fittest min to wield it, but by push-
ing others down and crowding them out, desecrates tho name of emulation.

The first object in all effort muat be oxcellonce. 1If that bo absent, the
attompt to rise above others is moan and dishonorable. Let competition be
respected only when the endeavor is to give to the world tho best labor of
head or hand, 'When this is dono, or as far as it is doue, the giver may
rightly rejoice in tho high rank be holds among the workers of the world ;
but elovation by any other meaus is not an honor, but a disgrace.

Another differsoes Latwoen honorable and dishonorable compotition is
the conduct of the victor to the vanquished. Some men rieo above others
only to crush them, uthers to lift- and exalt them. Some boast with noisy
triumph and scorp those who are left bebind; others, like the child in the
story, have “a way of msking people feol comfortable.” Qune merchant who
is largely successful doliberately dostroys the businoess of smaller and weaker
men ; apother gladly gives them tho benefit of his oxperience and know-
ledge. One artist who has risen bigh in public favor uses his inflaenco to
dopteciate the works of his brother:artists ; another takes them by the hand
and gives them courage for fresh ondeavors. One womsn who is woll
established in the social or fashionable world will blast the name ot thoso
she has left behind by her cutting criticism or scornful neglect ; anothor
will use her utmost power to make them estcomed by recounting their
admirable points,

Every victor, from the childish conquerer in a foot raco up to the
fortunate candidats for the Presidential chair, largely proves his character by
his demesnor toward the vanquished. If he ia truly aoble he will use bis
power, whatever it be, to lift, not to crush the less fortunate ; and in blessing
them he will fiad the chief joy of his succesa.—Philadelphia Leader.

We also notice an increase in the
recoipts of wool from the wostern part of N. S. The farmers find it to their
advantsgoe to send it direct to us in exchange for cloth, yarn, otc, Thore
seems to be a goncral depression in the woollen business all over Canada
aud N. S,, and, in view of this fact, wo cannot complain as to the condition
in which we find our trade. The main thing in the line of improvement
about tho mill is the addition of a 100 b, p. bsiler from the shops of A.
McPhorson & Co., this place. Our manager is now in the United States
studying the latest improvements in machinery and designs, with a view to
making such additions to our plant as will keep it sbresst with the times,
and ensble us to produce the finest class of goods poesible from domestic
wools at the very lowost cost consistent with quality and general excellence.
The number of men snd womon employed is about fifty,

R. A. Petors, Jr., church and parlor pipo organ builder, of 262 and 270
Kipg Streot Last, St. John, N. B., craploys some twelvo hands in his busi-
ness which is extonding through tho Dominion. Ono instronient has bsen
sold to Bormuda and lately crectod thero. Tbree organs of his build are
now in Halifax, and the re-building of anothor is now progressing in his
factory, while the contract for a fourth has just been takon. All metal and
wood pipes are mado in the faclory as well as overy other portion of the
instruments, oxcopt the kuy boards, which are made to order. Tho motal is
cast into shaote, then into pipe shape, planed, rolled up, soldered, &c., and
Iastly voicod and tumed. °The output is increasing, and busioess beitor
known and more favorablo cvory year.  Thero is no other pipo organ
factory in tho Maritime Provinces, thoso works being oxclusively confined to
tho manufacture of pipo organs.

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Though this is what is ealled * tho intorim season"” in trade, the cheerful
feoling which wo noted last week as animating wholeealo circlos still provaila.
Crop prospects are as bright as boforo, and travellers in elmost all lines of
busineces eend in roports of a very satisfactory nature. Conditions ato on
tho whole favorable, as tho prospects for an abundeant yicld of hey, coronls,
fruit and vegetables aro excollent. In bay, especiaily, an onormous crop ia
looked for, and thero is overy appearanco that the most savguinoe hopes of
our farmers will bo fully met this year. Ase all business depends almost
entirely upon the succees of tho agriculturist, much confidenco is folt and
openly oxpreesed in the futuro of trade in this cily for the balanco of the
ourrent yosr. "

Remiltances generally show some improvemont.
dooidedly easy, aud there is no searcity of funds, but, ss wo have bifore
rematked, londors insist on good endorsers, and any paper that is considored
at all shady is vory carsfully scrutinized snd is difficult to discount. There
are a number of wealthy men in Halifax to-day who hove smassed their
riches solely by the extortion of usurious rates of interest, which in sncient
times, oven after thoy wero permitted by tho State undor certain rostrictions,
wore regarded as pernicious criminal offences by tho great majority of peoplo.
In the latter days of the nineteenth century, howevor, thero are men who
stylo themselves private capitalists and money londers, who qre increasing
their mealth by londing money at almost fubulous rates of interest to
borrowers who are placed in positions of distrese and temporary embarrass-
ment, and thereforo wholly at the mercy of theso Gentile as well as Hebrew
usurers.

