I remawed off two wecks 1 Bustun
and vicimty, visiting friouds in Stoughton, Brock-
ton, Bererly, Salem, Peabody, Winterbil), Cam.
bridge and Watertown. Spending one Sunday in
Steughtun, attended service in the Universalist
Church at 1030 a. » The Mothodist Sunday
schoul meets at 12 M., which I had the privileze
of attending, also their sccial prayer mecting at
7.30 » »  Their sucinl meetings ure livoly,
hardly & mument's pause during tho hour.

As ] remaived almost a week in Beverly, had the
pleasure of attending several meetings. Wednes.
day evening the Young People's prayor meeting
in tho Tirst Baptist Church, when I was sorry to
find that the pausc appeared to oceupy tho greater
part of the time, vot more than seve.: taking pact.
Friday evening [ was present at the eucial meoting
in the Congregntional Church; very few tvok part,
but the romarks of tho pastor wero goud. The
Sunday sorvicus were pleasant and profitable, at
least to me. Was to the morniug service in the
First Baptist Church at 10 30, when Mr, Graut,
the pastor, delivered a goud practical address. At
2.30 r. M. heard the Rev, Mr. Soule, pastor of the
Congregational Church, and at 6.30 r. M. was the
sixty-nimh anniversary of the C. C. Sanday school.
Tho decorations of the house were beautiful, moss
and fern and fluwers in profusion. On the plat.
form were arranged ferns and moss in the form
of a bank, on which were the words ¢ Hitherto
hath the Lord helped us.”

Loaving Boston Oct. 3rd, the day on which the
Infantry was called ont to see how quickly and
strongly they could muster, should it be necessary
for them to assist in the settlement of the *¢ school
question.” The streets wero blockaded for quite
n distance. Took the Michigan Central Jine for
Chicugo o as to have a view of Niagara Falls,
Thursday morning came in sight of Niagara; cross-
ing the bridge had a fair view of the “‘American
Falls,” and a little Jater of the Horse Shos Falls,
Five minutes were allowed us to feast ovr eyes on
the grandeurs of nature. Truly so sublimne a sight
would raise the thoughts from Naturo up to Na-
ture’s God.

On Lord’s
day there are four services—10.30 a. ., the
usual morning scrvico, with the breaking of
bread; 12 u. the Sunday school and Bible class
moet, and I was pleased to seo that the greater part
of the congregation remained to Sunday school.
6 30 ». . tho *“ Young People’s Socioty of Chris-
tian Endeavor ” mieots. [t is one of the mest
interesting meotings that I ever attended, being
conducted by the membera. At 7.30 the regular
evening servico, On Thursday evening is the
toachers and social meeting. Wathin the last three
weoks thore has been six additions by ietter, otc.
The house of meoting is moro comfortable than
oluburate; but they havo a fund for the erection of
a now house, fur which, I understand, tho lot is
purchased.

Minneapolis is one of the largest cities in the
Usion. Tho population is estimated at 140,000,
and the area 35square miles at least. The natural
sconery ig grand, ineluding several boautiful lakes,
tho Falls of St. Anthony and the Falls of Minne-
haha. Among its magnificont structures aro the
West hotel, eight storics high, and occupying a
whole bluck, the Lumber Exchange, nine stories
high; the Chamber of Commerce, Tribune building,
Tomplo Court, Stillman Block, Glass Bluck, ete..
otc. I night also mention Oak Park aud Lake and
Contral Park among the points of interest. And
yot in this great city, with all its magnificenco, it
is sad to sco stores open, mills in operation and
in general littlo regard paid to the Lord’s day. A
very small proportion of the inhabitauis arve
church-going people, and certainly not for want
of churches, for there aro many of different do-
nominations, And yot, undoubtedly, there aro
ouough righteous persons within its precincts to

save the city. Let usat least hopo so.

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LoVING JESUS.

——

So, when they had dined, Jesua saith to Simon I:cler ;
Simon, sun of Junas, lovest thou Me? John xxi. 15,

In the Now Testamont such a question as this
is soldom asked of angyone. Very few speak of
theiv love to Jesus, whilo very many speak of
Jusus love to them. The contrast botweon the
lovo of the Saviour and the love of the saved is so
groat that the latter is rather reluctant to speak of
his love to Jesus at all, and his sentiments aro well
oxprossod by the Indian woman: Me love Jesus
Christ a littlo, and me want to love Him more.”
Jesus has givon the sure marks of thuso that love
Him, and by these marks thoy are to be known
rather than by their own testimony. *“1f yelove
Mo keep My commandments,” ete. ‘‘Heo that
hath My commandments and keepeth them he it is
that loveth Me, and he that loveth Me shall be
1oved of My Father.” ‘¢ Jesus answered, and said
unto him: If a man love Me he wilt keop My words.
He that loveth Mo not, keepeth not My words,"”
otc, (Juhn xiv. 156, 21, 23, 24). These, thon, are
the signs of those who love Jesus and those who
love Him not. The one will keep His words, the
other will not. 1lf we love Him His command-
ments will be our law, and His promises our great
consolativn. He judges and decides men's love by
their actions, because actions speak louder than
words. .

