thought.and labor, and of which of course the provi-
sional or other directors shall be presumed to be the
judges. And we nust say here that we hope the said
Board of Directors, respectable men as sone, or all
of them are known to be, have fully weighed the re-
sponsibility they assune in lending their namles to any
scheme of flotation having such a bourne for its base
of operations. Oe of them, a man of well known in-
tegrity has already had good reasons to regret having
ever lent lis name to an enterprise which a few years
ago becam e the talk of the town for a season or two.

We believe the promoter is quite as well known in
London (E. C.) as in Montreal. A word to the wise is
enough here also.

INTER-IMPERIAL TRADE.

We are frequently asked by manufacturers in
Ontario for information concerning trade in other por-
tions of the Empire, and as we have already largely
availed ourselves of Sir M. G. Mulhall's interesting
recent paper in the Contemporurg, we cannot perhaps
do better than reproduce that portion of it dealing with
the colonies of the eastern hemisphere.

The group of colonies, including British India, Cey-
Ion, Straits Settlement and Mauritius, shows invariably
an excess of exports, the following table conprising
both merchandise and bullion :

Witlh the closing of navigation in November there
cones a luil in the business activity, vhich is depen-
dent upon the ocean steamers and other vessels iavinfg
the main ort of Canada open. IHowever the shipping
convenieces of alifax a t. John may be developed,
or those of Portlanid be made more attractive for Cana-
dian freight, Montbreal will ever remain the great port
of this Dominion, and its temporary elosure during
winter a hindrance to trade. This gives such inpor-
tance to tie question of harbour improvemient1, as the
shorter the time the port is open the greater should be
its capacity to handile wiatever business ogfers in the
limited tine. The bank returns every November bear

ont tElis view by sbowing how business contracts as
the shipping disappears.

Last mionth the circnlation shranilk fromt $41,580,000
to $40,143,000, a decline of $1,437,000. Last year the
cirenlation on Nov. Ist stood at $35,055,000, and on1 the
30th at $35,202,000, a decrease in the mssonth of $603,-
000, the percent>age of t'e fall being close ipon two

per cent. This year the fall in November was nearly
three aud a ialf per cent. But tise circulation having
risen in October to a higher figure tIma ever before, il
was to ie expected that the reverse action would be
proportionate to te exceptional rise, as the sudden in-
crease of circulation in thc fill), anil its rapid iecrease aI
the touch of winter, are closely related plenomena. A u
Uunsuaîlly hCgh bide always carries back when it turns,
a larger volume of water than the ordinary tide. The
circulation at close of November was Re millions in
excess of the amuno aiii t sane date 180, and there is
every prospect of its voiumse exceeding that of a iîsusi-
ber of preceding years. Wc trust this nay be the case
as the storekeepsers will lie grcatv lhclped by the sales,
which will be made shiould currentt mîoney be pleitifu>l.

The current loans and discoiuts declined in Novem-
ber from $203,485,000 to $205,724,000, a fall of
$2,701,000. The shrinikage iu current louas and dis-
counts during Noveimber is part of the saune mnovement
of trade whicls caused a declinie in circulation. While
bte crops are beinug moved seaward. or into storage by
grain and produce biuyers, thseir operations are assisted
by loans fron tie banliks, aindl their obligations are
liquidated as tlsey pass on the goods to foreign pur-
chasers. The expunsion anti contraction of loans and
niote-issues which goes on without i>îecting bie moniey
mnarket in Canada to any appreciable extent are tributes
to thie wisdomss of Our currency systems.

WiVe commiiiiend a study of these imouvemsesnts u the
Secretary of the Treasury at Washiiigton ose new
sceme for a change in the currecy systei of tie
United States shows that he has not realized the enor-
mous superiority of the Caiadian plhtn by which tbe
supply of currency at-certain seasons is adapted to bhe
iseeds of trade alios as autoiiatically isa il ter-
moneter registers changes in temperatiure. The

Secretary clings to the systemt of basing the circulation
of banks upon thir stock of.Goveriient bonds, so that
each bank must eitber keep on hand confauonsl y the1
maximui of note-issues that may be called for, or ibe
all coistantly in the market sel ling and buying bouitls
in anticipation of a demssald for th'Jir notes, or ii cont.
sequence of:their cirçulationhaving decreased, This;

arrangement is a very cluusy device which has nothing
to recommeind it froui a curreney standpoint, it is a

mere scheme for keeping afloat an enorimous amount of
Governmnisot bonds at the expense of the banks vhich
nust abandon their circulation, or be bondholders ou

a large. scale.

