bridge, and exactly on thesits of the proposrd pew
b-idge, directly below the Receptorr of Kaights
Templars, Rhinerew. The facts are as follewa: On
the evening of Dec. 9ib, the jnbabitants of the vici
nity were much astonished to see the road cracked in
several places, but much greater waa their surpriga
when, on the next morning, they found the road hed
become impessable during the night,owing to nnmer-
cus deep and yawning chasms reaching .ot only
across the road, but for many hundred feet on either
side. The rond continued to siok and open in guch
a fearful wny doring the whole day on Thuraday that
the jobabitants living cloze by becsme greatly gla:-
med, thinkiog they wer» going to ba visited by one
ff those fearful convulsions of naturs lately digtarh-
ing our globa. The road to day, Friday, is perfectiy
impassable for upwards of 773 feet.  About 200 fres
of the zentre is suck with the fields ca both sides to
o depth of naarly ten feet; thn toandary wall in the
same pluce on the river eide iy thrust over twelve foct
out of range ; the walling for cearly the whole range
is entirely sbattered ; the bank on ke hill sidaaeems
to bave kept ite rapge  The most remarkable part
of the gettlement it to be sern on tha strand below
the road, where & huge bank of tough clay ard
gravel is thrown un to about nina feet high along the
whole extent. This bank i3 80 full of deep Hsgares
it ia cot unlike a hoseycomb. The inbabitantsrfa
neigbhoriog cottage, fearing every mcment taeir
house would be engulfed in one of thoge yawsicg
caverns, rem:iped up all night.

“le soutien des pauvres invalidee et des orphelics”
Any one acquainted with Freach will perceive
that the above sentence includes only t2e0 classes
of indigent persons; for bad 1t been intended to
ioclude three, it would necessarily have stood
thus :—

“ le soutien des panvres des invalides et des orphe-
lios."”

Therefore, appljing the camon of crticism
above alluded to,to tbe matter ia controversy
betwixt us and the Wizness,the ambiguity of the
Eoglsh text is disipated, aed its strict gram-
matical purport i1s made clear.

We cannot presume to take the liberties with
the text that the WWitzess wmdulges iz. We
content ourselves with what it actually, and ac-
cording to the Jaws of gramugar, does say ; and
trouble not ourselves with what, according to
our preconcerved notions or prejudices, 1t ought
to say : and therefore mterpreting the ambiguous
Eoglish text by the usambiguous French texts
we contend that twn the sentence by us quoted
from the Ordinance two only, and pot three,
classes of indigeat are specified. T'hisis a ques-
tion of French grammar, and we beg of the
Witness to refer 1t to any one conversant with
the grammatical ccustruction of that language.
In short we call upon the WWitness to favor us
with the translation of the followiog French
pbrase :—

The Manireal Witness, true to its vocation,
comes forward as the apologist of the two ruf-
fians whom, at the rate of a trfle over two dol-
lars per head, the Italian Liberals hired to blow
up the Znouaves barracks, and thereby murder us
many as possible of its sleeping inmates. We
compared this crime with that of which Whelan
was convicted —with the Camberwell atrocity,
aod the murder of Mr. Lincoln, but the Watness
protests agaiost this estimate of his special pets,
the hireling murderers of the Papal soldiers.

Now the assassination of Mr. McGee wus
murder—this the ¥¥tness will admit : but it the
crime of blowing up, and thereby killing some
score of sleeping soldiers, and causing the mu-
tilation of many others—be a thing ¢ entirely
different” from the crime of which Whelan has
been found guilty, it must be in the eyes of the
Witness, and according to its peculiar code of
morality, something * eatirely difierent” from
murder. What then1sit? Uader what cate
gory of crime shall we class 1t? For mark!
The Witness is oot content with arguing that
the crime of the hired Roman assassins differed
in degree from that of the Ottawa assassm: he
contends that it was * entirely different,” that
is to say difierent in kind,

The moral sepse of the 12¢ness 15 so obtuse,
his notions of what the usages aad customs of
war sanction and tolerate~are 8o confused that
he isin need of being taught the very elements
of morality as applicable to the subject.

