-0. 196, pages 100 and lOl.-"Not only
eut ofouir paternal love do w~e exhort
Cathoie parents, butwe command theni
by ail the autliority we possess to pro-
cure a trulv Christian anti Cathoiic edu-
cation for their beloved oispring given
then- by God, bern again in baptism n-
to Chrtst, and destilied for hea.eu, to
shield. and secure thunt tlrongli chuld-
bood aud yeuth from tuie dangers of
rnereiy worldly education, and'there-
fore te send them to parochiai or other
truly Cathoi c heois, unless in particu-
lar cases the bishop judges that lie
could permit otherwise."1
Let us$ assure Mr. iJ'lonohiue that the
distiuguishied Archibishop of St. Paul,
Mgrr. Ireiand, was oue of the Fathers ef
the Council that passed. these decrees.
The Pope says tbat these decrees must
stand, Mr. O'Donobue practically says
they must flot. 1s this opposition te tile
Holy Father the conduct of a practical
Cathoiic ? Oh ! vain old man,wi- y did yeu
aliow the Tribune te play such prauks on
yeuregetism. Did yeunot see that the
wily tempter was only plaving on your
vain anid ignorant nature te lusuit your
Chutrci and inake a point for our eue-
mies ? We defy Mr. John O'Donohue te
obtaýnt Iromn his parishi priest a certificate
Uhat lie is a practicai Catholic. And yet
this is the man who dared te %,oice the
sentiments of the Englishi speaking
Catholics of tis city ; this la the indiv-
idual wlio, in a public journal, dared te
insuit. in their name, the venerabie
Archbisliop Tacihe andtihte clergy of the
Arolidiocese ; this the eue wlic ivingly
said that the English i peakiug Cathoiics
are inet in sympatliy with his Grace ou
the scliooi question ; this the'Lyentleman
wlio appears lu the press dubbed as a
".prominent Roman Cath)olic,ý' and yet
giving currency teo oinions su î-ontrary
te Cathoiic principles tliat those for
wliom lieimpuidently spoke are forced,
in delence ef their faith anti their liouer,
te pu bliciy repudiate, as false and in-
famons, bis uon-Cattholic utterances.
Sucli men are a weak ness and a scandai1
te us, anti the men who indiguautly re-
pudiated bimi andtilis sentiments are
deserviug of ail pralse.
