The Secretary of State for External Affairs,
the Honourable Allan J. MacEachen, anncunced today that
Canada has recognized the Republic of Guinea Bissau and
that Canada would in due course enter into discussions

for the purpose of establishing diplomatic relations with
this new state. : _

In making the arnouncement, the Minister con-
gratulated the Portuguese Government and the PAIGC on
their success in reaching an agreement in principle which
will contribute to the solution of a situation which
has been of great international concern. The agreement
gives substance to the many statements the Portuguese
Government has made regarding the recognition of the
rights of the populations of its African territories
to self-determination and independence and encourages
the hope that the problems of Mozambique and Angola

will also be resolved in the not too distant future.
Canada has on many occasions made its views known on

. these questions and strongly supports the policies of
decolonization which the new Portuguese Government has
expressed and now is putting into effect.
