FRANCE AND CANADA.

La Minerve seems to have considered it
most advisable toentrust the advoeacy of
the - French policy towards his Canadian
eountrymen, many of whom are of French
origin, to an anonymous correspondent,
who professes to be “a veader of the two
journals,”” Of this we have no desire to
complain. We feel thoroughly convineed
of the justice of our criticisms on French
policy, and we shall be prepared to reply
to all attempts to defend it. ‘The Minerve's
eorrespondent seems to think thab he has
scored o point by alirming that the Joux-

~at or Coumewce knows perfectly well
that France has two tariffs, one general,
and one conventional. That is premsely
one of the complaints that we have made
against France, In that respect, France
has adopted a policy different from. other
nations, and those who sufler by that
policy have a just right to complain,” It
is, however, rather calculated to mislead
when it is said that the general tarift is
uniformly applied to all nations which
have no treaties of commerce, inasmuch
as nearly all European natious have trea-
ties of commerce, and therefore obtain

admission for their exports under the con- -

ventional tariff. In truth, the policy of
having two tarills is simply a dishonest
ruse to force other nations to make con-
ecessions to France, in order to obtain the
benefit of its conventional tarifl,

The -Minerve's correspondent enquires

_whether England grants Canada the ad-

vantages which it concedes to the most
fayored nations under treaties, and then
answers its own question “ no, certainly,”
‘and then adds, that the Jourxar or Cox-
meros finds nothing in this to complmn of.
1f England really did treat Canada as the
Minerve's “correspondent pretends, we
should not hesitate to complain, but there
is'nob a particle of truth in the statement.

"There is not an instance of a diseriminat-

ing duty bemv chm'ved in England ; and,
-a8: to Canadian e\ports, they are," we be-

lieve, without a'single exception admitted

free of duty. There may possibly be an
-exemption before long, as we observe by

our exchanges that Sir Sidney Waterlow
was 80 pleased with the samples of Cana-
dian wine exhibited at the Toronto fair
that he is said to have given an ovder for
some, which of course will have to pay
duty in England. The Minerve's corves-
pondent imagines he has scored another
point by reminding us that, by a decvee
of Hth February, 1862, Canadian vessels
were admitled on the footing of the most
favored nations, two of which, Great Brit-

ain and Belgium, ave specified, although

there were many more. It is alleged that
Canada had promised to respond to what
the writer calls ¢ that favor,”” but which
we maintain should be termed “ that act
of justice.”” OF course, if Uanadr made
any promise, it should have been fulfilled,
and if the correspondent will:make good
his charge, we shall join him in condemn.
ing those who violated their pledge. At
the date of the decree referred tlo, Sir
George E. Cartier, Sir.John A, Macdonald
and Sir Alexander Galt wereall minis-
ters, and the last-named gentleman would
in all probability have had the subjeet
specially under lis consideration, I'he
point is one:that should be investigated,
as the charge against the Canadian Gov-

erhment is the violation of a promise.’

While we acknowledge “that there can
be no excuse offered for a breach of faith,
we must not be understood: as admitting
that France had a vight to claim a reduc-
tion of the duty on French exportsas a
guid per quo.

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DEATH OF PRESIDENT GARFIELD.

The death of President Garfield, which
took place on the 10th inst. after a period
of protracted suftering, lasting seventy-
nine days, has evoked a larger amount of
sympathy throughout the ecivilized world
than has ever before been extended to
the victims of assassins. Throughout the
British Empire there seems {o have been
but one feeling, from the Queen on the
throne to the Lrish malcontents, who may
at present be considered the most dis-
contented of ber subjects.. In every part
of Canada there has been a spontaneous
manifestation of the griel’ which pervades
all classes, and - which may be considered
prool that there is no unfriendly feeling
among our people towards our cousins
south of the line. The late President was
certainly a remarkable man. e was only
about fifty years of age, when he was
selected from a population of about fifty
millions of people to (ill the highest oftice
in their gift. ‘1le was essentially a self-
made man, although we have no doubt
that he himself must have always acknow-
ledged how much he was indebted lo his
mother’s care, his father having died when
he was very young, and left his f{amily
with no other provision than a newly
cleared farm -in Ohio. Young Garfield
prosecuted his ‘studies successfully, and
at one time it seemed as if his destiny was
to be engaged in the instruction of youth,
for which he had very high qualitications,
He, as might have been expected, held
very strong opinions on the slavery ques-
tion, and when the eivil war broke out, he
entered the army, and very soon dis-

_tinguished himself, and obtained rapid
promotion. lle would probably have risen
much higher, bub that he was elected to
Congress, and strongly urged by his mili-
tary friends to accept the appointment,
in order that he might be able to contri-
bute to the eflicient support of the Federal
army. In Congress ‘he soon made his
mark, and distinguished himself in advo-
cating a sound currency, as well as the

. emancipation of the slaves, and the con
duct of the war.

His nomination as candidate for the
Presidency was a strong: proof of his'in-
fluence. The Republican party,as is well
known, was divided, one section being
favorable to the nomination of General
Grant for a third term. ~ Although'not the
choice of either of the Republican parties,
the fact that each of them was willing to
accept General Garfield as the next best

candidate after its own special favorite,

“aftfords strong. evidence of his popularity.
The' unfortunate -dispute with Senator

Conkling was a consequence of the rupture
between. the two sections of the Repub-
lican party,in which Seeretary Blaine and
Mr., Conkling were on opposite sides. Mr.
Arthur, the Vice-President, was a warm
friend of Mr. Conkling, and that section
was also represented in' the Cabinet. It
is, perhaps, unfair to attach blame to either
party for the controversy, although Mr,
Conkling seems to have pushed his oppo-
sition to extremity. There is no reason
lo suppose that this condreiemps had any

influence in leading the miscreant Guiteau -

to assassinate the truly patriotic and noble

man’ who had been elevated to the highest
position in the State.

The conduct of
Mr. Arthur as well as of General Grant
and Mr. Conkling since the catastrophe.
has been unexceptionable., The deceased
President will long live in the hearts of
the people, and it is gratifying to find that
the widow and "family will be amply pro-
vided for by a voluntary contribution.

Tue Nain Trape.—~What sugar at retail is to
the grocer and white or grey cottons to the dry
goods merchant, is his stock of unails to the

As the firm sup-
posed 1o be pointed at were the first to propose
the mecting at which the reduction was deter-
mined on, the inndvertence is the more readily
perceived. The causes referred to on former
oceasions still coutinue to demoralize the trade
of the nail manufacturers; but as these are-
busily engaged on other branches of their work
also, and nre possessed of a plentitul supply of
the sinews of war, they are better able to stand
the pressure than one or -two parties who
minage to strike a balance one way or another,
but chiefly by chargingan extra figure for other
goods to make amends for-the low rate at
which they sell nails,  Were the retailer to
purchase his nails of one merchant and his
other hardware supplies elsewhere, he would
the more clearly perceive that he: has been
paying for‘the former in more ways than one..
The prices at which certain nails were quietly
sold in" Toronto of late, prices that found no
vxpression in any,of . the market reports of the
journuls in: that city, had also probably some-
thing to do-with the recent change. adopted by

The Moatreal Horticultur-
1l Snciety opened their annual exhibition in the
Victorin Rink on Tuesday afternoon; the show
bas been very largely pitronized, and is pro-
nounved infinitely superior to anything of the
kind ever attempted in this city, -The dairy
exhibit is much inrger than last year, and the
working dairy iz a great centre of altractivn.