Weexry Financian, Review or Henry Crews & Co.—New Yorg,
JuLy 18, 1891 —* The stock oxchange moves along slugyishly, with its
daily sales of about 100,000 sbares, one day favoring the bulls and next
the bears, but with no fixed tondency either one way or the other. Only
one thing remains fixed,—the predominant conviction that stocks are
intrinsically worth the prices at which they are now bold. This estimato
protects tho market againat the attacks of thoe xoom traders, but it does not
elicit any outside buying. It may possibly prove to be the basis of a buying
movement at some later stage, but at present its beneht to the market is
rather negative than positive. In the absence of influences nearer to hand,
‘Wall Street haa followed with some interest tho extraordinary court inter-
changes that have just closed in Great Britain, Whatevor may be calculated
to affect international politics in Europe bas, at the epecial time, an unususily
direct bearing upon financia’ interests. Europe is now in a state of armed
peace. ‘The leading natiors have divided themselvosinto two hostile camps,
each side oquipped for conflict end waiting only the accident that shall
precipitate one of the greatest struggles of modern times. Under such a
state of things and immediately snbsequont to the renewal of the Driebund,
it is an incident of no small importance that Emperor William shouid
become the guest of Grest Britain and receive from that country extra-

.ordinary exprossions not only of national regard but also of court attachmont.

The event is no mere oxchange of imperial family courtesies, no mera excursion
for the gratificetion of the ambitions of a young and adventurous emperor.
Coming, as it does, contemporaneously with a porpet:ation of the offensive
and defensive siliance belwoen Germany, Austro-Hungary and Italy as
against Russia snd France, the Emperor's visit must be regarded ss a virtual
declaration of at least Evgland's sympathy with the Driebund, aod as
implying that she hes interests which run paralle) with those of the triplo
alliance, snd which she would find it to her welfare to protect in the event
of their being endangered from any threatened ascendancy of Russia and
France over their triple opponents. Although tho secrels of the diplomstic
conferences of last week at London may not be divulged, yet Europe will
henceforth regard the Driebund as virlually backed, at least under certain
contingencies, by the morul and physical forco of Great Britsin. Thisisa
change of profound importance in thesituation of European politics. It places
Russia and France at such an overwhelming disadvantage as to virtuslly bind
over those countries to keep the peace, on pouslty of utter discomfiture. It
would be an inestimablo blessing should this new situation merely protect
Europe againet the horrors of a long impoending war; but it is not impossible
that a combination so overwhelmingly powerful msy also make it possible
to bring about a reduction of the costly armaments that aro now destructively
draining Lurope of its last resources; or, in any event, a constant incroaae
of armaments will become the less necessary. .

It would seem reasopable to anticipate that after the first nstural
vxpressions of chagrin and rotaliation from Russia and Fraunce, the political
sitnation of Europe will assume a more sottled and pacific aspect. Public
opinion is likely to concludo that new guarantees for an cnduring peacs have
beon won ; and that assumption will remove the most powerful obstacle that
now oxists to confidenco in financial affairs, Tho causo that abovo all others
has crippled the larger movements of enterpriso and has induced the
Earopean kings of finance to hold their resources within ready reach, has
been the fear that each recurring spring might find tho loading powers in
the throes of a great European conflict. Whatover abates that paralyzing
fear makes for confidence in financisl circles, and for the achisvemont of the
political and economic reforms that are now pressing upon every European
goveroment, Xf thesc inferencos are reasonablo, it is permissible to hope
that the ovonts of the last fow days may infuso into European financo a
new confidenco and check tho discoursgements which tho disasters of last
fall havo spread over every branch of enterprise in overy trans-atlantic centro
of financo and commorce.

Such a result would bring direct advantages to this country. All that is
needed to give full offect to the benefits of our abundant harvest is a restor-
ation of confidence intho countties with which wo have commercialintercourse,

The money mark i h

It would mean better foreign markots and botter prices for our grain, as well
as for all othor oxportable products.