But this was a very special occasion on which
Jesus asks Peter, ¢* Lovest thou Me 1  Potor was

always ready to come to the front. As soon as hs
heard it was the Lord who stood on tho shore he
would not wait to come in the boat with the rest,
but put on his fisher’s coat and sprang into the
water to go to Jesus, and after Jesus had dined
with tho disciples He asked Poter the question. It
was certainly a proof of Peter’s love to cast himsolf
nto the sea to cumo quickly to Jesus. Sull He
asked him if he luved Him, He bad for His
stability formerly called him Peter, or Rock. But
nuw He ignored this name and calls him by his old
timed name—Simon, son of Junas, Notonly so He
asked him if he luved Bim more than these. Somme
understand by ‘‘these” tha boat and fishing utensil~
and that He asked Peter if he loved Him and Bus
service more than he loved the boat, nets and the
fishing empluyment. Had this been His meaning
how readily would the impulsive Poter have
returncd au aflirmative reply. But this part of the
questton he did not answer at all. Wo have no
doubt that Jesus meant by thess the rest of the
disciples present. A short time befuro Peter had
intimated quite clearly that he loved his Master
more than did the rest, yea, more than any other
man.  (Mark xiv. 29), But when the trial camo
hu failed. Now Jesus asked him if he loved Him
myre than these, according to his former t.stimony
of himself. Poter answered firmly, but only for
hunsolf.  Heo had lvarned a lesson of humility, not
tu uadervalue his brothren's faithfulness and extol
his owa.  And Jesas told him to feod His lambs,
Let tho weakest of the fluck know and feel the
teuderness of the chiaf shophord.

Jesus repeats the question, but as Poter had not
answered the last part of it, He lots it drop, and
tcld hiw to feed His sheop. When, however, the
Lord wsked him the aaine question the third time
Potor was grioved. Porhaps he thought Jesus
would not take nis word any moro, aftor he had so
shamofully broken his former promiso of going to
prison and death with Him, and not donying Him,
and thon upon every charge denying that he knew
the Man. e had thres times donied that he know

flim, and tho third time confirmed the denial with
such horrid oaths 03 to make it unnecossary to
accuso him further. Josus asked the guestion juat
as wany timos as Poter had deniod Him, and the
third asking was fitted to bring fresh to his mind
his oaths, and tho loving luok of his Lord which
aponed up all tho fountains of his heart, anl sent
him out of the high priest's palaco woeoping over
his ingratitude and crimes.

But grioved though ho were, he had no other
answoer t 1oturs to Jusus' question,  *¢ Yea, Linrd,
Thou knowest all things.” Thou hnowest wy
former vanity in making rash promises of what 7
would do instead of asking T'hy aid. Thoun knowest
wy cowardice and crime, my inward guilt and cen-
domnation. Thou knowest how Thy loving smile
oncouraged me, ard thy pardoaing love kindled
mine. Notwithstanding all T have dono against
Thee, Thuu knowost that I love Theo  Had Poter
8o injurel o stranger it might Lo diflficnlt, if not
impossible, to prove his love to him, but Jesus
L knew his heart and this encouraged him to attest
his affostion, Jesus' love conquers the hardest
onemy and turns him into & loving friend, and it
can forgive an erring disciple and bind him atil!
closer to His heart.

The Lord had a great work for Peter to accom-
plish, but he needed severe training forit. Though
he was a ruck he was a very moveuable one until
hewn and propared for the Master’s use. On the
coast of Cesarea, Philippi, just after .Jesus had
called him blessed for the confesston he had made,
aud promised to give him the keys of the kingdom
of heaven, he boldly rebuked his Master, because
He forotold of His hotrayal and shameful death.
Jesus called him Satan, and commanded him to get
behind Him as an offence to Him, relishing the
things of men and not the things of God. When
the time drew near Jesus showed that all of the
disciples would be offended because of Him, Peter
again contradicted Bun, aud vainly promised that
he would go to death itself with Him aad not be
oftended, Jesus told him of his fall and left him
to himself, This zave him a proper view of his
own weakness and his need of divine puwer. Being
humbled over his own weakness he could feel fur
the flock of Christ, and patiently fed even the
weakeat whom Jesus calls ** My lambs.”

Jesus now admits that Petor loved Him, that he
had turned, and charges him to strengthen his
brethren, He even shows that what Peter had
promised in his own strength he would yet perfurm
in God’s strength. He would go to prison and to
death fur Jesus and would not deny Him. Of this
ho spoke, signifying by what death he would glorify
Gud. How weak men are in their own strength,
how mighty in the strength of God.

How proper for Jesus to put that questivn not
only to Simon but to every one of us, ¢ Lovest
thou Mo? ' Nothing can be more ceasonable than
tolove Jesus. The law of Gud requires us to love
the Lord our God with all our heart and mind and
soul and streugth ; and to love our neighbor as
ourselves. It showa no mercy to transgressors,
We have all broken it and are cundemned by 1t,
By the deuds of the law no flesh shall be justified.
Jesus pitied us and came from heaven and fultilled
the law which we have broken. Ho theu suffered
the death of the cruss for our sins, died the just
for the unjust that we miught he brought to Gud,
It is most reasunable to love Him who first loved
us. It 18 also casy to love Jesus. Ho is altogether
loveable. What moro could Eo do than He has
dono to gain our aftection ?

Reader, do you love Jesus? Many expect to
love Him 1 the future. This 18 not the questien,
but ¢ Loveat thou 3o ” now?

UN10N OF BAPTISTS AND DISCIPLES
IN CHRISTIAN WORK.