Since Jaunary this year the banks have increased
their credit balances in the United Kingdoim fromn
$9,623.000 to $10,579,000. This increase of fonds by
seven millions. held in the old land, indicatesq the
large extent of our expors this yïear. which doubtlesi
has given considerable business o the banks which is
some compensation for their living so large a sum as

106 millions placed where it is nlot eaing a much as
they w ould lika.

The deposits in Noveiber reached 5210,230,000, in
January they stood at $103,452,000. The increase of

$U, 178,000 in these funfds during the current year is
iîunprecedented. Slould these funîîds fail to finid a more
reamunerative outlet, than they are doing at present the

banks will have to consider the advisability of a further
reduction iii the rate of interest.

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NEW POSTAL AFFAIRS.-
Instructions liave beei sent to post-offices thrOugh-

ot the Dominion (as already aniticipated hère) that on
and' afte~r the 1st January, 1808, the pôstage on letters
originating'in Canada addressed to the United Kingdon
iind ail other parts of the British Eupire (whieb is now
five cents per luif-ounce) will be rcdueed to three cents
Ser ounce; iii other words, the saine as now froin
Canada to the United States. Thiis will not imply any
corresponding reduction in the rate on letters comhing
froin the United Kingdon or british Possessions
abroad, which will still be prepaid at the present postal
union rate of five cents per half-ounce.

Tie attention of the Departinent lias been called to
certain cases in which newspapers have been sent froin
offices of publication free of postage to persons wlho
were not regular subscribers iii the seuse inîtended by-
the law. Postm1asters are henceforth req uested to bear in
mind that no persoin can be considered as a sibscriber
to a paper or periodical who has not himsielf ordered it.
This will bear hardly upon papers, of which many
have becn establislhed within late years, that have
practically no circulation except such copies as are
selt to advertisers 'to check their advertisements with."
The regulation is not to be understood as iiterfcring
with an occasional subscription by one individuial oni
behalf of another as an act of private eourtesy or kind-
ness, but it is intended te prevent in general the
recognition as subscribers-so far as free postage on
papers to their address is concernel-of persons whose
.names have been furnislhed to newspaper orices with-
out their knowledge and whose alleged suîbszriptions
are being paid in wyhole or iii part by other parties.
The general principle to be kept in view is that one
person citiot iake another a subscriber; and if post-
idasters fiad that the titinuiber of papers being sent fre
from any particilar olice has been suddenly and largely
augmieinted, they muay properly ask for evidence that
thoeiw naimes arc those of stbsuribers ii the legal
sense. The responsibility wi \v avays rest nipot pub-
lishers of proviiig, whei cailed upion to do so, that the
papers they seind free, or desire to send free, are legally
entitled to that privilege. Postmnasters are urged to
eKercise 'vigilaince iii order to prevent nîewspapers sent
froc, to subscribers, or samîple copies. being made the
vehicle for the free conveyanîce of circulars, handbills,
&c. A nly editioi of a paper found to contain such
illegal enclosures may be detainud until postage at the
rate of one cent per four oeuîces to each address lias
been paid on the whole.

The Departuiet desires to imake known that there
is ne objection to the use by the public of private post
cards with a reply card attached, provided the reply

portion of the card complies witi the conditions laid
down for private post cards iin general, and bears at the
timue of posting a separate one cent stamp.

The United Kinrgdon haS imade arrangeinetnts undter
vhich, by the paylimt of ai extra fee, letters and par-

cols, the delivery of which is urgent, uay be delivered
by special iessenger inuiinediately after arrival at the
ollice of destination. This extra fee cainioit in tihe case
Of letters be prepaid; it will be collccted fron the ad-
dresso ait the rate of 3d, or six cents, for each mile the
1ëther bas tO be cionveyed 'from the oltice of-address. ïl
t4i ease of partàls thooe10, which . .5d, or te» couts,.¢4u

le prepaiiÏ lùe contry of origin; buf in cases-Wlibie
the addressee resides-at a distance from the offiée of-de-
livery, a special charge muay be made on delivery net
exceeding the fee for inland transportation, less the 5d
prepaid. Express letters and parcels shoald be planily
marked witb the word " Express."