The actual condition
of the Papal States, when the crime was com
mitted was a3 was that of Canada when on one
fine morning m June 1866, 2 band of Yankee
raiders crossed over from the Uoited States upon
the pretence that they were fightsng for the liber-
ties of Ireland. Now if woder these cireum-
stances some Fenians in Toronto had blown up

Fanatical
these men may be called by their enemes: but
% mercenaries,” that 1s to say mer who sell their
bloed for so many cents per diem, they are not.

The Witness does not know the meaning of
the words he usee. We will tell him who were
" mercenaries”—" foreign mercenaries” m the
fullest acceptation of the terms. The fellows,
French Canadians and others, whom the Northern
Goveroment hired duriog the late war to put down
the Southerners in their war for 1ndepeadence ;
these were * foreign mercenaries ¥ For these
hirelings of the North, for these foreign merce.
paries fighting for their daily pay and rations, the
Witness never had a word of reprobation. "We

FUNERAL OF THE LATE PATRICK Dooby.—
Oa Sundsy atternoon at three o’clock the fuseral
of Patrick Doody, tevern keeper, who was lately
confined v Ottawa Jaill on suspicion of Fentanism,
took place from his late residence at the corner
of St. George and Craig streets, A large number
of people had assembled on the occasion and
lined the streets. The hearse wae drawn by four
horses, covered with housings, bordered with gnld
braid, beariog the shamrock and the harp. The
body was followed by some 3.000 people, and a
large number of sleighs, and the pracession held
its way aloog Craig streel, Victoria Square,
McGill, Wellington, McCord, Mountzin, St,
Catberme and Guy sireets to the Catholic ceme-
tery. The processon was ope of the loogest
which has been seen in Montreal for some time,
and reached from Mouutain to MeGill streets.

‘WHELAN BErore THE COURT OF APPBAL.
—This case was agam heard yesterlay belore
the ten julges who cocstitute the Court of Ap-
peal, it baving been decided unammously that
tbe Wnit of Error was the proper methed of
bringing the case to the notice of the Court. The
argument was shortened acd simphfied by Mr.
Cameron’s action in abandoning the errors be
had assigued on the former oceasion, which re-
lated to the jurisdiction of the Court, and by the
staterent of President Draper that the Court
did pot require the question of the prisoner’s right
to challenge for the cause before his peremptery
challenges were exbausted to be argued again, as
they were of ommion that the judgment of the
Caurt of Queen’s Beoch was correct. This
guestion 13, therefore, set at rest by the highest

~.u>thority in the land; and any prisoner may
cballenge for cause before he has availed himself
of his peremptory rights. 'The questions argued,
then were narrowed down to these :—Were the
tranaactions which took place in-regard to these
two challenges grounds of error 1 and if they were,
Yas the prisoner by his acts weived or precluded
bimself from taking advantage of bia rights in
this respect 7 The argument on these potnts
was necessurily much to the same effect as the
former one. : The Crown found 1t most conven-
1:0t to treat each ground oterror and each chal-
lenge on which 1t depended separately and dis-
tinctly, and the counsel for the prisoner wished to-
look at the whole record to support their cate.
It was cooceded that what was meant was not
expressed-by the word* waiver.” ~Mr. Robiuson,

The Nouveau-Monde says :—Thet untappy
slave of tbe State, the Church of Eogland, bas
just received @ new slap an the face from the
wron hand of its master. The judgment rendered
by the Lords of lhe Privy Courcil in the case of
Martin ¢s. Mackonochie i+ one of the maost
bumiliating violences which the Anglican clergy,
whose Puseyistic and rituahstic tendencies are
koowo, has yet had t» endure. It 13now absolu-
tely beyond doubt, that the highest spiritual ay
thority of the kingdom is ranged uareservedly oa
the side of the party of ncredulity agaiust the
Christian reaction of the disciples of Pusey. This