The homo influences affecting the Stock Market show no material
chsnges. No variations in tho wheat crop have arisen to modify the original
cstimstes of output. Tho railroads waintain thoir late rate of earnings.
Monoy continuos to flow hither from the interior, though in lighter volume;
and the banks keep up their roserves at about double the surplus of the lsst
two years ; whilo tho exports of gold seem to have virtually ceased. To this
oxtont, the situation is favorable to a recovery cf activity at a lator stsge.”

"Dry Goons.—Thers is little frosh to report this weok boyond what was
‘asid last week, Ordors from travéllers continue to come in pretty freely,
and a generally bottor feeling is provalent throughout the trade, especially as
romittances aro improving. In coiton goods prices are unchanged, though
thoy are firmly held, and in fubrics of home wanufacturo higher figures are
being asked. All kinds of woollen goods are very firm. Travellars out
with fancy goods report that they are meeting a good reception. As regards
the city rotail trade it is roported to bo quito fair as to volume with collec.
tions satisfactory, It is pleasing to note that tho custom of “slashing "
which formerly provailed has beon almost entirely abandoned. A good
mapy city as well as country houses have apparently discovered that
solling goods s very cheap figures costs monoy, and they are adopting a
wiser policy. Now if our wholesalers could be brought to see that it is to
their intorest to do away with the system of long credits both in buying and
golling, the dry goods trade could easily bo placed on as firm a basis as the
grocory business. Lobg credits and renewals aro indissolubly allied, and
firms relying upon such dangerous, although easy, terms for their existence
aro certain sooner or later to end in financial disaster. These methods
begot a careless manner of doing business that cannot but end in failure
of the worst kind. -

Tro¥, Harpwanre anp Mxrais.—No change has occurred in pig iron,
and the business since our last roport has been eo limited that previous
remarks atill apply to the situation, Sterling prices are about 6d. lower on
most brands, but this has effected no change locally. Bar iron is slationery
with nothing to speak of duing, :

Breavstorrs.—The local demand for flour continues of a very steady
sort, though business cannot bo considered active, Oatmeal is quist with a
fair business doing in a jobbing way. In Englsnd cables report wheat dull
and corn nil. The Fronch country markets are very quiet. In Chicago
wheat has been very weak and declined 3¢, to }c. It looked st one timeas
if there would be a sharp break, but this was averted. The cause of the
weskpess was officiolly confirmed by other reports showing that the crops of
both winter and spring wheats arc oxcollent, and also, that the prospects of
fair average crop in Europe have very much improved witbin the past two
months. At New York wheat declined }c. to ¢, At Toledo wheat was
steady, and at Milwaukoo it was quiet.

Provisions.—The local provision trade remains quiet, business being of
a very small jobbing character, Prices aro unchanged in the absence of any
business of importanco. The only change to note in the price of provisions
at Liverpool has been an advance of 6d. to 1, in bacon. At Chicago pro-
visions have beon very strong, and Septembor pork gained 46c., and laxd
advanced 17¢. Tho hog market advanced 5c. to 1Gc, The cattle market
was slow, while that for sheep was steady.

ButTer.—There has been no change in the local wholesale market. Choice
Nova Scotia is quoted at 17¢c. and 18c. and fair to good at 150, and 17c. A
considersblo quantity of Eastern Townships and Western butter is arriving
and is being stored by deslers in Halifax in anticipation of an advance in
prices after the buying season is over, when it is stated thst the Nova Scotia
supply will be inadegnate to meet the demand. Choice Eastern townships
is quoted at 19¢. and Western at 18¢c. A London letter says: ¢ The market
for butter is quiet, but decidedly firmer, Danish having advanced 3 kroner
and Freeslsnd 3 guilder. Qther descriptions, howover, romain unchanged,
Irish being slightly lower, chiefly on account of the condition in which it is
arriving, complaints being loud in some qusrters as to the carelessness of
those having charge of the transit, in consoquence of which much that arrives
is oily and only capable of boing sold after having been put into rofriger-
ators with consequent loss of flavor and value. A fow imports of American
s%l‘l z:? 76s, for !adles and 8¢ for croameries, but thers is no Canadian on
offer.