In the Novomber issuo of TH1 CHRISTIAN & con-
tributor asks, ** Why cannot the Disciples and
Baptists unite thoir efforts for the advancement of
the causo of Christ1™ Upon which the co-editor
remarks :

To the quostion suggested by one of our corres-
pondents, Why can't the Baptist and our peoplo
unite 7 we answer, Whatever diflicultios are 1n the
way they Yave hoen put there, not by God, but by
mnn,  Wo reed no basis of union beyond what 1s
already furnished in God's Book. Any other basis
of union has necessarily in it tue scods of its own
dissolution, If we ure wrong lot us give up the
wrong. If we have erected a lino funce let us tear
it down. And if our neighbors are in error lot us
insist that thoy shounld do the eame. But neither
of us should corapromiso what wo understand to be
the truth for the sako of mere organization. We
should be willing, howover, to talk kindly and
lovingly upon points of agreoment as_woll as dis-
agreemont, aud Jike the Bereans of old receive the
word with readiness of mind, and search the scrip-
tures daily whether those thinge are so.

This is well said. [n another part of the same
paper is tho following exhibition of a most admir-
able spirit:

1f asked, Aro you not as liable as others to have
wrong viows of scriptural subjects? we answer,
Wo cortainly are! Not only so, wo regard as our
best friends those who will give us more light, or
will, in a Christian spirit, show us and our readers
tho points in which we may be wrong, or oven the
points in which we differ. Our desire is that both
writers and readers should ** prove all things and
hold fast that which is good.”

Disciples are not infallible. Baptists are not
infallible. Disciples have not completed the cur-
riculum io tho school of Christ. Baptists have not
learned all that may be learned coucerning our
Lord Jesus Christ and His religion. Even editors
are not wholly free from the infirmities which be-
long to mnortals generally. The Bible is, of all the
the booka in the world, alone infallible. 1t is safe
to believe its doctrine—it is right to oboy its com-
mands. The Jaw of the Lord is perfect. In obed-
ietico to the commands of the Divine law there is,
evon hero and now, an excoading great reward,
Those alone are traly blessed who walk in the law
of the Lord  Wo are commanded to keep tho pre-
cepts of thu Lord diligently. The way of moral
cleansing for any man is by taking heed thereto
according to the good word of vur God. The pre-
sence of the Gospel in human hearts gives strength
to resist the sinful suggestions of Satan, Of all tho
sons of men Jesus of Nazareth *¢ did no sin, neither
was guile found in His mouth.” He alone is per-
fect. All Protestant Christians agree in this and
in a belief as to the suprewme excellency of the
Living Oracles. But it is 4 marked peculiarity of
Baptists and Disciples to male, in practice, the
the scripturcs of the O'd and New Tostamonts the
law of life. The New Hampshire Baptist Confes-
sion, widely accepted by Baptists, especially iu the
Northern and Western States, contains tho follow-
ing: ** Wo beliove thal the Holy Biblo was written
by man divinely inspired, and is a perfect treasuro
of heavenly instructinn j that it has God for its
author, salvation for'its end, and truth withnut any
mixture of orror for its matter; that it reveals the
principles by which God will judge us; and there-
fore is, and shall remain to the end of the world,
the true centre of Christian union, and the supreme
s andard by which all human conduct, ~rceds, and
opwions should bo tried. President Wayland in
¢ Notes on the Principlos and Practices of tho Bap-
tists”* says that ip answer to the questions, ¢ What
is tho Baptist Creed? iy is usual to reply, ‘The
Now Teatamont.'” Dr, Armitage in his sdmirable
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History of -tho Baptists " has the following: The
““distinguishing principles of Baptists—theso may bu
tated thus;

“L THAT THE INSPIRED SORIPTURES
CONTAIN THE FULL AND SUPREME
AUTHORITY OF CHRIST IN ALL THAT
REVEALS TO CHRISTMAN FAITH AND
PRACIMCE, WHETHER IN DOCTRINE,
ORDINANCE, THE ORDERING OF A HOLY
LIFE, OR IN THE ADMINISTERING OF
OHURCH GOVERNMENT.” This sentenco he
prints in eapitals. Then hesays, in ordinary type
** These alone must be followed; and all lepislation,
canon, creed or decree, springing from tradition,
ecclosiastical authority, or usage of antiquity, not
enjoined in the Serpiturecs, is to bo resisted and re-
jucted from whatover sourco it may spring, either
insido the local church or outside, as intolerablo
in the faith aund practice of tho churches. Wo find
a wide difforence betwoon a simple confession or
declaration of what the Bible teaches, and an
authoritative croed. What is an authoritative
creed? Dr. Armitage says, ‘‘that it is an
imporative test which must be enforced in the
interest of absolute uniformity.” AlexanderCamp-
bell said in 1832 that‘‘ an authoritative creed”
is an abstract of human opinion eoncerning the
supposed cardinal articles of Christian faith, which
summary is made a hond of union, or torm of
communion” He said that a Christian ought to
oppose every authoritative creed, propared by
philosophers, conferences, synods, or some individ-
ual loader,” “‘as opposed to the wisdom and bene-
volencu of Jesus Christ.” Twenty-fivo years after
he began to advocate the union of Christians on the
original and divine basis. Hesaid: **Our opposition
to creeds arose from a couviction that, whether the
epinion in thewn were true or false, they were hostile
to the union, peace, harmuny, purity, and joy of
Christians, and adverse to the conversion of the
world to Jesus OChrist.” Alexander Campbell,
Francis Wayland, and Thomas Armitage, speak
the same things, in aubstance, on the subject of
of authoritative human creeds. The omission of
the word authoritative from any statomont in
opposition to human declarations of religious faith
renders this statement seriously dufective. The
opposition of these good and grand men was not
to a simple confession or declaration of what the
Bible teaches, but to using this *‘ confession or
declaration™ *‘as an imperative test which muat
be enforced in the interests of an absolute uni*
formity!” or as Mr. Campbell would say, the
waking of such a ducument, *“a bond of union or
term of communion.” But was not Alexarder
Campbell opposed to making any kind of a written
declaration of his faith He wasnot. Hesaid in 1839,
While we are always willing to give a declaration of
our faith and knowledge of the Christian system,
we firmly protest against dogmatically propounding
our own views, or those of any fallible mortal, asa
condition or foundation of church union and co-
operation.” In the Millenial Harbinger for 1846,
page 385, he publishcs a atatement of his faith in
eight distinct propositions or articles. The frater.
nal regad of Mr, Campbell for his Baptist brethren
in 1853 may be read in his work on, **Christian
Baptism, with its Antecedents and Congequents.”