Hereafter the deductions made by the British postal
departient froin the aioutts of mnoney orders issued
on "tirough" countries and colonies will be as follow :
lFor orders, not exceedinîg £2, 3d; for orders exceeding
£2, but not exceeding £6, Gd; for orders exceeding £6,
but niot exceeding £10, Od. Tie Orange Free State in
Southi Africa will enter the Postal Union on the Ist
January.

Postiasters are asked to correct the list of pro-
hibited articles for France iii the "Table ot Parcel
Raites," etc., on page LXVII of the Postal Guide by
striking out tLhe words "gold or silver articles, jewel-
lery, lace. objects of art" and substituting therefore
the following : Gold niust be al least 18 carat and
silver niust be up to the French stauidéîrd.

A direct exchange of parcels betweein Canada and
.Bermuda, by the Pickford and Black steamers, sailing
frons Halifax every four weeks, will go into effect on
January 1, 1898. The postage rate on parcels to and
froin ßermnuda by this route will bu 10 cents for the
first pound and 12 cents for each subsequent pound
or fraction thereof.

LPostmaster Mulock appears determineid that the
trust he is elected to perform for tie country will not
fail through any supiieness oun his part. We venture
te prediet that these are but the first steps in a much
needed refornatioi.

As bearing upon this suîbject, we may add that eer-
tiI ncessary provisions have been made regarding the
entry of parcels and packages fron abroad through the
iails. On the arrival Of a parcel at the post-office the

postinaster mu nst offer a label, haviiig a space for the
custons stamp, and the parcel nust net be delivered un-
til this lias bec stanped by a custons collector.
eitier "free of duty " or " duity paid." The package is
to be sent to hie nearest collector of custois, and it
passes to aud frein this ofice for inspection free of
postage. Provision is made for the tracing of parcels
by imeans of registers to be kept by postnasters and
collectors. At certain places postinasters are allowed
to make collections under the custoins manifest.. All
mail packages of value greater than $10 must be enter-
ed in the regular forn of custois entry and packages
througl from Great Britain will hereafter, as far as
possible, be dealt with the saine as those from the
Unitedl States. But parcels from the United States
must be left open so that they can be inspected at any
tine, while packages from Great Britain miiay be closed.

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THE PROPOSED U.S. OURRENSIcY RÉJFOR1M.

IL will be interesting to note the views takei in the
World's great monetary centre concerning the scheine
for the reforni of Cte CUited States currency as sub-
mitted to Congress recently by the Secretary of the
Treasury, Mr. Ly'mani Gage. A lthoughi there is but little

prospect tlat the plan -will be adopted, its main provi-
siois are vorthî noting.

. The scienie proposes "l to establish, separate and
apart fron the ordinary operations of the Treasury as
they relate to revenue aiid expenditure, a departnient,
to b designated the issue and Redemption Division."
This departibnent is to have transferred to it from the

generai fund in the Treasury $125,000,000 ii gold, te
be used only for Lthe redemption of the Governument paper
monîey, as vell as all the silver coin and bullion now
held agaiist the issues of silver certificates and Trea-
sury notes. lit otlher vords, the Treasury is to be re-
lieved of all Le i fuitionis it at present discharges in
connectioit hLli t lie uper curreincy of the counutry,
these being transferred to t he new issue department.
F1urther, the National ianks are to be authorised to de-
posit with the Treasury greenbacks, silver certificates
and Treasury notes, to thec aggregate amount of $200,-
000,0CO, and to issu. againist such deposits their own
notes to a like amîount ; it being further provided
that the Treasury shall substitute for the greenbaclks,
Treasury notes and silver certificates, so deposited te
secure circulation," Government 2k per cent. gold
bonds, to the amount of $200,000,000, ". such bonds te
be chargeable to the said banks, and by themt account-
ed for at such price (not less thau par) as the market

quotations may indicate te be their fair market value,"
and " upon such substitution of bonds the funds
released thereby shall at once be transferred by the
'Secretary of the Treasury to the Issue and Redemption
Division." Provision also is made for the issue of re-
funding oan bonds, bearing interest at 2½ per cent,
the T1reasury to " receive in payneit therefor, vith au
equitable allowance for the difference in interest, any
part of or ail of the outstanding loans of the United
States which mature by the terns of their payment in
1904, 1907, and 1925." These .refunding bonds are to
be made payable, both as to principal and interest, in