-judgment is an advance on all which has preceded

it. It not only leaves to individuals the hberty
of terpreting the Bible and the thirty nine
articles, in the rationalistic secse of Colenso, but
refuses to private judgment all right to Christian
mterpretation. It will be, henceforth permitted
to the Afighcan party to deny the inspiration ot
the Scriptures, the necessity for baptism, and all
the dogmas of Faith ; but it is no longer free to
take the reactionary side of rituslistic practices,
which are much too significant. The Prive
Council concerves it to be pecessary to leave to
individual reason the liberty of rejecting, one
after the other, all the articles of'the Asglican
faith, butit canmont suffer the least ceremony
tending to afficm a single dogma strictly defined,
Itis thus for nstance that there has just been
condemued, ¢ the act of going down on the knees
before the eucharistic elements, and the enormous
impety of lighting candles for the celebration of
Divine service. Such was the ¢ corpus delicti’
the case of which we are now speaking ;and
nothing, perhaps, can better characterize the
hberty “given to the soul 10 the Established
Church, than the judgment rezdered by tbe Privy
Council. Asloogas itis only a question of
denying and demolishing, this liberty remaos en-
tire ; but the moment ope wishes to affirm any

thing, even if it shou'd be the strict letter ot the
Anghean liturgy, the State interferes and places
a limit to faith. Reasons are not waohag for
that. “For a long time, say the Quebec
Chroncle,* a decision of this kind bas been desired
by all opposed to the snnovations of ritualism,
and to the auperanouated practices which it has
been attempted to resume in full vigor?) We
wou!d be curious to see the learced man ot the
Chronicle demonstrate clearly to the igoorant
men of Oxford the precise perind of these htur-
gical innovaticns of the Church of Christ. Some
maintain, and appareatly not without good reason
that the practices are six times the age of An

ghean Protestantism, znd therr origin is corceal-
ed mn the Apostolic Ages. Butit can be under-
stood that our frivolous contemporary is not
bound to dig into this profound depth for all the
subjects of whichit must speak. Oaly 1t 18 to
be regretted on this account, that it reproaches
the ntualists with leaving the ¢ well beaten gh
ways of antiquity,’ and abuses their dnctrines as
betng danperous novelties. 'The fact is a httle
study would soon force him to recognize that the
practices of whose origin he seems perfectly
igoorant, are precisely those which constitute the
most ancient christian warskip, the old high way,
trodden by the ages, and frem which the P.otes—
tantism of modern free thinging tends to stray
farther and further. Far the bundredih time, 1t
is you who have made { rovations, and we appeal
to the testimony of old Engiand on this poit.

of the St. Ursule sireet atation on last Satarday
wfternoon. It bas been oar duty upou many oe-
casions to dizect public attention ta the ergasization
in this city, knowo as the Land Police Force, azd
tha disciplise under which it is goveraed  Rut the
Commisaioners, it appears have decided to give them-
gelves no far:hur trouble in the matter. Who osn
read the verdict of chig unfurtunate man Smith with-
out fesling the blood tingle in his cheek with indig
nation at the barbarity of the men in whose tempo-
rary 22atody he wag placed, allowiag him to remnin
twa hours in a damp cellar, imperfectly heated aad
without tbe firet meaus of vitilation, while they 1 z ly
biked their baunchbes against & stova? The apawer
to thia guestion ought to be that if 8 verdiot of maa-
slaughter had been rendeied against the Station
Sergosnt and his men, public men would have con-
firmed it as & correct one. In England, somse years
ago, and the case is reported in the books, a s8imilar
verdict was rendered against a gaoler {or conlining
8 debtor in a room immediately over the main sewer
pipe, from the stench of which the prisones
gradually languished and died. The gaoler was
sfterwards found gnilty at the Queen’s Banch, and 8
severe sontence was pronounced against bhim. This
wasdone in Ebngland, where public opinfon is res-
pected, and where men in office are made to feel
that they cannot play their prenks with impunity.
It appears that these uadergroand celis from the
evidence of the medical gentlemen wbo canducted
the post mortem examioation, are in guch & wretched
contition that a pergon in good:-bealth couid not re
maian in them over afew minutes without being affeo:-
ed.