Cuieese.—The late Junc and the -July markets of cheess in Antigonish
have this year proved vory fine, and are preforred, solling readily at 10jc.
to 1lc. in this market as to quantities, Fair to good Capadian commands
10c, to 103c. A correspondent in London roports :—¢ Advices from
Amorica roport a firmor focling in choese, and it is thought thal pricos have
about touched bottom for the present. It is to be hoped this is so, though indi-
cations are not that way, the market showing little firmness and the tendency
being in favor of buyers. Demand is very light, old Csnadisns selling
slowly at 502, for both pale and colored, whilo finost now reaches only 49,
with poor request, tho gonoral rate being 463., inferior solling much bolow
theso figures, The now Eoglish chesso has met a very slow trade at the
fairs, large pitches sending prices down, while ovon whore there was little
ehogx,x’ rates wore bolow those of last yoar, though the quality is decidedly
good. . .

Lqos aro selling rathor slowly, as now fruits and vegetables are supply-
ing their place as popular articles of diet. Choico frosh stock bring 123c.
to 13c. per dozen at wholesale, whilo P. 2. Island and Cape Breton oggs are
lc. to 13c. lesa. In London thero isa summer aspect ovor tho markst for

egge, for which the demand is anythivg but aclive. Arrivsls have been
lighter and stooks are low ; but prices romain as last week, The trade with
Canada is confined to tho North, where large sales aro boing put through at
prices remunerativo to shippers, ratos Jast quoted atill holding, which woare
informed are very good, especially baving regard to the siate of the market.
It isa wonder bow the Russian business csn pay. Eoormous quantitics
keep arriving at all ports, and prices aro at giving-away levels, but still ship-
ments go merrily on. Some firme will have nothing to do with thom, they
being undersizad and in many cates arriving stale and unvendsble.

F¥ruir.—Supplies of dried fruit are now woll reduced, snd, consequently,
business has been small sinco our lsst repost, Valencia raisins romain stoady,
though recont cables from Denia stato that seports from all districts indicate
that a emallor quantity will te produced this yenr than was expected. Cur-
rants are 88 scarce as evor—in fact thero are nono on epot, In green fruit
business is of a steady, scasonable character.
®  Tea.—Thore has been n little moro attention paid fo tess this waek, a
very fair ecquiry having developd  Cablo advices from Japsn quote the
market thero strong and sdvancing under ineressing orders and an active
business, which, togotber with poorer quality of offerings and higher rates
of exchange, namely, 3s. 4d. to 3& 43d., make a decidedly adverse difference
to buyors. In green tea this market is fairly steady, but the domand is
somewhat limited at the moment.

Corree.~—The markot has a firm espect in sympathy with the improved
position in New York, where Rio has made a substantial advsnce in prico.
The onquiry, especially for Rio and Jamaica, is active. Stocks on spot in
first hands are very low.

Suasr —The market for refined sugar is in exactly the position that it
was last weeck. Refiners are using their best endeavors to diatributo as
impartially as possible the goods as they are manufactured in order to
satisfy tho urgency of the domsnd from all quartore. Prices aro very firm.
Telegrams from New York report a vory strong market for both raw and refined
with an upward tendency in pricee. The London market is roported strong
and advancing from ecarcity, beot being quoted firm and active at 133, 74d.
for July and August delivery. In New York 3ic. is bid for crystals.

Movasses.—The molasses market is very firm and the jobbing trade is
fair. The receipts from the producing points are sboutall in now, and the
trade can fix prices in proportion to the quantity ** in sight.”

Figg.—Thero has boen nothing nev: locally in figh since our last report.
Recoipts continue to be meagre and shipments small, and with the home
consumptive demand very light, the trade hasa decidedly dul) aspect, Squid

sre reported to have struck in at Caneo and the vicinity, and some vessels{T

bave ba.led, but the majority are obliged to still longer wait their chances.
Mackerel are very scarce, and no horring sre seen along our coasts. Our
outside advices are as follows :—Gloucester, Mass,, July 22.—* The codfish
receipts bave been quito liberal the past week, owing to the arrival of saveral
of the Bink fleet, two or three of them with improved fares, but still report-
ing fish scarce. Other receipts continue light and the market is poorly
supplied. Tho prices of cured codfish have reached a point quite unusual at
this season of the year, and there is nothing at present to indicate the poaai-
bility of a decline. The hopes of a good July catch of mackerel have not
been realized, but the quality is improving, and it ie not yet too late for
8 fair season’s work. New Georges codfish 86.50 a atl. for Jarge, and small
$5 25 ; Bank 86 for large and $4.75 for small. Shore 86 and 85 for large
and small, Dry Bank $6.50, medium $£.25. Cured cusk $4 12 per qil.;

lish cured do. $3.12 per qtl. Labrador herting $6 bbl.; med. split §6;

MINING.