BODY, ONE SPIRIT, AND ONE HOPE,” this
volume is repectyully and affcctionately inscribed by
THE AUTHOR."

Note this language, * To Baptists of every name,
* % % % gapecially to thoso who, otc.” Does not
this mean: ** Especially to those BAPTIS1S who
plead for union and co-oporation,” etc.?

Was this kindly Christian fecling genoral among
those of whom Disciples are wont to spenak as *‘the
fathers?” Dr., Richardson, the chosen biographer
of Mr. Campbell, saaid in March, 1866, the year and
the month of Alexandor Campboll’s death, that
“geclesinstically and formerly connected with the
Baptists as wo wore in tho beginning, we have never
beun wholly separated from them; for, in spite of
misunderstanding, and the efforts of a fow to creato
differonces, thers have cons:antly bsen mere or
less intorcommunion and fraternal intercourse. At
no time have we separated ourselves, or denied
tollowship to a Baptist broth:r, or refused to reo-
ceivo a8 2 momber one accredited Ly letter from a
Baptist church. We have, in reality, over claimed
the Baptists as our brothren, Wo have never
admitted that there was any juat cause for division
between us, and have constantly chorished the hupe
that a httle timne would terminate all unprofitable
controversies, and swoeten the ascerbity of feeling
produced in cortain cases by the speculative polemics
of a tuo earnest opiniomsm.” [f any man under-
stood “‘the fathers” De. Richiardson certainly did.
He says that when visiting Mr. Campbell a short
time before his death, and speaking to him of union
hetween Baptists and Disciples, ¢*he expressed
himself as greatly dehighted with it, and earnestly
in favor of consumumating it upon a true scriptural
basis. He said it would indeed bo a great achieve-
ment if all baptized believers counld bho united in
one comwmunion, and would work wondors in re-
gard to the spread of the truth and the cunversion
of the world.

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ORDAINED OR DETERMINED—WHICH.

And as many as were ordained to eternal life, besioved.
—Common Version, dcts xiti, 43,

And as many as were determined for eterzal life,
believed,—Doddridye.

In the discussion of the scripture at the head of
this article, two positions are generally taken,
which are fairly vxprossed by the two translations
given. The position of those who would retain the
word **ordain” in this scripture is thus expressed :

‘¢ A divine ordination is the cause, not the effect,
of any man’s believing.” If a ** divine ordination
is the cause "’ of our believing, then thero can be
no belief without this *‘ cause; ™ and man is thus
relieved of all responsibility in the macter, But,
will the scriptures austain such a theory ! We
think not. If this position cannot ‘bo sustained,
then it is evident that tv translate tho word here
rendered *‘ordain is a mistake, The Word of
God is its own best interpreter. ** Lot God be
true,” whatever mnay beconme of the theories of men.

In Acts x. 34, 35, wo read: **Of a truth [ perceive
that God is no respecter of persons ; but m every
nation he that fears Him, and worketh righteonsness
It would hardly seem
possiblo to misunderstand this scripture, The
spirit of God, by the mouth of Puter, says : ““Ged
is no 1espocter of persens.” Does not this plain
declaraticn conflict with the theory under consid-
eration? How can it bo true that ** God 18 no
rospecter of persons,” when, at the same time, we
are to undorstand that only such can believe as
have been caused to do 8o by a ¢ divine crdina-
tion 7” Does Ho not have a apecial respect for

those whom Ho ¢ ordains to eternal life,” that-
thoy may bo thus-moved to believe, and coms to:

Again, wo read fr m IL Potor, iii. 9: *The Lord
18 nut slack concorning His promises, as somo men
count slackness; but is long-suffering to ts-ward, 1ot
willing that any shculd perieh, but that all hould
como to repertauce,” This plain seripture, too,
gives no support to the theory that only such can
beliove, and cometo repontance as havo been beforo
“‘ordained to oternal life.” The Lord having *‘died
for all," is still waiting, “*not willing any should
perish,” but is manifesting His goodness, that by
this mon may bo led to repentance. *‘Or despisoth
thou the richos of his goodness, and forbearar ce,
and long-suffering ; not knowing that the goodiless
of God leaduth thee to repentance.” Rom. ii.4,10
Thus it is scen that the *¢ goodneas of God " is the
cause of mon believing and coming to ropentanco,
and not a *° divino ordination,” as some would’ baVo
us think,