gold coin, and te be redeemable at Lthe pleasure of the
Government at any time after ten years. National
banks depositing such refunding bonds with the Trea-
sury are to bc authorised to issue notes against them to
their futl face value, instead of to only 90 per cent of
the face value of deposited bonds as at present. The
tax ot National baik notes secured by the deposit of
bonds is to be reduced fron its preseiit rate of 1 per
cent to i per cent. Further, while under the existing
law no National bank cai be established with a capital
of less than $50,000, it is proposed to allow them.to be
organized with a minimumn capital of $25,000 in places
with a population of 2,000 and under. And finally,
such National banks as may have deposited with the
Trreasury bonds or Government paper money to the
amount of 50 per cent of their capital are to be pèrmit-
ted tâ issue bank notes, in addition to the 50 per cent
thus provided, te the extent of 25 per cent of such de-
po sit, ivhich said 25 per cent-may be unsecured by any
direct pledge of seourity, but issued against the assets

of the bank. Ail such bank issues, whether secured or
unsecui-ed, are to be guaranteed by the Governmiént,
and to guard against any loss- resulting to the Treasury
fronm sucb guarantee, a tax of 2 per cent per annum is
to be levied on the unsecured circulatibn to create a
safety fund, and the Governient is to be further pr-
tected by having a first lien upon all the assets of any
issuing bank in the event of its failure.

Comenting on the schemie thus briefly outlined, the
Economist says that so far as it seeks to transfer.the
supply and the regulation of the paper currency from
the Treasury to the banks il is based upon a sond
principle. But looking to the important part which
the State banks play in the banking systen of the coin-
try, the question at once arises why the right of issue
should bc confined to the National banks alone. IL is
true that in bygone Limes the State banks when they
had the right to issue notes abused it. But if the con.-
ditions of issue now proposed are suflicient to guard
against abuses, why shouild ouly one class Of banks be
singled out for special faveur, and that a class whicl a
very considerable portion of the coîmuinity, rightly or
wrongly, believe te have too nuch power as it is. Thon
iL is obvious that in soume respects the schieme is a-mere
temporary makeshift. Supposiig, for instance, that
the banks were te deposit with the Treasury $200,-r
000,000 of greenbacks, Treasury notes and silver certi-
cates, and that there are substituted for these $200,000,-
000 of Government 21 per cent bonds. What tlien, is to
be done with thesilver against which the Treasury notes
and silver certificates are to be issued ? Is that still to
be held by the Treasury as a dead asset, while interest
is being paid tpoii the bonds which are to be substituted
for the paper money by which, it was formerly repre-
sented? Further, there eau be no pernianence or finality
in a systen which constitutes as the basis of the paper
currency Government bonds that are redeenmable after
tenl years, and which are intended te be paid oflf as soon
as possible. lhese are sone of the objections te Mr.
Gage's plan whiclh at once present thenselves, and i it
were worth while, there are a good muany others that
mniglt be urged. Since, however, iL is evident fron Mr'.
McKinley's Message that the scheme lias been practit
cally slielved, any further discussion of it would serve
no good purpose.

What Mr. McKinley has done in his Message hlas
been to whittle down the proposals of the Secretary of
the Treasury alnost te the vanishing point. He in-
vites, we are told by Reuter, " careful uonsideration of
the plan )vhich Mr. Lyman Gage outlines in his report
te protect the gold reserve:" But instead of endorsing
that plan as a whole, hIpointedly picks out onîly cer-
tain of its least important provisions for recommenda-
Lion. "He concurs in the recoiniendations.... that
the National banks shoud be allowed to issue notes to
the face value of the bonds deposited, that the tax on
circulating notes shoald be reduced, and .that Natioial
banks with a capital of $25,000 should bc established.
The President also recommnends . that . the National
banks should not be permitted te issue iotes below $10,
and should be required te redeeni tLheir notes with
gold." Now, these recommnendatiots are reasonable
enough,.: save that the advisability qf .establishing
banks with a capital so small as $25,00Qis questionagie.
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To encourage the larger banks o establi'sh libranches
would seem a wiser policy. If, however, ail that the
President recoinmends were legalised to-morrow, the
currency position would not be mnaterially altered. Per-
nissiion to issue to the face value of bonds deposited to

secure circulation instead of to ouly 90 per cent of that
yalue, as at resent, cou pied with a provision that no
notes should bu issued under $10, would not entable
the Natioalt banks to increase their note circulation to
any material extuirt, if, indeed, it did not have the ef-
feet of restricting that circulation, inasiueh as about
one-third of the notes they now issue are of $5 and
under. Tie adoption of the President's recommenda-
tions, therefore, would du nothing towards the substi-
tution of a paper eurrency issue by the baniks for the
paper currency issued by the Government, which is the
object to wlich ail measures of reforni must be direct-
ed. Anid the furiher recoin înendation of the President
that "as soon as the receipts suffice to pay the ex-