In spilo of all appeals to the contrary it would appear that tho geological
maps of Nova Scotia are to bo published on the reduced scalo. Sir Hector
Lsngevin in answer toan enquiry statod that this was the case,and the mattor
now scems sottlod beyond appenl. Thbe maps of Cape Breton have beon
published on the scale of ove inch to the mile, and are thus valuablo to
prospectors and othors, and the reduction of the Nova Scotia propor maps to
u scalo of threo miles to an inch, besides producing an inartiatic want of
uniformity in the maps, makes tho scale so small that their uscfulness is
largely mivimized. When it is remembered that all the original maps woro
drawn to tho Jargo scale, and have had to bo reduced at considerable oxpense,
the folly of the changoe becomes doubly apparent. Somo pig headed official
has blundered, but rather than acknowledge his error is bound to perpetuate
it to tho great disadvantage of tho mining public. Thero should bs an
invostigation into the affairs of the Dopartmont of the Geological Survey.

Orpunax.—Extensivo improvemeonts in tho plant and machinery of the
Oldham Gold Mining Company, including the first Pelton water wheol put
in in tho Province, new hoisting gear and now stamp mill, have now boen
comploted under the supervision of Mr. J. E, Hardman, S. B,, and work
with the new plant has been started up. It is now one of the best equipped
properties in tho Province, and as the amount of ore ground oponed up is
very extensive, tho future gold roturns will be large, and tend vory materi-
ally to increase the yoarly gold yicld of the Province. Mr. Hardman’s
acknowladged talent asa mining engincor has had full scope 1a the construc-
tion of the new works, and as a result tho Oldham district will heroafter be
singled out by mining men as tho best examplo of tho parfection to which
gold mining and milling have attained. Wo hopo in a future issue to be
ablo to give more detailed information regarding this proporty.

The Canadian Mining and Mechanical Review for Juno has an excellont
portrait and interesting biographical skeich of Mr. John Rutherford, of
Stellarton, N. S., the first government inspector of mines for this provinco,
and well known as one of our most prominent mining engineors.

Coxsieatn Correr Mines, C. B.—My business called me the otherday
to a section of this country which is well known to travellers on account of
tho hospitality of its inbabitants and its pictaresquo scenery. Within an
eyo glance ono can soo fino farms, well tilied, surtounding a beautiful sheot
of water known as Gillis' Lake. This lako is about a mile each way, and
is sheltered on all sides by high lands which gently slope from its veaters.
Tho soil is fertile. The principle products are vegotables, potatoes, grains and
Gillises. I arrived at the residonco of J. J. Gillis, son of the lato lamented
James Gillis, Esq., whoro I passed a2 vory pleasant mght. Thore wero
sevoral young gentlomon on the premises bosides the occupants of the house.
A wotion was mado by somo ono that wo should take a ** trip to the Copper
Mines.” Tho motion was unanimously carried. We harnessad our teams
and drove to tho romols mountain of Coxheath. Zao gentleman who
took the lead drove at a pace which I considered to bo ather fast for the
good of our horses or for thn benefit of our eyes, which wero getting fillod
with tho flying dust. Wo had not gone far ora it occurred lo me that there
was somo other object ahgad which tho * leading man * would wish to call
mine, and which was more atiractive than a coppor or brass mine. We had
to ascend the aide of a precipico formed partly by Nature, and partly by
debris which was heaped thero from the crusher. Thera wero but fow
men working thero that day, which gavoe us a better chance of sceing the
woik. I should bs very well pleased at this moment if 1 could borrow the
ability of some of your correspondents and tuereby givo a proper description
of tho gigantic machinery which has bLoea, by somo mysterious power,
dragged and placed here, It must bo that Vulecan and Hercules havo lent
a helping hand in the malter. There aro immenso masses of coppor crushed
to powder at this shaft. There aro four or five buildiegs on the promises,
and I am told that the manager intends to build a Srst-ciass dwelling house.
Wo next proceeded some hundreds of yards up tho mountain. On our way
wo had to cross a chasm which the workmen have spanued over by a tom-
porary trestle. One’s head could bo none too iovel whilo crossing it.  One
of our young men declined to venturo over it, but would rathor * undergo
tho * downs and ups ™ of tho chasm anderneath. Arriving at tbo place
which thoy call tho now shaft we found lots of copper ore which was taken
up from a depth of somo scores of feot.  The copper ore seemed o us Yiko
lumps of gold glittering in tho rocks. By all appearanco Naturo has placed
a vast hidden troasuro inthis place. It is truo it takesa big capital to work
it up.—Anligonish Cagkel.