By theso and other scriptures that mlnhc b
named, it is evident that tho-theory of a ** dwmo
ordination " as the cause of faith, is not susfamod
by the scripture,

Lot us next consider the other sido of -this
question, as expreseed by the trapslation of Dr.
Doddridge and others : *“ As muny as wore deter-
mined for etornal life, believed,” and soo how this
agrees with the word of tho Lord. In the first
place, let it bo noted, that the same Greok word,
which, in this verse under discussion, is transla-
ted *‘ordain,” isin Acts xv. 2, correctly rendered
‘ determined.” Hero it ia used to oxpress ‘the
state of the mind of the brothren. *¢They. deter~
mined that Paul aud Barnabas, and certain others
of them, should go up to Jerusalem unto the upodﬁes
and elders about *‘a cortain question that ‘was
troubling them. Thatis they were dispubed, ot
determined, tosend these brothren up to Jorusalsm
to sottle this question. To apply this rendermg
to the scripture under consideration we will -scé
that it makes a completo harmony with all patallsl
passages, and may thus be relied on as the coroct
translation of this much disputed scripture, =~

Again, the very nature of the faith by which wé
‘“lay hold on oternal life * involvas the will of the
believer. There will bo no ** belief to the aving
of the soul,” unless there is a desire, a determmu
tion, to be saved. Christ says: *‘If any man
willeth to do His will, he shall know of the teachmg
whether it be of God.” Johu vii. 17. Men m"st
be willing to believe, and obey God befors they ¢an
have an experimental knowledge of the Cbmtmh
religion, Many scriptures might be gquoted” 1n
proof of this proposition, but the following. afe
thought sufficient for our present purpose, ¥ With
the heart man believeth unto righteousness.” Rom,
x. 10, Again, If thoun believest with all' thine
heart thou mayest. Acts viii. 37. Tho mam_of
Yithiopia had heard Philip preaching Ji esus, and had
a desire to obtain eternal life ; hence, his’ reaameas
to believe the preaching, and to show his faith ‘by
his obedienco. Being ¢ determined for etqrgnl
life" caused him to beliove what he  heard,
and domg the will of God gave him the éxpér t
mental knowledgo, so that ‘*he went on h(s wny
rejoicing.”

'Tuke again the case of the conversion ¢f the
threo thousand on Pentecost, Peter had preached
Christ to these people, and had convicted theft

of their great sin, and had awakened in themi t
desire or determination to be saved ; henct théir
earuest question, ‘‘ Men and brethren, what “ahall
we do?' Acts ii. 37. The answer was, Ré‘
pent and be baptized every ono of you in the name
of Jesus Christ for the romission of sms, -and’ yeo
shall roceive the gift of the Holy Spirit.” Now
we read in verse 41 that ‘thoy that gladly ré-
ceived His word wore-baptized.” This shows' tho
state of the mind. of at least throo thousand oh
that occasion, Doubtless there were’ iany Amdng
those wha heard that day, who were not: ‘diapbied
to bollove, honce they dld uot receive tho word'
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As many as gladly rocoived His word, or *‘as
many as wore determined for otornal life " be.
lieved and wore baptizod, and wero added to tho
saved.

Tu recapitulate. We think we have medo it
cloar that to rendor this vorss as in the common
vorsion conflicts with the plain tvaching of the
word of God, hence cannot be correct. \Weo have
also shown that the same word which in this verse
is tronslated ** ordain," is correctly remdered in
Acts xv. 2 ““ dotormined.” Jt has also boun shown
that the wurd determined, or disposed, expresses a
state of the mind ossential to a geriptural faith.
And from the instances givon it is plain that such
was the actual atate of the heart and mind of thoso
who did beliove, and gladly receive, the word of the
apcstles. We therofore boliove it to be in har-
mony with the tvachings of the Spirit to read this
ascripturo as follows: ‘‘As many as wero doter-
mined for oternal life, bolivved.”

It is hoart that wins. It is heart that conquers.
The Leart conquers becauso it wins,

God is love. God is omnipotent because God is
love. DMau's strength is in man’s hoart, A mighty
muscle i8 yet a flabby muscle, unless it bo filled
with the bloud of a largo warm hoart. A mighty
brain is yet a weak brain, if underneath it there
lio a sluggish heart. A small hoart will shrivel a
largo purse. A large heart will awell a smalt
purse, It takes more power tosubdue mankind
into loving obedience than it does to dash mankind
to pieces. The Almighty’s arm can dash man to
pieces. It takes the Almighty's heart to buird man
up and save him. There is no mastery liko heart
mastery. ‘‘I know men,’ said Napnleon, *‘ and I
know that Jesus Chriat was not a man. Every-
thing about Him astonishes mo. His spirit over-
whelms me. Alexander, Charlomagne and I have
conquered empires, but upon what rests the croation
of our geuius! Upon forco! Jesus Christ cou-
quered His empire by love, and to-day there are
millions that would die for Him.”

Wo talk of the failure of tho church to reach the
masses. In our towns and cities of the United
States, thore is a population ranging all the way
from fifty-two to seventy-one per cent. that never
attonds any service of the church, except it be a
funeral. In this respect, the church is not hike its
groat Head, even Jesus the Christ, for the common
people heard Him gladly. The church is hard and
cold, the Mauster waa warm and tendor,

The church is concerned with dogma. The
Master was concern.d with duty to the perishing
whom He came to seek and to save.