penses of the covernmîent hie United States notes,
vhen rudeeied in gold, smhll be set apart and oly

paid out iii exchîanîge for gold," ii equalty futile. To
begin with, Lere is o neur prospect of the Govern-
ment becoming possessed of the reqjuisite surplus of
revenue. At presaent the exIetditur: very largely
exceeds tle revenue, the (ILliciency for the cur-
renit year already amountiting to over $45,000,000. Of
course, that delicit is partly due to the faCt thiat large
iuipurtatioins of dutiable goods took place prior tg the
passing of th Dinîgley Tariff, and itat the custoins
revenue lias sugtered iii consequence. But even last
year, which benelited by these transactions, hlie delicit
atuîounited to $18,UUO,000. C1alculatiois are put for-
ward by Lite supporters of the Dingley Tarigf to prove
that if the iigher duties now levied lad been charged
in previous years, the revenue would have beei soemucli
greater, that ià would have more thian sudficed to defray
the expenditure. Tliese calculations, however, ire-
suppose a guileless credulity on the part of those to
vhon they are addressed. For onu of the avowed ob-
jects of the Dingley Tarigi, and the one upon which its
promoters put miiost store, was to shut out foreign imu-
ports. Supposing, however, for the sake of argument,
that next year the Goverument had a surplus revenue,
the idea that Lhey could use it to withdraw the Govern-
ment paper eurrency without providing any other form
of paper money to take its place is utterly chimuerical.
Such a contraction of the currency, which would, of
course, tend to enuhantce the value of money, would not
bu tolerated, und tie Treasury would soon find itself
conipelled by publie clamliour to put again into circula-
tion the notes it had withdrawn. President McKinley's
recomnenldation, therefore, imeans practically nlothing
except that he and his colleagues have no intention at
present of attempting to deal earnestly with the enr-
rency question.

ANOTIHER EATURE- OF THE SEALING
QUESTION.

The desperate efforts so long made to preverit British
and Canadian interests fron sharing in the catch of
seals iii the Northern Pacifie waters, has cul rinated in
tie passing of anl act by Congress to prohibit pelagic
sealing by citizeis of the United States. Ilultiat bill
a clause is introduced of far-reaching effect, which
seerus to have escaped notice iii the discussion that
arose upon it. The bill is iiow before the president, and
should lie approve it, serions complications may result,
as ail the skins no natter by wlhom cauglt invariably
go to ondon to be dressed, and it would be difficult
after that process to discriminatte us to where and by
whom they were caught. We extract the following
from lust Saturday's New York ferald with its own
headinues:

"SEALSKNS UARRED FR1OMI TRIS COUNTtY nY THE

SEALINO ACT.

MIuIre whi:h he pastd congree wll take away a market fronm
CanadiU hmners.

WAsuIxaToN, D.C., Friday.-U Ihas developed that
the aict relating to pelagie sealing, whiclh has been
passed by Con gress and is before the Presideut, con-
tains a provision of far-reacliig inportance. 'Tl act
places ai absolute prohibition on the importation of
sealskinms ino the United States fromt aay source. As
the United States gives tie largest market in the world
l'or sealskins this would strike a severe blow te the
British and Cadiil aina ilidustries. Wlen tlie bill was
piropoeoed it was geiieratlly supposed thait its only pur-
pose was to proliubit Amtiiericain citizeis frot carrying
oi pelagie seTlhig. This feature was the oinly one te
attract attention dtring the discussions. But at the
enmd of the aet is this provision:

Section 9. TILat tte importationî in to the United
Stattes by an person w'hîatsover Of fur seaIskins taken
in the waters ientioned in this aet, whether raw,
dressed, dyed or mainufactured, is hereby prolibited,
and alI sucli Irtic'les imported after thtis act slall take
effect sliall not be permitted to be exported, but shall
be seized and destroyed by tie proper olieers of the

United States.'"

In thii connection it is onily fair to say that the New
York //erald is One of the leading Amuerican papers
wlo have contenîdei against the absurd pretentions of
the United Stattes Govermixent on this sealing ques-
tion. Onily a day or two before the foregoing despatch
appeared in its colunmnîs it iad the following short
spicy editorial oun the subject

"l Tho ew nulring ea iove.