Tho following letter from tho Colonial Standard is of interest to coal
shippers and shows that somo Insurance companies have been unjustly dis-
criminating against Pictou coal on the ground of its liability to spontancous
combustion :—

«JIn reference to the lisbility of the Nova Scotia coal to spontaueous
combustion noted by Mr. Lovering, and the practice of the Bostun Manu
facturers' Mutual Fire Insuratce Company, the Icrald inquirer called on
tho president of the company, Mr. Edward Atkinson

. ¢“Wo came to tho conclusion some {ime ago,’ said Mr. Atkinson, to do
cline insurance on Nova Scotia coal stored in mass, owing to the risk of
spontancous combustion. The tendency to such combestion is due entirely
to the presence of sulphur in the ordinary market coal—not a clean coal—
which comes from Pictou. This objection does not lio against the Sydnoy
coal, which is freo from sulphur, I am informed, but no considerable quan-
tity of this is marketed here. It is ontirely possib’e, of course, that further
ccal deposits may be developed which wiil be free from sulghur.

If the market Nova Scotis coal was stored for lack of room in the base-
ment of a mill, a practice & + infrequent, we would not wish to insure the
mill, but if the coal was stored im a brick building at some littls distance
from tha mill, wo would not object to insure the will itsolf. The dawmage
from fire in such caso would be a hot and dirty mess, but would be no real
risk of the extension of tho fire.’

Mr. Atkinson in tho above atticlo has done *tho Pictou coal ard coal
owners’ great injustico in stating that tho Pictou coal i3 spontancousiy
combustible. *Ho cannot produce a case where spontancous combustion

took place in Pictou coal, as the gas works in Boston for 2 number of years
took a large quantity of their gas coal from Pictou aud stored it, and no
combustion over took place with ths coal. Ilarge quantities went to Port-
1and from Pictou ; also for several ycara Montreal has taken Pictou coal and
no complaint. I havo sent soveral cars to Aspinwall, and in thet hot climate
thero was no spontaneous combustion. A large quantity was shipped from
Pictou to Havana for gas purposes, and no complaint. Several cargoes
wont to South America and Esst Indics, and captains of vessels found it a
safe and first class cargo to carry.

Pictou coal i3 allowed to bo the best produced in the Domiaion, and
commands a higher price. Acadia coal sells for $2.50 per ton at the loading
wharf, Intercolonial $2.25 and the demand is 1o great that vessels have to
lay considerable time to load. Capo Bretoa coal can bo bought at a much
less rato, and if Pictou cosl is what Mr. Atkinsou represents it to bo, it
would not be in the demand that it is; and I think Mr. Atkinson isin
duty bound to make an apology to tho owners of Pictou coal mines for
what ho has slated in regard to their coal. MavrcoLy CauprprLn.”

Tho following is an extract from a lotter received at tho New York
Office of tho Edison Goneral Electric Company, from the engineer in charge
of the **Last Chance” mine, located at Wardner, Idaho.

“ Ope:ating two air drills for twanty-four hours required fivo cords of
wood, whilo for rutning four clectric percussion drills for the samo length
of time, each drill doing more work than tho air drills, it required only one
and one-balf cords of wood.

Tho oloctric porcussion drills have beon found to do more work than
tho air drills, and in conscquence the air drills have been replaced by the
clectric drills,

Tho air plant was situated 1,00G feot higher up the mcuntain than was
roquired with the clectric drills, and tho fuel had to bo carried to tho zir
plant this increased distance over that necessary for the electric percussion
drille.”

companies that sink to 500 or 600 feet will be amply rewarded with rich
lodes,

Turn to what the Mysoro Mice has dono ; as long as it worked at shallow
deptbs it did nothing ; now it is a giunt amoogst mines, probibly produc-
ing its qusrter of a milliou sterling and over anunuully in the future. No min-
ing company in this district, with such an examplo beforo it, need in future
despair.  ft will not bo surprising, if, whon promoters of mining companies
become awaro of the spleadid returns that tho Colsr fisld hss mado for 1890,
that they are found to be busy agsin in thia field ; and, should this happen,

ous lsud, will probably be abio to dispose of meny moro blocks of its land
at enhenced prices. It is credibly rumosed that sslea of blocks of its land
are immediately taking place to the Ooregumw, Nuadydroog, snd Balaghat
Companics on equally advantageous terms as have been receantly wade to the
Mysore Company.