The church wrangles over theories. The Master
was loving and practical. The church has all the
brain and all the bullion that is necessary for the
accomplishment of its work, It lacks that other B,
namely, benovolence. It lacks heart. We talk
about tho neod of system, aud of organization,
my conviction is that what wo most need ia life.
With more life we can do with less organization.
Lifo will systematize itself with great simplicity.
The church has ever been full of the discussion of
the details of organization. Tho Master wis fall
of life, He is full of lifo.

The church talks about the methods of gotting at
men, Christ loved mon and gave Himself for
them,

He gave his infalliblo teaching. He gave His
holy example. He gave His resources of super-
hutian power in miracle. He gave His loving
ministries for the sick and sad and weary and
hungry., Yea! He gave all theso, but Ho gave

more—muck more Hegave Himself, Men give their.

monoy, their doctrmes and dogmas ; they give their
creeds and thoories, their counseland their crotchots
thoir opinions; their songs and sormons, their
talont and oratory, OChrist gave Himself, That
was a wonderful life thet Paul lived. That was a
wonderful service that Paul rondered. How now
aro wo to account for a servico so wonderful, a lifo
oo full of grandeur? Chriet's love was the inspira-
twn of Paul's life and service. The world’s salva-
tion is not the triumph of genius, or of intelloct,
It is the trinmph of heart. Abounding as was the
life of Christ, it was nuv match for an unrogenorato
world until it was poured out for the world,

Christ did not draw all men unto Him by the
splendor of Risgmiracles, nor by the beauty of His
toachings, nor by the sinlessnees of His conduct.
He drew all mer unto Himaolf by being lifted up—
by the cruss. Even God's measurelees love had to
be focalized before it wae sufficiont to draw the
world. It was focolized at the cross, 1 care not,
my brother, how your life may abound in wealth,
in culture, in education or accomplishment. It is
all worth nothing to yourself and worth nothing to
the world uutil you lay it down, until you pour it
out, The life mnust not only be flled, it must be
omptied also, before it can save a soul, and the
largust fulness will come by the completest empty-
ing.

I seo Paul as ho spends his nfe and allows it to
bo spent for the Corinthians, saying, that he is
willing thus to do though the more abundantly he
loves the less he be loved.

I sco him in his stripes and imprisonments, i
his stonings, in his perils, by land and by sea ; in
hie perils among robbers and his perils among false
hrethren; in his hungerings, thirstings and fast-
ings so often. 1 soe all this, and 1 ask, How did
Paul live such a life? Let Paunl answor: The love
ufl Christ constraineth me, said he. Paul's heart
had been touched. It had been touched by a
higher heart, a larger heart. L>t Paul answer
again: The life I nuw live, I live not of mysoelf, but
by faith in the Son of God who loved me and gave
Iimself for me,

Mighty are the triumphs

A WORTHY WALKX.

To walk worthy of our high calling is to walk in
love. We must be of one mind and one heart. The
unity of God’s children is the essential element 1n
the Christian’s life.  Without it all clse is vain.
However we may walk, and whatever may be our
servico of faith, nothing will avail without
a loving united service, ** Our ** work of faith
always includes the * labor of love."” The love of
Gud in our souls is the cemeut of the chucch. By
this souls are mingled and united as one. And till
thero is this oneness or unity of hearts all our efforts
towards a worthy walk must be vain and worthless,
Road carefully Paul's lotter to the Phillippians.
Hero you will find that the Christian walk or life
hinges on tho unity of the church. ‘¢ Lot your
manner of life ba worthy of tho Gospel of Christ
that whether I come and see you, or be absout, I
may hear of your state that you stand fast in one
spirit with one soul, striving for tho faith of the
gospol.” ““ Fulfil yo my joy, that ye be of the
same mind, havinyg the same love, being of one nc-
cord, of one mind.” ‘¢ Nevertheless whereto wo
have attained, let us walk by the same rule, lot us
mind the samo things,” I beseech Eucdia and I
besecch Syntyche to ba of the same mind in the
Lord,” Thislove and unity with ecach other brings
ug into the fellowship with the Father and with His
Son Jesus Christ. “* If we say we have fellowship
with Him and walk in darkness, we lie and do not
the truth. But if we walk in the light as He is in
the light, we have followship one with another.”

In this we see that our union with God depends.