'lhe Senate yesterday by a vote of 37 to 14 passed a
bil to prolibit pelagie sealîing ii the North Pacifie.
The patriots who conceived and carried this measure
appear to be of opil ion that it will serve as an argument
in the controversy with Cantada. Our Canadian friends
are to be urged on moral grounds to abandon their
present wicked courses. 'See bow good we are !' cry
the authors of this schieme. 'We give up our oVn
right to pursue the unlmappy seal in open waters
Why should you also net spare titis persecuted ani-
mal ?, The Canadian is presumwed to be a fool and not
to be aware that the artful American .whoholds up to
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him:.this attractive picture of pelagic morality has a
monopoly of seal-killing on .the Pribyloi Islands. Ie
vants to nake lis ionopoly more profitable. by pre-

venting pelagie sealing, and wants the Canadian to
help hini. IL'is a goud wvhile since any matter of dip-
lomatie dispute bas been landled in a manner so child-
like and bland."

THE U ONTARIO AND QUEi3EC BUDGETS.
The almlost sinultaneous delivery of the Budget

Speech of the Treasurer of Quebec and the sane official
in OnLario suggests a comparison between them. In
reading both we cannot but regret that the contro-
versial element is so proiniient. Talleyrand aynically
renarked thlat "nothing is so false as figures except
facts." The figures and the facts of the two Treasurers
are so diametrically contrary to those presented by
their opponents that it is maniifest there must be falsity
nost gross on one side, or the other-yet are they not
all honourable men? h'lie Toronto Treasurer again
declares tiat the Province has a surplus of $5.25S824,
while his opponents state that no such surplus exists,
but instead there is a delicit between assets and liabili-
Lies. The assets, says the Treasurer, consist of drainage
debentures $367,008, trust and otier ftnds .held for the

province by the Dominion uGovernment, $6,200,018,
cash on hand $724,882, making a total of $7,291,908,
against whicl have to be set liabilities of $2,083,644,
leavinig a surplus of $5,258,324. The question looked
at fron a business staid point is, whethlier the Domîinion
Governmnent does, or does not, hold $6,200,018 in trust
for the Province of Oi tario. Very reasouable evidence
of such au anionunt being held is-the fact that last year
the Dominion Governiient paid Ontario $212,414 for
interest on these trust fuids, which is at the rate of
3.,12 per cent.

The Treasurer quoted the award of Nov. 2ud,
1893, as declaring that these funds were intact
and due to Ontario as stated. Were the question
one between two business firums it could be settled de-
linitely, and forever in a few lours, or less, but for
sonie years scores of speeebes and innunierable hours
have been spent in wraigling over whether these funds
really belonged to the Province, or were, as the
Opposition allege, the baseless fabric of a financial
vision. At any *rate the Governiment of Ontario
pledges its honour that the Province bas i surp' us of
over five millions of dollars, besidesbeing the proprietor
of a vast estate out of whici close upon a million dol-
lars have been drawn every year for 2G years. The
contrast between the possession by Ontario of a surplus
of any size-and the existence of the 5 million one
seens to us to be a reasonable presuminption-and the
admitted debt of Quebec of over '25 millions, is a
serious one. This Province, it is true, has assets which
will be paid in a few years of about one-third of its
debt. But even then its position will not be nearly as
favourable as is tlat of Ontario, thoughi somtie believe
that the properties of Quebec are so mach iore
valuable than those of Ontario as to go far to
put thein on a nearer equality than tleir annual
budgets show to exist. Each province receives about
the saine sums for subsidies and from Crown lands,
aviz, from. $2,000,000 to $2,500,000. The other re-

venues of botlh Provinces amount to about $1,500,000,
so that in round figures $4,000,000 may be taken as a
fuir average of the ordinary revenue receipts 'of
Ontario and of Quebec. Their expenditures are not
easy to compare, as it is elear from their statei ente
that they adopt different systems of classihication