upon our union with cach other. To be out with
my brother ia to ba out with God. To walk in the
light is to walk in love and peaco with each other,
and this only is & *‘ worthy walk.” Thexe is an
apparent unity among brothron sometimes where
there is not this ¢ law of love.” How do we ac-
count for this? The same as in all associations,
They are libld togother by the law of sucizl affinity
rather than by love, In all such union you will
tind only those who are equal in social standing and
in natural and like affinities. This is caste, and
should be cast out of religious eociety — snd is,
wherever love is allowed to dwell. This kind of
union or aflinity of like natures is not the kind that
oits down with ** publicans and sinnors.” Tho
unity of Christian hearts is above the likes aud
dislikes of uoregenerated nature. It is a union
begutten by the love that soeks not her van; a love
that is withont dissimulation, a love that ¢ minds
not high things, but condescends to men of low
estato.” This love of God so deep, so strong,
not only unites us to the finite, but to the infinite.
We are all one in Christ, The fatherhood of God
is alwaya found in the brotherhood of man. The
relation of father and son is veciprocal. To become
a son or child of God, we becone His possession
and He bocomes our portion, For ** the Lord’s
possessions is His people,” and the Lozd is the
purtion of His people.” \Wo know that this
blessed sacred union and wmutual possession can
only be effected by love, as persons can posiess
persons only by mutual saympathy and communion
and love. We can 81y that ‘“ thou art mine ” only
when wo say ‘“ wo ure thine,” Horo is where we
seo the true Chcistian life or **worthy walk,” a
life of love, for love is our life, ¢ what thou lovest
thou livest,” It is the root, the ground and the
centre of life. Hence our life is in God, for
wherever we fiud luve we find God, for * God is
love.” This principle of life is too broad to be
narrowed or limited by the narrow ties of blood
relation, or to be made subservient to the modern
customs of socioty. It embraces in its domain the
world, tho rich, the poor, the high, the low, the
friend, the foe. It makes of all one new man in
Christ, and s0 makes peace. It broaks down all
the divisions that destroys the happiness of man,
It destroys all hatred and strife that so mars the
prosperity of society, It is the principle that en-
riches onr whole nature, not a part of it, so thay’
wo escapo narrow-mindedness; and although life's
circle is cut into segments, ¢ yet all lines are equal
if drawn from the centre to the circumference.”

It would be the height of folly to suppose that
any life is worth livin; that has not this love and
unity of hearts. The word of God has no place
for a religivn that has not this union, It discards
in the strongest terms all service that is not actu.
ated with love. ¢ It is as worthless and as useless
as ‘sounding brass oc a tinkling cymbal.' "

We are conscious howgver of the fact that this
unity of life and heart is respected by many, both
theorotically and practically, They profess to be-
liove that as we are so diverse in our nature, and
8o multiform in our ideas and opiniors, it would
be uttorly impossible tu be united in heart. The
fallacy of this is scen in the history of the primi.
tivo church. The early disciples wore, evidently,
as diverse in their nature as we are, and yet they
were one in Christ. If our constitutional and
theoretical differences compel us to divide in re-
ligious matters, why not divide us in our secular
matters? How isit that two or three or more can
co-uporate in a joint stock cowpany, but in the
more important business for the Lord thoy dis-
cover that their like. and dislikes are so different
it is impossible to co-operate? Aa half-eye cun
seo that the difticulty is not in the diversity of
nature and opinions, but the lack of love which is
the cementing prinociple. Who would suppose
that wood, brick and stone could not be united
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by cement bocause the substances wore hotoro.
genous in their nature? XLove, like cement, is of
that nature and power that it unites all kinds to
which it adheres. Whea the cluldren of Ged
walk in the love of God then will all differences
sink into insignificance. Thoy will be as little
trouble as the difforences in a well-ordored family.

But wo are asked again, How is it possible to
unite with those who diseard the doctrines of the
Gospol 1 This is another question and foreign to
our lino of thought. We aro talking about the
unity of the children of God. He who does not
obey the doctrine of -Christ 18 not a child of Gud,
and with such wo have no union, He who rejects
the truth, through the obodience of which salva-
tion is received, need not expect to find the joy
and peaco thiat are found in the union and com-
munion of the children of Gud. The division we
rogret and lament, and which we consider the
greatost evil in the religious world, is the division
among the cluldren of God. This divisivn is not
ouly soen in churches of differen: denominations,
but in churches of the same ordor. It is this
division that is destructive of a worthy Christian
life.

The fearful evil of this division is seen in the
fact that it is caused by our notions and whins, or
our opinions, which we would not dare for vur life
to hold them essential to ouraalvation, We might
name a number of dogmas or opinions that are
dividing the hearts of Gud’s peuple and destroying
the peaco and hartaony of families, and gendering
strife, hatred and animosities; and thus destroying
the church of God. And at the same time not one
of these opinious will save a soul if accepted or
condemn if rejected. How strange! How incon-
sistent that 1 should withdraw my charity and
sympathy from a brother who differs from me, and
at the samo time admit that he is a Christian, and
hence a saved man! If I believe God has accepteé
bim, what am I that I should reject him}? ¢ Will
I prejudge His justico and become the god of
God 1

It was these kinds of mistakes and this kind of
church life and Christian walk that gave rise to
the grand **Plea”™ of the Disciples of Christ.
This plea is not to leseen tho differonces by har-
monizing, if possible, our understanding of the
various opinions, but it is to hold as authorita-
tive only such doctrines as. is absolutely essen-
tial to our salvation; to make such essential truth
ovly essential to Christian union and fellowship,
or, in other words, to make the conditions of sal-

vation identical with the conditions of Christian
union. Lut us ho)d to this plea as there is no
other pessible ground of Christian nnion. If we
raise any objection to a brother’s actien, viz., to
withhold our sympathy and our charity from him,
Jot us be sure that the action is an essential chan-
nel of his salvation. But if we will persist in
declaring ourselves opposed to cortain action and
thereby sowing strife among bretbren over princi-
ples that will not condemn him, let it be nnder-
stood that such a courso is a forfeit of the grandest
plea since the world began, and such a life is
unworthy our high calling, H. M.

HOW TO BECOME WISE UNI0
SALVATION,

—

And that from & child thou bast known the Holy
Scriptures, which ave able to make thec wise unto sal-
vation, through faith which is in Christ Jesus,—II.
Timothy iii 15.