Last year the Ontario Treasurer gives his expendi-
tures as $3,700,000 ; the Quebec Treasurer states the ex-
penditures of this Province as $5,280,000, less railway
subsidies. This amount leaves a difference between
what was estimated and spent of $1,365,000. It inust
hovever be considered that this statenient is made by
the Quebec Treasurer in eonsidering his predeces-
sors in office who were and are his political opponents,
so that it is reasonable to assume some colouring hav-
ing been laid on to niake the exhibit as suitable as pos-
sible. One thing is not in dispute, the debt of this Prov-
ince entails an outlay of over a million dollars a year for
interest, front which charge On tario is not onîly wholly
free but is receiving annually over $200,003 for interest
on funds held for it in trust by the Doininjont Govern-
mient. This difference calls for far more rigid econo-
miony at Quebee than has hitherto been practised. On-
tario is well governed without a second Legislative
Chanber; w'hy should Quelec, whîicli can less afford
such a luxury, iitiulge ii it ? e'fl absence of a debt
in Ontario is wholly owing to the rigid econoiny of its
rulers who have in this respect trod ii the footsteps of
its first Premier, Sandtield Macdonald, who at every
outlay seemed ready to cry, " Bang goes saxpence!"
Had Quelec been as ecouomially adiniiistered, this
Province w'ould also be free of det. It is howevec "oit
use crying over spilled iilk;" the imioiey has gene, and
ve have to pay the burrower's penalty in interest.
lappily our resources are very large; the Provinicial
estate is worth vastly -more than the aiouiit of its
debt, and the capacity of the people of the Province of
Quebec to ineet ail necessary charges of iiterest and
governuient is ineomparably gr euter thuani is ever likely
to be tested. The credit of this Province is "as souiid
as a rouach;" it rests upon financial conditions tLIat en-
sure and justify its ranking as high as that of any
other part of the Empire.

A NEW COTTON PLANT.

An exhibit at the convention of cotton growers at A tlanta,
Georgia, is a new variety of cottoni, Inoiwn as the " African
limbless." In 1893 a -aveller in Contral Africa, came across
a new species of giant cotton in a valloy of the upper Congo
River. Tbe plant was iot under cultivation, but appeared
to grow wild on the narsh lands. It differed frolim otier
cotton in that nany of the stalks were as high as 20 feet;
and tie boils were connected directly to tlhe stalk without any
intervening limb. Adolph Kyle, the traveller, cut oif a piece
18 inches long, which le placed in his trunk. Kyle gave it
to one Jackson, a cotton grower, in Georgia, and in the
spring of 1894 Jackson planted a large numn ber of seeds, ob-
ta.ining only 57 perfect stalks in his crop. The soil in which
he experimented was poor, and the stalks only averaged eight
feet, with an occasional exception measuring 14 feet. Tho
maximum nuinber of bolls on one stalk was 187, and the
ordinary run aveiaged 57 boUs. Amnerican cotton averages
only 8 to Il bolls to the stalk.

The quality of the new species vas found to greatly excel
old. The next year the amount of production. waw ia-
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creased slightly, and in 1896 Iive acres yiolded three and a
half bales to.the a wr averageGeorgia planter considers
himsolf fortunate if ho gathers three-q-akis- of a bale to
the acre. lFroni the cirop of 1806 there is enougli seed to
plant 2,500 acres. It is expeeted that svith· proper fertiliza-
lion tibe aeed will produce five bales to thei acre. The new
variety bas tive 1locks" or divisions to the boll, whereas the
old style lias only four. ''he locks in the ordinarýy variety
are-only three.quarters of an inch long, while the new kind
is one to one and a half incbes long. 'The Comnmissioner of
Agriculture in Georgia pronounces it a genuine product; but
thera are some cotton mon who contend it is only a developed
weed. Many of our best plants and flowers were evolved
froni weedls. The coming crop promises ta be of enorinous
yield, not nnly in the iUnited States but in Africa and the
East hidies. The ostiiato of Hlenry Neill, the New Orleans
expert, is 11 ifllions of bales for North Amnerica. t is evi-
dent there will be ample raw iaterial for all.

WOOL, IN ENGLAND.

The lowr prices prevailing for wool lias a depressing effect
upon the imiarket. Users in England are buying only fromt
hand ta mîoutlh. HJolders are clinging tenaciously to small
stocks, every pacuk of which lias cost them at least as iuch,
and iIi mo.st cases more, Ilan they cai realize for it at

present. Meantiime productioni in yarnS and pieces is greatly
curtailed, and business generally is done at altogether un-
profitable rates. Stocktaking shows this to have been the
worst half-year for mnany years, and everybody will be glad
when a new year arrives. Mohair aloio is active and firmli.