Thus the aged Apostle Paul wroto the youthful
Timothy. The firat thing to notice is this, that Tim.
othy needed to be made wise unto salvation, and this
we all nead—you need it, I need it, everyone noeds
to be made wise unto salvation. There aro many
wise men in tho world—wise-kings, wise rulers,
wise judges, merchants, teachers, politicians, but
thoy are not wise unto salvation, They may be
wise to mako money, and wise to keep it after
they have made it, .but unless Jesus. Chriat has

been mado wisdom unto them, thoy are all equally
fools as rogards salvation; for ¢ what shall it
profit a man if he gain the whols world and loso
his own soul.” Has God made us wise unto sal-
vation? You have been tanght a gooed deal; you
know a groat many things; do you kaow Jesus
Christ1 Do you know God? This knowledgoe is
lifo; all other knowledge without this knowledge
18 but fuel for the fire, ar d adds to the fierconess
of the flames,

Sccondly, you will seo, 1f you look at the verse,
that it is not the Bible that makes us wise by
itaelf. The apostle duos not say that the Hoiy
Scriptures are able to make us wise unto salva-
tion, but only in one way—** through faith that is
in Chriat Jesus,” that ovon the Biblo does us any
roal good. A man msy know all tho Bible by
heart; he may boe ablo to read it in Hebrew and in
Greek; he may be able to teach others to under-
stand it, and yet be a fuol so far as salvation is
concerned. It is not tho knowledue of the Bible
that eaves, or that makes really wiso; it is the
koowledgo of Jesus Christ und God in Bim. Itis
not the more knowledgo of the contents of the
Bible, but tho bolief of what they contain, and
especially concerning Gud the Father, the Sou,
and the Holy Spirit, that makes us wise unto
salvation,

To know is good; it is the first step, but if you
stop there you. have gained nuthing. If you do
not go on from knowing to believing, from be-
lioving to doing, and from all to loving, you can
never be wise unto ealvation.

Thirdly. Even a child may bo wise unto salva-
tion. Timothy began well, for he began early.
Heo had a podly mother, and he was taught to
kuow the Sériptures when young. Every child

.should bo taught to know the Bible. The mother

should teach her little ones to know the Scrip-
tures, as Timothy's mother taught him; ¢ that
hke-him I may become wise unto salvation,” and

.if young in years and have no mother or can find

no teaching at home, then go to Svnday school,
ask your teacher to be a mother to you, and to
teach you as Timothy was taught. Your teacher
will open the meaning of the Word to you, and
through God's blessinz on your mutual efforts,
you may become wise uoto salvation. But, best
of all, there is no teacher like God. 1f God does
not teach you the teaching of the most godly
mother and all her prayers will be in vain, If
Gud does not teach you by His Holy Spirit all the
labors of your wminister and of your teachur- are in
vain. They may wmake yon wiser and better, but
1t is only God the Holy Spirit who can make you
wise. Ask Gud, therefore, to be your teacher.
They ars woll taught whom God ¢ aches. 1 know
one who wrote thase words: * Thou, through Thy
commandmoents, hast made mo wiser than mine
enemies.” And this same man wrote: ““ I have
moro understanding than all my teachers” And
the reason he gives is this: ¢ For Thy testi-
monies aro my meditation ?  Now, if you ask G..d
Bo will give you the Holy Spirit; Ho will como
into your heart; then He will open your under-
standing: He will open youc mind in the knowl-
edgo of Jesus; Ho will tonch ard bend your will;
He will quicken your conacience, and throuch be-
lief of the Word He will make you wise unto
salvation,

Fourth. Itis the H .y Scriptures slono which
are ablo to make you wise unto salvation. Other

booke will make you wise in other things. One
book toll you how to get rich; another how tu got
well when you are ill. Quae tells how you may
become eotegant, graceful, learned;, anvther tells
you all about fureign lands, and how to get there.
But tho Bible alone tells you how to get to
heaven, how to escape hell, how to be rich in the
next world, having yvur treasure and your heart
in heaven; the Bible alune tells you how you may
be wise uuto salvation, M.

If this blessing wero enjoyed by all
mankind, then the power of Satan in our world
would be broken, the wrath of Guod impend-
ing over our fallen tace would be romoved, misery
and death would give place throughout the whole
abodo of mnan to gladness and unending life. It
is ain which hlights every scene of beauty; sin,
which is the worm that gnaws at every human
henrt; sin, which iufuses an olement of bitterness
into ovory cup of human enjoyment. This prayer
is to west the wants of every wan, from the high-
ost to tho Jowest of mankind. Whatever else is
done for wan little is effected if he is atill left
under the power of sin, Ho may be educated and
refined, but sin still ruling in his hearc will
blight all his happiness. He may be surrounded

by all the pleasures which wealth can purchase or
jmagination can conceivo, but left still to the in-
tlueuce of a corrupt nature his juy will bo inscoure
aud transiont.

Again, the apostle prays that ‘‘ our whole apirit,
soul aund body, be preserved blameless unto the
coming of our Lord Jesus Chriat,” or, in othet
words, filled with the love of Christ and kept by
His divine power unto His coming, for we know,
according tv His word, He is coming with all the
kaly angels to proclaim that time will be no more.
May we then be ready to render our account with
joy rather than with grief, so that wo shall enter
1o through the gates to that colestial city where we
csn praiss Him who has washed us in His own
most precious blood.