Respecting colonial wool sales -The sixth and last series
of sales for jhe year coninced on the 25th ult., and ter-
iinated on the 11t. The quîantities avaitable anld

The shipinents' fróró
New Zealand embraced a large quantity 6f crossbred slipes,
the ïnarket rates of which we quota 5 to 7j per cent cheaper
than làst sales.- 31o'ino'slipes sold about par. About 81,000
bales are held for inture realisation, of which 21,000d balés
were not catalogued. About 68,000 bales were taken for .ex-
port, 8,000 bales of which were for the United States. The
first series for next year bas been fixed to commence on
January 18th, the list of arrivals to close at 4 p.m. on
January 14th, The second series to commence on Marci
15th, but the list, will close at 4 p.m. on March 11th or on
the day when 800,000 bales shall bave arrived.

POSTAL IMPROVEMENTS.
The po:t oflce departmnent is about to introduce the postal

note system in vogue in the United Kingdon. The system
comas into operation lst July next. Paper notes about the
size of a bank note will be printed on thin linen paper of
the denoninations :-20e, 25e, 30c,40e, 50c, 60c, 70c, 80o and
90c, $l, $1.50, $2, $2.50, $8, Si and $5. The cost of purchas-
ing then will be ole cent each up to 40 cents, two cents be-
tween that figure and $2.50, and three cents each for all
above that. The postal notes will replace post office noney
orders for the transmission of snall suins through the post.
The present noney order system is to be used for larger
sums. Theso postal notes will be a great convenience; they
will facilitate business (especially for newspapers) and will do
away with the paynent of siall accounts in postage stamps.
No identification will be necessary to pay postal notes. Pro-
sentation i, all that will be uecessary to secure payment.

The circular issued by the Governnrent ta colleutuio o us

toms regarding the Importation of teas, which directe collectora.
ta forward ta the department for approval samples.of all tea, un
less the importer producesa certificate froin the British or United
States Custons ta the effect that the tea has been duily proved
for home consumption, la not entirely a move which will help ta
make matters any better than they are, Importera certillcates
have accompanied teas frain London for years past, and these
verv often do not protect the country against undesirable teas
because it is well known thatEuglish standards are lower tpon
saine grades than aven our own. We have seen gunpowders,
bronght inta the port under London certiicate, which bore the
inpreas of having beeu rejectcd in New York, and it is very cer-
tain the Government will do nothing of any value by a repétition
nerely of the provisions of section 640 of the tariff net prohibit-
ing adulterated teas, It ls moreover patent that the analytical
test at Ottawa is more or less useless, when such parcels. as the
7c Congou previous]y referrcd ta succeeds in getting througli,
and if this is a beais of conjecture, which it certainly is, the ex--
amination of tea had better ba discarded altogether, because
nothing worse could comle hera if the custouis were thrown wide
open. We lear that the tea held at Smuith's Falls ou account of
a St. Sacrament St. ilrm bas boen condemned. In view of the
7c Congou which Djminion experts found goo I enough, ta coame
inta the country, this !a somewhat harsh. Moral : Tea importera
wheu they go about bringing in rubbish.should be thorough
about it.

Inuorters are congratulating themnselves upon the fine quality
of Persian dates now offering on the market, but at the prices
thera will ba little pleasure when the profits are figured up.
Montreal retail grocers are selling at 10o a pound or 8 ibs. for
25c.

Advices fron Snyrna report a very liri market on ail grades
of Sultana raisins with stocks well cleaned up.

California orange and lemon growera are adding ta their coin
plement of packicg bouses, and in many cases doubling the
capacity.

Figs are acarce in Toronto, and have gone up slightly. Matts
are quoted at 45c, and natural in bags, at 4½ ta lac.

A few years aga California used ta consider the dried-fruit
season over by May. At present dried fruits are sold alh. the
year round. Then California used to b bare of raisins by the
first of December. When that was the case Eastern grocers
used ta bny early and store. Now they let the California grower
or the shipper store, sa that Californla Is nover bare of raisins.

In further reference to New Orleans molasses adulteration,
wholesale grocers across the lina are moving ta brIng the matter
up at the coming session of the Legishiture. In reply to a
grocer's question as ta glucose in Barbadoes andl Porto Rico
molasses, we would say that so far the product fron the West
[ndies lias been frea fran 'uch mlxlng. The practice not having
reached those sections,

From Aug. 22nd ta November 27 California shlipped 68,254,000
pounds of prunes, a quantity largely lu excss of tha total crop
in any one pravious year. lI 1805 the crop was 64,750,000
pounds, and took a year ta dispose of.

European sugar markets are advancing, Independent of any
demand tram America, which ls an ,indleation that the supplies
of sugar i Europe are not sa excessive as they miglt be, but are
sufficieitly limited ta -warrant a further advance under favor-
able conditions.
